Discov-
eries in pure science may be found al-
most any day to have practicdl appli-
cation.” In this connection the achieve-
ment of Prof. J. C. MacLennan, of the
Physics Department of the University
of Toronto, was mentioned as a valuable
piece of work that will probably find
i practical application.

Brilliant Hypothesis.
Dr. Banting’s discovery was due

stated Dr. Cody. This was the idea
of isolating the intemal}ecrction of the
pancreas. To carry “this idea to
achievement, the unselfish co-operation
of others was involved. Other discov-

constituted the strongest argument for
the spending of money by public bodies
for scientific research, the speaker de-
clared. He advocated that the grant
be .increased from $75,000 to $150,000
so that the University of Toronto might
be -enabled to promote special research
work to better advantage. Life mem-
bership in the Canadian Club was ex-
tended to Dr. Banting, amid prolonged
applause from all parts of the crowded
room.

Dr. Banting’s address was preceded
iby a brief speech by C. H. Best, a co-
worker in the research work. The
principal speaker of the meeting refer-
red to the history of diabetes dating
back to the first century. The symp-
toms of the disease were chiefly out-
lired in the sixth century. The pan-
creas of a dog was partially removed
by a scientist, and somewhat later the
entire pancreas was removed, definitely
establishing the cause of the disease. It
is due to failure on the part of the
body to burn carbo-hydrates, (sugar),
and this is caused by a lack of the
secreation of the pancreas.

Dr. Banting gave a brief outline of
the work started in May, 1921, at the
Connaught Laboratories of the Uni-
(versity of Toronto. He referred to the
numerous letters of patients who had
been benefited by the use of insulin,
which is the product of the insular cells
of the pencreas, If seemed to him that
insulin would be of particular use to
children. It would take five or six
years, he admitted, to-discover definite-
ly whether the insulin treatment will
be permanently successful in curing
diabetes in its advanced stages, Regu-
lation of the diet would always have a
plare in the treatment of the disease,
he declared.

Praise for Co-Workers.

Tt means a great deal to the medi-
cal profession to have something speci-
fic to do for a disease,” said Dr. Bant-
ing. He paid high tribute to the work
of his co-workers in the University and
‘(‘oronto General Hospital, as well as
to the sympathetic interest .of the
Boards of Governors and Presidents of
both institutions.

“There is no reason why these prob-
lems cannot be attacked, ahd the work
carried out in- our own universities,”
said Dr. Banting. “Science is free, but
you must pay for the materials to
of Toronto for the way it has placed
carry on the experiments.

Jargest chimney in the British Isles is!
to be erected at Coventry. It is to be
865 feet high and the contract has been
secured by P. C. Richardson & Co. ot
Middlesbrough, notes The London
Daily News.
The highest chimney previously
erected in Great Britain was “Ten-
nant’s Stalk,” in thme St. Rollox dis-
trict of Glasgow. Originally it stood
440 feet high, later it was reduced to
280 feet and,finally it was demolished,
four men béing killed through a col-
lapse during the process of demolition.
The world’s highest chimney is at
Great Falls, Mont., standing 506 feet
above its foundations.
