OFFICER SEES DISTRESS SIGNAL

Although conditions at the present
time are an improvement over comndi
tions which bave prevailed for the
past year, Captain Meath, Superin-

society can annul, said Cardnal O'Connell, of ths eity, in a pastoral
letter,

The reasoning of this.church man is a contrast with the claim
of “‘can’t-strike’’ advocates, that strikes should be outlawed when
they inconvenience the publie—or, in other words, that a right ean
be set aside when it discommodes society ; s that the state, ere-
ated by man, ean deny rights inherent in man.

“It is a natural right of man o give or withhold his labor,”
said the cardinal. ‘It is man’s defense against injury and op-
pression. Man'’s right to strike is then a natural right. 7
