Revolutionists Are Apparently Trying
to Capture Swatow--The
Revolt is Spreading.

Amoy, China, June 2.—A great battle
petween the Imperial troops and rebels
ic reported to be in progress near
swatow. Thousands of men are said

bve engaged. No word has been re-
ceived here as to which side has the
best- of the fighting.

Yesterday's brush between the con-
testants between here and Swatow was

the forerunner of the big battle
to-day. In that conflict the Imperial
troops gained the advantage and the
rebels retired. To-day, it is reported,
the fight was renewed with the rebels
relnforced by thousands of men who
came up from the rear. |

While the' movements of the rebel!
and Imperial armies are not definitely
known, it is believed the soldiers were

to overhaul the revolutionists in
the race for Swatow, which was an-
unced to be in progress on Friday.

t is hoped the troops will be able to
prevent the rebels from capturing the
seaport, but it is admitted by the au-
thoroties that the issue is in doubt.

Yesterday’'s fighting, while not long
continued, was of the fiercest character.
In a very short engagement nearly one
thousand men .fell. The rebels wers

heaviest losers jn the fight and
ickly retired. It is believed only the
advance guard:was-engagsed and that
with” the arrival of reinforcements thse
struggie for the possession of Swatow
was. resumed.

That the rébels in the neighborhood
of Swatow far outnumber the troops
i$ well known. Reports stated that as
many as 30,000 armed men were in the
rebel army. It is doubtful if the Im-
perial .forces number over 3,000 or 4,-
000 men.

The ‘soldiers, of course, have the ad-
vantage of training and discipline and
superior arms. It is known, however,
that many former army officers are
with the rebels and they have been
able to b¥ing the rebel forces to a
higher state of efficiency than usually
obtains among revolutionists.

Throughout China the situation is
much worse and every dispatch says
the revolt is spreading.

Another rebel army was reported yes-
terday to be near Chang Chow, threat-
ening to attack that city, one of the
largest in Fokien province.

Anti-Dynastic Outbreak.

Amoy, China, June 1.—The centre of
the present Chinese uprising is at Ju
An, fifty miles southwest of Amoy. The
officials there arrested the leaders of
an organization known as the White
Fans, charging them falsely with be-
ing pirates. The prisoners escaped,

ected followers, killed the prefect
nd other officials and held the loecal
magistrate as a hostage.

Emboldened by this success, thirty
thousand rebels gathered and threat-
ened Chao Chow Fu. Troops were
hurried from Canton and Fu Chow,
and engaged the rebels yesterday be-
tween Swatow and Amoy, with the re-
sult'that six hundred of the latter were
killed. 'The government, loss is not
known; The rebels withdrew, but were
not dispersed, and are rapidly recruit-
ing their forces.

FINNISH LEADER
IN NEW YORK

WILL WORK FOR THE
LIBERATION OF COUNTRY

Declares Uprisings Will Continue to
Confront Russian Government

New York, June 3;—Capt. J. Xock,
leader of the famous Finnish Red
Guard, the revolutionary militia of
Finland, although searched for by the
secret police of Russia over.all Europe,
has arrived safely and is staying with
friends in the east side, says the World
to-day. There is a price of many thou-
sand roubles on his head, but Captain
Kock declares that he will continue. his
work for the liberation of Finland, and
that uprisings, greater and more ter-
rible than those of the past, will con-
front the Russian government.

The Finnish Red Guard consist of
10,000 men and 5,000 women, all armed
with latest model Mauser rifles, well
drilled and capable of being mobilized
at a moment’s notice. In an interview
Capt. Kock said:

“The best soldiers in my army were
the women. I had a division of women
led by women officers, and they -did
splendid service, and some times were
braver than the men. I rejoice to
think of my women troops.
the best shot and gunners. Women
soldiers in the Red Guard were.working
women, domestic servants and peasant
girls. We had a strong army, which
was excellently, although secretly
equipped.”

In telling how his country was re-
lieved of Russian oppression by a gen-
eral strike and without bloodshed,
Capt. Kock said “We disarmed the Rus-
sian police and soldiers and banished
them from our country. The women
played a most important part in this
work. Our women are great and brave.”

