a couple. She has been employed on- 
survey service for the better part of 
thirty years.

The Egeria, which is in command of 
Captain Parry, is at present lying in 
Esquimalt after a rough survey season 
spent in northern waters. During the 
winter she lies in the harbor, while 
the officers make up the charts from 
the survey work done during the sum­
mer months. She has been invaluable 
for the work in. which she has been 
engaged, and it will be a fine thing for 
this coast that she is to remain in 
commission one year longer. When 
last commissioned she was ordered to 
Australia, but her commander re­
ported that It was not safe to make 
the long voyage in her.

GOLD DISCOVERIES.

Rich Claims Located Along the 
Temiskaming & Northern 

Ontario Railway.

Toronto, ‘ Dec. 22.—The commission­
ers of the Temiskaming & Northern 
Ontario railway yesterday received a 
report of some startling gold discover­
ies in the north, along the line of rail­
way.

Some time ago indications were found 
Of the existence of gold, and Mining 
Engineer Cole, who is one of the best 
recognized authorities on such matters, 
was sent to investigate. His report is 
a glowing one. Some claims are held 
at $100,000.

The townships in which rich gold- 
bearing ore, and even gold in the free- 
state, are found, are Whitney, Tlsi 
dale, Mountjoy, Shaw and one or two 
others, and extending down into the 
Temagami district.

What is known as Porcupine camp 
promises to be one of the richest in 
America. Land in these townships is 
held very largely by veterans. Some 
of the veins located have been traced 
for a long distance. They range from 
26 to 75 feet in width, and are very 
rich.

Water Question Lively to Be 
Chief Issue of the Cam­

paign.

(From Wednesday’s bally.)
While no public meetings have been 

arranged to be held for the discussion 
of municipal Issues until after the holi­
day season, much interest is still being 
manifested in the approaching elec­
tions. Speculation continues to be 
keen in respect to the identity of the 
“dark horse” who, it is now generally 
known, will put in an appearance be­
fore nomination day in the fight for 
the mayoralty. The choice of the 
Voters’ League in regard .to the can­
didate to whom they will accord sup­
port is believed to be the determining 
factor in the situation.

It is felt by many that the issue of 
the campaign which will overshadow 
a’O others will be the question of a 
water supply—this situation arising 
from the somewhat startling dis­
closures by Aid. Stewart to the effect 
that within a comparatively brief 
period Victoria will, of necessity, be 
compelled to buy water by the gallon 
from the Esquimalt Waterworks Co. 
What will serve to further concentrate 
public attention on the water question 
is the fact that the ratepayers are to 
be asked—if the present decision of the 
City Council holds good—to give their 
sanction to â by-law to raise the sum 
of $1,500,000 to bring water in from 
Sooke Lake. Judging from the opin­
ion which Is held by the man in the 
street it is Improbable that the by­
law will pass—it is even freely pre­
dicted that it will be rejected by an 
immense majority. In explanation of 
this possible attitude on the part of 
the people, it is contended that a coun­
cil about to reiiqulsh office should not 
place such an important measure be­
fore the taxpayers—particularly at a 
time when the mismanagement of the 
water department of the city is the 
cause of a. great amount of discontent. 
It Is believed that àt Monday even­
ing's meeting of the City Council, In 
view of this situation, an endeavor 
may be made by some of the aldermen 
to have the by-law for the Sooke Lake 
enterprise stand over to be dealt with 
By the incoming council:

The voters’ lists are now on sale 
at the city clerk’s office at the city 
hall, and may be obtained there by 
anybody on payment of the fee 
charged—10 cents for the mayor’s list 
and 5 cents for each of the ward lists.

next spring. This is the opinion of the 
contractors who have returned to Van­
couver after haying looked , over the 
route of the proposed line prior to sub­
mitting tenders for the work.

Those who made the Journey were 
A. Jellett of Spokane, representing the 
contracting firm of P. Welch & Co., 
and Charles Folliot, representing 
Guthrie & Co., contractors of 6t, Paul. 
A representative of - the Vancouver 
contracting firm of Ironside, Rannie 
apd Campbell also went qver the 
ground. The party was piloted by J. 
H. Kennedy, chief engineer of the Hill 
railway.

The entire Coquehalla river was 
thoroughly covered, the party travers­
ing it over the old Yale road, which 
iq its general trend follows the route to 
be taken by the line. No serious con­
struction difficulties were encountered. 
It is understood that tenders will be 

• acted upon early in the new year and 
that construction will be in full swing 
by spring.

Determination of the manner in 
which the Hope range will be crossed 
has not yet been made. It is reported 
that this question is now occupying 
the attention of th$ railway engineers, 

‘ the problem being whether grade re­
quirements will necessitate the con­
struction of an eight-mile tunnel at a 
ccst of several million dollars, or In 
the alternative if it would be better 
railway practice to build a Une of 
heavier grade* and . longer distance on 
the surface in crosing from the head­
waters of the Coquehalla to the Cold- 
water river.

