PONTIFF HAS ALMOST
ENTIRELY RECOVERED

The Twe Doctors Continue to Insist
on His Holiness Having a
Rest.

Rome, Aug. 12.—The Pope this morn-
ing left his apartment for the first time
since his fainting fit yesterday, going for
a drive and walk in the Vatican gar-
dens. He remained in the open air
about two hours and returned to the pal-
ace fe'eling much better. All that re-
mains of yesterday’s collapse is a slight
feeling of lightness in the head.

Doctors Lapponi and Davenzi visited
Pope Pius to-aay and thougn they found
him almost entirely recovered, they con-
tinued to recommend that ne should take
a rest and an abstention from all work.
“But this will mean such an accumula-
tion of work that it will kill me after-
wards to catch up with it,” said the
Pope in reply.

PREPARING FOR RACES.

Shamrock III. Is Now in the Dry Dock
Being Cleaned and Repainted,

New York, Aug. 10.—A small army
of dock yard employees, besides her own
crew and some of the crew of Shamr
rock I., swarmed about Shamrock III.
ag she lay in dry dock in Erie basin to-
day and began the task of putting her
in trim for the cup races. She will be
cleaned, repainted and re-enameled.
Capt. Wringe does not expect to get her
out of dry dock before next week.

On Wednesday, the day before the
first race with the Reliance, she prob-
ably will be measured by the official
measurer of the New York Yacht Cfub
to ascertain her racing length and
whether either boat will have to give the
other time allowance.

Stinson Jarvis in a recent dispatch to
the Winnipeg Free Press says:

“In the short interval before the first
race of the America Cup series the chal-
lenger and defender will do practically
mnothing. Both boats have been sufficien®-
1y tested, and the selection of the Am-
erican representative officially made, so
that there is little more to do than to
keep the yachts in trim till the first race
is called on August 20th. Barr has Reli-
ance at the Herreshoff yards, Bristol,
and from her extensive wardrobe is
selecting the best of the sails for racing
uses and also those which he will take
to Sandy Hook to be held in reserve.

“Owing to a weakness being discover-
ed in the racing mast of ‘Shamrock IIIL.,
this spar will be strengthened internally
at the Erie Basin. i u

“After all the private racing and com-
parative timing, it is pretty clear that
the best speed of the two rivals is too
close for much confidence on either side:
The best time that the challenger Whs
made for thirty miles is 2.59:20; and the
fastest passage of the defender on this
cup course distance is 2.58:30; there be-
ing a difference of only fifty seconds be-
tween the two. If the final contests
should pan out on this proportion they
will be very satisfactory to the English
boat, as she will certainly zeceive. more
than- fifty seconds time allowance. Com-
modore Bourne says ‘that the 'measure-
ment of Reliance will not be made
known to the public until Shamrock and
Reliance are officially taped just before
the first race. Never before in the de-
fence of the cup have the dimensions of
an intended defender been concealed till
the time of final contest. Mr, Belmont,
of Constitution, probably. was told pri-
vately of the time allowance’ his boat
would receive in the trial races, as She
was the only one of the drial trio that
was seriously seeking to defeat Reliante.
The concealment of the true figures has
Dbeen so new and unusual‘that it suggests
unusual reasons for ‘same. The last
thing the defending club rwould do would
be to prematurely shake public confid-
ence in the American representative, yet
some members think that there will be
a sudden slump in the national hopes
when the true figures have to be finally
disclosed, The time allosvance which
Shamrock will receive will not be as
great as was expected by everyone when
the first BEnglish reports made her out
to be a2 much smaller boat than she is;
yet it was noticed that Reliance made
Columbia look like a craft of a smaller
class, and the cost in time of the new
defender’s great size and sail spread: will
certainly be large, and of considerable
wvalue to the challenger.”

STILL FAVORITE,

Bulk of Money is Going on Jeffries—

San Francisco, Aug. 12.—Betting con-
tinues light on the Corbett-Jeffries fight,
and up, to the time the pools closed last
night not more than, $2,000 had been
wagered.

MR. CHARLTON’S SPEECH

Ottawa, Aug. 12.—Mr. Charlton closed
his speech on the Grand Trunk Pacific
at 3.45 to-day. He spoke for four hours,
He did not think that Mr. Blair had
given the correct reason as to his resigna-
tion. This was shown by his speech at
Victoria a year ago when he said Canada
was then ready for & transcontinental
railway, while to-day he said that the
country was proceeding with undue
haste. Mr. Blair refused to obey his cap-
tain, and tried to give the word of com-
mand. He did not succeed, and was now
in the ranks. Mr. Charlton spoke strong-
ly in favor of the contract, which he said
would be a monument to the Premier
when the latter passed away from the
scene of action. The Canadian Pacific
cost Canada $135,500,000, while the pre-
sent contract would cost $14,500,000. He
spoke highly of the great resources of
Northern British Columbia, and the pro-
posed road would develop the same.

