The British pewspapers are paying much
attention to the Casvadian tariff deb.t .
They endorse the proposals of Premier
Laurier and denounce those of the opposi-
tion—especially those of Sir Charles Tupper.

It is reported that the German Emperor
William has a detailed plan by which the
interests of Germany, France and Belginm
in the Transvaal are to be protected against
Bnitish interests. It is also reported that
Russia is embittered against England.

It is generally believed in London that
Britain has purchased Delegoa Bay from
Portagal and will fortify Inyak Island.
This will be a commanding position in event
of war with Transvaal, as it controls the
entrance from sea to the Boer republic.

The Kings County N. B., sedaoction case,
which has occupied so many days, has re-
sulted in tha accused, Rev. A, H. McLeod,
being honorably discharged on Tueeday
afternoon by Juastice Morrison. James P,
Byrne, barfister, conducted the prosecution,
snd G. W, Fowler, M. P. P., defended the
sccused.

The sympathy of the inhabitants of the
British Empire is strongly in favor of the
Greeks in their present struggle with the
Tarks. Daring the last week in April it is
stated that apwards of five millios dollars
passed through the Bink of England to be
placed to the credit of the Greek war fund.
Ivis also stated that this vast sam was
raisged by sukscription in England, Canada

and the Unib;q States.
