ter for Trade With the Old Country—

Men, Mr. Bryden Investigating Chicago

Methods.

There is a project on foot for the
establishment in Ontario of alarge
abattoir. The Provincial Government
is anxious to see one started and will
lend aid to such an establishment.
The scheme is shaping nicely, and
something definite may be look-
ed for at the approaching session of
Legislature, which is, in all proba-
bility, about six weeks distant.

Hon. George W. Ross has had the
question in his mind for a long time,
He firmly believes that with a big
abattoir in this province there would
spring up a large trade in beef and
poultry between Ontario and the
motherland. Great success has at-
tended the shipping of poultry tothe
old .country, and the Premier wants
to see this grow and include beef and
mutton.

Great strides have been made in
cold storage. At the last session of
the Legislature concessions were
made to those people who were build-
ing cold storage stations. The Gov-
ernment proposes to assist the estab-
lishment of these stations, believing
that they will be a great benefit to
the farmers. Further legislation
may be passed.

IMPROVING COLD STORAGE.

Just now the Government is con-
sidering how these cold, storage sta-
tions can be further improved and
their usefulness extended. The sys-
tem of cold storage used in Ontario
is being copied by the Dominion.
When sending experimental ship-
ments of fruit to Manchester this fall
the Government went to the expense
of fitting one of the boats up in ac-
cordance with their system. It wasa
success, and the Dominion Govern-
ment immediately adopted it, using
it in all the boats in which they
shipped Canadian produce to the old
country.

Trouble was experienced in the past
in keeping the fruit after it was tak-
en out of cold storage. The trouble
was that the fruit would sweat and
soon mildew when exposed to the air.
Under the system adopted by the On-
tario Agriculture Department the
produce is given plenty of air, and as
a .consequence it keeps much longer
and is in perfect condition when
brought to the light ready for the
market.

The question of a big abattoir is
being investigated thoroughly. Hon.
Jolin Dryden, Minister of Agriculture,
is in Chicago now. {He went to attend
a big cattle sale, but he has another
mission. That mission ig to visit some
of the Chicago abattoirs, which are
noted the world over.

MR. DRYDEN WILL INSPECT.

Mr. Dryden will see these big abat-
toir men and get all the available in-
formation. Just how the Govern-
ment will assist in the establishment
of the one proposed has not been set-
tled, but one thing is certain, they
will give aid to capitalists who can
see their way clear to give to the
province an abattoir of no modest
size.

Hon. Mr. Ross has decided views on
the subject, and can see a big thing
for the province in the scheme now
on foot. He will be pleased with no-
thing less than a firm that would
kill in the neighborhood of 100,000
animals a year. In connection with
the abattoir there would be cold
storage cars. With the meat properly
chilled it would be transferred tocold
storage compartments in the ocean
liners and carried to Britain, and be
in the very best condition on arriv-
ing there.

Mr. F. W. Hodson will take a trip
to Chicago, Milwaukee, St. Louis, in
fact go all through the west and
look into the methods of chilling
meat for export and the way the big
abattoirs do their business.

A somewhat similar story comes
from South Afrsca with regard to
the famous Lake Ngam:, discovered by
Livingstone more than fifty years
ago. The dessication of Lake Ngami
has made extremely rapid progress in
the past ten or twelve years. When
Livingstone reached the lake in 18:9
he found a sheet of water with an
area oi about eight hundred square
kilemeters. ‘fhe like has now entire-
ly disappeared.- Its old bed is a low-
lying plain covered wiih jungle, with
smal! areas of boggy land here and
there, but not a vestigé of water sur-
face to be seen.

The Okawango River, once the out-
let of the lake, is cntirely dry for
some twenty miles from Ngami,
where it begins to gather waters
again. Formerly many natives lived
around the edges of the lake and rais-
ed a great deal of grain there. But
‘oulture is mow impossible, and there
18 no water to irrigate the crops, and
the result is that the numerous vil-
lages around the lake . have been
abandoned. Only a few herders of
catile stili live where, in the flour-
1shing days of Lake Ngami, there was
a large population.

‘“Another case was that of a girl
of 22, who was stung by a wasp be-
hind the angle of the jaw. The sting
{ was at once extracted and ammonia
apphied. In a few minutes she com-
plained of faintness and would have
fallen if she had not een supported.
Her face assumed an expression of
great anxiety, and a few minutes
later she was tossing on the bed,
complaining of a horrible feeling of
choking and of agonizing pain in the
chest and abdomen. Brandy gave no
reliel. There was nausea, but no

sible, and died fifteen minutes after
receiving the sting. 2
The most probable explanation of
such cases seems to be what is known
as Iidiosyncracy—that is, abnormal
sensitiveness in particular individuals
to certain toxic agents. It is well
known that drugs vary much in ac-
tion in different people. What is a
safe dose for one is dangerously
large for another., The inability of
some people to eat strawberries or
shellfish is another instance of the
same phenomena. The active agent
of bee stings §s generally believed to
be formic acid. It therefore seems
very desirable that we should have
more accurate information regarding
the action of this drug on different
species of the lower animals, and

With a low rumble the squall came
on.

The hur-
ricane struck the ship with terri-
fic force, and swept on, leaving them
well-nigh on their beam-ends, but
safe! The gust proving to be a pre-
cursor of a stiff but favorable breeze,
sail was speedily made on the ship,
and in due course they bowled along
toward their destination, thankful
for their deliverance from a combin-
ation of perils that once seemed to
threaten them with annihilation.

The next morning the crew express-
ed contrition for their behavior; the
Punjabees, now full of renewed
spirits, came aft in a body and in-
terceded for their late antagonists;

DUST FAR FROM SHORE.
L}
Twenty-Four Barrels Swept From the Deck
of a Ship In One Voyage.

A '“dusty” ocean highway sounds al«
most incredible, Yet those who are ,
familiar with sailing ships know that,
no matter how carefully the decks
may be washed down in the morning
und how little work off any kind may
be done during the day, nevertheless

fall an enormous quantity of dust
will quickly collect. Of course, on
the modern “liner” the burning of
hundreds of tons of coal every twen-
ty-four hours and the myriads of
footfalis daily would account for a
considerable accumulation of dust,
but on a “wind-jammer” manned by
a dozen hands or less, no dust-pro-
ducing agencies are at work. And
yet the records of sailing ships show
that they collect more sea dust thanm
does a steamer, which is probably ac-
ocounted for by the fact that while
the dust-laden smoke blows clear of
the steamer, the large area of can-
vass spread by the sailor acts as a
dust collector.

7o quote an instance in support of
this contention, we may mention that
no less than twenty-four and a half
barrels of fine dust were swept from
the decks of an American sailing ship
during a ninety-seven days voyage
from New York to San Francisco. The
captain of this vessel, a man of scien-
tific tastes, made careful observations
on the mystery of sea dust, bufi be-
yond the wear and tear of the sails
and rigging, a quite negligible
factor, he could assign absolutely no
perceptible cause for the formation
of dust on board his ship. It has been
asserted that the dust which falls on
the decks of vessels emanates from

the interstellar spaces, This sounds
both scientifical and plausible, but it
is at wvariance with certain known
facts. Bits of feather, cork, wood
and vegetable fibre are almost al-
ways present in sea dust.

©Of the fact of the steady and con-
stant deposition of dust on the decks
of vessels while at sea there is no
possible room for doubt, but, so far
alit attempts to solve the mystery of
its origin have failed.
