CABLEDP FROM PARIS,

France to Have a Free Hand in Mor-
occo in Exchange for Newfoundland
Fisheries,

LONDON, Feb. 26.—A despatch from
Paris states that the French and Brit-
ish governments have arrived at an
agreement on all points of difference
between them in regard to Newfound-
lan@ and Moroc¢co, as well as on other
issues. This understanding has been
greatly assisted by the growing antag-
onism between Germany and Great
Britain.

The French note with satisfaction the
evident bitterness between Berlin and
London, and the thirty-one years that
have passed since an armistice put an
end to the Franco-German struggle
have not served to weaken the French
conviction that a country which is un-
friendly to Germany i8, or ought to be,
friendly to France. Thgrefore the re-
lations between England and France
are cloger and more cordial than at any
time within the memory of man.
