OF this
namber, not fewer than were more or less de-
pendent on the governnwtit,—a fact ‘which shows
that liberty is mot altogether exempt from official in-
fluence under the constitution of Sweden.”

'The house divides itsell by choice ifito
twd separatd chatitbers, the lagthing and the odels-
thing. The former consists of one-fourth of the entire
meinbers, who have their own president and secre-
tary chiosetr by themiselves, and constitiites the divi-
sion int which the deliberate functions of the legisla-
tive body are invested ; but these are more limited
thari in the British House of Peets, ns they can ini-
tiate no bill, but merely approve, amend ot reject
fiseasures sent from the other chamber.  The storth-
ing which tgfs dissolved in 1536, being the eighth
since the umion, consisted of ninety-six members ;
of whomi twenty-two were in civil-offices, throe in
military, sixteen in elerical, four lawyers, fontteen
merchants, and thirty-seven landowners.

The '"f'“l assent had
been repedtedly refused; but the liw passed, in
virtie ol the constitutional power which dispenses
with that satietion to any aet that has been approved
by three successive storthings. 'T'he samme spirit of
nationality has led them to resist évery proposition
tending to_mingle the pretogatives of the erown
with their legislature, or to enconrage the amalgn-
tation of the two kingdoins. This apprehension
manifests itsell on the most trifling ocensions —the
colour of 4 regimental button. or the armotial quar-
terings of an official seal: and in July, 1836, the
storthing was suddenly dissolved amidst angry dis-
cussion, when the Norweginn minister ol state,
Connty Lovenskiold, was impeached and fined be-
eanse. he had not remonstrate i
of* the royal prerogative, in terminating a se
which had already been prolonged five monthe. It
is probable, however, that thesa collisions will only
be temporary : and that no serions interription will
ensue to the friendly relationship between the two
hations, froth ireasonable suspiciohs on the one
side, or illegal encronchments on the other.”

The Danish Parliament. —* In Denmark the con.
stitution of 1660, which, thongh it conferred unlimi-
ted power on the sovereign, had been o administer-
ed 18 not to enslave or oppress the people, was con-
siderably molified in 1534, by the esteblishment of
a reprezentative Torm of government,
appears to have been dietated more by the enlighten-
ed-spirit of the times, than in consequence of any
discontent or inconvenience felt under the existing
system.  According to the new law, the kingdom

is divided into four parts e islay g Jut-
land: 8. Sleswig: 4. Holstein; each of which has

legislative body consists of sixty-pix members, of
whom Copenhagen elects twelve : the othet towas
eleven ; the landholders seventeen; the peasants
twenty ; and the rest are nominated hy the king.
Jutland, returns fitiy £ ty-tour, and
Holstein forty-cight dey . The number of re-
presentatives for the entire kingdom is from 209 1o
217, and each receives four rix-doliars a-day, besides
travelling expeifses.. No minister of state or high
official person is eligible.
