And while some
employers have sought to destroy the labor unions, it is a satisfaction to know that they have not succeeded
in doing so. As a matter of fact, the records of the trade organizations show that'the un!ons, ,(?n the whole, :}re
numerically stronger now than they were two years ago; and with the return of “good times,’ there promises
to be an expansion and growth in trade union membership unprecedented in the industrial history of our
country
. ;I'Ihe experience of the past two years has emphasized t_he fact that the best way to minimize the evils
of a financial or industrial depression is to maintain at the highest possible point the purchasing and consum-
ing power of the people. It i§ equally essential to a resumption of commercial and industrial activity that
employers and workmen alike shall be patient and forbearing with each other.
But the most valuable lesson that has ben taught or learned is the one that wll! cause both labor and cap-
ital to recognize and concede each oth rights, obligations and rf-spnnsmi}nws. There is no fundamental
necessity for industrial strife: the interests of labor and capital may not be identical, but they are reciprocal and
lnterdep}‘ndom, and when both are intelligently directed, labor, and mpnal can and do work log_ethur to their mu-
tual advantage.
