fines to'be paid into the hands of the re-
ceiver-general- of the® province came. from
the dominion parliament. It was not an
act of the provincial administration. In-
deed it'is very doubtful whether the heads
of any ‘of the provincial governments in
the dominion knew that the legislation was
under consideration, and it is a matter of
doubt, too, whether they were particularly
eager to assume the dbligations which the
amended criminal code thrust upon them.
The New Brunswick government’s failure
to assume these obligations until an in-
vestigation was demanded by the friends
of -the act in St. Stephen ‘and in Milltown
bears out this view: Being a lawyer, the
editor of the Oourier also knows that the
provineial administration is as much de-
barred from using any partt «f the fines
as is the community in which the fines
were collected. These fines must bz paid
back to thé municipality for the purpose
of enforcing the act: They cannot law-
fully be used for any other purpcse under
the sun. If the Courier was not edited
by a legal gentleman we might forgive
that paper for its decepbive statements
and insjnuations w.th regard to the dis-
.position, of Scott ‘Act fines, but as it is
we cannot fall back upon that charitable
‘¢iew. There is but one view we can take,
and that is, that the Courier has entered
.upon its present counse with the deliberate
intention of deceiving the people of Char-
lotte county into the belief that the local
government is interfering in. this matter
for its 'own private ends. For a journal
that is fond of preaching lofty ideals in
politics we feel constrained to say that it
falls very, very short in its practice of
them. If the Courier wants to help its
editor and his friende into power let it
be done in a manly, honest way.
