Titsgerald, Ga., Aug. 20—A. J. Seott, the
negro siayer of G. A. Bishop, died in the
city jail here at 4 o'clock this afternoon.

St. Petersburg, Aug. 30.—1.50 a. m.—
Even late tonight the greatest uncertainty
prevails regarding the actual situation at
Liao Yang.' There is intense anxiety ior
definite mews from the front but éven the
authornities are frankly ignoramt as to

| whether or not the long expected decisive

action will be fought at Liao Yang or
further north: -

Opinion is almost equally divided,many
believing that General Kuropatkin  will
not make a determined stand and that
the - Japanese will erack the shell only to
{ind the bird has flown.

One of the Russian correspondents of
the A. P. says that the fighting so far has
been confined wholly to rear guard ac-
tions. The Russian force is mow concen-
trated in a series of exceedingly strong
positions around Liao Yang but the with-
drawal was in accordance with the pre-
arranged plan, It is certain that the armies
are mow in closest touch. The Japanese
are advancing in great force along both
the roads. ;

Much depends upon the weather. It is
possible that the recent rains may have
made General Kuropatkin’s withdrawal
impossible even if he desired to do so, or
that a further downpour may disarrange
the plans of both sides, but the latest in-
dications that the weather and the roads
are improving should force a rise of the
curtain within 24 hours.

Kuropatkin Has No Choice But Fight.

St. Petersburg, Aug. 20—5.50 p. m.—The
operations around Liao Yang have under-
gone a complete change. Owing to the
delay in- the concentration of General
Kuropatkin’s army as a result of the ter-
nible condition of the roads the Japanese
seized the opportunity to attack the glow
moving corps and severe fighting occurred
August 2728 in which the Russians lost
another thousand men and they now proo-
ably will have to accept a general engage-
meint.

Gen. Kuropatkin himself describes the
latest phase of the hostilities in a long
dispatch to the emperor from a point on
the railroad a few miles south of Tiao
Yang, where practically the whole army
was assembled and awaiting battle.

Russians Abandon Main Position.

§t. Petersburg, Aug. 29, 12.50 p.- m.—
General Kuropatkin since yesterday morn-
ing has been drawing in all his forces from
his eastern and southern fronts towards
Liao Yang, Anping, Tsegow, Liandiansian
and Anshanshan, constituting the main
positions of the outer defence line of Liao
ILang, have been -abandoned. 1

The heaviest fighting occurred on the
left, where the Japanese advanced to
the assault again and again with bayonets.
The positions ‘at Tsegow and Anping were
held by the tenth Kuropean corps. L'he
attacks were delivered ~with fanantical
bravery. The Russims Jost ailarge propor-
tion of officers, ten guns and from 1,500 to
2,000 men, but the Russians had been gen-
erally successful in beating off the assau.ts
all along the line, and the Russians de-
clare that the order to retire came as a
sunprise, just when they were expecting
orders for a general advance. This is con-
sidered ito be proof that General Kuropat-
kin, finding his main position menaced on
the flank and anticipating difficulties in
withdrawing, owing to the condition of
the roads, which have suddenly been
transformed into mud bogs by the min,

considered that a retreat was imperative..

The retirement from the east front was
entirely impeded by the conversion of the
Lan River into a mountain torrent, and
this probably also accounted for the failure
of the Japanese to follow up the retiring
Russians. =

Russian General Killed.

Lino Yang, Aug. 20.—The Russian army
has affected its retirement with transport
and artillery on Liao Yang, and is now in
position awaiting the advance of the Jap-
anese. ‘The progress. of tlle latter has
been rapid and determined; sparing of no
sacrifice.

In the attack on Sialoindzy position one
Japanese battalion lost all of its officers.

The retirement of the Russian tramsport
of four corps yesterday evening across the
plain while the artillery trocps in the rear
held off the Japanese afforded a magnifi-
cent spectacle.

The Russian message was
also communicated to the commodore com-
manding - the South Atlantic
who, with his majesty’s ships St. George
and Brilliant, is at present in the neigh-
borhocd of St. Vincent, Cape Verde Isl-
ands.”
