Attorney Hilton has stated that he is 
authorized to make important concessions, 
even to the removal of some of the mem­
bers of the Western Federation who maj 
be considered by the Mine Owners as agi­
tators, from the camps. The mines have 
been in operation today and are working 
tonight with the same number of men 
as were at work yesterday.

So far little trouble has been 
encountered on account of gas or lack of 
air by the rescuers. While the officials and 
the rescuers have only the faintest hope 
that any of the men may be living, all 
work is being carried on upon the theory 
that some may have found places of 
safety and every point of the workings 
will be explored at the earliest possible 
moment.

The main office of the company is in 
Pittsburg, and immediately upon receipt 
of the news of the explosion, the officers 
hurried to the mine and are leading and 
directing the rescue work.

About 1,500 feet from the mouth of the 
mine a heavy fall of roof was encountered 
by the rescuers. It is believed that most 
of the men will be found nearly a mile 
and a half beyond this point. How long 
it will require to remove enough of the 
debris to. open a passage to the most re­
mote workings can only be conjectured for 
it depends upon how frequent these falls 
are.

Jacob’s Creek, Pa.,Dec. 19—An explosion 
of gas in the Darr mihe of the Pittsburg 
Coal Company, situated here, today en­
tombed between 200 and 500 miners, and
there is scarcely a ray of hope that a 
single one of them will be taken out of 
the miné alive.

Partially wrecked buildings in the vi­
cinity of the mine and the condition of 
the few bodies found early by rescuers in­
dicate an explosion of such terrific force 
that it seems impossible that any one sur­
vived it. All of the thirteen bodies taken 
out up to this time are terribly mutilated.

This is the third mine disaster since the 
first of the month in the veins of bitu­
minous coal underlying western Pennsyl­
vania and West Virginia for the Naomi 
mine near Fayette City, and the two mines 
at Monongah (W. Va.) in which the 
earlier explosions happened are in the same 
belt as the local workings. Today’s ca­
tastrophe swells the number of victims of 
deadly mine gas for thq nineteen days to 
between 550 and 600.

V. That today’s disaster does not equal or 
' even surpass in loss of life and attendant 

horrors the one in West Virginia is due 
to the devotion to church duties of a con­
siderable number of the ' miners. In ob­
servance of the church festival many of 
the 400 or. more men regularly employed 
at the mine did not go to work this morn­
ing. Those who escaped for this reason are 
members of the Greek Catholic church and 
they stopped work to celebrate St. Nich­
olas Day.

As was the case at Monongah, the ex­
plosion followed a brief suspension of the 
Darr mine, it having been closed Tuesday 
and Wednesday. Just at 11.30 o’clock 
when loaded cars had been brought out to 
the tipple, there came an awful rumbling 
sound, followed immediately by a loud re­
port and a concussion that shook nearby 
buildings and was felt within a radius of 
several miles; Simultaneously there came 
out of the mouth of the mine an immense 
cloud of smoke and dust that floated across 
the Youghiçny Hiver.

Intuitively everyone in the vicinity knew 
what had happened and all started for the 
mouth of the mine. The river separates 
the mine and the homes of many of the 
miners, so that only a portion of those 
who started for the scene were able to 
reach there, there being scant facilities for 
crossing the stream. To .those who could

One remarkable feature of this disaster 
is the almost complete'absence of the har- 
howing scenes usually enacted by women 
friends and relatives of the victims on 
such occasions. Conditions preventative of 
easy access to the mouth of the mine are 
partly responsible for this and those in 
charge of the work are doing everything 
possible to keep the women and children 
away from the scene,

A Terrific Expldsion

Mrs. Campbell, wife of the mine fore­
man, whose home is about fifty yards 
from the inouth of the mine, graphically 
describes the explosion. She said: v

“About 11.80 o’Vsioe

My husband was just 
about due for his dinner when this loud 
report came, and I looked out the back 
door towards a manway from the mine 
through which he always came to his 
meals. Instead of my husband I saw a 
great clçmd of dust and smoke pouring 
out of t^e mouth of the mine and through 
the manway. It floated upward and dis­
appeared across the river. I am sure Mr 
Campbell will be found in the entry not 
far from the mouth of the mine for 1 
know he must have been on his way to 
dinner.”

In the store of the Federal Supply Com­
pany, 100 yards from the mouth of the 
mine, Frank Ballantyne, manager of the 
store and Elmer Cunningham, an em­
ploye, were sitting in chairs. The force of 
the explosion was so great that they were 
thrown to the floor. Others standing in 
the store were thrown against the walls 
or counters. The çtore building was ter­
ribly shaken and considerably damaged.

Some of the officers tonight estimated 
that probably more than half of the vic­
tims are Americans as many of the for­
eigners did not work today.

The Darr mine is one of the largest of 
the Pittsburg Coal Company, having a 
daily capacity of 2,000 tons andMt is mod­
ern in all equipment, including a complete 
electrical plant.
