Hollywood (AP) — Gordon 
Parks is a professional photo­
grapher, author, poet, com­
poser — and the first Negro 
ever signed to direct a major 
production for release by a 
major movie company.

He’ll direct the film version 
of his autobiographical novel 
The Learning Tree around 
Fort Scott, Kan., next Aug­
ust, for Warner Bros.-Seven 
Arts. Parks already has com­
posed the film’s musical the­
me and will write its music­
al background.

“This is a tremendous 
break - through, a thing we’­
ve always fought for,” he 
said of his directorial assign­
ment’s significance to Neg­
roes. “It might encourage oth­
er black boys to say ‘My God, 
maybe I can be a director,

The 
songstress, whose latest “top 
ten” recording was a popular­
ization of the South African 
folk song, “Pata - Pata,” was 
in Nassau, the Bahamas, and 
opened at Mr. Kelly’s Club in 
Chicago Monday.

Carmichael, 27, former 
chairman and now Washing­
ton - based field secretary of 
the Student Non-Violent Co- 
ordinating Committee (SNCC) 
has not been married prev­
iously.

Miss Makeba’s marriage to 
Hugh Masakela, a South Afri­
can recording star, terminat­
ed in divorce. She has a dau­
ghter, Bongi, 17.

Miss Makeba came to the 
United States in 1959 as a 
protege of singer Harry Bel­
afonte. She is famous for 
her “Click” songs in her nat­
ive tribal tongue. She also 
designs African - styled fash­
ions and has opened a bou­
tique, Makeba’s Hut, in Nas­
sau.
