NUTRITION NOTES

Corn beef and cabbage is a popular
dish. New green cabbage is plenti-
ful but be sure to buy corned beef
that has little fat.

Grapefruit is still on the plentiful
list. Try cutting them in halves,
basting with a bit of honey and broil-
ing for breakfast,

Fat goes farther when used cor-
rectly. Stretch yours out when fry-
ing potatoes by boiling them first,
then slicing and browning in a little
fat.

Have you ever hear the word “Zab-
aglione? ” It’s an Italian dessert
based on eggs. Beat two egg yolks
thoroughly, put them in the top of
a double boiler which has cold water
in the bottom. Add two half egg-
shells full of sherry and a table-
spoon of sugar. Turn on the fire and
keep beating the mixture with a rot-
ary egg beater until the water in the
lower part of the pan boils. Pour
it in glasses and serve hot or cold.

When baking a cake, remember
that two small ones cook more quick-
ly than one big one. Save your fuel
by cooking them that way.

If it is yo'ur practice to boil your
Easter ham before gaking, it is better
to just simmer it. That means a
longer cooking period but the results
will be better.

Have you ever tried ham and corn
pie? It makes both go farther. Mix
a cup of ground cooked ham with a
cup of whole grain canned or cooked
corn, season and spread on biscuit
dough rolled thin. Bake and serve
with those left-over creamed peas.

Spinach is plentiful but select it
for the abundance of leaves rather
than the size of stalks. Make sure
too, that the leaves are crisp and
green.

Give your jamg and jellies a ftre-
quent check-up. A drop of bright
juice on the paraffin covering is a
