Will the 
boys of a different colour who are 
now fighting side by side in some of 
the toughest battles with their white 
comrades be given the same oppor­
tunity to work side by side with these 
same comrades on their return to 
civilian life?

And the security we hope to find, 
will not all be reckoned up in dollars1 
and cents, but the attitude and prin­
ciples we adopt. We can’t hope to 
conquer cur enemies’ policies, and 
then continue to practice these poli­
cies under a different name. When 
we are busy buying our war bonds, 
let us insure our boys, all boys, and 
all the nations that are our allies, 
that it will be a real victory that goes 
much further than signing a peace 
treaty. We might even say—"the re­
demption of democracy”— that we 
may have a security that makes a 
concrete brother of all races within 
the nations, to all the nations, so 
that we all may be a factor in an­
swering “The Soldiers’ Prayer” writ­
ten by a Negro corporal overseas.
Help me, O God 
To search my soul
That I may know for what I fight 
And, knowing—may achieve the goal, 
If it be worthy in Thy sight.
But if in truth for freedom’s sake, 
I gladly cast my lot away—
Then let me Thy forgiveness take 
And losing all, still win the day.
