Segregation far worse than that 
in the Southern* part of the United 
States has been set up and enforced 
by arms. Ethiopians are forbidden 
to work in the same houses, eat in 
the same hotels or walk on the same 
roads as Italians. If a native enters 
a restaurant or hotel where any Ital­
ians are, the native is punished and 
sois the restaurant owner or hotel 
proprietor. Authorities have placed 
replaced Ethiopian with Italians on 
all jobs, from servants upward, thus 
making it impossible for natives to 
find work in their own country. No 
Ethopian is allowed to drive cars or 
ride in an auto driven by a white man.
