From a teen-ager’s point 
of view, the hardest thing 
about safe driving is that 
there’s no dramatic result.

It’s a long term investment 
with no big, immediate pay- 
off. Of course, you, as an ad­
ult, realize that a mature per­
son can take pleasure in know­
ing he’s doing the right thing 
whether it makes a big show 
or not. And more important, 
if you drive safely, the odds 
are overwhelmingly in favor 
of your not having a serious 
accident. Getting a young 
driver to appreciate the im­
portance of this, however, 
isn’t an easy thing to do, but 
we think this article lays the 
facts right on the line. Even 
of your youngster never asks 
these questions, you should 
still see that he knows the an­

swers to them.
Why do kids have a reputation 
for bad driving?

Because of lack of driving 
experience, for one thing. 
They just haven’t had enough 
near-accidents to realize how 
quickly and unexpectedly 
things can happen. Secondly, 
they don’t feel as much res­
ponsibility as older people— 
and they really don’t have 
as much. Married people with 
children carry their respons­
ibility with them every min­
ute of the day. They usually 
won’t take chances. For this 
very reason, some insurance 
companies have a lower pre­
mium for married girls with 
children. The teen - agers’ 
greatest problem, though, is 
that they feel grown up but
