ed into detailed machine instructions.

The resemblance to conventional
English is close enough so that a per-
son unfamiliar with computer prog-
ramming can be trained to read and
write in Commercial Translator in a
matter of days. There are rules for
sentence formation, use of suffixes
and even punctuation.
