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SEASON'S GREETINGS!Tshombe in Paris to 
Talk with DeGaulle

Paris—(UPI) — Congo­
lese premier Moise Tshom­
be arrived here with 10 of 
his ministers Monday, the 
Congolese embassy announc 
ed.

Tshombe travelled from 
Leopoldville in a special air 
Congo plane and landed at 
Le Bourget Airport near Pa­
ris. He is staying at a ho­
tel on the Place De La Con­
corde in Paris.

He is expected to meet 
with President Charles De 
Gaulle during his stay, pro­
bably on Wednesday French 
officials said, however, the 
exact time and date of the 
meeting has not yet been 
fixed.

Tshombe is expected to go 
on to the United Nations 
General Assembly in New 
York.
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
