Business men should be careful to authorize but a limited number 

of persons to receive their letters, and only those in whom they have 
full confidence.

Hare a letter box on your office door.
Letters addressed to mere initials, or fictitious names, will not he 

delivered, unless addressed in care of a resident, or to some box in 
the Post Office.

Letters containing Gold or Silver Money, Jewels or precious 
articles or anyihing liable to Customs duties, cannot be forwarded by 
Post to any of the Postal Union countries except the United States.

No letter will be accepted at this oflice for Registration addressed 
either to initials or what may appear a fictitious name, and any such 
Registered Letter received from another oflice, or deposited in the 
Letter Box for Registration, will be at once sent to the Dead Letter 
Oflice for disposal.

Registered Letter Stamps of the denomination of 2 and 5 cents 
may be obtained at the usual places.

Registration is applicable to Letters and Parcels, whether they con­
tain articles of value or not. Registration is not an absolute guaran­
tee against the miscarriage or loss of a letter : but a registered letter 
can be traced when one unregistered cannot, and the posting and 
delivery or non-delivery can ho proven. A registered letter is thus 
secured against many of the casualties which feorn incorrect address, 
forgetfulness of the receiver, or other error, may eflect ah unregis­
tered letter. “ Moreover, the safety of an unregi-tered letter is 
dependent on the integrity of a post oflice clerk during the whole 
time it remains in his custody, frequently for hours, and even days; 
whilst a registered letter will almost invariably have to be acknow­
ledged at the moment of its passing into an oflicor's hands, and can­
not therefore be suppressed without leaving him individually ac­
countable for its disposal.” “ If the consequences were limited to 
the mere risk of the loss of the money so sent, the senders of 
money in unregistered letters might reasonably urge, that if they 
chose to encounter the risk, they should be free to do so : but higher 
considerations are involved in the question, and the chance of loss 
to the (careless remitter is really but the smallest part of ihe evil 
associated with the practice.” The attentive perusal of the above 
remarks by those who are in the habit of sending money by mail in 
unregistered letters is strongly recommended, and is further suggested 
that letters containing money should invariably be secured wilh wax, 
and not by the usual method, by mucilage, or self-sealing envelope.
