and have naught to lay at your
feet ; still we must, with your kind con
sont, offer a little tribute.

An additional proof of the difficuities
of the time 18 presented by the facs that
it was Iopossiole to bring together at
Aberdeen a sufficient number of priests
for ‘the consecration of tha holy oils
Tnis rite must, therefore, be periormed
at Edmburgh, where the difliculty was
tcarceiy less considerable, Tae bishop
wade a eugpesiion by informing his co-
acjutor how he himself had been ac-
customed to discharge this necessary
duty. He sometimes began at an early
hour in the morning, and thus allowed
the aseistant priests to attend to their
congregations st the usual hour ; some-
times the function was deferred until
the public services were all concluded,
Bishop Geddes who, for 80 many yecars,
had been the successful principal of an
important educational institution, held

the opinion that it was advieable to
allow students at college the use of u
l[t(l.e pocket money, Bishop Hay, in-
Blstlm.:lou stricter discipline, held the
oppoeiie view. He was, however, so
far convinced by the arguments of his
learned and experienced coadjutor, that
he was induced to eay : “Whether the
gving money to the boys in college be
a0 expedient meacure is a point on
which we seem to difter in our opinion ;
whether it were advisabie for me to
take any steps to hinder it is aaother
pointin which I yield entirely to your
reasons,”

~As regarded certain dispensations the
bmhopq were of the same opinion,
They disapproved of publishing & general
dispensation from the strict law of fast
ing during Lent, But power was given
by the chiet bishop to the priests of the
wission to grant special dispensations to
private parties, whenever they should,
In congcience, consider them necessary,
These dispensations extended to the
law of abstinence o as to admit of using
flash meat on three days of the week,
till Palm Sunday, but not in Ember
week, Some good work was always re.
quired in place of fasting, The bishop
did nct wish to be thought to hold the
proclamztion of banns betore merriage
indispencable, as the Church coes not
require that there shouid be vo ex-
ceptions, He ineisted very much on
these proclamatiors at the commence
ment of his career at Edinburgh, the
neglect of them being calculated to
favor abvses, He mow gave to his co.
adjutor full autherity to grant dispensa.
tion from the said proclamations, when.
ever he should, conscientiously, consider
it advissble,

Mr. Merzies, who has already been
mentioned as pastor of the Highland
congregation ot Edinburgh, applied for
faculties in & reserved case, to the
bishep, throngh the coadjutor. The
latter could himself have imparted the
peceseary faculties ; and this the bishop
showed him by referring to the original
Statuta, which were recently confirmed
by the Holy See, The words are:
In  quibus omnibus casbus Presbyters,
proeterquam  in  articulo  mortis,
consiiuws &  nobis et facul-
tatem  sbeolvendi petituri recur-
rant.” The Bishop adds: “Ubi verba
@ nobis tum Vicarios ipsos, tum etiam
depuiatos includant, necesse est, quoni.
am ad 1nos, velilos recurrere jucicantur,
Ev beoc coneilio tibi coadjutori meo,
ownes facultates, quoad forum inter.
nuni, quas ipse peossideo, jam abinitio
concess!, iterumque concedo.”

SCOTCH SOCIETY OF ANTIQUARIES,

This year, 17583, was founded at Edin-
burgh the Antquarian Sociely of Scot.
land, Many genuemen of the country
Look an interest in this new institution.
Bishop Geddes did not fail to avsil
himself of so good an opportunity of
extending his ncquaintance, whilst, at
the same time, promoting an object to
which it was s0 pleasing 10 him to give
his countenance and support. At a
meeting of the society he presented to
the library a copy of Leslie’s history of
Scotiand, when 1t was suggested to bim
by Lord Buchau, that he snould present
the world with a biography of the good
Bishop of Ross,

A leea agreeble duty now fell to the
bisnep’s lot,—that of preparing a pris-
oner for execution, It marks the
growing liberality ot the time that the
megisirates sttorded him every ifucility
for visiung his penitent, The untforwun.
ate man gave proof ol all the dispositions
becoming hLis situation, To use the
bishop’s oan words : “he went decenily
to death and gave great edification to
all”

