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could not be kept alive, would die of
exhaustion, without a continual sup-
ply of fable, Not everything
which is said to our disadvantage is
without foundation in fact : but it is
not the true that tells against us in the
controversy, but the false.
AS TO BAD CATHOLICS,

There are trus charges which can
be brought against us, certainly ; not
only do I notdeny it, but T havdly
could deny it without heresy. I say
distinetly, did I take upon me to deny
everything which could besaid against
us, [ should be proving too much. 1
should startle the Catholic theologian
as well as Protestants, for what would
it be but implying that the Church
contained none within her pale but the
just and holy ? This was the heresy
of the Novatians and Donatists of old
time ; it was the heresy of our Lollards,
and others, such as Luther, who main-
tained that bad men are not members
of the Church, that none but the pre-
destinated are her members.  But this
no Catholic asserts, every Catholie de-
n'es.  Lvery Catholic has even d
it, back to the very time of the Apos
tles and their Divine Master ; and He
and they deny it. Christ denies it, St
Paul denies it, the Catholic Church
denies Our Lord expressly
that the Church was to

be like a net,
which gathered of every kind, not
only of the go wl, but of the bad, too.

Such was Ilis Church; it does not
prove, then, that we ave not His
Church, because we are like Iis
Church : rather, our being (ike the

Primitive Christian body, is a reason
for concluding that we are one with it.
One cannot make His Church better
than He made her ; we must be content
with her as He made her, or not pre-
tend to follow Him. He said, ‘‘ Many
are called, few are chosen;”’ men
come into the Church, and then they
fall. They are not indeed sinning at
the very time when they are brouzht
into His family, at the time they are
new-born ; but, as children grow up,
and converts live on, the time too fre-
quently comes when they fall under
the power of one kind of temptation
or other, and fall from grace, either
for a while or for good. Thus, not in-
decd by the divine wish and ingention,
but by the divine permissipn, and
man’s perverseness, there is a vast
load of moral evil existing in the
Church, an enemy has sown weeds
there, and those weeds remain among
the wheat till the harvest. And this
evil in the Church is not found only in
the laity, but among the clergy, too;
there have been bad priests, bad
bishops, bad monks, bad nuns, and
bad popes. If this, then, is the charge
made against us, that we do not all
live up to our calling, but that there
are Catholics, lay and clerical, who
may be proved to be worldly, revenge-

ful, licentious, slothful, cruel, nay,
may be unbelievers, we grant it at
once.  We not only grant it, but wo

zealously maintain it.  “In a great
house,” says St. Paul ““there are not

love of ease and slothful habits, and a
mere formality in devotion in particu-
lar orders of Religious, at particular
seasons.  There may be self-indulg-
ence, pride, ambition, political pro-
fligacy in certain Bishopsin particuiar
states of society, as for instance, when
the Church has been long established
and abounds in wealth. And there
may have been Popes before now, who
to the letter have fulfilled the awful
description of the unfaithful servant
and steward, who began to “‘strike the
men servants and maid servants,
and to eat and drink and be drunken.”
OR IS THE BADNESS IN SPITE OF THE
CHURCH ?
All this may be granted ; but before
the admission can avail as an argu-
ment against the Catholic Church, one
thing has to be examined, whether on
the whole her influence and her action
is on the side of what is wrong, or
rather (23 is the case) simply powerful
on the side of good ; one thing has to
be proven, that the scandals within
her pale have been caused by her
principles, her teaching, her injunc-
tions, or which pretty nearly comes to
the same ¢ r, that they do not also
exist, and as grievously (Cathol
vould say, they exist far more griev
ously), external to her.
HOW THE CHURCH
SIN.
If geievous sin is found in holy
places the Church cannot hinder it,
while man is man ; prove that she en-
conrages it, prove that she does not re
press it, prove that her action, be it
areater or less, is not, as far as it goes,
beneficial ;—then, and not till then,
will you have established a point
against her. For myself, I never
should have been surprised, if some
scandal in this or that part of our
Church had been brought to light and
circulated through the country, to our
great prejudice.  Not that I speak
from any knowledge or suspicion of
my own, but merely judging anteced
ently and on the chance of things.
And, had such a case in fact been pro-
ducible, it would, in the judzment of
dispassionate minds, have gone for
nothing at all, unless there is to be no

DOCTRINAIL, AND HISTORICAL
ENQUIRIE

“ Enquirer " requests answers to the
following questions on historical and
doctrinal  points, We  cheerfully
comply with the request:

Q. 1. Did the¢ xth General Coun-
cil pronounce an anathema against
Pope Honorius for teaching the error
of Monothelism ?

Answer. Honorius did not teach
Monothelism, so that a General Coun-
¢il could not condemn him for so

doing.
The sixth General Council was
peculiarly conducted, aund it was a

General Council only during some of

its sessions, namely, so far as it was

approved by Pope St. Leo 1L,

I'he legates of Pope
sent to this Council to preside at it,
and they actually presided during the
first cleven sessions, and during the
last s2ssion, the 18th, according to the
Western computation, the 17th accord-
inz to the Greeks.  The intervening
gessions were controlled by  Greeks
during the absence of the Emperor
Constantine Pogonatus from Constan
tinople, and not until the Emperor's
roturn were the legates rve-admitted to
their proper position.

