by General and Mrs. Booth in defense

of their work. The afternoon was de-
voted to experience and to the promo™
tion of holiness. The evening was ep-

thusiastic, and the hall crowded, al-

| though a shilling was charged for ad-

mission, to help to pay the $3,000
which was the cost of equipping and
sending out the new officers. It is

not open to doubt but that the work

| is spreading, but it is a source of re-

gret that both the General and his

“I've been a bell-ringer for
forty-tive years,”
Brown, as he deftly manipulated

that time I've seen many a sad

sight and many a merry oone.
| Thirteen years I spent in the bel-
| fry '» England, and thirty-two
| years in American churches. Pro-
bably I'm the oldest bell-ringer in
servicein the United States i not
in the world.”

Brown is a full-faced, healthy
looking Englishman of perhaps
fifty-five. He has been ringing
the chimes in St. Stephen’s for
twenty years or more. Previous
to the war he was engaged in a
similar capacity in Christ Church.
He has never been anything else
but a bell-ringer, and began to
learn the mysteries of sharps and
flats at the age of nine years in his
native torn of Stony Stanton,
in Leicestershire, England. Sin-
gularly enough bhe is deaf, but this
affliction does net appear to inter-
fere with him at all. 1ln convers-
ing with him one must speak in a
loud tone of voice, but let there be
a false note struck upon the
chimes and he detects it imme-
diately. He can detect a flaw in
a new bell much better than men
with acute hearing, and his ser-
vices are 1n demand throughout
the country whenever a new set
of chimes are to be tested.

Last night was the forty-third
time that he had ushered in the
anniversary of ourSaviour’s birth
with the grand old Te Deum, and
as he caused the bells to peal out
their rbythmic pean of praise he
talked. “It's a bit lonesome at
times,” said he, ““ to be all alone
here in tho bell-tower, but one
soon gets used to it. When a lad
I was a trifle timid about grosing
throagh the church in the dark
and climbing into the loft, but that
800N away and I felt as
much at home handling the bell
ropes as 1 would in front of my
own fire. Theie used to be the
usual tales about ghosts and bob-
goblins, but, Lord bless you, they
never bothered me. I remember
very well adroll trick that some
young scamps played upon a Lei-
cester sexton, who used to boast
ot his courage.

On a recent evening Prof. Jobn
| K. Rees read a papefon the comet

{ ot 1882 betore the New York Aca- -

demy of Sciences, in which it is
| said itshonld be termed Gould’s
comet, since Prof. B. A. Gould, of
! Cordova, was the first to see it.
He read extracts from Professor
| Young, of Princeton; from the
| Director of the National Obrerva-
j tory, and from Messrs. Chandler
| and Wendell, of Cambridge, Mass.,
| and he concurred with Mr. Chan-
dler in-combatting Prof. Proctor’s
theory, that the comets of 1343,
1880, and 1822 are identical, and
that the comet
from view will return within six
months. According to Mr. Chand-
ler’'s computations, which are

comet, of 1882 will not retarn
less than 4,000 years. The comet,
as seen from the Cape of Good

and at the instant of its entering
the atmosphere of our sun it was
1,600,000 miles from the surface
of the sun. The comet's tail,

when first seen, has lengthened to

two hours, the enormous velocity
with which it travels may be
conjectured. As its light was
visible until it touched the edge
of the sun’s disk, the inference is,
that the light is not borrowod
from the sun, but that it is the
comet’s’ own incandescence.
Touching upon other celestial vis-
itors, the lecturer said that the
comet of 1843 approached within
500,000 miles of the center of the
sun, or within 70,000 miles of the
sun’s circamference, and that it
must yet plnnqe into thesun and
beabsorbed. The lecturer threw
upon the scroen representations
of a number of comets, and then a
star shower, such as is seen once
in thirty-three years, and the next
of whicu will be seen when the
earth passes the track of a star
shower in 1890. These shooting
stars ure meteors from ghiwinte-
grated comets, and mrolites that
fall to the earth come to us from
instellar space. In conclusion, the
lecturer said that all the suns of
the universe have comets circu-
lating about them, and that the
universe is us full of comets as the
sea is of fishes,

