Attempt to
Assassinate Wilson

CLEVELAND, Feb. 25.—Cleveland
was startled to-night by newsboys
crying “Extra: Attempts to assassin-
ate President Wilson!” The extra is-
sued by the Cleveland lLeader con-
tained nothing more sensational than
a routine story of the President’s day.

“The President did not notice, as he
followei Mrs. Wilson into the auto-
mobile, that there was a sudden com-
xr_10tion on the s_idewalkﬂr‘leai‘-hy. De-
tective Riley, one of the score of de-
tectives and patrolmen scatiered
through the crowd, had pounched upon
a man, whose suspicious fumbling in
his overcoat pocket had attracted at-
tention. - He was Charleg Kalcestian,
an Armenian, and was placed under
arrest. A razor was found in his
pocket, but he maintained that he did
not know the President was in town.”

Police officials said to-night they
were convinced the man had no de-
signs upon the President. As a pre-
caution he is being held on a bona-
fidfie char&e of carrying a concealed
weapon.

This will be separate and distinct
from the weekly offertory’ collection,
and the congregations were asked to
give liberally to this important and
deserving fund. -

This following is the text of the
Archbishop’s Pastoral Letter together
with the Lenten Regulations:—
Dearly Beloved Brethren:

The approach of the Hply Season
of Lent renders it incumbent upon Us
§fn the exercise of Our Episcopal Of-
fice to speak for the first time -by
means of a Pastoral Letter to
Clergy and Laity of the Aarchdiocese.

Considerably more than twelve
Mmonths have passed since We mourn-
ed the death of the late illustrious
occupant of this See. With the death
of the late Archbishop Howley there
passed away one of the most illus-
trious of the long line of distinguished
prelaies that for more than one hun-
dred years have ruled this
Diocese. He was not only a
Churchman, but he was also a great
patriot. For the .last fifty .years few
of our public men stood more promin-
ently in the civil and eécclestical life
of the Colony than did Archbishop
Howley. :He laboured unceasingly to
promote the interests of the country
and the interests of the Church. The
monuments of his episcopate abound
upon side, but perhaps that
with his name will be

foundland to the dignity of an Arch-
iepiscopal Province. For more than
fifty vears successive prelates had
been endeavouring to secure this
recognition for our venerable Church
of Newfoundland and that this
signal favour was bestowed upon us
was due to the untiring energy ands:
agitation of  the late Archbishop.
When the future historian of our
Church will take up the history of our
records which we left incomplete, no
name will shine forth with greater
lustre in our annals than the name of
MICHAEL FRANCIS HOWLEY, First
Archbishop of St. John’'s.

It was, therefore, with a sense cof
fear and trembling that We
the call from Apostolic authority to

take up the work laid down by Our |

illustrious predecessor. We were
deeply sensible of the responsibilities
and obligations of the Episcopal Of-
fice. We were profoundly conscious
of our own unworthiness, but, never-
theless, We accepted the mandate
with hope and confidence, knowing
that this great dignity had come to
Us unsought and undesired. Im-
mediately following the ceremony of
Consecration We undertook as speed-
ily as possible the work of visiting
wvarious sections of the Archdiocese
and in this We were filled with the
idea that it was Our first and primal
duty as Pastor and Shepherd of the
souls of those entrusted to Our care
to visit them in their own parishes
.and to speak to them in their own
churches, in tpls striving to imitate
the example of the Good Shepherd
who knows His sheep and is known
by them. During the past months the
greater portion of the Archdiccese
has been visited and it is our inten-
tion, with God’s help, to
the visitation im the summer of this
year.

The world has forgotten God and the
spiritual is subordinated to the ma-
terial. Unfortunately, the tendency
of modern times everywhere is to-
wards a sordid materialism and away
ffom high and spiritual ideas. In the
great world at large God and re-
ligion are disregarded or denied,
morality and virtuous living count
for far less than commercial success
and material prosperity. Every-
where the great struggle of the
Church is to stem the ever-swelling
tide of materialism, to foster the
spiritual life of the people, to keep
God, religion and the hereafter before
their minds, to impress upon all men
that virtuous, upright, moral living
means more than anything else in the
world. These are the ideals for which
the Catholic Church is contending
the world over to-day, ideals which
it is becoming increasingly difficult
to get the world to accept and to
Hve up to as the years and the cen-
turies go by. Nothing, perhaps,
could be a bhetter object lesson on
the materialistic spirit of the age
than the dreadful war which is being
waged on the other side of the At-
lantic to-day. In the Old World to-
day nation is arrayed against nation
and people against people in fratri-
cidal strife. The fair plains of Europe
are being devastated and deluged
with human blood; human beings
made unto the image and likeness of
God even as we are, are being
slaughtered in their hundreds of
thousands and their millions to satis-
fy the greed of gain and lust of pow-
er. In vain does the one representa-
tive of the spiritual order .in the
world raise his voice, in vain does
he appeal to nations to stop their
carnival of carnage, his voice is un-
heeded, his appeal is disregarded in
the din of the armies and the clash of
arms. The dread shadow of this
world disaster has fallen. ‘over us
here in Newfoundland. Too many
families are mourning the loss of
those dear to them who have perish-
ed in the line of duty. To those
others who are suffering -with such
heroic fortitude the agonies of anx-
iety and ‘suspense We would say to
cease -not in their prayers but to
place all their trust in God. As for
Us, dearly beloved Brethren, We must
only turn to the God of battles, in
prayer. When the Lord has sufficient-
ly chastised his people, when He has
taught the world once more to look
towards Him as the Supreme Arbitor
of nations, then only may we hope
for the blessing of peace.

