The streets, the despatches say,
are full of people, all too over-
joyed to express emotin by noise
or singing, but men are seen em-
bracing each other with fervor
while women gave vent toO their
feelings by crying quietly.

Everybody is amazed at the un-
expected change in the tide of
war and the fullest ~redit is given
to General Paus, who is regard-

Everybody is asking what the
Germans will now do, whether
they will be able to reform their
forces and make a stand and what
will become of the crown prince’s
army, tangled up in the wooded
Argonne region.

1t is understood that the factor
which brought about the changes
in the fortunes of war was the
new army which General Pau for-
ced quickly and quietly at Ver-
sailles, composed of some of the
best troops from the eastern
frontier and a fine body <f cav-
alry. This army miarched through
Paris northward and then turned
northeast. Its effect was felt at
once. .

France Will be Entirely Evacuated—Belgians
Are Making Things Interesting.

PARIS, Sept. 14—6.20 am.—
The retreat of the armies of Gen-
eral Von Kluck and Von Buelow

is continued at last-accounts with
considerable rapidity. The only
official comment last night was
that the allies were. keeping in
contact With the enetlly and had
crossed the Riyer Aisfie,

The whereabouts of the Ger-
mans was not revealed, but it is
evident that they do not intend
to make a stand on the line from
Rheims to Seissons and it is
hardly likely, it is thought here
that they will halt their retreat
before reaching Belgium. They
have alrealy made two-thirds| of
the distance from Provins, in the
department of Seine-at-Marne, to
the frontier. The heavy guns of
Saturday and Sunday are not like-
ly to facilitate the movement of
the famous 420 milimetre mortars
that were to reduce Paris and
which require forty horses to
draw them.

The armies of General Von
Hausen and the Prince of Wuer-
temberg, which constituted the
center seem to be headed toward
Rethel and Mezieres, though part
of this force is reported as still
Tesisting at the soiith end of the
forest of the ArgOnne.

It was reported last night that
the armies of the crown prince,
the Prince of Bavariz =nd Gener-
. 8l Von Herringen has been for-

ced across the frontier and that
the entire territory of French
Lorraine had been liberated.

This disposition of the German
armies, ‘if confirmed, makes an-
other suggested by certain critics,
impossible. It leaves Gens. Von
Kluck and Von Buelow hotly pur-
sued by the allies and menaced
by an enveloping movement on
the left and without hope of re-
inforcements except perhaps from
the 60,000 troops which occupy
Belgium.

NEW YORK, Sept. 14—A Lon-
don cable to The Tribune says:

“France is expected here to de
mand, not only the relinquishment
of Alsace Lorraine, when the time
comes for Germany to settle with
the allies, but also the return of
the billion dollar indemnity of
1870.

As a matter of fact, however,
London is not talking much of
peace, and rumors from Americd
of some suggestions from Count
Von Bernsterff, the German am-
bagsador at Washington, arouse
little comment. The reason is that
the demands to be made on Ger-
many are so vast, apparently, that
it i8 held here she wili have to be
brought absolutely to her knees
before it will be of any use to
formulate them.

An instance of this is the bil-
lion dollar indemnity which the
French are believed to be hoping
to get back. Another, if the Brit-
ish have their way, is the .dis-
mantlement of the German fleet.
Then there is the indemmity for
Belgium which, it is said, will be
enormous,

“Conversations with high offi-
cials here indicate that adequate
recompense to the Belgians is one
of the foremost things in Eng-
land’s mind, together with the de-
struction of Prussi@nism in all its
pernicious forms, making it im-
possible for the Kaiser ever
again to disturb the worid’s peace

Last week’s splendid achieve-
ments in France, accompanied by
Russian progress in the eastern
theatre of war, has raised high
hopes and joy among the allies.

The most interesting phases of
the situation is Russia’s future.
In the event of the allies being
victorious, Russia becomes one of
the most powerful nations in the
world. Some observers fear her
power, but others believe that
with Slavism united, Russia will
become liberalized. Russia has al-
read{ promised Polish reforms
and liberty, and shows - every
tendency to give fairer treatment
to the Jews, to many of whom
have been given commissions in

The Germans appear
to be abandoning - their *natural
route, the valley of the Oise, en-
deavoring. to withdraw further
eastward to the barren.and diffi-
cult country of the Champagne,
where the roads are poor and pro-
visions scant. Beyond is the for-
est of Ardennes and to the east
the wooded and clay ridges of the
forest of Argonne, as formidable
a barrier to progress as any:army
could have. Beyond is the Meuse,
most of the bridges-of which will
be destroyed.

