there should be closer co-operation 
between the railways in Canada, an 
association has been formed by these 
railways corresponding to the Rail­
ways War Board in the United 
States, with the object of securing 
greater co-operation not only between 
the railways themselves but also be­
tween the railways and the public. 
Although Canada need fear no com­
parison with other countries as to 
the speed and efficiency with which 
munitions, equipment, foodstuffs and 
men have been moved to the front, it 
was realized that a still mere inten­
sive effort might help to speed up 
such movements and no private in­
terest has been allowed to stand in 
the way of public benefit. It is ex­
pected that through heavier loading 
of cars elimination of unnecessary 
train service, the co-operative use of 
all facilities, etc., to the best advan­
tage, the country’s needs may best be 
served. Much can be done to achieve 
these results through closer co-oper­
ation between the public and the rail­
ways.

Very shortly after Great Britain 
became involved in the war, the 
British Government sent for the 
General Managers of all the railways 
snd made arrangements by which the 
railways would be guaranteed the 
same dividends and a proper depreci­
ation for the period of the war as 
they were before, aitd advised the, 
General Managers to form a council 
amongst themselves to conduct the 
railways as one; in other words, to 
eliminate competition and devote the 
railways to essential transportation 
solely.

: 1Wholesale men are not overly im­
pressed with the likely regulation of 
the food controller prohibiting the 
sale of groceries through the med­
ium of travelling salesmen. A dis­
patch. from Calgary received' to-day 
reads as follows,

“An official report ha® been re­
ceived from Winnipeg to the effect 
that the food controller will shortly 
have an order-in-council passed pro­
hibiting the sale of all goods by 
means of commercial travellers. The 
local wholesale men are not unfavor­
able to such a change, providing it 
is uniform in all trades.”

Questioned concerning the regula­
tion one dealer replied,

“It would mean that the buyers 
would have to come to the markets 
for their goods, or in lieu of that they 
.would have to do their ordering by 
mail. This process would not con­
serve the food, but it would reduce 
the cost of food. It would chapen the 
food cost from 3 to 5 per cent., as 
it costs about that much to sell goods 
ithrough the medium of traveling 
, salesmen. Anthe same time it would 
i throw all the traveling men out of 
work.”

I “It’s absurd to think that by tak­
ing the travelers from the road food 
would be conserved. That action will 
neither increase nor decrease the 
consumption. But It will disrupt the 
trade.

“The trade cannot be supplied by 
catalog. When a buyer desires to buy 
25 or 30 cases of stuff a catalog is of 
no use to him—he wants to depend 
upon the traveling salesman.’’

1 History of Mission.
Fifty-two years ago, under pecul­

iar conditions, the China Inland Mis­
sion was founded by J. Hudson Tay­
lor, an Englishman, 
the year 1865 the founder had been 
engaged in missionary work in China 
and realized then that the inhabit­
ants of the inland area were no: hav­
ing access to Christightiy, as no mis­
sionaries 'had until then worked their 
way into the interior of the coun­
try.
Undaunted by the magnitude of the 

task before him, J. H. Taylor return­
ed to England and endeavored to in­
terest some societies there in his pro­
position. He met with little success 
and was told that there existed a 
shortage of workers and a lack of 
funds that would make the under­
taking prohibitive. He realized the 
greatness of the need however and 
decided to attempt the organization 
of a mission apart and distinct from 
,the others then in operation but in 
no measure conflicting with the soc­
ieties then at work In the Orient.

Early in the history of the order 
the principle was established that 
there should be no solicitation for 
funds and the institution as it exists 
to-day was built up on faith and 
fervor alone, guided by a great need^

During the course of progress of 
,the mission over $10,000,000 has 
been expended in the work. The 
first party of missionaries consisting 
of eighteen workers went out to the 
Orient in 1866, While to-day the 
workers number over 1,000 with 
3,000 native associates in the work. 
The church membership in China as 
a result of the efforts of the China 
Inland Mission, numbers 45,000.

The membership of the Mission 
includes citizens from 22 countries. 
There is still room for a number 
of workers and never in its history 
have willing missionaries been re­
jected on account of a shortness of 
funds.

