Mz. Justice Taschereau has render-
ed a most important judgment in  the
case of the Richelieu & Ontario Navi-
gation Co. v. the Phonix Insurance
Co., of Brooklyn, N. Y., This wasan,
action to recover for damages to the
Spartan, insured with. the company,
and which was wrecked in the upper
lakes in 1884. The insurance con-
tract was signed in Buffalo, and the
company pleaded in consequence that
the plaintiff had no right of actin here.,
The Court maititained this plea, and
held that after sections 10 and 11 of
the Insurance Act, there was no obhli-
gation on the part of the defendant to
answer 4n action taken in Canada on
accounf™0f a contract.signed in the
United States.~ The.learned judge.
remarked that those doing Business
with United States insurange com-
panics shonld see that their cghtracts
are dated from such a place. as will en-
title them. to have recourse in law.

A last (Tuesday) night's London oable
BRYS : Th(a debate on the Heme Rale Bill
in the House of Commons was resumed
this afsernoon by Mr. Joseph Chamberlain,
who was greeted with derisive cheers and
howls from the Irish members. He denied
the assertion made by Mz. E. Dwyer Gray,
that he (Obamberlain) was the author of
the article on National Counoils, published
in the ** Fortnightly Review,” and said the
details of the article were supplied from
Irish sources. ** Fmyself possess,” said the
speaker, * incontrovertible and incontest-
able proof that eminens Nationalist leaders
have approved the principle of National
Oouncils.” Here the Parnellites uttered
loud howls and cried ous ** Names, names,”
and the Oonservatives and Whigs cheered
Me. Chamberlain., The denunciation and
cheering quickly bscame an uproar, which
lasted several minutes. Me. Chamberlain
calmly folded his arme and waited
for the tumult to subside, but he

refused $o mention the names ocalled |

for. Resuming, Mr. Chamberlain ab gread
langth explained why he thought Me.
Gladstone’s oconoessions inadequate, He
aid not, he continued, propose %0 reply to
sny of the personal references made
sowards himself duriog the course of the
debate. They were perbaps amueing, but
they were below the level of a great consti-
tutional disouseion of questions- fraught
with the most momentuus consequences.
Those who oppose the Home Rule measure
believe that 18 would prove most mischiev-
ous in its effect upon Ireland, and postpone
for a long time a satisfactory settlement of
the Irish question. (Ories of ** Hear, hear.”)
There had been in some Liberal quarters &
desire 0 minimize the importance of a
division on the second reading of she Bill.
Members had been told that the Bill was
already dead. The speaker did not believe
that Mr. Gladstone would acoept & vote on
the second reading on the understanding
that it would be received only as an appro-
val of the abstract resolution thas Ireland
ought to have & Parliament of her own.

