" Britain Waging ab Cruel and

Savage War.

WILL FIGHT TO

THE LAST NAN.

The Old Man Receives a Great Ovationin Marseilles—Dzputations Make
Speeches —-Bnmy(et Held—-Nichael Davitt Speaks for Ireland——An

Anti-British Demonstration at
——He Will Visi¢ Paris, Brussel
the London Newspapers.

Marseilles, Nov. 22.—Ex-President
Kruger, of the Transvaal, landed here

at 10.45 this morning from the
steamer Gelderland.

Following is the taxt of Kruger's
speech—

“ 1 thank the President of the Mar-
seilles Commlittee and e President
of the Central Committee of the In-
dependence of the Boers for their !
welcome. I thank all this popula-
‘tion assembled in  greac concourse
to greet me, for alviiuugh I wear |
mourning for the misfortunes of my
country, and altlwugh I have not
come to seek festivicies, still [ ac-
cept with all my heart these ac-
clamations, for I know they are
dictated to yow by the emotioms
which are inspired in you by our

o trials, and by your sympathy for
our cause, which is that of liberty,
which awakened you. I am truly
proud and happy at having chosen
as my point of landing a port in
France, to set fool cn free soil, and
be received by you as a free man.
Bu®l my first duty is to thank vour
Government for all these tokens of
interest that again only recently it
was pleased to give me. 1 believe
England, had she been better inform- |
ed, would never have consented to
this war, and since the expedition
of Jameson, who wished to seize the
two Republics without the necessity
of firing a rifle shot, I have never
ceased to demand a tribunal of arbi-
tration, which up to now has al-
ways been refused. The war waged
on us in the two Republics reached
the last limits of barbarism. During !
my life I have had to fight many |
times the savages of the tribes of |
Africa. But the barbarians we have |
to fight now are worse than the |
others. They even urge the Kalfirs
against us. They burn the farms
we worked 80 hard to construct, and
they drive out our women and chil-
dren, whose husbands and brothers
they have killed or taken prisoners.
leaving them unprotected and roof-
less, and often without bread to eat.
But whatever they may do we will
never surrender. We will fight to the
end. Our great imperishable confi-
dence reposes in the Eternal. in our
God. We know our cause is just, and
if the Justice of men is wanting to
us, He, the Eternal, who is Master
of all peoples, and to whom belongs
the future, will mever abandon us.

“I agsure you that if the Transvaal
and the Orange Free State must lose
their independence, it will be because |
all the Boer people have been destroy-
ed, with their women and children.”

Kruger delivered his manifesto in a
low volce, but one vibrating with |
emotion, accompanied by energetic
gestures of the right hand.

The last sentences of his declara-
tion were uttered with a vigor and
decision which bore out his repntation
a8 the incarnation of iron will and
stubborn resistance.

IKruger talks Agaln.

Mr. Kruger bore the sea voyage ex-
ceedingly well. Many of his friends :
81y he looks in better health than be-
fore he left Pretoria.

The heavy gule and rough cross-seas
which the Gelderland encountered in '
the Mediterranean proved too much i
for the distinguished traveller, and
for the first time since he started for
Europe he was seasick. But Mr. Kkru- i
ger showed little effects of his &cii~ '
@mickness to-day, and ate a hearty
luncheon. He afterward received dele-
gations ftrom various municipalitics
and societies in the hall of the hotel.

Everyone expressed astonishment
at the robust and healthy appear-
ance of Mr. Kruger, considering his
advanced age.

Dr. Leyds represented Mr. Kruger
at a banquet given in hi® honor. All
the Boer officiale and members of
the pro-Boer committees were pre-
sent. Dr. Leyds read the following
from Mr. Kruger— *“I am fatigued,
and am in mourning. Morcover, I
never attend banquets. Otherwise, 1
should have liked to spend a few
minutes with you and to thank you.

Paris, Nov. 25.—The reception which
Paris gave yesterday to Oom Paul
Kruger, of the Transvaal, who is re-
ceived here as the I'resident of a
State travelling incognito, exceeded
in enthusiasm what was expected by
his friends. He has received-ovations
from the public, been warmly wel-
comed by the city officials, been re-
ceived with honors at the Elysee, and
visited in turn by President Loubet.

An epﬂlusi:‘.utic crowd assembled at
the railway station Saturday morn-
ing. The people waved French and
Boer colors, and sang patriotic songs,
and there was much handelapping as
the Boer I'resident arrived. Many
Senators, deputies, municipal officials,
Jjournalists, and volunteers who served
in the Boer army were present, and
cheered as the train entered the sta-
tion at 10.40 o’clock. The railway
carriage occupied. by the Boer I'resi-
dent was fiiled with flowers.

The roof of a building collapsed
while the people were waiting to wit-
ness the arrival of the Poer I'resident,
and several railway men were hurt.

As President Kruger left the car he
was greeted with cries of “Vive
Kruger !I” “Vive les Boers!” The ab-
gence of anti-English cries was no-
ticeable. .

S-nator Guerin welcomed Mr. Kruger
on behalf of the French Boer Inde-
pendence Committee. M. Crozier, Di-
rector of th» Protocol, performed a
slmilar offie in th» name of Presi-
dent TLoubet. Then M. Grebauval,
President of th= Municipal Council.
stepped forward and also extended
greetings. President Kruger replied to
each address, speaking with intense
emotion. Many persons wept while )
was speaking:.

Uuconquerable, Though Defeated.

In answering M. Grebauval'’s speech
in which the President of the Munici
pal Council declared that Paris de-
tested oppressors, Mr. Kruger spoke
in a loud tone. H2 said Paris was a
“city of light.”” The Transvaal, he said,
adopted as its motto “Fluctuat nec
meritur,” whi*h meant that the Boers,
werd unconquerable, though temporar-
ily defeated. Mr. Kruger went on to
say that he still invoked arbitration,
and that the cauve of right, justice
and liberty was eternal. Th» crowd
chrered this vo nsly.

