Commentary.—1. Isaiah’s Vision (vs.
1-4). 1. in the ycar that King Uzziah
dicu—This apparentiy marks the date of
Isaiah’s introduction into the prophetic
office, and he was relating his own re-
ligious experience. 1 saw also the Lord:
—The earthly king (Uzziah) has passed
away, and now Isaiah sees the true king
in hig glory.—Cam. Bible. The vision
oocufred that the temple in Jerusalem.
lsaiah saw more than the material tem-
ple and its appointments. He looked
into the most holy place, the veil be-
ing withdrawn, and with his spiritual
eyes he saw the Lord in his majesty.
sitting upon a throne—An attitude of
authority. high and lifted up—The
throne is here referred to. his train
filled the temple—The folds of his gar-
ments, regplendent in glory, fl"(‘d'lh:"
whole space. 2. above it—"Above him.

—R. V. stood the seraphims—The sera-
phim  (probably “fiery beings”) are
mentioned nowhere else in the scripture
as angelic beings. Their function in
this vision is purely symbelical. They
are the attendanfs of Jehovah’s court
or the ministers of the invisible sanctu-
ary; they reflect the glory of God,
and by their presence and actions sug-
gest mewer and fuller conceptions of
his ineffable majesty. twain—The first
pair of wings was used to veil their
faces, for even they were unable to look
upon the glorious face of God. The sec-
ond pair alone was used in flight, and
the third, or loweat pair, covered the en-
tire lower part of the body, including
the feet, “a practise usual in the pres-
ence ‘of Eastern monarchs, in token of
reverence.”

Artificial Heat

After chicks are hatched, they must
i cared for, and no poultryman can
hope for success unless he learns how to
raise to maturity a large percentage of
those natened.

The more modern way of caring for
newly hatched ~chicks is Ly use of the
fiveless brooder. |

When the chick is\hatched the circula-
tion of blood is so positive that suifi-
oicnt heat is generated to keep the chick
comforiable, provided it is retained.
Nature has provided a lot ¢f downy fea-
thets which answer as a warm wrap, so
that the heat given off a floek of fifteen
<hicks in a cotton coversd hox is the
most healthfu] heat tLan can be used to
keep them growing.

'l&is system of caring for chicks has
been most severely criticised, but any
ereons I have heard talking against it
ave never given the metiml a day’s
trial or even an hour's thought, Wheu
on the other hand many poultrymen aré
80 thoroughly convinced as to its proc-
ticability that they are adopting it en-
tirely. Only iast week, when at a poul-
try show, I talked with three fanciers
who had given the svatem a trinl. They
will use these hoine made breoders ygain
the eoming scason. as thoy had heen
able to raise the birds which they had
at the show (all of which were ine
specimens and some of them winners)
by this method,

The system of brooding wilhout arti
ficial heat is in my mind the moat ecco-
nomical system known, either for the
hebbiest or large breeder. The needed
articles are home made and are only a
covered wooden (8 ft. x 3 ft.) eoop and
a coverlesy cheese box.

Mid-winter is not a good time to raise
chicke, and a delay of a few weeks
brings warmer . sunshive and will aiso
thaw the ground so that a load of Joamy
s0il can be levelled about six inches deew
on which brooder coop shauld be placed.
Iu the meantime the brooder coop can
be eonstructed as follows: 4 ft. long and
3 ft. wide; a division .of 2 ft. from one
end makes a space 2 ft. by 3 ft. which
ia floored for hover-room. The run is 4
ft by 3 ft. (no flooring), soil being apad-
ed to retain an ideal weratching ground.
To prevent the chicks from tunuelling
under the coop edge, we have nailed a
three inch by one inch board om bottom
of front, back, and end of run, and find
this problem solved. To keen the chicks
in the coop, we use a (1-inch mesh) wire
covered frame built of ha!f inch Ly two
inch door-stop, that resta on the ends
and division (divisin hoard has a 4
inch by 6 inch doorwny cut at fron: end),
which are made of eleven inch by oue
inch boards. Ihe Japped ha!f inch frame
comes juat even with the front and hack
of coop (twelve hiy one inch boards),

The cover or roof of coop is wide open.
all day, except in rainy weather, wien
it rests on a block four by cight inches,
either height used according to storm.
This roof is made of half inch boards
ten inches wide, planed on one side for
painting. On top of rocf we nail c¢leats
at front and rear (1 inch by 3 inches by
6 ft.) and between these lay two ply
of tar paper & half by two inch deorstop
G ft. long is laid close to the cleat to
hold tar paper down, with a few amall
tin washers acress at ende. A ccating
of tar paint over tar paper as well as
a coat of paint all over coop each year
will pay.