Capt. Kock said Re organized the
mutiny in the Sveaborg fortress, but
failed in his project because the navy
did not join and bombard the works.
For his part in this enterprise Kock
had to leave the country.

BACK IN LONDON

RETURNS AFTER
SOJOURN. IN FRANCE

He Does Not Appear te Have Bene-
fitted Very Much From the
Change.

(Associated Press). 4

London, June 2.—After the recent re-
assuring reports from Saint Raphael,
France, regarding tHe improvement in
the health of the Hon. Josecph Chamber-
jain, his arrival in England last night
was somewhat of a shock to his friends
and admirers, who gathered to meet
him both here and at Dover. Quite
apart from the fatigue of the trouble-
some journey, which he bore well, it
was evident that Mr. Chamberlain was
still a long way from such recovery as
io give hope of his resuming political
life with any activity.

Mr. Chamberlain was accompanied by
his wife and son Neville. When the
train arrived at the Victoria station he
was back on the cushions, seemingly
almost breathless. He made no effort
to rise until he was assisted by his wife
and son, and it was remarked that he
made a vain attempt to raise his hat
in responge to a cheer from the small
crowd at the station.

Mr. Chamberlain was almost carried
from the train to his carriage. He
drove immediately to his London resi-
dence. It seems that he is quite un-
able to walk by himself. Mr. Chamber-
lain’s face was much bronzed, but cer-
tain twitchings of the faclal museles
suggest that the effects of his recernt
seizure have not yet been completely
shaken off.

In ‘response to inquiries, the family
authorized' the  foliowing . statement:
“Mr, Chamberlain has returned much
improved in health, and none the
worse for the long journey. He has
not yet made any plans, but will cer-
tainly remain in London for a time.”

EUROPEAN POLICY

IN THE FAR EAST

London Spectator Comments on.Ab-
sence of Germany and States ..
From Recent Alliances.

(Associated Press).

London, June 3.—The European pol-
icy in the Far East and friction be-
tween the United States and Japan is
engaging the attention of the weekly
reviews of London.

The Spectator comments upon the
absence of America and Germany from
the alliances now embracing Great
Britain, France, Russia and Japan, and
after dealing with the various reasons
in helding aloof, the paper says one ob-
ject of these alliances is to enable
Europe, plus Japan, to press its ad-
vice on China with irresistable weight.
This, however, as a means of preserv-

ing peace in the Far East will not be|

possible unless Europe is united and
the Spectator therefore urges that Ger-
many should be courteously invited to

enter the European ring and that in-
quiry should be addressed to Wash-
ington asking whet}\er America intends
to await events or join Europe dand
Japan in a scheme for securing in the
Far East a long period of opportunity
for peaceful and fruitful advance.

The Saturday Review in an editorial
article, dealing with relations between
United States and Japan, draws at-
tention to great sympathy of Latin-
America and says that perhaps among
the surprises of the future will bé the
development of a widespread Japanese
influence on the Latin-Amerjcan contin-
ent, based on unsuspected ethnic
grounds which may terribly upset *“‘that
manifest destiny’”’ of the supremacy
over the American continent which
American statesmen have been pro-
claiming since the early days of the
Republic.

LONGSHOREMEN'S STRIKE.

Trans-Atlantic Steamship Companies D'e-
termined Not to Yield.

New York, June 1.—The trans-Atlantic
steamship lines made it plain last night
that efforts to compromise with the strik-
ing longshoremen would be futile. It had
been reported that both sides were willing
to arbitrate. To set the quegtion at rest
the following statement was i§sued on be-
half of the lines: “On Wednesday, May
29th, five foremen longshoremen called on
the officials of the International Mercan-
tile- Marine Co., who were definitely In-
formed that the company would not ac-
cept conciliation or compromise, but that
if any of their old employees wished to
return to work at the same wages as be-
fore the strike such of them as’ could now
be used would be re-employed.”

DISCOURAGE SQUATTERS

Men Gathered Saturday to Be in
Place When Homsteads Were
Opened To-day.