COLONIES CAN MEET
* NEEDS OF EMPIRE

F. W. Thompson on Proposal to 
Tax Foreign Wheat and 

Flour,

Montreal, Dec. 22.—F. W. Thompson, 
vice-president and managing director 
ot the Ogilvie Flour Mills Company, 
was asked whether he thought the 
United Kingdom would be justified in 
placing a duty on all foreign wheat 
and flour, and whether, should this be 
done, the overseas dominions could be 
depended upon In the near future to 
meet her full requirements.

Mr. Thompson replied that this was 
a problem to which he had naturally 
given a great deal of careful thought 
and study, and after mature consider­
ation he was convinced that Great 
Britain would be justified in taking 
such action fully. It is absurd to Ques­
tion the Empire’s ability to supply its 
own needs, when Canada alone has an 
area sufficient to supply them many 
times over. Why, with such unlimited 
resources the country is not developing 
fqeter, was to his mind the really se­
rious side of the problem, it is not so 
much a question as to the possibility, 
but the probability, of Canada produc­
ing these enormous crops. This is 
where he believed a tax on foreign 
grain, with the free importation into 
the United Kingdom of wheat and 
flour produced within the Empire, 
would give the assistance needed and 
what applied to Canada applied to all 
the colonies.

"And let me take this opportunity of 
adding that the assistance thus ren­
dered the colonies by Great Britain 
would, I believe, further stimulate us 
hi assuming our full share of respon­
sibility in maintaining an Imperial 
navy such as would be adequate to 
safeguard our tremendous commerce. I 
mention this only because i feel that 
ip this great work of Empire build­
ing we should all be prepared to give 
(u: well as take, and every citizen of 
four Dominion should remember that 
naval protection is necessary if our

GOVERNMENT FORCES
HAVE SURRENDERED

RUSSIAN POLICE) 
CHIEF SLAIN

Six Hundred Men of Nicar­
aguan Army Killed and 

Wounded in Battle.

BODY BLOWN TO Washington, D. C., Dec: 22.—The 
army of former President Zelaya has 
surrender to the forces of provisional 
President Estrada at Rama.

This information came in the form 
of a cable message to the state de­
partment to-day from Capt. Shipley, 
of the cruiser Des Moines.

Capt. Shipley reports that Zelayas 
forces lost in killed and wounded 600 
men during the fighting about Recero 
and Rama yesterday.

Detachments of marines and hospital 
corps from the American ships at 
Blueflelds are establishing field hos­
pitals where the wounded are being 
cared for.

The Zelayan troops were defeated 
yesterday by the revolutionary force 
in a fierce battle at Rama, lasting sev­
eral hours.

The first announcement of the Es­
trada army campaign came in a cable­
gram to Dr. Castrillo, the representa­
tive here of the provisional govern­
ment, yesterday. It was signed by 
Diaz, secretary of state of the provis­
ional government, 
said: “Complete victory is ours. Ze- 
laya’s troops are in retreat.”

Late last evening the state depart­
ment gave out the following from 
Consul Moffatt, which had been sent 
by wireless telegraph from Colon:

“Estrada’s forces at Tatumbla and 
Recreo, near Rama, commanded by 
General Mena at the former place and 
Generals Camerro, Mattutl and Diaz 
at the latter place, partially routed and 
defeated the forces of Zelaya after a 
desperate fight of several hours. The 
Zelayan forces were commanded byl 
General Gonzales. A great many^H 
killed, the number being unknown. One 
hundred were wounded and 150 prison­
ers were taken by the revolutionists. 
The Zelayan troops at Recreo have oc­
cupied what has been considreed 
strong position. Estrada is -confident 
of defeating the enemy- when he re­
news the attack to-morrow and forc­
ing surrender.”

Petersburg,
Karpoff, chief of police of St. Peters­
burg, was killed by a bomb thrown by 
an assassin early to-day.

The assassin was arrested immedi­
ately by the police.

From his passports the authorities 
believe his name to be Michael Voss- 
kressensky.

The assassination of Karpoff, the 
police believe, marks the beginning of 
another terrorist reign. They immedi­
ately took steps to learn the identity of 
Vosskressensky’s supposed fellow- 
plotters.

Vosskressensky, who was arrested 
for the crime, recently came to St. 
Petersburg and rented a flat. Early 
to-day an elderly man, accompanied by 
a servant, called at the house, telling 
the door-keeper that he was his ten­
ant’s uncle. The visitor was admitted.

As he reached the top of flight 
stairs he was met by Vosskressensky. 
Immediately there was a deafening 
explosion.

The caller’s body was blown to pieces 
and the front of the house wrecked. 
Vosskressensky, himself bruised and 
bleeding, rushed from the shattered 
building, but was overtaken by the po­
lice. The servant disclosed the identity 
of the victim as Karpoff.