Mr. Monk replied to Mr. Charlton, and
twitted him about his long speech seelng
he was an advocate of short ones.

DAMAGE REACHES MILLIONS.

Portions of Jamaica Swept by Hurri-
cane Which Wrought Great
Havoc.

Kingston, Jamaica, Aug. 11.—(Delay-
ed in transmission.)—The hurricane, only
the fringe of which struck the western
end of Jamaica yesterday, and which it
was thought had passed, instead of pro-
ceeding to the northwest, veered to the
south early this morning and struck
Jamaica with its full force, inflicting
damage which it will take years to re-
cover from. Owing to the interruption
of telegraphic communication, it is im-
possible as yet to estimate the amount
of the losses, but they must reach mil-
lions of dollars. 3

Every banana plantation in the east-
ern half of the island has been devastat-
ed. The situation in the western half is
unknown. Considerable injury was done
to property in Kingston and the suburbs,
The roof of the electric light works was
blown off, and the machinery was dis-
abled. Railroad traffic was interrupted;
and the- street cars were stopped. Many
houses - were damsaged by falling trees.
No loss of life is yet reported.

PAINTINGS IN HOTEL.

New York Justice Grants Injunction
Restraining Tiffany Studio
Altering Them.

New York, Aug. 12.—The world says:

“Justice McCall, of the Supreme
court, granted an injunction yesterday
restraining the Tiffany studio from alter-
ing the paintings by William de Loft-
wich Doge as decorgtions for the new
King Edward hotel in Toronto, Ont., the
injunction to stand till the justice shall
have passed upon the right of Mr. Doge
to have his paintings remain as he fin-
ished them. Mr. Doge’s paintings were
to be historical, acceptable to the archi-
tect, and were to be retouched by him in
Canada. ‘They were approved by Mr.
Lennox, architect of the hotel, and now
Mr. Lennox wants them changed, and
refuses to pay the Tiffany a balance of
$25,000 uniess the acting artist be per-
mitted to change pictures.”

SECURES MONOPOLY.

Korea Has Granted Russian Lumber
Company Lease of Land.
vondon, Aug. 12.—The Times prints a
dispatch from Tokio, which says that
Korea has granted the Russian lumber
company a twenty years’ lease of 350
acres at Yonkampo, with right to pur-
chase at reasonable prices all the tim-
ber floated down the Yalu by Korean
subjects, thereby conferring a practical
monopoly of the lumber in the Yalu
valley. Thus Russia, while opposing the
opening of Wiju, herself secures-free
access to the- Yalu valley and the com-

"CROWING WORSE

BULGARIAN OFFICIALS
PUT BLAME ON TURKS

—

Interference of the Powers is Regarded
as Only Move to Prevent
Disaster.

Salonica, Aug. 12.—It is rumored that
the Turkish troops on Monday bombard-
ed and destroyed the village of Ekshi-
su, 28 miles south of Monastir. Ac-
cording to another rumor, the insur-
gents who have occupied Krusshevo,
after repulsing two assaults by the
Turkish troops, offered a conditional sur-
render. Instructions were asked from
Constantinople, and in reply the Turk-
ish commander received orders to give
no quarter.

The whole/ Bulgarian government
takes a decidedly pessimistic view of the
situation, and the officials freely express
themselves that a general massacre of
the Christians in Macedonia is inevitable,
Meanwhile the government continues to
maintain its ‘peaceful attitude, but it
believes that a sudden development of

affairs across the border may at any
time trender the authorities powerless to
prevent war. The reports from Bul-
garian official agents in Macedonia show
that affairs are rapidly growing worse.
The fact that the Mussulman population
is becoming excited and congregating in
the mosques, is regarded as a bad fea-
ture, indicating the possibility that a
massacre may occur within a very short
time. It is feared that such a massacre
would cover a wide area, and that the
Turkish soldiers would prove incapable
of restraining the fanatical Mussulman,
even if they desired to do so, which is
by no means certain. Monastir now coB-
tains only two battalions of Turkish
troops, and they consist of raw recruits.
The troops might even aid the Mussul-
mans in slaughtering the Christians. The
officials here blame Turkey for the pres-
ent outbreak, attributing it largely to
the action of the Porte in instituting a
search for arms in the villages.

The Macedonian leaders claim that
their followers were being deprived of
guns and ammunition, and decided to
rise immediately. The Bulgarian gov-
ernment is said to be particularly dis-
pleased with Turkey’s action because it
had urged the Porte to leave the villages
in peace, believing that this would re-
sult in staving off the trouble till next
year, as the insurgents seemed to enter-
tain hopes that the pcwers would soon
intervene.