A CAUSE CELEBRE.—MISS GORDON OF

Bishop Geddes was always ready to
assist his feilow Catholics 1n whatever
circumstances of difficulty they might
be placed. This year a case occurred
which awakened his zeal and gave exer-
cise 10 his ability as a mnegotiator or
diplomatiet, l'he case was tuat of Mies
Gordon of Achasachy,—Achanachy,
whose ancient castle had so long attorded
& home ard protection to the clergy in
times of trial and persecution, a large
room therein being eet apart for the
celebration of the Holy Mysteries, It
must be noted here that Jonn Gordon of
Achanachy, the uncle and predecessor
of the smid Miss Gordon, had sold the
estate t0 the Duke of Gordon and re-
ceived from him a long lease on coadi.
tion of paying to His Grace a moderate
rent. This lease was the object of dis.
pute between Miss Gordon, who claimed,
as the daughter of GGeorge Gordon, next
brother ot John Cordon, aud Rose of
Almscardine, who claimed as the nearest
Protestant heir, It being poasible that,
according 10 the penal laws, the latier
was entitled to succeed, Bishop Geddes
considered it necessary to use influence
in bigh quarters. Accordiogly ne ob.
tained a letter of introducuon from
Bishop Hay to the Lord Advocate, He
also requested Principal Rovertsen to
favor bima wita a personal intreduction,
One morning, the Principal having
cheerfully consented, he breakfasted
with this wortny gentleman aad then
proceeded with hirr to wait upon the
Lord Advocate, He was well received,
and & promise given that His Lordship
would do everything in his power in the
cace of Miss Gordon, ‘'I'ne Bishop,
moreover, was kindly invitedito renew
hig visit. This he soon did in order still
more strongly to urge his guit. He was
received with even greater cordiality
than ut his first visit, and the promise
was repeaied tbat no effort would be
gpured, Meon of the state seldom forget
poutics, and the Lord Advocate took
occasion to enquire how he stood with
the bishop’s people. The latter replied
thay he was 1 high favor and not with.
out cause, The case came lirst before
Lord Eskgrove, who, remarking that 1t
was one of great piceiy, referred it to
the inner court, or wnole bench of
Judges, Mr. Abercrombie, Miss Gordon’s
counsel, drew up an able pleading, which
was shown to Bishop Geddes for his
revision, before it weas printed for the
use of the julges, Tne services of the
Lord Advocate were also retained,
When the case came for hearing before
the court, there were ten judgcs present,
They wers unanimous in their decision
that a Catholic could succeed to and enjoy a
lease of land in Scotland, on equal terms with

a Protestant, The framers ot the penal

laws must have forgot to have it enacted
that laud held by lease should be sube
Ject Lo the same disability us that which
18 actually owned, Auoiber great diffi.
culty in Miss Gordon’s case had been got
over, Ia early youth, she had been
sent for her education toa convent at
Paris, Somehow on leaving the convent
she bad become governess in a fawily
which she aecompanied to Ireland, It
wes, for a long time, unknown to her
{amily what had become of her, A
cousin made diligent search, and st
last found her at Dublin, in a etate of
great destitution, During the time that
she was missing, Adsm Gordon, s
younger brother of her father wnd of
John Gordon, who had been an ofiicer
In the Neapolitan army, enjoyed, for
about ten years, the lease of Achanachy,
It would bave been dificult, if at ail
poseible, to prove Miss Giordon’s iden-
tity, but for the fortunate circumstance
of & lady who nad been educated in the
convent at Paris with her, meeting her
in London, and, at once, recognizing her
a8 bor former school companion, Batsy
Gordon,

There was question, at this time,
of placing ecme mission funds
in & pew bask of Aberdeen,
Bishop  Hay, however, declined,
chiefly on the ground that he already
had relatious witu the Bank of Scotland,
It is interesting to note that on oceasion
of the discussion which took place on
this matter, the Bishop gave a statement
of bis own tivancial altairs, In one of
his letters on the subject ‘of the new
bank, he eays : “You know I have not
twopence of personal property ; my
yearly income dies with myself; and
though there be several sumy paid out
In my name, yet, I am only trustee for
others, to whom they belong,”