It was at this cighteenth session that
the desrea of faith against Monothelism
was adopted, and only the decrees of
faith approved by Pope Leo 11, but
the decree of faith while condemning
Monothelism made no mention of Pope

Honorius.

latter was orthodox, and thus he neg-

lected to condemn the Monothelism of
Sergius. But he was not guilty of

heterodoxy or heresy himself.

Our correspondent next asks:

2. Did Pope St. Leo IL. pronounce an
anathema against the same Honorius
in these words: * We anathematize
the inventors of the new error,
Theodore Sergius ; and Honorius also
who did not preserve in purity the
Apostolic Church by the teaching of
Apostolic tradition” ?

The letter of Pope Leo II. contains
no such passage as that quoted by our
correspondent, The letter, after
enumerating thirty-one former here-
tics, continues :

“We anathematize equally Theo-
dore of Paran, Cyrus of Alexandria,
Sergius, Pyrrhus, Paul and Peter,
Bishops, or rather devastators of the
Church of Constantinople, traitors
rather than Pontiffs. Honorius did
not exert himself to purify the Apos-
tolic Church by teaching the tradition
of the Apostles, but let pass the impure
and hypocritical treason which dis-
figured the immaculate faith.”

It will be geen from this that Pope
Leo admitted that Honorius was to be
blamed tor remissness of duty, but not
for teaching heresy, nor does he even
assert that Honorius was aware of the
extent of the duplicity of Sergius.
Sergins deserved to be condemned,
but the most that can be said of Hon-
ovius is that he was too easily blind-
folded by the astute Byzantina Patri-
arch.

3. A Protestant friend informs me
that, according to the Council of Trent,
the sacrament of extreme unction was
administered by the Apostles. (Mark
vi., ©-13). But since, according to the
same Council the Apostles were not
ordained priests until the Last Supper,
this would be nothing more than a
ceremony used tor the healing of the
sick, Is this argument valid ?

Wemustadd, however,
that the authenticity of the synodical
act has been disputed on what seems
to be good grounds.  However, as even
their anthenticity would not give them
authority in the Church, we need not
here examine the matter under this
aspect

But heve it ht be asked, why did

Pope Leo T not condemn the irregular
proceedings of the Council?  To this
we answer that he did so implicitly,
both by his refusal to approve its acts,
and even explicitly by stating in his
letter to the Emperor that he returned
thanks to God that the Chureh ** had
reached a harbor of peace after escap
ing from an ocean of afiliction.” We
see in this expression the reason for
the Pope’s leniency.

It must be conceded, however, that
Pope Houorius suffered himself to be
deceived by the Patriarch Sergius of
Constantinople into the beliet that the

unction is here insinuated but that it
is commended and promulgated by the
Apostle St. Jamesin v. 14, The men-
tion in St. Mark vi. istherefore not of
the sacrament itselt but of a prelude
and type of the sacrament.

The faithful Christian may
indeed, and does, aim at happiness, but
it is a happiness which is to be attained
througzh the fulfiliment of his duties to
Giod, his neighbor and himself. The
happiness at which the Christian aims
is to be attained by the fulfilment of
duties. This is something very differ-
ent from sseking only present pleas-
ure, which is the only motive which
Infidelity affords us whereby to shape
our conduct.

It does not appear to us that the
practices to which this gentleman
objected so strongly deserve the violent
censure with which be visited them.
The custom of confessing one’s sins is
indeed a mnovelty reintroduced into
the Church somewhat recently, but
it cannot be denied that 1t is positively
commanded in the Book of Common
Prayer that on the occasion of the
visitation of the sick, the sick person
should be ‘““moved to make a special
confession of his sins if his conscience

be troubled with any weighty matter,”
whereupon, if he humbly and heartily
desive it, ““the priest” (that is to say,
the visiting minister) ““shall absolve
him " according to a formula in which
he claims to have received from
Almighty God the power of forgiving
sins,

It is very true that the exercise of
this supposed power of absolving had
fallen into disuse in the Church of
England until it was restored of late
years by the High Church party : but
these may very reasonably retort upon
the Low Church clergy that the latter
have discontinued a thoroughly Pro-
testant practice which was retained
and commanded in the Church even
when the last revision of the Prayer
Book was made under the most uncom
promising Protestant auspices.