Canadian Methodism is passing
through an important period of her
histury. Her leaders, with encourag-
ing words from without and opposing
voices from within her borders,may well
feel perplexed. Shall they advise ad-
vance or retreat! There can be, we
think, no choice in the matter. It is
too late to retreat with honor or safe-
ty from the position already taken.
The French have a proverb: “ It's
the first step which costs.” That first
step, through the influence of the
Ecumenical Conference in London,
has been taken. Possibly the union
idea may not have had time for dev-
elopment, but, however that may be,
Canadian Methodism has been the
first to arrest the attention of others
and to call forth their plaudits by an
effort at such concentration of forces
and finances as would permit more ex-
tended evangelization. Can she now
step back into the position she pre-
viously occupied? We think not.
Can the several bodies, after having
# nearly approached each other in
the person of their representative
&en, go their separate ways, to cherish
less jealousy than before ? In some
quarters there will have been ap-
proach, on the part of others rebuff,
and the effects of this on human na-
ture are not readily removed. Can
a more convenient season ever be
hoped for ? Certainly one will never
come when there will be less to be
given up by some or to be accepted by
others. No great movement in church
or state, however delayed, was ever
carried through without inconvenience
in some quarters. Illustrations of
this fact are most abundant. A right-
about-face movement mnst cost us the
respect of many of our neighbors.
Each rival Methodist Church in Ca-
nadian towns and villages, each spire
that shall ornament (7) opposite cor-
ners in the new North West, will re-
mind the passer-by of a work which
Methodism began and was not able
to tinish, though unprejudiced judges
believed that work to be in accordance
with Heaven’s will. It may be ques-
tioned, too, whether we could carry
back with us the full sympathies of
some of our earnest men whose tipe
and money and deep interest, even
partially withdrawn from our work,
would be a 1aore serious loss than any
to be really suffered in the event of

PROPOSED BASIS OF UNION.
(Continued from last wech. )

II—THE MISSIONARY a’,\' D,

1. On the consummation of the
Union there shall be one Missionary

! Fund for the whole Church.

2. The Missibnary Society of the
Methodist Church of Canada having
no debt, and the income and expcndil
ture being equal, no recommendation

3. The Missionary Society of the

| Methodist Episcopal Church has a

debt of £10,000, iucurred in the pur-

chase of property and the erection of |

Churches in Manitoba, the property
being held by the Society as security
for the debt. This debt is to be liqui-

dated out of the assets of the Society, |

before the consummation of the

Union.

4. The Missionary Society of the
Bible Christian Church has a debt of
821,080, less about £3,000 on which
annuities are paid at 6 per cent. per
annum, which annuities will probably
ceasein a few years. As this debt
was incurred in the purchase and erec-
tion of Mission Churches and Parson-
ages, it is considered a legitimate
claim against such property. It is
therefore agreed that the next Annual
Conference of the Bible Christian
Church shall make arrangements to
distribute the Missionary debt among
the several properties to erect or pur-
chase which said debt has been incur-
red. And in case any property be-
longing to the Bible Christian Church
be sold, the proceeds, after paying
other debts of the Trust, shall be ap-
plied to the reduction of the said Mis-
sionary debt.

5. The above-mentioned debts be-
ing provided for as aforesaid, the
Churches included in the Union are
to unite on equal terms.

III—THE CONTINGENT FUND.

As the Invested Capital of the Con-
tingent Fund of the Methodist Church
of Canada belongs to the three West-
ern Conferences of that Church, it is
agreed that it be left to the said Con-
ferences to propose a plan for dealing
with said Investments, and report the
same to the General Conference of
the Methodist Church of Canada at
the S1peci;l Session to be held before
the Union is consummated. As the
other Conferences and Churches hn}ro
no such Invested Capital, all further
action on the subject is referred:to
the first General Conference of the
United Church.

IV—THE CHILDREN'S FUND,

As thereare no Investments in eon-
nection with this fund in any of the
Uniting Churches, it is agreed that
the whole question be relegated to the
first General Conference of the United
Church to determine on what basis, if
any, a Children’s Fund shall be main-
tained.

V—BOOK AND PUBLISHING INTERESYS.

1. The Halifax Book Room and
weekly paper shall be continued as at
present, on account of their geogra-
phical position.

2. The Toronto Book Room, with
its various publications, will also be
maintained ; and no serious difficul
is apprehended in the way of consoli-
dating the other publishing interests
in the West at an early date after the
Union is effected.

3. As the assets of the Book and
Publishing House of the Methodist
Church of Canada for the three West-
ern Conferences, are larger in propor-
tion to the number of Ministers in
those Conferences than the similar as-
sets of any one of the other contract-
ing parties, it is agreed that each Min-
ister of the Methodist Epi .
Primitive Methodist, and Bible Chris-
tian Churches, entering intothe Union,
shall pay into the general Publishing
Fund such a sum as will make his
interest equal to the per capita interest
of the Ministers of the three Western
Conferences aforesaid.