In conclusion We earnestly exhort
you to avail of the graces and hless-
ings of the coming Lenten Season,
to abhstain from amusements and re-
creations of a profane nature, to at-
tend regularly the devotions of the
Church, and above all not to allow
this Holy Season to pass without
sanctifying your souls by the Sacra-
ments of Penance and Holy Com-
munion.

My Dear Brother,—Just a few lines
to let you know that I am well and
also glad to see that you and Katie
are the same.

You say, you and all my friends
have sent me parcels, but up to the
present I have not received them. In
fact I have not received a parcel
from Newfoundland since I left Ed-

{inburg and that was in May, so you

can see how we get our parcels, but
we got our letters. I must say, I was
surprized yesterday, I received 100
cigarettes from Fred from dear old
Scotland, but I got no letter. You

may depend it was certainly a treat.

Well, I may say, we have given up
the Dardanelles altogether.

It was hard to see our poor
boys left behind, but such must be.
Since I started this life I was not a
day sick than God, but Cousin Bill
came from hospital when we arrived
in Egypt.

|Courts Adjourn
As Mark Respect

Supreme Court,
March 6th.. 1910

i The Chief Justice.

We who were in this room with Mr.
Justice Emerson last Thursday find
it difficult to realize that since the
adjournment of the Court he has de-
parted this life. What his loss is to
the Court, his brother Judges and
practitioners can best appreciate, for
they know what an essential part of
it he has been during the twenty years
he had a seat upon this bench.

Mr. Justice Emerson possessed
qualifications which would have made
him a valuable member of any tri-
bunal. In questions of practice and
proceedure he had the advantage, not
only of an acquaintance with the
practice before the Judicature Act,
but of the older practice which pre-
ceded the Common Law Procedure
Acts and never satisfied himself
with knowing the rule without trac-
ing its origin and history, and the
reasoning upon which it was found-
ed. As a case lawyer he was widely
read and his marvellously retentive
memory made it easy for him to draw
at will from the stores of legal learn-
ing. To this he added a rare facil-
ity for classifying almost intuitively
the legal matters which came before
him, grouping them under the proper
head and applying to each the maxim
or principle called for; Vet he was
careful not trust to first impres-
\~innsjnor even to bhe carried away by
v leading case, however seemingly in
his custom was to apply
every test and to discuss the whole
subject in all its bearings and from
every point of view before arriving
final decision, keeping his mind
from the evidence
or authorities and never hesitating to
correct what, on further considera-
tion, he perceived to be an incorrect
or inadequate view. As a Judge he
had a high ideal of his office and
brought to it independence, impar-
tiality and probity as well as legal
acumen, forensic experience and
clear and mature judgment.

On the opening of the Centrai Dis-
trict Court this morning, Mr. Morris,
K.C., J.P., presiding said that it was
his sad duty to announce to the
Court the death of Judge Emerson of
the Supreme Court which occurred
early this morning. With the death of
Judge Emerson the Supreme Court
has sustained a great loss, in as much
as the late Judge was probably one
of the most gifted of any of the
Judges who have sat on thre Supreme
Court Bench during the past decade.

Thirty-five vears ago George Henry
Emerson was a prominent member of
the Bar and twenty-six years ago was
appointed Speaker of the House of
Assembly. Since then ard until the
Judge took the ermine he was one of
the leaders in political life of the
country, and in his death Newfound-
land has sustained a loss of onc of
her best and most qualified sons. To
his bereaved widow and family [ ex-
tend my sincerest sympathy, and I
now adjourn this Court until 10.30
am. to-morrow out of respect to his
memory.