“If they actually have abandon-
ed the Oise valley, the German
lines of communication are re-
duced to one, passing by Givet,
Namur and Liege. The other
passing Mesieres; Montmedy and
Luxemburg, the next line to the
south, is commanded by the guns
at Verdun.

THE SITUATION.

‘The annals of war history scarcely
present a parallel, if indeed any, for
the sudden reversal of the situation
in- France, Here was an invading
army, splendidly equipped, well and
long prepared, with legion upon legion
of :men, hurled, with marvellous speed
th;qu%h a-small, unoffending country
.almost to the gates of Paris, and now,
lo! and behold, without any question
it is in full retreat. The invaders have
become the hunted; the boastful,
would-be conquerors are fleeing for
‘their lives to_ safer territory for the
time being. They were relentless and
gruel to the point of barbarity in their
c}riginal dnslaught; in turn they are
xjec‘éiving chase with unremitting and
tireless determination. The thing has
seemed so marvellous to some that
:remarks have been heard that the
Germans are trying to lead the Allies
into a cul de sac, or, in plain English,
a‘trap. That sort of talk is ridiculous.
Men with such an object in view do
not give way mile after mile in a terri-
tory. won at so great loss in men and
equipment. . They do not abandon
prisoners or wounded or munitions
of war or batteries. If the thing isn't
altogether a panic, then it is at least a
mighty good imitation. What are the
reasons? First of all, of course, the
spléndid and the heroic stand of the
lines of British and French troops,
who for days marvellously held their
lines‘ intact despite the furious on-
slanght of a foe far superior in num-
bers. Second and third, what? That,
at this distance and for lack of specific
details, must be more or less conjec-
ture, but in the one instance it would
seein’ that the German commissariat|
must have become badly demoralized,
and in the other' instance that Kitch-
ener ‘has: been pouring thousands of
additionel men-into the area of con-
flict, of whom no news has been al-
lowed to-come through.. This mod-
ern-day Von Moltke has quite a habit
of doing that sort of thing.

“One of the recent incidents worthy
of ‘mote than passing notice is that
the. French; among other things, suc-
ceeded: in'capturing a German ammu-
Yiition column four and a quarter miles
long. %

The Austrians are still meeting with
seveére reverseés, but the Germans are
in‘much stronger force in Prussia than
expected and are sure to give the
Russians a hard time of it.

“Generally speaking, the news up to
date“has been satisfactory, but it must
be remembered that it does not do to
be téo optimistic. There will be re-
vérses ‘for both sides before the end.
In ‘the last resort two of the big de-
termining factors will be lack of
money and food. Germany in these
respects will most decidedly have the
worst of it in the ultimate situation.

CONTINUED EMPLOYMENT IN
RUBBER FACTORIES.

The 6,400 employees of the Cana-
dian . Consolidated Rubber Co., Lim-
ited, will not suffer as a result of in-
dustrial conditions created by the war.

, On the contrary, the war has brought

to some of them a larger pay envgl-
ope, full time having been resumed in
the Montreal factory of the company,
the. employees of which had been
working “only ‘80 per cent. of the full
time-for.:a considerable period prior
to:the breaking out of hostilities. The
employees in all of the nine other fac-
totigs'eperated by the company are
working fuil time, and some increases
in M«aéiﬁ may be necessary towards
the'close of the year.

As-about $1,500,000 worth of rubber
clothing has” been imported ahnually
from" Europe, war conditions will
stimulaté the demand for Canadiaf-
made ‘raincoats. It is partly in an-
ticipation of the incréased demand for
this product that full time has beea
resuimed in the Montreal factory of
the Capadian - Consolidated Rubber
Co., Limited. - There may be an in-
creased demand for Canadian-made
automobile tires also, as the war will
likely result in a temporary reduction
of ‘the imports of automobile tires
from France and the United Kingdom.
{The:demand for Canadian-made rub-
bers will not be affected appreciably,
as the imports of rubber footwear into
Canada are practically nil.