The General Director of the Mis­
sion is Rev. D. E. Hoste with head­
quarters at 'Shanghai and the home 
-director is Rev. H. W. Frost, for 
North America.

k total anthracite tonnage shipped 

from the mines to the end of Septem­
ber is over seven million tons In 
cess of the same period last year, the 
natural conclusion to arrive at 
that Canada should receive at least 
as much coal as we did in 1916. The 
amount of anthracite coal consumed 
in Canada during the past four or 
five years, has varied but little and 
amounts to about four and a half 
million tons, and according to gov­
ernment statistics we had received 
about two-thirds of this amount dur­
ing the months of A.pril to Septem­
ber, which means that we have an­
other six months in which to secure 
the line one-third, or about one 
million and a half tons. That looks 
like a lot of coal, but when we con­
sider that the total output of the 
mines will average about seven mil­
lion tons per month, it really is not 
Ao much after all, and when the ship­
pers get rid of the lake trade and get 
the far away corners filled up there 

’should be plenty of coal coming for­
ward to fill all requirements.,

There /will not be any to spare, 
however, and If tjiere are many who 
have received more coal than Is ac­
tually needed for the season, the re­
sult will be “no fuel for somebody. * 
The desire of the consumers has 
been to Increase their tonnage a 
little this year,.x/hile the chances aie 
that the amount actually consumed 
will not he nearly as large as last 
winter, because the winter of 1916- 
17 was one of the longest and cold­
est on record and it is doubtful If we 
xr’V e—ip-ience such another in a 
good many years, and it would have 
been much better for everyone con­
cerned to have put off getting that 
extra ton until it was known that it 
was likely to be needed, and In the 
meantime a lot of people who are 

without coal, would have been 
jerved with a little at least.

Regarding the appointment of the 
Fuel Controller, it would seem that 
this should afford the people all tlia 
protection necessary regarding the 
price, and all the protection possible 
regarding quantity. Mr. Magrath 
has stated that he can assure the peo­
ple that they will get fair treatment 
at the hands of the coal dealers, and 
his recent ruling that the coal deal­
ers’ profit shall not exceed 50 cents 
per ton shows conclusively that the 
dealers are not to be allowed to get 
rlgh quick, 
might bq of interest to some to know 
that in the recent report of Mr. W. 
F. O’Connor, Government Commis­
sioner re Cost of. Living, he shows 
that in 1916 the Brantford coal deal­
ers made a net profit of only 29 
cents per ton. This surely banishes 
the idea that some have that there 
is a profit to the dealer of a dollar 
or two per ton.

The records of If si :teen major 

league clubs during .ii past baseball 
season present some unusual and In­
teresting features. While these statis­
tics are not based upon the official 
league averages, they conform close­
ly to the authentic percentages and 
for the purposes of -comparison are 
thoroughly reliable, being compiled 
in many -cases from the official box 
scores.

The records show that the Chicago' 
American league club, winner of the 
world championship series, led the 
junior organization in both the num­
ber of games won and the total num­
ber of runs scored. In no other de­
partment did the White Sox hold the 
premier position although the aver­
age of team was very high. Boston 
played -the greatest number, of game" 
during the season, due to five tie 
contests.
fourth, led in hitting wnile the Bos­
ton Red 'Sox held the opposing teams 
to the lowest number of runs.

Mack's Great Rungetters.
The figures also gave a clear insight 

into the loose play of the Philadel­
phia Athletics, who finished in last 
place. The Mackmen scored next 
to the largest total of runs, being 
but thirty-three behind the Chicago 
club in this rgspect and but twenty- 
three hits short of the Detroit record, 
which enabled the Tigers to win first 
place in this department of the game. 
As an, offset to this excellent offence, 
howAfer, the Athletics showed the 
poorest defensive play of any club 
in the American league. The Phil- 
adelphia team made the largest 
number of errors;'had the greatest 
number of runners left on the -bas­
es and their opponents scored more 
runs against the team than against 
any other club on the circuit.

In the National league the .New 
York Giants, winners of the pennant 
and losers of the world series, play­
ed the most games, completing their 
full schedule of 154 games with four 
tie contests, bringing the total up to 
158. As was the case with the Chi­
cago White Sox the pennant winning 
combination in the senior organiza­
tion also scored the most runs, the 
Giants’ record in this respect being 
636. Cincinnati, however,-, piled ; up 
the largest total of hits while the 
Chicago Nationals perpetrated the 
greatest number of errors. The Bos­
ton Braves had the most runners 
stranded on the bases during the sea­
son of 1917 and Cincinnati proved 
the easiest to score runs against, as 
the other seven clubs collected a 
total of 611 runs from the Reds in 
the 157 games played.

Well-fed Lon­
don grumbles good humoredly over 
self-imposed picayune privations in­
cident to voluntary rationing and en­
joys the luxury of kicking over food 
which to a veteran survivor of the 
real thing in food shortage is both 
good and ample.

London Still Epicurean.
To a reminiscent correspondent’s 

Berlin palate London is still exuber- 
ently epicurean. Its food troubles are 
microscopic, surface phenomena, as 
seen through Berlin glasses. Lon­
don has not begun to feel the cruel 
gaff of war as Berlin knows it.

These are my first vivid impres­
sions on revisiting London after three 
years.

This leaves to be noticed the cate­
gory of reserve units. Here there is 
involved an interesting measure of re- 
organization which will be noticed in 
a succeeding paragraph.

Infantry Needs Reinforcements.
These several sorts of troops