Backing is the one thing conspiou-
ous by ite absence, but probably this has
only %0 be mentioned in order %o have it
forthwith exhibited. Some of these things
are, of course, not 8o plentiful ss others,
and the artioles of Oanadian produoce which
bulk most largely are timber, agricultural
implements and musiocal instruments. One
large hall is filled with agricultural macbin-
ery, and it looks like a portion of an agri-
cultural show. Farmers will be interested
in seeing the style of apparatus in use on
the farms at the other side of the Aslantic.
The Aweri gans snd pi » be
judged by appearances, bus if shey be
judged by quantity the trade is evidently a
thriving and mbney-making one.
Oae portion of. the Oanadian seotion
specially deserves %o be olosely studied,
i.e., that illustrative of the educational
system of the Dominion. A very elaborate
range of diagrams and sohool records has
been sent across, and any one may learn
with great facility not only the quantity
of school work now being performed in
Oanada, but also the nature of thas work
and she appearance of she schsols in which
it is being oarried on. A series of photo.
frlphl exhibis the principal and charact
stio school buildings, and & series of school
records exhibit the manner n whioh
education is conduoted in them. It is
manifestly of a very much more practioal
character than anythiog known in this
country. Every School Board official and
schoolmaster in the land ougbt to be sent
tostudy shese records. Nothing so illustra-
tive and graphio is to be found in Britain
in ocoonection with school work. One
volame eontains needlework done by the
pupils in one school. Another volume con-
taine the essays written in another school.
A third volume contains the maps drawn by
the pupils of a thizd sohool, and so on. Two
simple facts will make plain how practioal
and bosiness-like is Oanadian school teach-
ing. The exhibits from the Ottawa Art
Bohool include designs for wall papers, for
oarpets and for plaster moulding. These de-
signdare all ready to be put forthwith into
the hands of the artisan for exeoution,
whereas, except at the Bradford Technical
Sohool, at the reformed Mechanios’
Institute at Manchester, and at two or
three other selected places, nothing so
praotioal is ever attempted in Britain,
bat only useless landscapes and drawings
from plaster casts, perfectly worthless
far as deeigns for manufacturers are con-
cerned. That is one fact, and the other is
that the pupils in elementary tchools are
not asked to draw maps until they fully
comprehend what & map is. The first
map they draw is & map of the school.
room. Afterwards comes a map of the
adjoining streets or roads. Nexy one of
the county, and lastly one of the country.
This is very different from the common
Bootoh system, which ocompels young,
ignorant, untravelled children %0 commence
by drawing a map of Europe or Amerios,
or some other great territory, at a fime
when they have no adequate conocsption of
the bearings, size or area of sheir own
parish, muoh less of their own kingdom.
Perhaps the lesson taught by Oanada at
tbia exhibition will help to remove a prao-
tioe a8 oruel as it is useless. It is o the
oredis of Oanada that she bas anticipated
the mother country in abolishing the
treadmill style of tuition.

STRAWBERRY JAM,

To one quart of ripe strawberries sake
one pound of best white sugar; place the
strawberries in & china bowl, cover’ with
the sugar, and let them stand for several
hours, that the juice may draw. Then put
them on the fire in & preserving kestle, and
stir frequently while they cook, until a
thick jelly*forms. You will find shis excel-
lent tor mixing with oreams, for blane-
mange, ices, puffs, eto,, for which purposes
it should be mashed, and strained through
s fine -sieve. ' “A few drepn of poke-berry
jelly improves the oelor,makingis resemble
‘that of fresh strawberries.

TO PRESERVE BTRAWBERRIES,

Preserviog strawberries should not be
delayed too late in the season, as the fiest
piokings are generally the fivest. Seleot
the largest berries before they are 100 ripe ;
use the best sugar ouly, & pound of sugar to
each pound of fruit. Let the berries and
sugar stand together from evening uotl
morping in & oool place. Then slip the
whole gently into a kettie over a slow fire,
and a8 soon a8 the berries are heased
through, litt them off the fire with' a per-
forated ladle and spread them on dishes to
oool. Meanwhile let the syrup boil rapidly.
In ten mimutes return the fruit to it, and
let them sicomer slowly again until the ber-
ries are olear, when they will be sufficiensly
done. = Pat strawberries always into small
jare, cover with brandied papers, and seal
tighaly. Unless the fruit was in a fer-
mented state when gathered, you will not
be apt 10 bave any trouble from ite spoil-
ing, it pus up as here direoted.

TO PRESERVE GOOSEBERRINS,

Beleot young gooseberries while they are
still green. Myke & syrup with one pound
of sugar to esch pound of fruit, adding, io*
the beginning, » half-pint of clear spriog
water. Btew the berries mniil they are
quite clear and the syrup becomes shiok.
Do not let the g berries get hed, nor
have the pan covered while they are cook.
ing, it you would preserve their fresh,
green color. Put away in small, self-sealing
gless jars, and po froiv will keep better or
make a more depirable preserve.

Let the studious mind look back one
hundred years and see the improvements
in the. methods of work, and the rapid
progress of the century in the mechanical
arts will be apparent.” In 1793 Eli Whit-
ney, amere lad in obscure circumstances,
was led to the idea of inventing the cotton
gin, a machme for picking the cotton trom
the seed.