A precession was thn formed, and
marched through the boulevards to
the Hotel S:rive, which the party
reached at 11.10 o’ciock.

A guard of honor arrived at the
Hotel Scribe in the afternoon to con-
duct Mr. Kruger in full state to the
Elysee Palace, where he met President
Loubet at 4 o'clock. Afterwnrd Pre-
sidegt Loubet returned the visit.

At the Elyszee

President Kruger was rececived at
the Elysee as the Chief Magistrate
of a State, travelling incognito, al-
thongh M. Crozier, the representa-
tive of President Loubet, was in full
uniform.

A squadron of Cuirassiers escorted
President Kruger to and from the
Jlysee. A battalion of infantry

s stationed in the courtyard of
the palace and paid him full military
honors while the band played the
Transvaal national anthem. Kruger
wore the Presidential scarf and the
crosa of the Legion of Honor.

President Loubet’s return visit to
President Kruger at the Hotel Seribe
lasted 20 minutes. It issaid that the
interview was very cordial.

M. Crozier, representing President
Loubet, had previously come to see
Dr. Leyds at the Hnotel Seribe in re-
gard to further arrangements for
the reception of the Boer President.

BODIESBURIEDUNDER SNOW

Evidence That Massengers and Crew
Landed Alive, But Succumbed to

Cold and HKExpcsure--Names of

Crew and Passengors Who Were
on Board.

Quebee, Nov. 25. — The coasting
steamer St. Olaf has gone to pieces
on the rocks at the entrance of
Seven lslands Bay, on the north coast
of the Gulf of St. Lawrence, and it
ig believed that of the 26 persons
on board the ill-fated vessel not one
has survived to tell the story of the
wreck. A woman's body, washed
ashede yesterday, and a mail bag
left on the beach at low tide were
the first indications of the tragedy.
P. E. Vignault, postmaster at Seven
Islands, wired the first intelligence
te this city, and since noon fuil
confirmation of the disaster has been
received.

The Hudson Bay official ot Seven
Islands, Mr. Ross, has a searching
party out, but it is scarcely likely
there are any survivors, for the dis-
aster must have occurred late on
Wednesday night or early Thursday
morning. A heavy gale from the
east was blowing on Wednesday anr
Thursday, with snow. The St. Olaf
passed Sheldrake on Wednesday
ternoon, and should have re:
Seven Ilslands early on Thursday,
When she failed to appear it was
thought that she had proceeded ou
to Quebec, instead of attempting to
make the bay in so fearful a gale, ac-
companied by such blinding snow. It
i evident that she did wmake the at-
tempt, and the discovery at Jow
water to-day of her bow and one
of her{ boilers on Lhe rocks of
Boule lsland, at the mouth of the
bay, told the story of the «i

The St. Olafl was an iron st
ol 650 tons, built on the Clyde cigh-
teen years ago, for the Orkney Island
service, and Iater purchased by A.
Fraser, of this city, to run to the
Magdalena Islands. She succeeded vhe
Otter, wrecked on the Labrador coast
two years ago, as a coasting steam-
er between Quebec and Isquimaux
1'oint, and was also subsidized for con-
veying the Government mails. Amer-
can salmon fishermen, who [requent
the rivers of Labrador, know the St.
Olaf well, having used it for reaching
their fishing grounds.

It was not often that they met such
foes as the Ergiish h:d been; but
once, at Pava, they suffered a severe
defeat from the Mptnish under 1'es-
cayra, the gatlant soldier who served
Charles V. The French king, I'rancis
I., though rsurrounded by his Scotch
(ivard, was taken pri~oner. Another
unhappy episade was the tourney in
which the Scot Montgomery gave
Henry II. the wouned of which he died.
This fatality was purely aceidental,
though one of the frequent contin-
gencies of even frienily tournament:
Montgomery had been forpred to try
a lance' with the King against his
will. It was not thase events, but a
gracual chang» of circunmtances, that
began to affe~t the intimney between
France and Scotland. The Reforma-
tion, perhans, proved the greatest
severer of all. Even the influence of
Mary Stuart, Froeneh  as  she  was
-apathies and education, did the
friondehin of the oo conntrios 1Lt
cood, and drove many Scots to pre-
fer even England to France. Henry
IV., indeed, had the sympathies of
Protestant Scotland and the assist-
ance of her sons. but the gradual re-
conciliation of England and Scotland,
their union under one crown, the
growing shinilarity of their interests,
robbed service in France of its chiefl
zest, and the Scottish element in the
Scotch Guard rapldly dwindled. Some
of its recruits were Englishmen : many
were Frenchmen. It is interesting to
notice: that several of the Stuarts
were gt one time captains of the
Guard, in name il not in person, the
last bheinz the Duke of York., our
James IT. Causes of flight to France
were now operating as strongly  in
England as in Seotland @ and
a result wias an English
corps of  men-at-armsy, eomposed
Catholies  from different  parts of
Jritain. "There were also the trou-
hies of civil war to drive many Roy-
alists aer the Channel. By ihis
the oteh Guard itsell  was
formed of Catholies, eava-
ers or others who found it well to
avoid their native country. For
many years, thou--h hoth forees grow
more and more vYrench as time went
on, these tvo bodies, Seoteh and
inglish in name, and partly Seoteh
and Engiish in eamposition, ‘tontin-
ned  te figure in the armies of
Franee that contended against the
Dritish. Refugee or offended Britons
could always take service under the
Grand Monargae, if they eared to
have a revengeful blow 2t their old
country. It was not till 1788 that
the cerps of  Scoteh  Men-at-Arms
was finally disbanded, the orizinal
Archers of the Scottish Guard per-
ishing in the same great national
upheaval. The Seots Guards are no
longer to be numbered among the
enemies of  Magland: they stand
foremost among its many gallant
defenders—one of those realities of
daring  and endurar that every
foe of Great Pritiin has now to
reckon with, But history has few
more romaniic pnges  than the re-
cord of thelr long service in France.