The hover is very simple and succesa-
ful. A checse box ten inches high with
a four by four inch door hole cut at lap
makes -a hover where crowding is un-
-known. A piece of cotton eut a little
larger than the box is pinned by eight
spring- clothes pins to edge of box, and
a mat made of cotton with cotton bate
for filling is laid on top to retain the
heat. We use a door (made of bagging
8 in. by 12 in.) for we like to keep chicks
in hover until the roof of coop is opened
and the day begun. This piece of bLag-
ging is held over door hole by two of ,
the clothes pins which hold the cotton
cover in place. During the day we keep
door closed (by snapping a pin to each
side of doorway). At bedtime when the
door is unlocked, the chicks will run into
the hover just as quickly na they can he
counted. If the door is left open during
the day the chicks will serateh -their
night’s bedding right out of hover. As
two hovers fit nicely in the hover end
of coop, two flocks of chicks can work
together, but attendant must count a di-
vision as they scamper into the dry little
sleeping box. The hovers are taken out,
cleaned, sunned and refilled with about
two inches of fine litter at least twice
a week.

The partition board dividing hover-
room from scratching run can be taken
away after the chicks are all quite
strong.

When chicks are very young T give
them a rest during the day and this ex-
tra run into night quarters is .a good
lesson.

For water, we use a nice little foun-
tain which hangs on a nail in a corner
end ean be taken out daily without any
spilling by lifting a corner of the very
flexible wire-covered frame. We use
no other dish in these coops and feedl
even the bran i little piles in the run.
The daily grass feed ie eut in half inch
lengthg and scattered through the wire
net,

For shade we use a piece of burlap laid
on netting where. chicks can run and
cool off. At night, especially when
chicks are small, this bagging is laid
over the hover end. to keep out draughta.

A SEAL FOR CAR DOORS.
(From the Chicago Tribune.)

A new seal for a car door or for other
locked mechanism, such as a water me-
ter, electric or gas meter, and designe:d
to prevent opening withowt discovery,
has Dbeen perfesied in Europe. The
chief feature involved is a triangular bit
of steel, each of two angles formed in
the triangle bent to a knife edge, while
the opening for inserting the metal ia
the hasp occupies the position of the
third angle.

This bit of steel is of a composition
and temper to stand the biting crimp
of a stamp pliers, which may have in-
itials or numbers in the jaws, As the
triangle is coated wi*h tin these marks
are casily made.

But when the triangle once is put in-
to place and crimped fast and an at-
tempt to spread the triangle sufficently
to take it out of lace is made the tri-
angle in cold state snaps at one or
both the other angles.

If the unauthorized meddler attempts
to heat the steel sufficiently to open
the triangle and releasethe lock the
heat necessary will melt the coatiny of
tin and expose the attempt.

A very interesting lecture was deliv-
ered at the United Service Institulion
by the Chief Scout last Wednesday on
the subject of “Boy Scouts and National
Defence.” Lord Haldane presided. Sir
R. Baden-Powell proceeded with his lec-
ture, which, as a plain, straightforward
statement by a man who knew what he
was talking about, was far more convine-
ing than the more guarded and polished
phrases of the practised politician. 'The
great feature of the movement is its
mental training. It trains thes boys to
be self-reliant and manly. The actual
military details of drill and other mat-
ters are almost ignored. They. can ensily
be acquired later. It has then this great
advantege over cadet corps training, in
that it goes to the root of the matter,
and ignores trivialities. The cadet corps
gives a superficial and sometimes faulty
military foundation of training, a good
deal of which has to be unlearnt when
the real business begins, should the
cadet become a soldier. But the Boy
Scout movement trains the boy to be a
patriot and a man in the true senss ot

the word.
DISCIPLINE.

Many interested in the Scout” move-
ment are worried with the laxity of dis-
cipline in certain troops. But the Chiet
Scourt does not desire that a Scoutmaster
should rule his troop with the iron hand
of a Cromwell. It should always be
taken into comsideration that lads ar»
whimsical and fickle, and that what is
a good thing for one lad might be dis-
aster if applied to another. Now that
the season for administering the Scout’s
oath has begun, this should ont be lost
sight of. The Seventh Section of the
Scout Law reads: “A Scout obeys orders
of his parents, patrol-leader or Scout-
master without question. Even if he
gets an order he does not like he must
do as soldiers and sailors do. He must
carry it out all the same, because it is
his duty; and after he has done it be
can come and state any reasons agninst
it, but he must carry out the order at
once. That is discipline.” Scouts will
have heard of the loss of the Birken-
head. When off Simon’s Bay, South Af-
rica, she struck a pinnacle, and became
a waterlogged wreck. During the next
helf-hour there was enacted or hoard a
scene of the most perfect discipline, not
to mention the wonderful heroism. The
drum was struck for the “fall in.” and
the 468 soldiers on board were ranged
along the deck as if on parade. Col.
Scton, the commanding officer, told them
there were only enough boats for the
women and children, and urged them to
stand firm. From colonel to drummer-
boy every man faced death with grim
calm a8 the vessel went lower and lower
into the water. They even gave a cheer
a8 she sank. In the history of every
troop’ the time will come when true
discipline will assert its due supremacy.
Discipline for a troop is essential, but
no Scoutmaster should shun the respon-
sibility of bringing every unit to a real-
ization of it.