Yorkton, Sask., June 2.—Yesterday,
at 12 o’clock, immediately after the last
application for a homestead.in the first
township had gone away happy, & new
crowd began to line up for the home-
steads to be opened for entry to-mor-
row. Soon a party of 22 had collected
who essayed to stand patiently for 46
hours holding down positions. Satur-
day night was cold and cheerless, but
the men contrived to have a big tar-
paulin brought to them which they im-
provised into a sort of tent., In the
morning they were still compact.

FIRE ON BOARD
STEAMER OCEANIC

Broke Out in Steerage Quarters---
Believed to Have Been of
Incendiary Origin.

New York, June 3.—Fire was disccv-
ered in the steerage of the steamer
Oceanic shortly after 1 o'clock tais
morning and was not brought under
control for two hours. The crew:was
called to quarters and did what it couid
to extinguish the flames. but when they
spread to the cargo, outside aid had
to be called.

ATTEMPT TO WRECK TR AIN.

Los Angeles, June 2.—What appears
to have been another deliberate at-
tempt to wreck a Southern Pacific train
was made yesterday half a mile from
Burbank, and within seven miles of the
point where wreckers ditched the Shore
Limited on May 22nd, resulting in two
deaths and many injured.

Shortly after the
fish plate had been found and removed
the regular southbound passenger train
from Santa Barbara whizzed over the
spot.

GIVES PROMISE
OF 6OOD TRADE

CANADIAN-MEXICAN
COMMERCIAL OUTLOOK

AW Donly, Represen’ing Dominion,
‘Speaks of the Prospects of
New Steamship Line.

That the inauguration of the service
of the new Pacific' Coast Steamship
Company between Canadian and Mexi-
can ports will result in a vast inter-
change of commerce,'is the belief of A.
W. Donly, Canadian comercial agent
in Mexico, who has, according to the
Mexican Herald, returned from Mazat-
lan and Salina Cruz, at which ports
the Georgia, the boat to make the ini-
tial trip of the new service, stopped.

Mr. Donly boarded the ship at Mazat-
lan and made the trip to Salina Cruz,
returning from there to Mexico City.
The trip of the Georgia, he says, was
sufficiently successful for a first trip,
and the interest with which the new
service is regarded by merchants and
travelers on the West Coast indicates
the new company will, within a short
time, work up a large traffic, both
freight and passenger.

The Georgia carried on the trip a
consignment of railroad ties which
will be used in building the La Dicha
railroad from Acapulco, and coal for
the port of Guaymas. On her return
trip she carried a consignment of salt
from the Carmen islands to Victoria,
and this product of those islands is ex-
pected in the future to be one of the
principal cargoes, as much of it is used
in British Columbia. Lumber and coal
will be the principal cargoes from Can-
ada to Mexico, both, of these products
of that country being in demand on the
Mexican west coast.. Lumber is in de-
mand at practically all the ports at
which the boats of the company will
stop, and Canadian coal will probably
be in even greater demand than the
supply. No trouble will be experienced
in selling coal on account of the price
at which it can be sold. At present
Welsh coal is selling at Mexican ports
for $16 gold a ton and Australian coal
at $10. The Canadian coal is superior
to the Australian article, but not as
good as the Welsh and on account of
the difference in freightage, ean be sold
for about $6 or $7 a ton.
doubtedly result in a large trade in this
commodity, if the coal can be secured.

Salt, ore and fruit will probably be
shipped from Mexico to Canada in
quantities, and one result of the new
steamship service will probably be the
development of the Pacific Coast coun-
try by Canadian capital. Among the
passengers on the boat was F. Lee, a
representati¥e of a Canadian company,
who are considering the purchase of a

large fruit ranch, consisting of about |

100,000 acres near Acapulco, Mr. Lee
is making an investigation of this
property and if his investigation results
favorably it is probable, fruit from this
property will form one of the principal
exports. Another passegger on the
hoat was Alex. K. Evans, representing
the Canadian-Mexican Trading Com-
pany, who will investigate trade possi-
bilities in Mexico. Other passengers on
the boat were Mr. and Mrs. W, S.
Gore, who will visit their son, Thomas
S. Gore, in this city, and Thomas Adair,
of Victoria.

The services of the new company
will be monthly and the following ports
are on the regular schedule: Mazatlan,
Manzanillo, Acapulco and Salina Cruz.