Mussulmans Gather.

Sofia, Bulgaria, Aug. 12.—The Bul-
garian foreign office has received very
discouraging news from its agent at Us-
kub. The -Mussulmans there are al-
ready gathering in the mosques, and it
is feared that a massacre of the Chris-
tians is impeunding. Officials here ex-
press the belief that the interférence of
the powers can alone prevent a disas-
ter.

Unprotected.

Cettinje, Montenegro, Aug. 12.—The
Servians of Old Servia are in a state
of panic bécause of the departure of the
Turkish troops for Monastir, which re-
moves all protection from the Servians
against the vengeance of the Albanians.

The represehtatives of the Macedonian
revolutionary committee announces that
the revolution broke out Sunday in the
villayet of Adrianople. Telegraphic com-
maunication is interrupted. The repre-
sentatives of the committee also publish
a contradiction of the alleged crimes
committed by the Bulgarians, and ac-
cuse the Turks of attempting to prepare
the mind of Europe for the eventual
massacre »f innocent Christians.

Gen. T. Zonchaff, president of the
Macedonian committee, has addressed an
appeal to his adherents to assist the in-
surgents in  Macedonia, even by revo-
lutionary means.

Squadron in Readiness,

Rome, Aug. 12.—The Minister of
Marine has directed that a squadron be
kept in readiness to sail for the Bast
should the compilcations in Macedonia
make it necessary to protect Italian sub-
Jjects there.

Turks Deserting.

Constantinople, Aug. 12.—It is rumor-
ed here that the Turkish troops in Mace-
donin have become so demoralized by
their failure to receive pay that hun-
dreds of them are deserting and selling
their rifles to the insurgents in order
to obtain provisicns.

Notwithstanding the increasing num-

ber of reports of outbreaks in the Bal-*

kans, official circles begin to manifest a
more confident attitude. Serious repre-
sentations will again be made to Turkey
and Bulgaria, which is hoped will prove
efficacious. Nevertheless it is admitted
that some untoward incident may easily
precipitate a disaster.
Wounded.

Cettinje, Montenegro, Aug 12.—It is
reported that Feria Pasha, while leaving
Ipek with Turkish troops, was attacked
by Albanians and severely wounded.

NEW ENGLAND CATTLE.

Not ,Sufficient Evidence of Absence of
Disease to Remove Prohibition
Order,

London, Aug, 11.—In the House of
Commons to-day, in reply to the ques-
tion why, in view of the United States
government’s notification that the New
England states are free from disease,
the prohibition of the importation of cat-
tle into this country was maintained, a
representative of the board of )agricul-
ture replied that the evidence was not
sufficient to justify the withdrawal of
the prohibition, but detailed informa-
tion on the subject was shortly ex-

pected.

SECRETARY ROOT

Will Place His Resignation in Hands
of President. Before Going
to Lendon.
- ——ny

Washington, Aug. 11.—Before United
States Secretary of War Root sails for
London to sit with the Alaskan commis-
sion, he will place his resignation in the
hands of President Roosevelt in order
that the President may appoint a secre-
tary of war if it is deemed necessary
during. Mr. Root’s absence. It is ex-
pected, however, that the resignation will
not be acted on until after congress
meets. The appeintment of Mr, Root's
successor will depend somewhat upon
the length of time that Secretary Root
will be engaged upon the Alaskan bound-
ary commission.

It has been taken for some time that
Secretary Root intended to retire, but
he did not wish to leave the department
until the general staff bill was in oper-
ation and other matters were well un-
der way. It is understood that the mat-
ter of his successor has been discussed,
and while nothing of an official nature
can be obtained, it is believed that the
position will be tendered to Governor
Taft.

‘While Secretary Root is in London,
matters pertaining to the general staff
will be referred to him. If the sitting
of the Alaskan commission extends be-
yond December 1st it is likely the secre-
tary’s resignation will be accepted and
his successor’ appointed. If a secretary
is needed 'sooner, action may ebtaken
on the resignation. It is believed here
that the Alaskan commissioners may be
detained in London several months,

THE MURDER OF CONSUL.

Sultan’s Son Calls an Ambassador to
Express Eis Father’s Sorrow
and Regret, -

St. Petershurg, Aug. 11.—The Rus-
sian ambassador at Constantinople tele-
graphed that, by command of the Sultan,
his son, Prince Ahmed Effendi, ecalled at
the embassy to express the deep distress
and regret caused in the mame of His
Majesty by the murder of the Russian
consul at Monastir, and requested the
ambassador to notify the Czar of this
expression of the Sultan’s sorrow.