In spesking of our Bishops and other
good Catholics, it is almost out of place
to introduce the name of Lord George
Gordon, the degenerate scion of an illus
trious and Catholic house, But the
narrative would not be completa without
showing that it so happened, when this
hopetul personage was engaged prepar-
iog & vindication of his conduct during
the riots which he had excited, that Lord
Petre, a Catholic, in & conversation with
Lord Gzorge, had spoken to him of
Bichop Hay, a8 & rush, meddling and
turbulent person, Lord George pub-
lished the substance of this conversation
in a Loudon paper, The Catbolic peer,
WwBo, it must be supposed, had oaly
been talkiog to a fool in the langusge of
his foily, was grievously ashamed to s
his remarks Juid before the public, and
accordingly, te bought up vhe whole 1
preesion of the paper containing them,
and used every means of hushing up the
maiter before it resched the Bishop’s
ears, There nre ofiicious people, how-
ever, who take care that no geod thing
shail belost, Somesuch person impartea
the unsavory remarks wo Bishop Huay,
but could not send him a copy ot the
paper, which was not to be found, Tae
Bishop was under the impression that
toe ill natured words bud originated
with Dr, A Geddes, as they were much
in the etyle of his attacks. Bishop
Geddes, however, assured him that this
was a mistake, and inat Dr. A, Geddes
was certainly not the sutbority from
which proceeded the conversation pub-
lished by Lord George Gordon,

‘We are ounce more about to celebiate
the festival of Cbristmas, which bilcge
joy to every Chulstian heart and fills the
Chrietian’s soul with a fecling of intense
gratitude for the great mystery which
was accomplished in Bethlehem on the
first Chrlstmas day.

The buildivg of the Tower
of Babal wes undertaken from motives
of vein ambitlon, and from the hope of
evadirg God's wiath in the event of
another deluge, but it does not appesr
that men hed then sltogether abandoned
or forgotten God, and at the time of
Abrabam’s visits to Egypt and Gerara the
Jaith in one God seems tc bave been still
very general, Even eo late as the days
of the prophet Jonas, Nineveh wae
brought to do perence at bis preaching.
Bat io course of time all thought of the
true Gud was lost, 8o that men “esteemed
all the idols of the Leathens for gods,
which pelther have the use of cyes
to ece, ., nor ears to hear, nor
fingexrs of hands to handle. . ., for
nan made them, and he that borroweth
ole own breath fachloned them, ,
moreov:r they worehip also the vilest
ewoatores.”’  (Wisdom, xiv.)

Such wes the condition to which man
wes degreded when our Lord appeared on
earth., Idols were worshipped, buman
sacrifices were ¢ffered, the grossest Im.
moralities were practiced, there was no
restraint upon men’s vices. Ounly in one

netion of very limited extent was the true
(‘od known even by name, aud the Jew-
tsh people, who 31d kuow Him, were them-
selves fuclised to serve thefr paesions
tather than the Almigbty Ged,

“But thou, our God, art gracious, and

LATITUDINARIANISM IN THE
CHUROCH OF ENGLAND.

Many of our readers will remember
the excitement caused by the late
Bishop Colenso of Natal, who, contrary
to all traditions and teachings of Christi-
anity, gave permission to Zalus couver-
ted to his new species of Caristianity to
continue the practice of polygamy, A
still greater ecandal was caused by the
publication of his books, first on the
Pentateuch, and afterwards on the book
of Joehua, in which he boldly maintained
that these and other books were full of
historical absurdities, and were mspired
only in the renee in which we can say so
of the writings of Confucius or in the
Vedas of India.

Then the Caurch of Eogland moved
in the matter, and the Archbishop of
Canterbury declared Bishop Colengo an
excommuricated heretic, However, it
soon sppeared that under the new-
fangled ecclesiastical regime which the
Church of Evgland eatablished, Bishop
Colenso was in no way subject to the
Archbieshop of Centerbury, and as
bis  authority was independent,
be not only continued to keep
the charge of his episcopal see, bat aico
to draw the revenuts of it. This was, of
course, the _natural consequence of the
suppression of the only authority in the
Church which could have universal joris.
dictlon, the authority of the Pope.