It is clear to any one who reads care
we have indicated
that the Prayer Book claims that the
clergy of the Church possess the power

fully the passag

of forgiving sin, and that those who,
like the Rev. Mr. Noble, condemn the
exercise of this authority, neglect a
most eflicacious remedy for sin which
has been instituted by Christ.

It is true we do not admit that the
clergy of the Church of England possess
thigspower,forthey arenot really priests;
butit isnonethelesscertain that the An-
glican Church claims for them this
priestly power, and if it really exist, it
was certainly conferred by Christ that it
should be made use of and not left to
fall into desuetude.

In regard to the other usages to
which the Rev. Mr. Noble objects, we
have only to say that they are based
upon the belief that the sacrament
of the Eucharist is not common bread
and wine, but that in some way or
other Christ is present therein. If
this be the case, it is certainly proper
that the sacramental species should be
treated with respect.

been subjected by his Bishop on
account of his attack on what he calls
Romish practices in the Anglican
Church.

It should be borne in mind that
under the Old Law the manna which
God ordered Moses to lay up in the
Ark of the Covenant was treated with
great respect.  This being the case, the
much holier sacrament of the Euchar
ist should be respectfully treated also,
for our Lord, in making comparison of
the two, expressly points out the
superiority of the Eucharistic bread :

As it was with
David so it is with other men who
grievously sin When they repent
sincerely they are forgiven, but the
debt of expiation remains. They may
be called from this world before the
debt is paid.  What then necessarily
happens? They cannot carry this
debt to heaven, where nothing that is
defiled even by the slightest sin or by
the remains of creater sin can find
plac There is mercitully provided
an intermediate state wherein the debt
of expiation can be paid.  But does
this consist with the words of our
blessed Lord to the penitent thiet nupon
the cross? This was surely an ex
ceptional case.  Desides, may not his
sovere suffering upon the cross have
been accepted as his expiation ? or
may not the extraordinary civcum
stance of his suffering along with our
Saviour on the cross have merited for
him the grace to love God above all
things, and so have justified him «
the full? There can dwell no sin or
debt on account of sin in the soul that
enjoys the perfect love of God.

Do Meleod speaks wisely when he
oues that the passage in the New
stament which informsus that our
Saviour, after His death, went to
preach to the spirits that were in
prison, proves the existence of an
intermediate state  of souls.

CHARACTER OF CHRIST.

Vividly Delineated in an Eloguent
Discourse by Cardinal Gibbons.

St. Elizabeth's chureh, Chicago, was
densely crowded at the morning ser-
vices last Sunday, the magnet being
Cardinal Gibbons, who delivered the
sermon.  In anticipation of the big
attendance chairs had been placed in
the aisles. Dut, despite this condensa-
tion of the crowd, before the sermon
had bezun people were standing in the
passageways as far down as the chan
cel rail would permit them, and back
of the seats they formed a solid mass
that overflowed through the doorways
far out on the steps beyond and
trickled out into the street. That it
was essentially a gathering of Catholics
ras evidenced by the fact that almost
to an individual it took part in the
ceremonials, kneeling as by one im-
pulse where the service required it.

Solemn High Mass preceded the ser-
mon, Bishop Burke, of Wyomings
being the celebrant. Cardinal Gibbon,
spoke as follows :

“There is no trait in our Saviour's

character so striking as that of Iis
compassion for suffering humanity.
Search throughout the Bible as we
may, rarvely do we find the Lord exer
cising His divine powers in a vigorous
manner, but doing good at every hand
and to every class and condition of
humanity. Well may we say blessed
be God, and call down praises on His
head for His mercy. In every page of
the gospel that beautiful word shines
forth, brighteming every page and
filling our hearts with joy. Our
Messed Saviour never exercised His
divine power like Moses when he
bronght down afflictions on  God's
people, or like Joshua when he com-
manded the sun to stand still in the
skies—in no way but as a humanitar
ian and a sympathizer with all man-
kind. He Himself replied when asked
by one of His disciples to destroy the
people of a city that failed to recog-
nize Him: *The son of man has come
not to destroy, but to save.” He cured
the lame and healed the sick ; the
deaf heard, the dumb spoke and lepers
were cleansed by lHis gracious will.
He even raised the dead; and not only
that, but He has raised to spiritual life
those buried in the graves of sin.

“Toward the two sisters of Lazarus
whom He comforted what tender mercy
did He show. Here we read that
tJesus wept.”  Jesus wept ! The in-
carnate God shed tears of sorrow like
an ordinary child of clay. You read
not in the Seriptures one single in-
stance where He ever laugzhed, but
that He wept, and yet those few tears
on that occasion have brought more
solace to the human heart than all the
humor ever written by the most noted
humorists in the world put together,
Jesus wept to remind us that sympathy
and compassion wers emotions not in-
compatible with manhood—to veni .d
us that there dwells within every
human heart the divine compassion,
When Jesus wept the Jows who saw
Him said to each other He loved
Lazarus.  How much should we appre
ciate that love when e shed tears of
blood for us, i we judze by this in
cident ?