4. In equalizing the per capita in-
terest as above, payments may be
made in cash, or by notes, payable in
one or two years from the date of
Union ; such notes to bear interest
at six per eent per annum.

VI—EDUCATIONAL INTERESTS,

1. The Methodist Church of Can-
ada and the Methodist Episcopal
Church have a number of Educational
Institutions in successful operation.
The Primitive Methodist and Bible
Christian Churches have no such insti-
tutions in this country.

2. The Educational Institutions in
the Maritime Conferences present no
difficulty in the way of Union, and no
change is recommended in their pre-
sent relations.

are favored with a communication
from a gathering  of some ministers
and laymen of the Hamilton Durnct,
met to consider the basis of union, as
agreed to by the united ecommittees of
the ditferent Methodist bodies at To-
ronto.

No one will dispute the right of
m;- man, orany body of men; to
meet and discuss the terms of union.
But it appears those brethren must're-
gard their opinions of such vast im-
portance, that nothing | less than the
publication thereof throughout the
Dominion—at the earliest possible mo-
ment—can save Methodism and them-
selves. To warrant such action, they
must surely believe in their superior
wisdom,. and the right to speak ex-
cathedra.

How many ministers and laymen
compused this remarkable gathering,
is not stated.  All we can deduce
from their minutes is, that six were
in favor of their action, while four
voted azainst it. The resolution they
publish amounts simply to this—That
they are not prepared to subscribe to
the basis of union,- as laid down by
the Union Committee of Toronto,
when they will be prepared, is not
hinted, but the fact is considered of
such magnitude as to neceseitate its
immediate publication to the world.
It really does seem as if all that was
needed to present this episode in
its true colors, was simply to add
“ Tooley Street” to the advertis-
ment.

In all this letter of Bro. Kettlewell
there is no mention made of the infin-
itely higher interests of religion and
the glory of God. Perhaps he and
those whom he represents would feel
somewhat sore, as most of the oppos-
ing Western writers do, if the claim of
these similar interests are pressed
against their secular and sordid rea-
sons. But is not the position that he
and they take one that does oppose
the dearest interests of religion, and
the Church of God ?

Unless we look at other higher in-
terests than those Bro. K. mentions,
we will not act worthy of ourselves or
our history. The outlook after union
is much brighter than after union re-
jected. Now, scattered Onta-
rio, these four Meth hurches
are working. Sometimes two, some-
times three and even four of them in
the same community. Seldom indeed
is the Methodist Church alone. And
this, let it be borne in mind, in a pro-
vince where we had the best chance ;
but-in to that greater coun
of the West, all four start on a lev
in point of time. And it is only in
strength that we have the iadvantage.
The pro.rot therefore is that, in eve-
ry township and village, as well as
every town and city of the futuve,
these divisions will appear, and that in
form and spirit much more objection-
able than here.

Mr. Eprror :  Will you kindly al-

low me space in your paper for a few
thoughts on ¢* Union 7’

The discussions in General Confer-
ence, on what was regarded as the
more important points upon which
the contracting parties differed, and
the fuller discussions of all the points
by the joint Committee, with the
terms of union agreed upon have, by
the agency of - the WESLEYAN, been
placed in the hands of the Methodists
of the Lower Provinces ; and in a
short time we shall be called upon in
our Quarterly Boards, as representa-
tives of the lay order, to record our
approval or disapproval, as it may be,
of the matured scheme ; andin view
of the influence we shall thus exercise
over the final disposal of this highly
important question, and our conse-
quent responsibility, may we not fair-
ly ask ourselves the question, have
we 80 mastered the subject that we
can weigh 1n adjusted balances the ad-
vantages and disadvantages of the
union on the terms it is proposed we
shall enter into it, so ag to be guided
thereby to a decision which will ap-
prove itself to the judgment of those
for whom we shall speak, or are we
neglecting a careful consideration of
it, to accept the decision of the Com-
mittee or the opinion of the Chair--
man of our Board to determine our
vote.

Much has been written, without
exaggeration, to show the advantages’
to be gained by union, but we must
soberly ask ourselves, in a basiness-
like way, are these advantages—im-
portant and desirable as they are—
within oar reach ; that is to say, can
we pay the price necessary to procure
them. I have no reference to Gene-
ral Superintendency or Lay Represen-
tation, but to & vastly more important
item, the money cost.

down, involving loss to our superan-
nuated brethren, and the widows of
deceased ministers, as well as great
embarassment to our missionaries and
laborers en dependent circuits, and
we, therefore, eannot apgrove the bas-
is of union as proposed by the Com-
mittee.”