The output of the Canadian Con-
solidated Rubber Co., Limited, during
the past year was valued at approxi-
mately $10.000,000, and the officials ‘of
the company anticipate an increase in
putput during the ensuing year.  The

production of that output will mean
the expenditure of many millions of
dollars in Canada—in wages, in fac-
tory supplies, in raw materials that are
produced in this country, etc. The
benefits accruing from such an expen-
diture at this time will be all the
greater because of the fact that the
expenditure will be distributed over
the ten factories operated by the com-
pany, which are located at various
points throughout Eastern Canada.

THE KIEL CANAL.

There is now not any question that
with the improvement of the above
structure, finished- not so very long
ago, the Kaiser thought he had just
about the last big national undertak-
ing completed prior to dashing his
gauntlet down to Europe in general,
and his mailed fist into the face of
Great Britain in particular.

Kiel is a seaport city in the Province
of Schleswig-Holstein, Prussia, situ-
ated about 66 miles from Hamburg,
on a bay of the Baltic Sea. It has one
of the finest harbors in Europe, and
is the chief German naval station in
the Baltic, being the terminus of a
canal from the Baltic to the North
Sea. The Kiel canal has even larger
locks than those of the Panama Canal,
and is more than sixty miles long,
running from Brunsbuttel, on the Elbe
river, to Holtenau, on the Baltic, con-
necting the latter with the North Sea.
It was recently reconstructed for mil-
itary purposes, so that it could ac-
commodate the largest warships, and
has been used for that purpose right
from the commeéncement. of the pres-
ent war. Both ends of the canal have
splendid harbors, which are strongly
fortified, as indeed is the'entire canal
throughout its length. The main ob-
ject in reconstructing said canal was
to endeavor to offset the superior
strength of the combined fleets of
Great Britain and France, as a Ger-
man fleet can now pass from the Bal-
tic to the North Sea through its forti-
fied embankments without fear of mo-
lestation en route. Up to date, how-
ever, it has only figured as the main
element in a bottling process conduct-
ed by one John Bull.

TOMMY ATKINS AND HIS
CONDUCT

The war is driving it home to Eng-
lishmen that in the British soldier of
to-day they have a man of whom they
can be proud in every sense. The old
stigma of rough and dissolute be-
haviour, for many years most unjust,
is likely to receive its quietus from
this war. A vivid description in the

of the Expeditionary force in ‘France
throws a strong light upon the bear-
ing of Thomas Atkins of to-day. The
British regular soldier is a well-in-
formed man, intelligent, well-trained
self-controlled, and courteous. The
battles which followed the landing
showed how well he can fight; the
article which follows, by an eye wit-
ness, shows how he bears himself
among a civilian population.
“The roll of the drum beating, “La
Generale” has died out, and Dumanet,
the French Tommy Atkins, has gone
to do his duty manfully, even re-
joicing over the fact that the pro-
longed nightmare that has been dis-
turbing him is about to vanish. “War
is imminent,” says a newspaper. “It
has been imminent for 44 years,” says
a French soldier. “It is better to
have done with it once ior all.” The
womenfolk face the ordeal asbravely
as he does; there are no ‘scenes,’ al-
though tears well up into the eyes of
all of them, eyes through which
shines the lovelight of motherly and
sisterly devotion. The men are off
as quickly as they responded to the
call to arms, and then cyes aré strain-
ed towards Albion’s white cliffs.
A few days pass by, days spent In
patient and confident exgectation. On
a certain night the cliffs and the
strand of the many villages about
Boulogne-sur-Mer are lined with fish-
ermen and others, alt intent on watch-
ing signals made by “sea-wolves” (de-
stroyers), of which one occasionally
sees five, then three, “I1s viennent,”
is the exultant and joyous cry one
early morn. Yes, indeed, they are
coming—they being our troops.
Thereupon, all those who can tramp
towards the town on a hard, dusty
road, under a broiling sun, to wel-
come “Les Anglais,” as they speak
the word in thosc parts. ;
- In a very few days the town itself
and its surrounding hillsides are cov-
ered with our tents. Steamer after
steamer deposits its load of fine stal-
wart men and youths, who are wel-
comed with delight and heartfelt gra-
titude. “Vivent les Anglais! Vive
Pentente cordiale; Vive la reine Marie;
Vive le roi George, and vive Lord
Kitchener.’ An animated scene is to be
witnessed daily—nay,.almost hourly—
alongside the basin. The decks are
crowded with men, horses, guns, A.S.
C. wagons, etc. Itis Aldershot trans-
ported.. The transport 1s hardly
moored alongside when our gallant
men clatter down the gangways, t.h.e
horses are slung over the side, mili-
tary automgbiles, repairing wagons,
and all the adjuncts of warfare, fol-
low in rapid succession. Cheers, wav-
ing of French, Belgian and British
flags. The cavalrymen unsaddle
their horses, and proceed to massage
their saddlebacks. The clap, clap,
clap of the masseurs makes cheerful
music, and a lady remarks to her
little son, “Jean, I have always told
you that the English were kind to
their horses. I saw that years ago
whs,n I was at school in their coun-