Preparing Bees for Winter.

Bees ought to be prepared for wiii-
ter before very cold weather sets in:
when the fall honey crop is removed
from the hive, it is none too early
to begin work. 1In the middle States
the beginner will have better results
Ly wintering on the summer stands.
Cellar wintering requires more exper-
ience and watchfulness ; the [irsy re-
quisite necessary for successfiul win-
tering 1s to have bees enough to cover
at least four Langstroth frames;
they should have from tweunty to
thirty pounds ofsgood, ripe honey. If
lacking in stores they should be fed
good granulated sugar, one cup and a
half of sugar to one cup of hot water
makes a syrup of the right consist-
ency ; if you have on hand some ex-
tracted honey add a few tablespoon-
fuls, which will prevent it cranuiit-
ing. Bees will winter well on good
sugar syrup, which is about the m_lly
substitute that can be used. Unripe
honey, or honey dew, often kills the
bees in winter, as they cannot stand
a long confinement on such food.

ness, an outer cuse <! some sort should
be put over the hive, but in nowisc
close up the entrance, for tha bees
need plenty of fresh air. The entrance
should be left open full width, which
will also prevent the combs from be-
coming mouidy.

On warm da)
the thermometer registers fifty
grees or more; the bees will go out for
a cleansing flight, after which they
will be able to stand another month
of rigorous weather. s

With cellar wintering I hnve had ro
experience, hut the conditions neces-

rv thereto nre to have 2 good ven-
tilated cellar, kept dark, with an even
temperature of about forty-five de-
grees. Some time in November, right
after the hees have had a good flight,
remove them to the cellar, selecting
the time toward evening. The bees
should be handled as gently as possible
to keep them from filling themselves
with honey, for it will be from four to
five months before they will again
have a cleansing flight. The essential$
for successful wintering are, an even
temperature, quietness, darkness and
ventilation. These conditions observed
and success is ~ssured.—F. G. Herman.

A New Manure.

A subject that has received con -
siderable attention in these col-
umns is that of soil fertility and how
to maintain it at the highest stand-
ard. The following description of a
new manure from the Rural World
bears somewhat on this tupic aml
may also be of interest to parties
identified with the production of beet
root sugar in this country:

“The recent discovery of a manure
that, it is said, will prpve of great
value, came about through a con-
gideration of the extreme desirabil-
ity of utilizing the waste materials
which accumulate so rapidly in Ger-
man beet sugar factories.

“It had for some time been felt
that there were valuablelingredients
this gurpins matter which might

could be found of deodorizing them
and of safely disposing of the dan-
gerous waste water.

“An inventor has now
ward who claims to hs
a process which achieves these de-
girable ends, and converts what "as
formerly a noxious residuum, difficult
to dispose cf, into a serviceable ma-
aure. By this process the brown ye
or molasses dregs (Lthe waste mat-
ter a'luded to) is changed into a dry
substance, which can be stored and
eventually easily scattered over
fields. Upon analysis this product is
found to econtain; Nitrogen, 3.22 per
ecent., of which 2.74 per cent. is ni-
trogen soluble in water (of this 0.7
per cent. is ammonia nitrogen and
0.0 per cend. saitpotre nitrogen):
piuosphoric acid 0.15  per cent., of
which .04 per cent. is phosphoric
acid soluble in water: potash (sol-
uble). 10.74 per cent. carbonate of
lime. 25.99 per cent.

“PThe manure is sold in Germany at
3s per cwt., and it is believed that
molasses sugar vefineries  and mo-
eri 1l be able t) se-
higher nei proefits  from the
sale of this article than now result
from the manufacture of saline and
potash and*that the process is of con-
siderable  solue from o hygienie
standpoint. The inventor thinks
that the apnlieation of the process
ean be exicondal to waste macerials
of other imduns-ties. and perhaps also
to sewage matter”

Care Horses’ Fee',

While T was in Dick Benson's stabie
last week in Kansas Clty, 1 succeed-
ed in inducing Mr. Dick to talk about
his methods of caring for horses’
feet. No one ever saw Dick with a
sore-footed horse, and wien I in-
spected his racers apd noticed that
they all stood on good-shaped. tough-
looking feet I asked him to explain
how about it.

“Well,” said Dick. #the secret
keeping n trotter’s feet in good con-
dition is in knowing how and when
to use water on them. Water is the
life of a horse’s” foot when he has
nailed to it. Without it the
foot will fever up and contract, but
iike any other good thing, it is easily
abused. You can soak a foot with
water as often a8 you like, but if ycu
let it dry off rapidly the result will
be as harmful as if you had used no
water at all. I use wet swabs on
my horses’ feet a great deal—leave
them on houars a time—and the
way I prevent the foot from drying
out toc fast is o cover it with o
cont of a geod hoof
whils it is still wet. This closer
pores in ihe horn and prevents
water in the foot evaporating
rapidiy. REots of times I
removed from a horse or see him tr
en out of a tub and tied up
drift on the fléer whi 1 is
done up. and I  Kknow at
borse’s feet are going to dry o
rapidly that they will be feveris
the next morning. Any time yow soak
a horese's feet with water and then
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tnke him out in the sun or let him ‘