SCOUTS AS “DECORATIONE.”

It is not known what the Boy Scouts
think of the suggestion that they should
be used as mere decorations along the
route on the Coronation proeession, in-
animate groups of khaki or blue. like
#0 much bunting. Anyway, no one ap-
pears enthusiastic about the idea put
before the Westminster City Council
that in arranging the decoration of the
Royal route to the Abbey on Corcnation
Day the pictorial possibilitics of the Boy
Seout in his uniform might profitably be
utilized. The secretary of the Boy
Scouts’ organization informed  the
Dsily Sketch that bevond the assign-
ment of duty to 150 Boy Scouts no ar-
rangements had been made for their in-
clusion in the official procecdinzs of
either Coronation Day or of the Royal
Progrees. “There will be 150 Scouts on
Constitution Hill, lining the Royal route
behind the military. All the other boys
of the London Scouts will do as they
wish, and be entirely on their own. But
numbers of them will no doubt turn out
with their ambulances and help to look
after the people as they did on the
occasion of King Edward's funeral.”

WHEN NEURALGIA

One noted specialist has a treatment
for this disease that is worth trying.
He does not believe in soothing pain, but
in curing it, and his method of cure is
by cold water.

His method is to treat not the point
where the pain strikes, but the seat of
that pain, which, he claims, is the spine.

A towel wrung from cold water and
covered with a blinket or Turkish towel
is placed on the spine well up on the
back of the neck. This is changed three
times in ten minutes.

POWER FOR PEACE

Neutral Nations te Forbid Loans to
Assist Belligerents.

Mr. James Speyer, a New York Banker,
Makes a Practical Suggestion.

Baltuumore, M., 8— “Minancial meu-
trality” as a preventive of war between
nations was the interesting suggestion
offered at the Third National Peace
Uongress here to-day by Mr. James
Speyer of the New York and European
banking house of Speyer & Company.
Mr: Speyer spoke of Commerce of the
State of New York. He followed Assis-
tant Secretary of State Huntington Wil-
son, presiding officer of the forenoon
session, who gave his interpretation of
what has been called “dollar  diplo-
macy,” the newly-coined phrase applied
to the expansion of business interests.
The term, according to Mr. Wilson,
means “the substitution of dollars for
bullets; the creation of a prosperity
which will be preferred to predatory
strife,” and a “practical mode of pur-
suing the ideal of world’s 'peace.”

Mr, Speyer, who spoke on “Interna-
tional Finance as a Power for Peace,”
Jdoal ¢ wich the infinence of inter-
pational cinvesimonts i i of
peace, Takisg up the '.‘f
what should and could ia
time of war by first-class powers, he
said: “We find to-day in Euro that
in times of peace certain Govérnments
will not allow theéir bankers to take
and place forcign loans in the home
market untill the purposes for which
the loan is to be nsed are known and
approved, and at least part of the
proceeds are  vsed by the borrowing
nation for expenditures in sueh  home
markets for the. 'wnefit of the loan-
ing nation,

“Now,”  saill  Mr, Speyer. “if such
supervizion and conteol of the bank-

alreadv exists in time of peace, it
does not seem a  wide flight' of im-
agination to suggest that the great
powers might agree to exercise such
control in time of war between third
parties, and to maintain in future
what, for want of a  Dbetter term,
might be  called ‘financial  neutrality.
In cnse two nations went to war with-
out firat submitting their grievances
oud differences to arbitration or judi-
cial  settlement at The Hague, why
ahould the other neutral powers not
bind themselyes not to assist either of
the helligerents financially, but to
gee {n it that real neutrality was ob-
served by their banks and bankera?
There i< little douht that this eould
be dore. If no financial assistance
coul.l Ne  obtainedzfrom Lhe outside,
few nations would, innthe face of this
most eifective  nentrality of the other
powera, incur the peril of bankruptey.
Some wonld certainly last a  much
shorter time.” -