SEIZURE OF
LOCAL SEALER

CARLOTTA G. COX
IS TOWED TO SITKA

Captain Grant Describes as “Ruth-
less” Act of United States
Revenue Cutter Rush.

(From Monday’s Daily.)

Shortly after the Times went to press
on Saturday afternoon news was re-
ceived that the sealing schooner Car-
lotta G. Cox, now in Alaskan waters,
had been seized by the United States
revenue cutter Rush and towed as a
prize to Sitka. Capt. 3. Christian, who
is in command of the sealer, sent a
brief telegram dated the 1st of June
to Capt. Grant, general manager .of the
Victoria Sealing Company, bearing in-
formatioy to the above effect, and stat-
ing that he was writing full particu-
lars. *

Special cables were received in Se-
attle from Sitka saying that the Car-
lotta had been captured 14 miles off the
coast north of 54.40, and that at the
time she had 70 skins aboard. At the
time of the seizure several Japanese
sealers were seen on the ground, but
the cable states that they could not be
seized as thére are no treaty provisions
between the United States and Japan.

Another cable which reached Seattle
states that on board the sealer were
five skins green and bloody, and add-
ing ‘“that the officials had been after
these pirates for three years, and that
the capture was due to the skill and
energy of Capt. Ainsworth, who is in
command of the Rush.”

Capt..Grant, general manager of the
Victoria Sealing Company; character~
i¥ss the s¥igfire ag-an act of the most
ruthless cgaracter. “If was a hellish
deed,” he says, *“Time and again Brit-
ish vessels axe singled out, whereas
vessels of every other nationality are
allowed to hunt, even within the three-
mile limit, with impunity. These seiz-
ures are régarded somewhat in the
light -of a joke in.Victoria;, but it is
anything but a joke to us when by the
act we lose probably as much as
$10,000.” 5

“It is a crying shame that vessels
flying the British flag Should be singl-
ed out for seizure. The Japanese are
allowed to hunt wherever they like,
and there is never even a protest
raigsed. It is a subject upon which I
feel strongly, and until some stern
measures are adopted these depreda-
tions will continue to rob. those who
have their money invested in the com-
pany.”

The Carlotta G. Cox is a Victeria
built schooner, well known in this port.
She is an 82-ton wooden +Vessel, re-
sembling in all partieulars the other
sealing schooners which run to Behring
Sea. She was built by E. B, Marvin &
Co., about twelve years ‘ago, and was
operated in the industry for that com-
pany until 1900, when she was- taken
over by the Victoria Sealing Company
upon the various individual owners
uniting to form the company.

The schooner sailed from Victoria on.
January 29th under command of Capt.
J. Christian and carried a crew of 20
men, including hunters.

The revenue cutter Rush sailed from
Port Townsend May 17th, for a sum-
mer cruise in Alaskan waters., She
was to cover what is known as the
cannery cruise. This detail consists of
patrolling ‘the salmon districts of
Alaska, and it was designed to have
the Rush visit all points on the south-
eastern coast, Bristol bay and the
Nushagak river. Accompanieg by a
representative of the department of
commerce and labor andfisheries, the
authority of the cutter’s officers would
cover inspection of Chinese cannery
hands, fishing regulations and other
acts that ordinarily apply to the cut-
ter service. In command of the Rush
was Capt. Daniel J. Ainsdolp.

FRENCH SHIPPING STRIKE.

Hopes of an Early Settlement—Men
May Be Treated as Deserters.

Paris, June 3.—Although it cannot be
great change has oc-
curred in the seamen’s strike, the sit-
uation to-day is brighter and there are
hopes of an early settlement. Depu-
ties representing maritime districts are
warning the men that they have been
too preécipitate and are alienating pub-
lic sympathy by abruptly paralyzing
trade, besides subjecting themselves to
heavy penalties.

Thé maritime authorities refused to
accept ship’s papers from captains and
consequently the latter are still nom-
inally responsible for their vessels, and
the men after the third day’s absence
from duty, legally become deserters.

The government thus far has con-
fined its action to insuring the trans-
portation of mails to the colonies, a
regular schedule of transport sailings
having been inaugurated.