New Consul.

Constantinople, Aug. 11.—Dr. Mandel-
stam, acting Russian consul at Uskub,
will replace the murdered consul, M
Rostkovik, at Monastir.

Inspecting Posts.

Sofia, Aug. 11.--The Premier and min-
ister of the idterior have proceeded to
Dubnitza, withithe intention of inspect-
ing the Bulgarian -posts along the Mace-
donian frontier.i This is regarded as ad-
ditional proof of the government’s desire

MARTINIQUE STORM-SWEPT.

Number of People Killed While About
Five Thousand Are Homeless.

Washington, Aug 11.—The state de-
partment to-day received a dispatch from
Consul Jewell at Fort de ¥rance, Mar-
tinique, dated yesterday, confirming the
press report of the disastrous cyclone in
that island. The dispatch says:

“A terrific cyclone visited the wentire
island at midnight Saturday. Great
damage was done to crops and fruits.
Many houses were unroofed, and trees
two feet thick uprooted. One person
was killed. The consulate is intact.

“At Trinite seven were killed and
many houses destroyed. Smaller towns
are damaged, rendering 5,000 sufferers
of last year's catastrophes again home-
less. Reports from the interior of the
island are indefinite. There is great dis-
couragement”’

KILLED IN RIOTS.

Sixty Deaths Result From Conflicts
Between Strikers and Soldiers.

Vienna, Aug. 10.—The strike riots at
Cracow, Austrian Poland, have resulted,
according to a Cracow newspaper, in
sixty deaths since August 5th, through
conflicts between the strikers and the
troops.

MR. A. G. BLAIR ON
NATIONAL HIGHWAY

Says There is No Demand From British
Columbia for Transcontinental
Road.

Ottawa, Aug. 11.—A. G. Blair spoke
in the House this morning on the resolu-
tions for the national transcontinental
railway. He severely criticised the
measure, and said that it was under-
taken with undue haste.

At the start he denied that Sir Wilfrid
Laurier asked him to remain quietly in
the government, while at the same time
feeling hostile to the Ttailway policy.
That was not trué. He would favor a
national line, but the one proposed was
not such. ide said the Premier stated
that time would not wait. He (Blair)
asked if Senator Cox would not wait. If
parliament did not want to wait the
country did. The work, in the opinion
of Mr. Blair, was a case of hysteria, as
he would not say that any of his col-
leagues were actuated by other than
worthy motives.

Mr. Blair then took up the Premier's
statement about the road being neces-
sary for bonding privileges. That was
not so. Canada has already two'roads,
one a government line, which left it
independent of bonamg privileges, but
the United States government knew
that the bonding privileges were just
as beneficial to them as to Canada. He
characterized this as a frenzed appeal to
the people because no better argument
could be found. He was loth to de-
clare the people of Canada were at the
mercy of the United States. He de-

clared that the contract had to be adopt-,

ed in full or rejected. He said theré
was no cry for a transcontinental rail-
way from British Columbia, or any of
the other provinces. He ridiculed the
idea of other lines being able to utilize
the government section. The govern-
ment ought to own and operate it.

BOY PICKED UP AT SEA.

Found '‘Almost Dead in Open Boat Orne
Hundred Miles Off Coast of
Georgia.

New York, Aug. 13.—The Morgan line
steamer Edorado, Capt. Prescott, which
arrived here to-day from Galveston, had
on board a 12-year-old boy who was
found adrift in an open boat about 100
‘miles off the coast of Georgia, on Augutt
10th. He was naked, and almost dead
from exposure. After the lad had heén
revived somewhat he told Captain Pres
cott that with two other boys he was
fishing outside the harbor of Havana,
when the boat broke adrift, and they
were unable to row it ashore. Two of
the lads, seeing the land rapidly reced-
ing, plunged into the water and swam
for shore. The other boy was unable to
swim so far, and remained in the boat
without food or water until picked up
by the Eldorado. He says he was adrift
for five days. Captain Prescott thinks
the boat could not have drifted 530 miles
from Havana to the point where it was
sighted in less than six days and pos-
sibly longer.

CAUSED BY WASHOUT.

Several Cars of Passenger Train Wreck-
ed—Fireman Drowned.

Topeka, Kans.,, Aug. 13.—A well au-
thenticated report has reached here that
the West-bound Rock Island passenger
train, which left Topeka at midnight.
was in a wreck near McFarland, Sev-
eral passengers are dead and others in-
jured.

Fireman Drowned.

Chicago, Aug, 13.—General Manager
Goodnow, of the Rock Island road, stat-
ed this morning that no passengers were
hurt in the wreck, and all the trainmen
but the fireman escaped. He was prob-
ably drowned.