Some time after the wide epread of
Latitudina:ianism In the Church of Eng.
land was meade still more mauifest by the
celebrated “Essys and Reviews,” by most
prominent clergymen, and which openly
maintained that tke Bible is but & collec
tlon of myths to which no sericus credit
can be given, Rev. Me Temple, one of
the writers In th!s work, was afterwarcs
rafsed to the Episcopacy, and thongh he
did not, in bis public wiitings, contlane to
puch forward his views on this subject, ft
{s well understood that he was still as
much sffected with them as ever, and cer-
tafnly Latitudinarisn views are as widely
spread in the Church of Esgland clergy
as well as laity as they ever were,

The moere orthcdox sectlon of the
Church are at precent very much moved
by the fact, and a late number of the
Churchman says :

“In the recent Dlocesan Conference of
Winchester, Biehop Harold Browne spoke
with great seriousness of the latitudinar.
{aniem which 1s spreading so rapidly in the
Church of England, axd which expreesed
iteelf so boldly and badly in the late
Church Congress, At that Congress the
Bishop eald the conclusions of the *higher
criticlsm,’ accepted by eminent speakers,
seemed to be that the O!d Testament s ‘a
collection of doubtful traditions and
sacred wyths. He did not cocceal the
‘great avxtety’ which the spread of such
oplufons among emlnent and learned
churchmen has caneed him. It seemed to
him to be ‘a rerction from the excees of
the Oxford movement.’ He ackuowl
edged the operation of the law of action
aud reaction In thinge splritual and intel.
lectual, as well as in things physical and
material, observed that, in the Chureh,
‘whenever there {s an excess of teaching,
whether it be ‘high,” or low,’ or ‘broed,
83 we are pleaced to call them, there is cure
to be a reaction In the other direction,’
At prerent It was his opinfon that the ye.
actlon 1s from the excesses of ‘High
Church’ doetrive and ritual to ‘broad
Church’ latitudtnarlanism. Weo canunot
say that we eutlrely concur in the
Bishop's oplnion.  ©f the fact of a resction
there can be no particle of doubt. Of its
txtent we are fncilned to belleye that very
few churchmen are advised, That it isa
Jjust occssion of anxlety to those who are
aware of it cannot be doubtful, That it
may very soon become a fruitful causs of
animated controversies Is more than pos.
sible, But its importance s all the
greater if, as we incline to believe, it is
not a reactlon from the Oxford movement
only, or even chiefly, but atleast as much
from the exceseive dogmatism of the Low
Church divines on the difficult rubject of
inspiration. The Low Ohurch theory on
that subject was so sweeping that the dis.
proof of any part of it must overturn the
whole, and result in a reaction such as
has undoubtedly set in from that school
of the Church not less, we think, than
from the Oxfoxd rchool. It would be one
of the mavy strangs iroules of history if,
as {8 not unlikely, the Oxford school and
the Evangelical school were now to forget
thelr past couflicts, and to joln hands in

ruhtini the common enemy that has
sprung from within the bosom of both,”

have the llberty of so doing, whether they
be Catholics or Protestants, It would be
unjust to deprive them of thia libarty,
The Mall itself, even while it has been
manifesting the greatest hostility to Cath-
ollc schools, has exhlbited itself as favor.
able to the lntroduction of more religlous
teaching fcr Protestants in the schools of
Ontario, 80 that we may fairly infor that
its objsction is reslly directed sgainst
Catholic schools. It cannot be expected,
then, that Cathollcs will shape their con.
dact In accordanca with the views of that
journal; and as it is not to be supposed
that Saparate Schools will be established
where 1t {s imposeible to maintain them,
the people of the North West may be
safoly left to decide for thems:lves
whether they can afford them or not, in
any partlenlar case.