“The spirvit of Christ is the spirit of
HisChurch, He desivesthat His Church
do as He did, and imitate His example
as much as possible, exercising charity
toward all men.  The Catholic Church
does this. Much as I love it for its
apostolic succession, T love it still more
for that admirable system of charity it
has established throughont the world.
She has her asylums for the poor, the
holpless and the sick and for every
phase of human infirmity. Herdaugh
ters of charity are everywhore. She
sends  her devoted virgins into the

Orleans when the dread scourge raged
as it never raged before, ‘into the jaws
of death.’ They had no Tennyson to
sing their praises, but they desired
none. Their only ambition was that
their deeds be recorded in the book of |
life as worthy of their beloved Savior's |
teachings, Six of these Sisters died of
the plague.

“Such, brethren, is the spirit of
the Catholic Church and the spirit of
Christ. lLet us remember that we,
too, are Christians and have a mission
to perform. No man is without a
mission. We are all fellow human
beings. 1 care not if you have the
riches of a Gould or a Vanderbilt
or of this great city of Chicago, you
sannot  be happy without brotherly
love. Do not say to me with Cain
of old, ‘Am I my brother's keeper:’
I say you are your brother’s keeper.
What would become of us if Christ
had said what Cain did ?

“There is no use for miracles save
where they benefit the human race, and
these are miracles we can all work—
miracles of mercy, of charity and of
kindness. De neighborly toward one
another, and remember when you ren-
der some assistance to your fellow man
you approach nearer to God. Take
home to you this thought today.
Learn what religion is. Learn that
true religion is not only the worship
of (tod, but kindness in the home and
abroad and sympathy for your fellow-
man at all times and at all places
Ask yourself what you can do for your
brothers and learn to imitate those
noble virgins of whom I have spoken.
We have a mission as well as they, a
Christ as well as they, a heaven as
well as they.

““ Again let me repeat: Have com-
passion one to another. Scek out the
suffering, and remember Christ loves
you, while trying to deserve that love.
Practice these ennobling virtues to
the best of your ability. Cheer one
another ; comfort one another; have
no enmity toward one another, and
remember this is the true religion—
this, and to keep oneself unspotted from
the world.”

THE SALVATIONISTS—A STUDY.

Whoever desires to study the ordi-
nary mode of the development of a Pro-
testant sect has an opportunity in the
brief history of the Salvationists.
Even their very name is suggestive.
Within the twelve or thirteen years of
their existence the process of evolution
has been at work with them. Starting
out, not as a professed sect, but merely
as a gathering together of those who
had been ** converted to Christ " inde-
pendently of ‘‘the churches,” were
organized in fantastic fashion into
‘‘the Salvation Army,” enlisted to
fight the devil, as they said. But
they are already becoming known by
the more conventional name of Salva-
tionists, a term implying that they
are a separate religious body, or,
according to Protestant understanding
of things, a “**Church.” In the ordin
ary course of things, therefore,:it will
not be long before a revolt wili break
ouf, perhaps beeause of the manopoly
of the leadership by the Booth family
and its chosen  representatives, and
then will follow secession, the original
sect tendin tive
and respe ble, the seceders going in
for wmore radical and exuberant
methods.

The Salvationists are repeating with

modifications the history of the Meth
odists.  These last began a century
or more ago in the assembl: of the
rougher and poorer DProtestants who
had been neglected by the Churches.
At first they showed dislike and con
tempt for learning and refinement.
They went about through the streets
and gathered in open places declar-
ing their religious opinions in a way
that was offensive to the older sects
that had now settled down into staid
self-respect and cold decorum,  But
the Methodists have become a
‘“Church ;7 they have now aperma-
nent, well-paid and educated clergy,
instead of ranting and ignorant itiner
ants of former days. They have even
made  *“ Bishops 7 for  themselves.
Many of their churches are costly edi-
fices with stained-glass windows, the
floors thickly carpeted and, instead of
rough board benches, richly uphol-
stered pews, into which the *fgreasy
mechani who formed the mainstay
of Methodism in times past, would
scarcely be admitted.  As with the
Methodists, so it had, in turn, been
with all the Protestant sects that arose
spontancously out of a genuine, though
ill-directed, desive to worship God in
spirit and truth,
It is a history of change. DBut the
eternal truth of God is the same yester
day, today, and forever, and the
Church of that Truth, always old
though she is always yvoung, yet does
not change.—N. Y. Catholic Review.