The crowd cheers vociferously, and
a rush is made for the temporary
“camp.” In a few minutes, hardly a
badge or numeral is’ left. Mothers
and fathers lift their children shoul-
der-high, and the little ones tug at
the numerals and badges, not in vain,
for Tommy helps them to detach the
coveted souvenirs. Having thorough-

ones depart with cries of *Look
‘what the English soldiers have given
ue?” Ah, but we must give them
something in our turn; they are too
polite, too amiable; one can see they
are “des gentlemen Anglais’ And
English gentlemen they are from
beginning to end, and a British sub-
ject feels proud of viem. None of u
had so far heard of Lord Kitchen-
er's recommendations to the King's
soldiers, but they have faithfully har-
kened to his advice, For ten days
did I go into the town, watching them
land, march through Boulogne to
their respective quarters, in and about
it, wandering about the streets and
in the adjacent communes, and Eng-
lish gentlemen they were on every
occasion. A French lady kisses her
hand to them, and many ancther does
so. Off come caps doffed with 2a
courtly dignity. An Englishman com-
mits the blunder of offering money
to one of them for a badge, remark-
ing that he wants it for a French lady:
The soldier “looks” at him, hands
the badge to him, ' remarking the
while: “I am an Englishman, Sir,
and I don’t sell presents to ladies.”

In fairness to the Battery, I wish
to make the following statement. The
32nd Battery having been organiized
last January, one year before the guns
and equipment could be furnished by
the Government, was of course, in no
position to proceed as a unit to Val-
cartier. The organization .instructions
for this contingent made every regi-
ment and battery a recruiting station
for their arm of the service, and the
32nd Battery sent a large number of
their own men who had received some
training at a provisional school held
in Brantford last winter, and at Pe-
tawawa Camp last June, with a few
artillery men of experience who of-
fered for special enlistment. In ad-
dition to these a number pof men, with
little or no artillery experience, were
taken on who were anxious to go to
the front, but with a definite under-
standing that our contingent on ar-
rival at Valcartier would be split up,
and the men sent to various batteries
or other branches of the service were
they would be of use.

Williams enlisted on August 8th, as
a driver, stating that he had had
some experience in artillery driving
in England, and had been a member
of the 2nd Dragoons in this. country.
I have had numerous letters from
members of our contingent of thirty-
eight men who have gone to Quebec,
and with the exception of this letter,
which has been published, all speak
cheerfully and enthusiastically of the
progress of organziation and their
treatment at Valcartier, of course
they are sorry to be split up, but that
was understood from the start. Each
Lman will get what he is qualified for,
if his expectations exceed his qualifi-
cations he will be disappointed. I am
afraid Williams was wet and cold and
had a touch of the blues when he
wrote his letter.

“The woungea men were no
longer down-hearted but eager to
rejoin  the front. On every
French lip was the exclamation
that ‘they are in full retreat,’ and
in the breath came generous

gn,t.i’:: of the great help giv-
en by the British army.

“I "am convinced that the full
extent of this rout is not yet ap-
preciated in England, It was of a

. truly terrific character and such
a blow will not fail to have a last-
ng effect.