stand where the wind can get at
Iiim, his ‘teet will commence Lo get
lard and brittle, and the only way
to keep them right after using wati-
er is to rub on a little hwof vint-
ment while the hoof is wei.” Dick
showedd me a mare that had been
very eick and the fever had all set-
tled in her feet, which had contract-
ed to a considerable degree Just
below the hair. Her hocefs were
wrapped in wet swabs and she had
springs in them. “This mare,” rail
Dick, “‘would have had laminitis if I
had not kept her standing in a tub
of cold water for the larger part
of five or six days. Sometimes dis-
eases of the lungs or bowels “will
seem to quit those regions and in-
trench themselves, as it were, in the
feet. The feet then contract and socn
become ridgy and deforied, if string-
ent measures are not taken to re-
medy the trouble. This mare was 80
weak that it was hard work to keep
her in a tub, but if I had neglected
to do it she would have been ruined.
From now on I will use plenty of
water, jots of hoof cintment and
keep springs in her feet, and I think
1 will bring her out all right. I use
hoof cintment as packing in the
bottoms of all my norses’ feet, but
I think that stuff wantse to

used very judiciously on the omtside

of the hoof. Too much of it will do .

NEW ONTARIO'S RESOURCES.

With the return of Messrs. G. R.
Gray and G. E. Sylvester, the last of
the exploration parties sent out by the
Ontario government into New Ontario
has returned to civilization. The pol-
icy of the government in despatching
these parties has been amply justified
by the results. Northern Ontario is
shown o be much richer in arable, tim-
ber and mineral lands than was at first
supposed. There is now kiown to be
millions of acres in the vast region to
the north of absolutely virgin soil,
with spruce suffcient -to sapply the
world for many years to come. Of the
exploration parties that were at work
during -the past season the most satis-
factory report is made by that under
Mr. Niven. This paity started from
near the 200th mile of Niven’s bound-
ary, between Algoma and Nippising,
and procceded due west for one hun-
dred miles to the Missinabie river.
The total avea investigated was 7,800
square miles. Deducting about 1,800
square miles for water, it would leave
about 6,000 square mwiles of land, of
which 75 per cent. is clay land, splen-
didly timbered. In other words, tak
ing only one section of country, the
north of the height of land, explored
by a single party, out. of the ten, it re-
veals the existence of nearly three
millions of acres of land suitable for
agriculture, aud well timbered with
spruce. Upon the value of the latter
as a raw material for pulpwood, it is
unnecessary to dilate. The expecta-
tion was that a great part of this land
would be merely muskeg that would
require to be drained before it could be
cultivated. KExperience shows that the
soil is of good clay and veeds only to
be cleared of timber in order to become
available for farming. At a point so
far north there may perhaps be a donbt
whether the sunuer is sufficiently long
to permit grain to mature. But the
experience at several Hudson Bay posts
would seem to indicate th» ‘heie was
no room for doubt on this ..core. Itis
claimed that at several of the posts of
the great fur company, even farther
north than this, not only crereals but
celery and goosberries, currants and
other small fiuits can be successfully
grown. When the substance of the re-
ports ot ail the exploration parties has
been collected and embodied in one vol-
ume, it will make an interesting ac-
count of the natural resources of On-
tario’s great north land.

A Temperance Gain.

Hereafter, mno spirituous liquors,
such as gin, whiskey, etc., must be
offered for sale in any  regimental can-
teen. General O'Grady-Haly has is-
sued an order to this effect, carrying
out the Queen's regulations. Hereto-
fore no restraint has been placed on
regimental canteens as to what is sold
therein, but the new order of things
will prove a great discomfort to cer-
tain Tomniies who like their ‘‘drop
and bitters.”

A CURIOUS EXPERIMENT.
It Can Be Performed at a Cost of a
Few Cents,

A curious experiment which any one
can perform at the cost of a few cents is
herewith explained:

Buy an ounce - of liquid sodium amal
gam, a sheet of aluminium costing a few
cents and about six inches of stout cop-
per wire. With a file sharpen one end of
the copper wire so as to give it the shape
of a pencil. Rub off the surface of the
aluminium plate with a knife just before
beginning the experiment.

Dip the pointed end of the wire into
the amalgam and after removing it, cov-
ered with the liquid alloy, write or draw
on the aluminium plate. Dip your wire
into the amalgam from time to time just
as if you were writing with pen and ink.
Never mind the fact that your ink is a
metal and that your pen seems to write
nothing but scratches. Finish your work
and then watch and see what happens.

The lines just traced by your pen will
suddenly assume a dull whitish tint, con-
trasting with the brightness of the metal.
Then they will rise above the metallic
surface at the rate of about one inch an
hour. In less than five minutes your
drawing will be in strong relief. You
may wipe out the white substance which
has thus sprung from the metal, but it
will develop again with the same vigor
as would some kind of mushroom gifted
with the rather abnormal property of
thriving on metailic ground.

These white formations consist princi-
pally of alumina. The cause of their
growth is the formation of an amalgam
of aluminium in which that metal is in a
molecular state altogether different from
that in which it exists in i's coherent
form. Although mercury has .css affinity
for oxygen than aluminium as soon as an
alloy of the two metals is made alumin-
ium loses its previous chemical inertia
and undergoes a slow combustion the
product of which is alumina.

Sodium plays no direct part in the reac-
tion, yet without it I found it diflicult to
get the mercury to adhere to the alumini-
um. Sodium facilitates also the adhesion
of mercury to the copper wire. - The best
results are obtained in damp weather. 1f
the air is dry at the moment of the ex-
periment, results just as good will be ob-
tained by breathing gently from time to
time on the drawing, so as to slightly
moisten the amalgam of aluminium.—
Scientific American.