The Mail adds that 1n Oatario the effzct
of the Separate School system is to divide
the people into two camps, and that their
existence 1s “utterly fatal to the growth
of a national epirit.” Though that jour.
nal asserts that we know this by experi.
euce, it would be hard to show that such
results follow from the teaching of @he
Chrfstian religion. It may sait the Mall,
which has so often shown its hostility to
Christianity, to malotain that this s the
case, but its vlews on the snbjact cannot
be eubstantiated elther by reassn or ex.
perlence. Christianity  teaches hoth
charity and patriotism, and the Catholic
echools do not neglect to inculeate these

errors (f Rome, He was not long ago
the companion and colleagne of the
noisome Falton, who exhausted the
voezbulary of billingsya'e and the re.
sources of his own filthy imagination, to
defame, if possible, tho pure-minded, {n-
cffenslve occupants in St. Joseph’s and
Lorstto Convents in Toronto. Fulton, it
will be remembered, published in book
form his ecandalous lectures against con.
veauts, but in two large printing establish.
ments in New York and Boston sli the

POLICE BRUTALITY IN IRELAND

Another verdict of wilful murder has
been returned by a coroner’s jury agaicst
8 member of the Irish constabulary, On
November st two policemen arrested
a Mr, Meansfield in Midleton, Cork Co,
on a charge of drunkenness.  Mausfield
was a powerful man apd made some
reslstance, but bls father «ffared to take
bim bome, which the police refused to
allow. The father then joined in resteting
them, end & small crowd gathered to
prevent the arrest. Some stunes Wwere
thrown at the faulight over the door of
the house where the police were assembled
with the Manefieide, who were now both
under arrest. Three other policemen in
the meantime joired the two who made
the arrests, and :oon after District
Inrpector Cresgh cams up with five more
policemen with fixed baycnets, and with
bayonets for the five who had the Mans
fields In charge. The pulicemen, then,
without any uecessity whatsoever, levelled
their guns at a group of people who were
ai the other side of the street, and were
on the polnt of firing, only that Rav,
Father O'Donohne came npon the scene
and implored thera not to do o,

Father O'Douchus then told Mr,
Creagh that he would be resporsible that
the crowd would keep the peace end
besought blm to withdraw his men and
not to commit murder upon the crowd,
Mr. C:engh disregarded his entreaties and
ordered his men to; cbarge. The police
then made a brutal assault upon the
crowd, uslng their rifl:3 as clube, and spar.
ing nelther men nor women,

A young man nemed Patrick Aherne,
sged twenty-three yesrs, was stabbed in
the groin and pushed by the stocks of the
the policemen’s r fles tiil he fell exhausted,
According to the testimony of Anmme
Fiench, who was standing by, he was lesn-
ig on his elbow near a ehop when a
peliceman rushed up and without utter-
ing s word made a thrust at him with his
bayonet.

A request was made by Me. J, P, Leahy,
solicltor, to Mr. Creagh, that Mr, E. Halli-
nen, J, P.. should be allowed to examine
the bayonets of the police to ascertain
who had stabbed the ivjured man, but
Creegh refused to allow this, Mq. Halli-
nan then made the same request, but
sgein pormiselon was refused.

The dying man was unable to recog-
nize his assailant, He was unaware even
that there had been any disturbance be-
fore he received hls death wound, He
died next evening, about twenty-four
hours after receiving the wound.

At the coromer’s inquest it was proved
that Constable Edward Swindell was the
policeman who lrflicted the wound, and
a verdict of wilful murder was returned
against him, The foreman In anzouncing
the verdlct stated that it was unazimous,
and that the jury wished him to expross
it as thelr unanimous opinfon that the
order given by District Inspector Creagh
was most unjastifiable,

The coroner {ssued a warcant for the
arrest of Constable Swindell, but though
it was proved that Aherne had nothing to
do with the disturbance, which was the
lame excuse for the conduct of the police,
it 1s the generel opinion that, as usual,
the Government wiil step In to set sside
the verdict of the coroner’s jary, as they
dld in the case of the Mitchelstown mur-
ders, and in that of Jobn Mandeville, as
well asother cases, The Irish police have
every reason to rely on befng sustained
by the Government, however brutal may
be their conduct, A verdict implicating
them Is distasteful to the rulems of the
country, and is sare to be set aslde, In

any other part of the British Empire thelr
conduct would be reprobated and duly
punished,

FATHER McFADDEN
DORE.