“The number of wounded en-
tailed colossal- transportation
work. I, myself, counted fifteen
wrains in eight hours, a fine grim
set of men, terribly weary, but
very amiable except the officers.

“The enemy crossed the Marne
on the return journey north un-

der great difficulties and beneath
a withering fire from the British
troops, who pursued them hotly.
The German artillery operated
from a height, there was again
much -hand-to-hand fighting, and
the river was swollen with dead.

“On Tuesday night the British
were in possession of La Ferte,
Sous-Jouarre and Chateau-Thier-
ry, and the Germans had fallen
back 40 miles, leaving a long train
of spoils behind them.

“On the same day, in the neigh-
borhood of Vitry-le-Francois, the
French troops achieved a splendid
victory. Incidentally they drove
back the famous Imperial Guard
of Germany from Sezanne toward
the swamps of St. Gond, where,
a century ago, Napoleon achieved
one of his last successes. The
main body of the guard passed to
the north of the swamps, but I
heard of men and horses engulfed
and destroyed.

“‘It is our revenge for 1814,
the French officers said. ‘If only
the Emperor were here to see.’

“On Wednesday the English
army continued the pursuit to-
wards the north, taking guns and
prisoners. On that day I found
myself in a new France. The
good news. had .spread. Girls
threw flowers at the passing sol-
diers, and joy was manifested
everywhere.

“The incidents of Wednesday
will astound the world when made
known in full. I know that two
German detachments of 1,000 men
each, which were surrounded and
cornered, but which refused to
surrender, were wiped out almost
to the last man. The keynote of
these operations was the tremen-
dous attack of the allies along the
Ourcq on Tuesday, which showed
the German commander that his
lines of communication were
threatened. Then came the
crowning stroke., The army of
the Ourcq and of Meaux and the
army of Sezanne drew together
like the blades of a pair of shears,
the pivot of which was in the re.
gion of the Grand Morin. The
German retreat was thus forced
toward the east, and it speedily
became a rout.

“I repeat that England scarcely
realizes yet what has been
achieved alike in breaking up the
enemy and in heartening our
troops. The tactics of Mons and

. were being . pressed back to that
river by our troops and by the
French on our right, the latter
capturing three--villages after a
hand-to-hand fight and the inflic-
tion of a severe loss on the enemy.

“The fighting along the Ourcq
continued on this day, and was of
the most sanguinary character,
for the Germans had massed a
great force of artillery along this
line. Very few of their infantry
were seen by the French.

#The French “fifth army also
made ‘a fierce attack on the Ger-
mans .in Montmirail, regaining
that place.

“On Wednesday, September 9,
the battle between the French
sixth army and what was now the
German  flank guard along the
Ourcq continued.

“The - British corps, overcoming
some resistance on the River Petit
Morin, crossed the Marne in pur-
suit of the Germans, who now
were -hastily retreating north-
wards. One of our corps was de-
layed by an obstinate defence
made by a strong rear guard with
machine guns:at La Ferte-Sous-
Jouarre; where the bridge had
been destroyed.

“On Thursday, Sept. 10, the
French sixth army cantinued its
pressure while the fifth army by
forced marches reached the lime

That my mother 'did not
sympathize with my father’s going out
to: preach Cochrane’s gospel through
the country, this I know, and she was
so truly religious, s¢ burning with zeal,
that had she fully believed in my fa-
ther's mission she would have spurred
him on instead of endeavoring to de-
tain him.

“you know the retribution that over-
took Cochrane at last” wrote Ivory
again,” when he bad shown the man’s
early victories aud his enormous influ-
ence.. “There began to be indignant
protests against. his doctrines by law-
yers and doctors, as well as. by minis-
ters: not from all sides, however, for
remember, in extenuation of my fath-
er's and my mother’s espousal of this
strange belief, that many of the strong-
est and wisest men; as well as the
purest and finest women in York coun-
ty. came under this man’s spell for a
time and believed in him implicitly,
some of them even unto the end.