THE MURDERS AT RASTATT.

One of the Inexplicable Mysteries of
European History,

During February, 1829, Alexandre Gri-
bojedoff, Russian minister to Teheran,
was assassinated in a peculiarly horrible
manner. The war between  Russia and
Persia, in which Russia had won the vie-
tory, had just ended, and Gribojedoff,
who was a celebrated dramatic author,

| was sent as minister to the defeated

country. No sooner did he reach Teheran
than the clergy of the city urged the pop-
ulace to attack him, and the result was
that on Feb. 20 a mob broke into the le-

| gation and murdered him, as well as 36

other persons who formed part of' ‘his
retinue.

Quickly the news spread to St. Peters-
burg, and the czar determined that Per-

i sia should pay heavily for the crime. A

rigid investigation was at once started
and when it was over 40 residents of Te-
heran were condemned to death and were
duly executed and 30,000,000 rubles
were awarded by Persia to the relatives
of the murdered minister as an indemni-
ty. That this was a wholesome lesson
for Persia is proved by the fact that ever
since then foreign ministers have been
treated with marked respect in that coun-
try.

A. more remarkable occurrence was the
murder of two French envoys, which
took place at Rastatt in April, 1799. A
congress had been in session in this little
town for the purpose of settling the dif-
ferences between France and Germany
and Austria. So far .as Germany was
concerned, an amicable agreement was
arrived at, but France and Austria re-
mained at loggerheads, and consequently
the French envoys, finding that they
could accomplish nothing, resolved to re-
turn at once to Paris. They had arrang-
ed to leave Rastatt at noon, but for some
unaccountable reason the gates of the
town were closed at that hour and were
not reopened until late in the evening.

Fearing nothing, the envoys and their
retinue got into their eight coaches and
drove off. Hardly had they gone a mile,
however, when they were stopped by a
troop of hussars, presumably Austrians,
who ordered them to leave their car-
riages. A conflict then ensued, in which
two envoys, Bonnier and Roberjolt, were
killed, while the third, Dubey, was so
badly wounded that his life was despair-
ed of for some time. After murdering
the two envoys the hussars paid no fur-
ther attention to the less important mem-
bers of their retinue, but rode off, and
from that day to this no one has been
able to find out who was responsible for
the murders.

The Austrian cabinet has been blamed
and so have I'pench emigrants, the direct-
ory, England and Queen Caroline of Na-
ples, but the requisite proof of guilt has
not yet been found, and the general opin-
ion is that the murders at Rastatt will re-
main one of the inerplicable mysteries of
history.

POULTRY POINTERS.

Sell off the surplus fowls soon.

Corn is best for the night feed.

A full, large red comb indicates a good
layer.

Fowls that feather slowly arc usually
hardy.

If there are old hens to dispose of, gén-
erally it will be best to sell them as soon
as the hatching season is over.

Peking ducks are profitable, both as
market fowls and layers. They can be
made to weigh five pounds when 10
weeks old.

It will be a help in administering medi-
cines to fowls in their drinking water if
they are kept from water for several
hours previously.

The objection to buying exhibition
fowls for breeders is that they are usual-
ly made up of birds of different strains
and will not breed satisfactorily.

In fattening fowls quickly it is an item
to keep them quict and to supply the
food in a form that is easily digested,
giving all that they will eat up clean.

Turkeys must have a good range to be
profitable. They are good foragers and
inscet destroyers, but they must have
vlenty of ground to ramble over.

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SURGERY WITHOUT ETHER,

Latest Way of Relieving Fain
of a Serious Operation,

NO LOSS OF CONSCIOUSNESS.

Ether and chloroform for surgical
operations promise to be superseded
to a large extent in the near future
by simpler methods. Instead of the
dread with which persons approach
the operating table, partly on ac-
count of the fear of not awakening
from the ether, the biggest surgical
loperations will be performed with
.the patient able to converse with
those about him, and yet uncon-
scious of the cut of the knife.

For many years past small opera-
itions have been performed by in-
Jecting solutions at the diseased
point, but in large surgical proce-
dure, ether or chloroform have been
required. Apart from the struggles
which usually accompany ether and
similar substances, and the after
sickness, these methods of total
anesthesia are not devoid of danger
to life.

The new method, which is a mark-
ed triumph of medical science, de-
prives the tissues of the body of
their sensibility during surgical pro-
cedures by means of injec-
tionw of a solution of co-
caine inta the space surrounding
the spinal cord. The largest oper-
ations, such as upon the abdowmen
for tumors, extensive excisions of
bones and joints of the lower limbs,
and even the amputation of any
portion of the leg, may be done
without the patient feeling the
elightest pain, and still permit him
to preserve his reasoning facuities.
Al few days ago a man was vperated
upon for hernia, at the Jefferson
Hospital, after *“spinal anesthesia,”
as the new method is called, and dur-
ing its progress—which lasted for
over half an hour—he not only felt
no pain, but conversed freely
the surgeons present. -

After developing his
theory mathematically, Prof. Fessen-
den remarks—"Since I have now found
that the inertin and gravitational
forces are also electric phenomena, it
is evident that we are now reduced to
deal with but two things, namely, the
electric charge and ether.

GERMANY’S M WEALTH.

KEstimate of the Resources ofthe Twe
Great Regions.

Privy Councillor Schulz, one of Ger-
munys foremost mining expe riy, has
just given out some interesting fig-
ures on the coal depnasits of the two
great German mining districts, the
Rhenish Westphalian and the 'Upper
Silesian. The former, the professnr
says, extends over an area of 60
square miles, and to a depth of 1,000
meters there are yet available and
workable 11,000,000,000 tons of coal;
from that depth to 1,500 meters there
remain 13,300,000,000 tons. Prolessor
Schulz bhelieves that science will im-
prove our present conditions to such
an extent that it will be possible to
:arry on operation at a depth gZreat-
er than 1,500 meters, whereby an-
other 75,000,000,000 tons of vcoal
would be made obtainable. Even if
the present output should. double or
triple the ountput would still last for
more than 900 years.