OF GWEE-.

The Dablin Freeman states that Lord
Claud Hamilton let it odt in an after
dinner tpeech at the Liverpool bar quet,
that the Goveinment endeavored to get
an order from the Pope prohibiting Father
McFadden from lecturing in Eoglend on
the iniquities of Ccercion rule, Futher
McFadden is 2 vigorous spesker, and as
he bas been efx monthe In priscn as one
of Balfour’s criminale, he is In o position
to tell of the treatment accorded to polit-
{cal prisoners, which {s a matter which the
Government do not wish to have brought
before the people of Engiand. When Loxd
Hamilton let the cat out of the beg, he
thought the Pope had fssued the oxder,
but he was mistaken, Father McFadden
is still deliveripg his lectures before large
audiences ; the Pope not having sent the
order which the Government wished.

At Liverpool Fsther McFadden ad-
dressed an immense audience of Irishmen
and Liberals on the 25:h ult., in the Con.
cert Hall. He referred to Lord Hamllton's
speech at the Liverpool bar quet, and eaid
that he would have thought that the Ham-
iltons would be the last persons who would
have sought aesistance from the Pope, but
he was glad to find them recognizing the
authority of His Holiness. He denied the
accusation of His Lordship that he was
trying to excite eectarian bitterness,
Such anjaccusation is a contradiction to
his entlre life, He continued :

*“He had stood amongst non:conformfst
minieters in Ireland, and he had been
supported by them since he came over to
England. He bad fought for the Protes.
tants of Gweedore as much as for the
Cathollcs, (Cheers,) The Protestants there
are only a handful, about oue per cent
but they are respected by the people and
by himself. He d.fi«d any man to point
out any act of his in which he had raised
bis voice sgainat them as Protestants, He
had raiced his voice, and he would always
do 80, against oppression, whether it camo
from Catholics or from Protestante. When
he was released from jail, tar barrels were
burned in joy by the whole colony fu his
parish, Protestants as well as Catholice,
and the Protestants had walked twelve
miles to meet him. How, then, could
Lord Claud Hamilton say that he hsd
fomented sectarian boycoiting at Gwee-
dore? He defied Lord Hamilton or any
one elee to identify his name with anything
which was dishonorable in an Irish prieat,
or oven in an Irishman.” (Cheers.)

He declared that he would continne to
help forward the cause of the people, and
to confine the manifestation of thelr feel.
ings within such !imite as would give
satlsfaction to the good-hearted people of
the world, and eepecially of England, who
sympathize with them In their sufferings,

“I'be Irish people,” he eald, “are almost
tired with walting, Thelr patience s
nearly exhausted : but they ought not to
fall now that the day of regeneration {s
at haud. A great change has uudoubtedly
Gome over the opinions of the people of
England, whereas an Irish priest is re-
deceive with such plaudits as thoee with
which he had been welcomed. The de:

mocracies of Ireland and Great Britain
are being brought together more closely,

here aud the unfading crown hereatter,

Rev. Father Flavnery, then rising, sald
that he was deputed by the committee to
read an address conveying to D O'Con-
Jor the sentiments of his confreres, the
priests of the diocese of London, IHe
begged to say, bowever, that he was
selected for this pleasiog duty not through
any persoual merits, but becaugs he was
one of the pioneer priests of Outario who
bad a share, though ever g0 humble, in
ibe foundation of the flourishlng colleges
now directed by the Fathers of St, Bagil in
thia province. In September, juet
thirty.e1X yesrs ago, in cowpany win
Very Itev. J. M., Soulerin, Reov
Fatber Malbos and Rev. P. Malony, all
three now deceased, and enjorying their
reward in IHeaven, and also with Very
Rev. C. Vincert, now provincisl of the
Order of St. Basll, but then, like himeelf,
a young levite, be bad the honor of being
acgoclated In laying the foundation of St
Michael’s College In Toronto, Since that
time the coilege passed through many
viciesitudes ot triumph and of trial, and
meny of those who taught or who studled
within the walls of St. Michael’s have
come snd goue, some have occupled
promivent positlons in the world, snd
msny have crossed the borderland of time,