“Finally there was Cochrane’s arrest
and ‘examination, the order for him to
appear at the supreme court, his fail-
ure to do so, his recapture and trial and
his sentence of four years’ imprison-
ment on several connts, in all of which
he was.proved guilty. Cochrane had all
along said that the Andinted of the
Lord would never be allowed to remain
in jail, but he was mistaken, for he
stayed in the state’s prison at Charles-
town, Mass., for the full duration of
his sentence. Here (I am again trying
to plead.the cause of my father and
mother), here he received much sympa-
thy -and some few- visitors, one of
whom walked all the way from Edge-
wood to Boston, 115 miles, with a peti-
tion for pardon, a petition which was
delivered and refused at the Boston
statehouse. Cochrane issued from pris-
on a broken and humiliated man,
but, -if report says true, is still living,
far out of sight and knowledge, some-
where in New Hampshire. He once
sent my father an epitaph of his- own
selection, asking him ta bave it carved
upon his gravestone should he die sud-
denly when away from his friends.
My mother often repeats it, not realiz-
ing how far from the point it sounds to
us who never knew him in his glory,
but only in his dewnfall:

“He spread his arms full wide abroad.
His works are ever before his God.
His name on earth shall long remain,
Though envious sinners fret in vain.

“We are certain,” concluded Ivory,
“that my father preached with Coch-
rane in Limington, Limerick and Par-
sonsficld. He also wrote from En-
field and Effingliam in New Hamp-
ghire. After that all is silence. Vari-
ous reports place him in Boston, in
New York, even as far west as Ohio,
whether as Cochranite evangelist or
what not, alas! we can never know. I
despair of ever tracing his steps. I
only hope that he died before he wan-
dered too widely, either from his be-
lief in God or his fidelity to my moth-
er’s long suffering love.”

LONDON, Sept. 14.—10.10 a.m
—"Incontestable” is the adjective

used by General Joffre, command-
er-in-chief of the French forces in
describing the victory claimed by
the allies along the western bat-
tle front. The latest communica-
tion from Paris indicates that the
advarice is continuing all along
the allies’ left wing, now across
the River Aiisne.

But Ilttle news, and that of the
vaguest sort, filters through from
Germany regarding' the opera-
tions taken in the west, though
it is evident from the tone‘of Ber-
lin, in official statements that the
people are being warned not to be
too optimistic, as certain rever-
sals may be expected. The latest
actual battle news in Berlin de-
scribes a sortie from Paris on
September 6th, which it is stated
has beerr~repulsed.

Despatches from many places.
including Vienna, indicate that the
Austrian army in Galicia is in sore
straits, but the story of its com-
plete destruction is evidently ex-
aggerated, as the latest Russian
reports indicate that General
Ruszky’s forces are still meeting
with organized resistance. It is
evident, however, from the dis-
position of the combatants that
the Austrian centre was crumpled
up, while the left wing was hurl-
ed back into the marshes of the
River San. This left wing, com-
posed of the flower of the Aus-
trian troops, may be caught in a
trap, making uncondit’onal sur-
render their only alternative. The
official statement given out in Pe-
trograd says that General Ren-

nenkanpff, in East Prussia, is
stubbornly ‘retiring before a su-
perior force rather than isk the
tuning of his left flank by the
Germans.

The Belgian mobile force has
returned to its Antwerp Dbase,
with the official explanation that
it has served its)purpose in pre-
venting German reinforcements
from joining the army in France.
This force operated for four days
in the Brussels-Louvain-Malines
triangle, forcing the Germans to .
abandon much of that portion of
Belgium. In connection with this
movement, it is reported that the
Belgians are cuttini German
communications. Other sources
declare that the Belgians were
compelled to return because the
Germans were strongly reinforced
from Liege. The retirement is al-
so expected to have been expedi-
ated by a threat to burn Brus-
sels. E

One of the most interesting ru-

mors coming out of Belgium is a
report in a Paris newspaper that
the German governor of the oc-
cupied Belgium territory entered
Antwerp under an agreement of
safe conduct in a fruitless attempt
to come to an agreement with the
Belgium government.
_ Italy is still preserving neutral-
ity, but has joined the Triple En-
tente ambassadors in a protest
against the revocation of the
capitulations by Turkey.

Austria evidently fears hostile
action on the part of Italy, ac-
cording to newspaper reports
from Rome, for feverish efforts
are being made to fortify Triest
against attack, and the coast in
that vicinity is being mined.