The Upper RSilesian conl regions ex-
tend over even a greater area, and
it is estimated that there are still
more than 300.000,000.000 tons of
coal to be mined, lasting for at
least two thousand years to come.
In 1890 the deepest shaft was ouly
594 meters, and the total output in
the Upper Silesian distriet during
that year amounted to 23,500,000
tons.

Russian Prison at Irkutsk.

Of course I visited the great prison
of Irkutsk, and was most courteously
allowed to gpend several hours there,
and to examine it closely and con-

erse freely, through my own inter-
preter, with any of the prisoners. It
is a straggling mass of buildings,
many of wood, and all old and in need
of repair. These are surrounded by
a palisade of great posts, twenty feet
high, with pointed ends. I weat in-
to every part of the prison that I
could see, including the hospital, the
workshops, the laundry, and the kit-
chens, and visited every one of the
large rooms and almost every cell.
In ali these I found bat two things
to find fault with—the practice of
herding together criminals of all
ages, tried and untried, and the long
time, in rome cas2s amountinz to two
Years, which many of the prisoners
spend there before their cases are
finaliy judged.

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JOB’S PRAYER FOR HIS
ENEMIES AND ITS RESULT

His Own Woes Vanished and Abundant
Prosperity Came--Lesson For All Who
Are Too Self-Concerned.

A 'Washington report: In his dis-

ness of views and urges a_life helpful
to others. Text, Job xMi., 107~ *
the Lord turned the captivity o b
when he prayed for his\friends.”

Comparatively few people read this-
last chapter of the book of Job. The |
earlier chapters are so full of thrilling '
incident, of events so dramatically |
portrayed, of awful ailments and ter- |
rific disaster, of domestic infelicity, of |
staccato passage, of resounding ad»!
dress, of omnipotency proclalimed, of |
utterances showing Job to have been |
the greatest scientist of his day, an |
expert in mining and precious stones,'
astronomer and geographer and zoolo- |
gist and electrician and poet, that |
most readers stop before they get to |
my text, which, strangely and mys—!
teriously, announces that ‘“‘the Lord |
turned the captivity of Job when hel
prayed for his friends.” !

Now, will you please explain to me |
how Job’s prayer for his friends halted
his catastrophes? Give me some good |
reason why Job, on his knees in behalf |
of the welfare of others, arrested the!
long procession of calamities. Mind |
you, it was not prayer for himseif, for |
then the cessation of his troubles would !
have been only another instance nrl
prayer answered. 3ut the portfolio of |
his disaster was rolled up while he!
supplicated God in behalf of Eliphaz
the Temanite, Bildad the Shuhite :mdi
Zophar the Naamathite. I must con- |
fess to you that I had to read the text!
over and over again before I got its full
meaning: “And the Lord turned the
captivity of Job when he prayed for
his friends.”

Well, if you will not explain it to
me I will explain it to you. The health- !
iest, the most™recuperative thing on
earth to do is to stop thinking so much i
about ourselves and go to thinking |
about the welfare of others. Job had !
been studying his misfortunes, but the |
more he thought about his bankruptcy
the poorer he seemed, the more he
thought of his carburcles the worse
they hurt, the more he thought of his
unfortunate marriage the more intol-;
erable became the conjugal relation,
the more he thought of his house blown
down the more terrific seemed the cy-
clone. His misfortunes grew blacker
and blacker. But there was to come a
reversal of these sad conditions. One;
day he said to himself: “I have been |
dwelling too much upon my bodily ail-
ments and my wife's temper and my
bereavements. It Is time I began to
think about others and do something
for others, and I will start now by
praying for my three friends.” Then
Job dropped upon his krees, and as he!:
did so the last shackle of his captivity ;
of troubles snapped and fell off. Hear |
it, all ye ages of time and all ve ages
of eternity, ‘“the Lord turned the cap-
tivity of Job when he prayed for his
friends!”

The fault with most of us is too
much self concentration—our health,
our fortunes, our advancement, our so-
cial position, our achievements, our
losses, our defeats, our sufferings, our
persecution, our life, our death, our im-
mortality. Of course there is a lawful
and righteous selfishness. In a world
and in a time of such activities and
rivalries and temptations we must look
after our own interests and our own
destiny or we will go under. Do not
wait for others to take care of you.
Take care of yourself. But it will not
hinder our preservation and prosperity
if we enlarge the sphere of our wishes
and prayers so as to take in other

Our world, with its own Interests,
feels the pull of other worlds. No
world, no nation, no community, no
man, no woman, can afford to exist
only for itself, himself or herself.
The hour in which Job has that soli-
loquy about the enlargement of his
prayers so as to take In his friends
and he put into execution his good
resolution, was the hour when he felt
a tonic, a sedative, a nervine, a @ata-
plasm that helped to cure his body and
revived his fortunes till they were a
hundred per cent better than ever be-
fore, for the record is ‘“the Lord gave
Job twice as much as he had before,”
and tended to mpake him a wonder of
longevity, for he lived 140 years after |
his troubles were gone. Oh, what .'li