There was no laboratory in those days ln
St. Michael’s, no museunm, no library.” We
rented a two storey house on Queen etreet,
and a room fourteen feet equare answered
for study hall, Four pulpils entered the
first week, and about ten more before the
close of the scholastic year, Many have
died since, both of pupils and of profes-
sore, But the four boys who entered
tbe first week are living still:  One
of them is Rav, Father Northgraves,
whom I am glad to see here, the able
editor in.chief of the CatHoLIC RECORD,
(cheer:) Anotherls Very Rev.D.an O Con-
nor. of Barrie, Bishop-elect of the dlocese
of Peterborough (great cheers), The third
wae a young, uusgophisticated boy from
Acjida township. Ho is now on my rignt
haud here, one of the chinivg lights of
Outarlo, Rev, Father Ferguson, (great
cheers). The fourth was a nttle boy who
had never lefsc home previous to his
entering college, Hoe wes very shy, and
tioid ; in fact it was with difticulty he
was reconclled to college life. But he
did become reconciled ; he grew up to be
a priest, and to-dsy he is the bappy sub.
ject of our admiration and of all cur
bonors, Very Rev,Dz. O'Connor, president
of Assumption College, In the midst of
the excitement, aud cheer after cheer
which this announcement produced,
Rev, Father Fiannery opened a parchment
scroll, and while all were standing resd
the following address of the priests of the
diocese:

To the Very Rev. Dean O'Gonnor, D, D,

President of Assumption College :

VeRY REv, AND DEAR FATHER :—The
priests of the diocese of London have
assembled here to.day to unite with your
pazlshloners and with your devoted pupils
of Sandwich College in offering to you
thelr sincere and heartfelt congratulations,
on the twenty fifth auniversary of your
ordination to the priestkood. Your
talents of administration, both as vig:laut
pastor of fouls aud president of & success-
ful aud far-famed college, your sternnesa
of discipline, blended with masterly
prudence and peternal discretlon, have
been fully recognized and accepted
as the mnearest approach to per-
fection in government. Let those
who have so largely benefiited by your
wiedom aud determination of character in

FUNERAL OF THE MARTYR ARCH-
BISHOP SEGHERS,

The remnins of the martyred Arch-
bishop Seghers who was killed in Alaska
while there discharglug hls sacred dutles
reached Victoria, British Columbla, on
1oth Nov. by the United Siates Steamer
Thetis which was put at the disposal of
the eccleefastical authoritles for the pur-
pose, by the president. The remains were
recelved by Bishops Lemmons and
Brondel who were accompanied by a large
number of the clergy of the diocése of
Victoria.  Bishop Lemmous eolemnly
offered up a preyer for the repose of the
soul of the decensed prelate, which was
responded to by the clergy aud laity
present, The Biitish end Awerican en-
slgns on the British and Awmerican ware
ships present wera set at hall-mast, and
the bell of the Thetls was tolled respect:
fully aud moumnfully, Mauvy of the
people of the c¢ity came to visit the re.
maius dutiog the day and to pray for the
repose of the soul of their deceased chif
pistor,  Toe body was well preserved and
the features were quite recognizable,

It hud been statcd that the Archblshop
had been shot in the temple, but on exam-
inativn of the bedy the bullet wouud
which cansed death was dl:covered on the
left breast above the heart,

Solemn Mass was celebrated by Arch-.
bishop Gross on the 16G:h ult, for the late
llustrious  prelate, Dshops  Junger,
Durieu, Lemumens and Brondel assistis g,
An  eloquent discourse was deliv-
ered by Bishop Brondel, whose feel-
log allusions to the moble qualities
aud golf encrificiag epirit of the illus.
trious decessed brought tears tu the eyes
of the whole congregation, The usual five
absolutions prescribed by the liturgy of the
Chureh were made by the Bishops present,
who were just five In number, When
these solemn rites were completed the
remains were deposited In & vault pre-
pared for them beueath the church, along:
ude of the late Bishop Demers.