mighty medicament is the contempla-
tion of and the effort for the welfare |
of others! ]
“But,” says some one, “it is easy
enough for Job to pray for 1}
friends. Anybody can do that. There |
are those to whom we are obliged|
for years of kindness. Thoy stand
s0 close to us in sympathy and rem-
iniscence and pation that it is
pasy for us pray for their wel-
fare." Well, you do not under-
stand thoat these friends of Job were
the most tantalising and exasperat-
ing friends a man ever had. Look at |
their behavior. When they heard of
his  bereavements and the ‘aceid>ats|
by whirlwind and lightning stroke,
they came in and sat down ny him a
whole week, seven d and sevgn
nights, and the record “none spake
a word to him.” .What a disreputable
and wicked silence! Mind you they
professed to be religious men and|
they ought to have been able to offer |
some religious consolation. Instead
of that they were dumb as the sphinx
whith at that time stood in the Afri-
~an dezert and stands therve still.- Why
did they 'not say some:hing about re-
union in the heavenly realms with his:
children who had been slain? “Vhy
did they not talk to him abou the
satisfactory explanations in the Wu- |
ture world of things we do l(ﬂ un-
derstand in this world?.*Why did |
they not go to the apothecary and
buy a poultice that would have
soothed the carbuncles, or some
quieting potion that would calm " his|
nerves, or a few drops of fabrifuge
that would cool his ‘heated frame?

No! For seven days and seven nights
said mnothing
for his relief. Thney must have ai-
most bored him to death.

After these three friends had com-
pleted their infamous silence of a
week they began to lecture Job.
First, Eliphaz the Temanite opens
with a long story about a dream
which he had in the night and irri-
tates the sufferer with words that
make things worse Instead of better,
and sets him in an attitude of de-
fense against the lecturer. Then comes
Bildad the Shuhite, who gives the
invalid a round scolding and calls
him garrulous, and practically tells
him that he deserved all that he got
and that if he had behaved himself
aright he would not have lost his
house or his children or his estate.
He practically says: ‘“Job, T will tell
you what is the matter with you.
You are bad; you are a hypocrite;
you are now getting paid for your
wickedness.”” No wonder that there
came from Job an outburst of indig-
nation which calls out the other
quondam friend, Zophar ,the Naama-
thite, who begins denouncing Job by
alling him a liar, and keeps on the
discourse until Job responds to all
three of them in the sarcastic words:
“No doubt but ve are the people, and
wisdom shall die with you.”

Oh, what friends Job had! Heaven
deliver us from having three of them.

| It was for such friends that Job prayed,

and was it not a religious triumph for
him to do so? Would you, the very
best of vou, be in very devout mood
and capable of making intercession for
people’ who had come to yvou in a day
of trouble and said: ‘Good for you.
You ought to be chastised. You are
being taken in hand by eternal justice.
If you had behaved yourself aright, you
would not have been sick or persecuted
or impoverished or made childless.” Oh,
no, my friend, you would not have
felt like Job when he prayed for his
friends, but more like Job when he
cursed the day of his nativity!

Notice that this Hfagellation by the
three friends was premeditated. They
did not merely happen in and come
suddenly upon trouble for which they
could not offer a compound. The
1iible says, “They had :ade an ap-
pointment together.” The' Iinterview
was prearranged. They had s2greed as
to what they would say to the sick
man. You can that their re-

rks were not extemporan2ous.
What they said was sublimely poetic.
They rose in style into what in
times we would call the Homeric or
Dantesque. But Job was not in need
of poetry so much as a salve for his
eruptive disorder. He 5 1.0t dying
for lack of a paragriph in Dblank
verse. He was not so much in need
of a didactic lecture about the justice
of God as an assurance of the divine
mercy. Some pious rustic of the land
of Uz not able to put three gram-
matical sentences together could have
said something more conso.atory.

The meanness of the attack of these
religicus critics was augmented by the
fact that they had the sufferer in their
power. When we are well and we do
nat like what one is saying we can
get up and go away. But Job was too
ill to get up and go away. First, he
endured the seven days and seven
nights of silence, and then he en-
dured their arraignment of his mo-
tives and character, and after their
cruel campaign was ended by a su-
blime effort of soul, which I this day
uphold for imitation, he triumphed in
prayer for his tantalisers. In all Lis-
tory there is nothing equal to it ex-
cept the memorable imploration by
Christ for his enemfies. No wonler that
after that prayer of Job was once ut-
tered a thrill of recovery shot .hrough
every nerve and vein of his great soul,
and God answered it by adding nearly
a century and a half to his lifetime,
and whitened the hills with flocks of
sheep, and filled the air with4the lowing
of cattle, and wakened the silent nur-
sery of his home with the swift feet
and the laughing voices of children—
seven sons and three daughters cele-
brated for their beauty, the daughters
to refine ‘he sons, the sons to defend
their daughters. There is nothing that
pays so well as prayer, and the more
difficult the prayer to make the greater
the reward for making it.

Let us all make similar attempt to
pray for those who vex and misrenre-
sent and tantalise us. You may be very
popular in the city or neighborhood
where you live, but I warrant if you
are in active life there are those who
wish you the opposite of wishing you
well. Are you benevolent? They say
it is on your part a matter of personal
Are you eloquent or learned?
declare you are overrated and
that what you say or write is of no
Importance. Do you try to make your-
self effective in church or hospital or
They call vou of-
ficlous. Are you well dressed? They
say you are proud. Does a false report
tart in the community against your
character? They believe It all and add
another story to the fabrication.

Try this height of prayer for
your antagonist to-day, and if, you fail
try it to-morrow. Keep on until you
accomplish it, and I should not wonde:
if, in addition to the moral and reli-
gious strength it gives you, it should
add a hundred per cent. to your world-
ly prosperity. Job xlii., 10, “The Lord
gave Job twice as much as he had be-
fore.”