A memorisl card was erected bearing a
likeness of the late Archbishop, and the
following fneeription :

“Remember your prelates, who have
spoken to you the word of God, conald-
ering well the end of thelr conversation,
Imitate thel: falth,—Hebrows, xvil,, 7.
“Pray for the soul of Most Rev. Charles
J. Seghers, D, D,, Archbishop of Vancou-
ver Islaud,  Born at Ghent, Belgium,
26th  December, 1539 ; ordatued at
Mechlin, 30-h of May, 1863 ; consecrated
Blshop of Vancouver Ieland, at Victoria,
B C, 29h of June, 1873 ; appoloted
Archbishop of Emesa, ¢ p 4. and Coadja-
tor to the Archbishop of Oregon, 10th
December, 1875 ; Archbishop of Oregon,
10th December, 1550 ; re-appointed to
the See of Vaucouver Island, 7th
March, 1884 ; aceassinated on  the
banks of the Yuakon, near Nulato,
Alaska, 25.h November, 1886; tem-
poiarily burled at Fort St. Michael,
Gih Julv, 1857 ; disinterred and taken on
board Ualted States steamer Thetis, 11th
September, 1855 ; burled at Victorla, B,
C., November 16, 1855, The Archbishop's
inst farewell : ‘Adieu! I leave for Alavka,
and God knows when or whether [ shall
return, Pray for me. Requiescat in Pace®””

The above particulars we summarizs
from the Clatholic Sentine! of Portland,
Oregon, which appears with a black bor-
der, in testimony to the respect which ia
universally eutertained for the deceased
prelate who laid down his life while dis-
charging the duties lmposed upon him by
our Lord and Master,

Marshal MacMsbon, who has just
entered upon his 81st year, has been
residing for the last few months at the
Chateau de la Foret, near Orleans, divid:

UNDERLAID WITH GOLD.

So says the Philadelphia Times: The
ground on which Philadelphia iz bullt fe
one of the richest gold fields in the world.
This 1s a fact. The only diffizulty {s that
the field cannot be worked. Nearly the
whole city is underlaid with clay to the
depth of about ten feet—an area siy ten
miles equare, A cubic foot of clay welgh-
g 120 pounds, taken from a depth of
14 feet from the cellar of the Twelfth
street warket houce was ¢xcavated, was
practically demonstrated to contain seven-
tenths of a grain of gold, or oue pourd in
1 224,000, The experiment was repeated
with about the sime results with clay
taken from a brick yard in the suburbs.
Supposing the whole maes of clay to be
4,180,000.0C0 pounds (and It is seally
much greater), the amgunt of gold would
reach in value the enormous sum of $126
000,000, The gravel fs much richer in
gold than the clay, but there is not so
much of it. Undoubtedly $200000,000
worth of gold lies within fifteen feet of
the surface and still It carnot be ueed.

If the Americans have no patron eaint,
they have, at least, their national holi
day, which they celebrate “with the
trampling of many feet and the beating
of many drums.,” Why, then, should
not Scotchmen, at home and abroad,
celebrate the day by such reunions as
this, around the social board, spread
with the national dish and the national
drink of Scotland, (Laughter) These
reunions help to keep fresh and green
in the hearts of Scotchmen the pl t
memories of the Fatherland, (Cheers )
To-night, at least, we can boast—proudly,
honestly boast—that Scotlard, for its
area and population, has produced more
distinguished men in the world of arts,
science, literature and statesmanship,
than any other land on the globe,
(Cbeers), It isa a notorious fact that
after the peaceful uvion of the Scotch
and Eoglish crowns many English writers
wrote and rpoke of Scotchman as the
“beggarly Scotch from 2 beggarly land.”
Yes, but England, with all her immense
resources and ali her unlimited muni-
tions of war, never yet conquered these
saime beggarly Scotch in this same beg-
garly land—shie never tamed the Lion of
the North. * (Loud applpuse ) The
bones of 30,000 Englishmen, resting for
500 years on the braes of Bannockburn
bear ample evidence of this.