Many of the prayers offered in Chris-
tian lands are as senseless as these
artificial prayers of the pagans. Wha
is needed is not only heartfelt prayer,
but direct prayer, such as David men-
tions, drawing his figure from arch-
ery, with its bow and arrows. As the
notch of the arrow is put against the
string of the bow and then the archer
takes aim and in a flash the arrow
strikes the mark, so David resolves that
his prayers shall not be aimless. He
aims his prayer at the heavens. *“To
thee will T direct my prayer.” ‘“Have
you said your prayers?” is a mislead-
ing guestion. You may say your pray-
ers a thousand times without praying.
The Bible speaks of Elias, “who prayed
in his prayer,” implying that vne can
pray when no prayer is offered. Prayer
is the soul on the wing. It is the pri-
vate door into the Ki s palace. It i
the barometer showlg at the spir-
itual weather will be. is stepping
into the hecly of hodies. It is tele-
graphy with the gheagogs. It is the
winding up of the 'k of the immor-
tal soul. It is n:.communlcatlon be-
tween the finite and the infinite. Prayer
suggested by circumstances, as when
the child went outdoors in the snow to
play and said afterward to her 'nother:
“Mother, I could not help making the
snow prdyer,” and when her mother
asked her what the snow prayer was
she replied: **Wash me and I sha!l be
whiter than snow.”

Prayer is what some one has called
“‘the slender nerve that moveth the
muscles of omnipotence.” Prayer is
the healthful respiration of the

soul.
It is the whisper of helplessness into
the ear of help. It is laying hold  of |
almightiness, omniscience and cmni-|
presence at one and the rame time.
Prayer enlists all divine and angelic:
re-enforcement. Prayer is laying hold
of a pulley fastened to the heavenly
throne. Prayer is the first breath
of a newborn soul and it is heard in
the last gasp of earthly “hristian ex-
periences. Prayer! Irn an instant it
mounts the highest heavens. Ne¢ither
seraph nor archangel ever flew swifter
or higher than the infant's petition
at her mother's knee. What an op-
portunity is prayer! Why not oftener
use it praying for ourselves, and, like
Job, praying for others? What better
work would we do, what better lives
would we live, what better kopes wculd
we entertain, if multiplied und intensi- !
fied ocur prayers!

O-Christ,
who didst pray for thine assassins, we
now pray for those who despitefully
use us and say all manner of evil
against us. For their eternal salvation
we supplicate. When time is no more,
may they reign on thrones and wear
coronets and sway scepters of heav-
enly dominion. Meanwhile take the
bitterness from their soul and make |
them soon think as well of us as now
they think evil. Spare their bodies from
pain and their households from be-
reavement. After all the misunder-
standings and controversies of this life
are over, may we keep with them eter-
nal jubilee in the mansions on the hill.

TORNADD I TENNESSEE,

Many Lives Lest in the
Hurricane,

SOME  STRANGE

Nashville,

INCIDENTS.

Tenn., report:: Tennes-
see was swept last night by the most
destructive storm ever known in the
Stage. More than fifty persons were
killed and a hundred more injured,
while the damage to houses, timber
and other property will reach large
figures. The storm entered the State
from Northern Mississippi and swept
across in a northeasterly direction.
Gregt damage is reported from  the
counties bordering on the Mississippi,
anG, further on, Columbia, in Maury
County, is the heaviest sufferer. La-
vergne, Nolansville and Gallatin also
felt the wiad’s force, the storm fi -
ly losing itsell against the Cumber-
land mountain range.

_The number of houses destroyed in
the Nolansville necighborhcod is six-
teen. talities, Miss
Annie TIampton, xd 25 ; Mrs. Fanny
Bramlett, aged 65, Those injured
were—J. B. Hampton, aged 70 ; Miss
Luellan. Hampton, aged 23: Miss Ma-
linda Jennett, aged 70: Aubrey
Hampton, internally hurt; Thomas
Hampton, badly cut and bruised : Em-
ma Hamptou, arm broken; Mrs. P.
G. Verier, collar-bone broken ; Ernest
Stephens, internal  injuries; Leslie
Stephens, slight bruises on the head;
Allen Fly, internal injuries: Mrs. J.
W. Fly, internal injuries; Miss Fly,
badly bruised. All of the sixteen houses
were totally destroyed. Mr. Hampton
had $400 in money, aad this was
blown away and only a part recover-
ed. The baby of Jim Christman, col-
ored, reported lost, was found 300
vards from the house at 10 o'clock
lying near a branch uninjured.

At Lavergne, sixteen miles south of
here, on the MNashville, Chattanooga
& St. Louis Road, the velocity of the
wind was marvellous, and from Dbest
réports lasted only twenty seconds.
In this short time about 35 dwell.
ings were turned into kindling woou.

The victims of the tornado are
George Robertson and his six-months-
old child. Mr. Robertson’s house,
which was a very strong log struc-
ture, was in the middle of the path
of .the storm, and was laid flat on
the ground. At the time AMr. Rob-
ertson and his child had retired, and
his wife was sitting near the bed
reading. aad before tne latier could
utter a warning death had claimed
them. Mrs. Nobertson’s escape was
marvellous. When found the unfortu-
nate man was pinned across the back
by a large timber, and a great
sear was on the back of his neck.
No mark could be found on the body
of the child, BDoth were thought to
have met instant . death. In al-
most ever) home there were sev-
era! injured. In Williamson County
great damage was done, but the town
of Franklin eseaped with compara-
tively small loss. Houses and tim-
ber in Summer County also suffered
considerably, but [irst reports sent
out from Gallatin were exaggerat-
ed. The rise in the Cumberland River
at Nashville is the most rapid known
in I35 years, the water having climbed
twenty feet on the gauge since
yesterday morning.

A freight train on the Nashville,
Florence & Sheffield Rallroad was lift-
ed from the track, but as.far as re-
ported no one was injured.
