J. B. Rutherford wielded
the pistol that snuffed out the lives, and

tounty court clerk, of Tipton county,
wmnd Rutherford himself, while over the
body of the latter lay his wife gasping
for breath, with a mortal wound in her
abdomen. A fourth man by the name
of Luther, who witnessed the travedy
and who is supposed to have also becn
shot, has escaped, and cannot be located
by the police.

vorce. -Peete then came' to this eity
and took up his residence at the home
of the Rutherfords. He began to
drink heavily after his arrival here:
Some months ago Rutherford had his

wife arrested on the charge of mali-
cious cutting, alleging that she threw
a plate at his head and cut him so

severely that he came near bleeding to

Yesterday afternoon Rutheriord, who
had been drinking, went to the home of
his wife and asked her to withdraw her
suit for divorce and return to him. This
the woman refused to do, declaring that
she had determined to quit him forever.
A few angry words passed and the noise
of the quarrel atttracted Peete and the
man Luther to the room just as Ruther-
ford was drawing the pistol from his
pocket,

“Well, if you won’t live with me you
can’t live at all,” declared Rutherford,
as he flashed the weapon.

Peete tried to grab the pistol, but
Rutherford was too quick for him and

sent him  to the floor dead, with a
bullet in his heart. Quick as a flash
he turned the weapon on his wife and

shot her through the body

Luther ran from the room and Ruther-
ford fired at him as he went out of the
door.

With cool deliberation the murderer
placed the pistol to his own head and
sent  a bullet crashing through his
brain, expiring lmnwdmlvl\

When the police arrived the roos
presented a ghastly sight. Mrs. Ruth-
erford was in a dying condition and al-
though she was lllh]lu’ to the city hos
pital s)n‘ hardly lived to reach that insti-
tution.

“andecd, dearest uncle,” cries the
Queen in a letter to Leopold, King of
the UBelgians, written in 1545, after nine
years' experience of wedlock, I will
venture tu say that not only no royal
menage is to be found equal o ours,
but no other menage is to be compared
to ours, or-is any noe to be compared,
take him altogetner, to my dearest Au-
gel!”

King Leopold Victoria’s maternal
uncle, was the most constant, solicitous
and affectionate of her correspondents
from her early girlhood to the time of
her great bereavement, when these vol-
umes end. An enlightened and
minded prince, who became King of the
Belgiuns in 183]1; when Victoria was 12
Years old, it would be difficult to over-
eslimate the importance of his close re-
lations with his niece. . By precept and
example he inspired her with a high
sense of duty, and from the first -
stilled into her mind the necessity of
acquainting herself closely with the de-
taus of political adminisuration. 1t is
true the correspondence reveals some
oceasions, after the young Queen had
come into her kingdeom, when she was
forced to dissent from adviee which
seemd to her over-minute, or possibly
dictated more in the interests of Bel-
gium than of England, but even when
she makes no pretence of following it
she couches her objections in consider-
ate, affentionate and grateful terms.

The earliest letter preserved of the
long series that passed between uncle
and niece was written when Vietoria was
nine years old, and is dated from Buck-
ingham Palace, Nov. 23, 1828. It runs
as follows:

“My Dearest Uncle,—I wish you many
Lappy retwrns of your birthday. 1 very
often think of you, and I hope to see you
soon again, for 1 am very fond of you.
1 gee. my aunt Sophia [wife of the Duke
of Cambridge] often, who looks very
well and is very well. I use every day
your pretty soup basin. Is it very warm
in Italy? It is so mild here that 1 go
out every day. Mamma is tolerable
well, and I am quite well. Your affec~
tionate niece.

“VICTORIA.

“P. S—I am very angry with you,
uicle, for you have never written to me
once since you went, and that is a long
while.”

It is on the occasion of the Princess'
own birthday that Prince (now King)
Leopoid writes the first letter of his in
cludad in this series. The date is Brus-
sels, May 22, 1832, Already the avun-
cular sence of responsibility as the ad-
viser of the future. Queen of England
has developed itself. After the custom-
ary felicitations he reminds her that
“it is now thirteen years that youcame
into the world of trouble,” which, he
adds, should make Ler feel that she
must give her attention more and more
to ve matters.

“In a succeeding letter he warns her
that the position of what is generally
called wreat people” has of late become
extremely difficult, “They are more at-
tacked and calumniated and judged with
less indulgence than private individuals.
What they have lost in this way they
have not by any means regained in any
other. Ever since the revolution of 1790
they are much less secure than they
used to be, and the transition fgrm sov-
ereign power to absolute want has been
as frequent as sudden.”

Therefore, he continues, it becomes
necessary that the character should be
60 formed as “not to be intoxieated by
greatness and success, nor cast down by
misfortune. To be able to do so one must
be able to appreciate things according
to their real value and articularly
avoid giving to trifles an nngue import~
ance. Nothing is so great and clear a
rrooi of unfitness for greater and nob-
er actions than a mind which is seri-
ously ocenpied with trifles,”

In answer the new Queen thanks
King Leopold for his kind and useful

Government a man like Lord Melbourne.
“I have seen him now every day,” she
writes, “with the exception of Friday,
and the more I see him the more confi-
denc [ have in him; he is not only a
clever statesman and an honest man, but
a good and a kind hearted man, whose
ain is to do his duty for his country
and not for a party. He is of the great-
est use to me -both politically and pri-
vately.”

There is an evident hit at Palmerston
in King Leopold’s acknowledgment of
Victoria’s praise of Lord Melbourne.

“I am glad,” he says, “that you are so
much pleased with Lord Meibourne. I
believe him to be as you think him. His
charactere is a guarantee which is valu-
able, and remember that cleverness and
talen: without an honest heart and char-
acty~ will never do for your Minister. I
sh il name nobody, but what I said just
no'v applies to some people you have re-
cently seen.”

With Victoria firmly seated on the
throne the question of a partner to |
share with her the cares of state came !
uppermost in the public mind and in
thai of her artlessly artful uncle. King
Lecpold, indeed, seems to have been an
excellent and most diplomatic match-
maler. Even before Vietoria's accession
whon King William IV's. health had be-
gu 1« to assume a precarious aspect, Leo-
pold had carefully sent over to England
on « visit to Victoria her cousin and his
nertew, Prince Albert of Saxe-Coburg,
a young man of excellent parts and dis-
positions.

It is under the date of June 7, 1836,
that Prineess Victoria wrote to thank
her “beloved uncle” for the prospect of
great happiness you have contributed to
give me in the person of dear Albert.
Allos/ me, then, my dearest uncle, to tell
you how delighted I am with him, and
how much I like him in every way. He
possesses every quality that could be
desired to render me perfectly happy.
He is so. sensible, so kind and so good
and so amiable too. He has, besides,
the most pleasing and delightful exter-
jor and appearance you can possibly
o0

Evidently even at this early day there
was no concealment by the uncle of his
preference for this cousinly suitor. In |
July, 1839, however, when there is ques- |
tion of Albert’s eecond visit to England
to the Princess, who has now become a
Queen, there is evident hesitation in her
mind. 4

“Though all the reports of Albert,” she
writes to King Leopold, “are most favor- |
able, and though I have little doubt I |
shall like him, still we can never answer |
beforehand for feelings, and I may not
have the feeling for him which is neces-
sary to insure happiness. I may like him
as a friend and as a cousin and as a bro-
ther, but not more, and should this be
the case (which it is not likely) I am
very anxious that it should be under-
stood that I am not guilty of any prom-
ise, for I pever gave any. I am sure you
will understand my anxiety, for I should
otherwise, were this not clearly under
stood, be in a very painful position. As
it is, I am rather mervous about the
vigit, for the subjeet I allude to is not
an agreeable one to me.”

Albert came and conquered. On Octo-
ber 15th Victoria writes to King Le:
pold:

“My mind is quite made up, and I tol
Alb.l{ this morning of it. e warm af- |
fection he ehowed on learning this gave |
me that pleasure. He seems perfection,
and 1 have the prospect of very great |
happiness before me. I love him more
than I can say, and I shall do everything
in my power to render the sacrifice he
has made (for a sacrifice in my opinion |
it is) as small as I can. He eeems to have
a very great tact—a very necssary thing |
in his position. These last few days
have passed like a dream to me, and I
am so much bewildered by it all that I |
hardly know how to write, but I do feel
very, very bappy.” ;

How perfectly devoted to her royal
consort was Queen Victoria is repeated-
ly shown in these letters. Her first re-

Col. Gibson, In Command of the Invading Forces, However, Succeeded In
Getting Eight Companies Into Hamilton.

The Battle Covered a Widely Extended Territory and the Ground Was
Well Chosen---Some Incidents and Accidents.

The big sham fight west of the eity
Yeste when three thousand
soldiers engaged in mimic warfare, thun-
dering at each other across hill and dale,
made old Dundas valley echo and re-echo
with the booming of big cannon and the
erashing fire of musketry, was a draw.
This was the decision of Brigadier-Gen-
eral Otter, C. B, A. D. C., umffire-in-
chief. Colonel Gibson, commander of the
grey force, supposed to have reached
Brantford unopposed the night before,
and to be sweeping on to Hamilton,
which he was to oceupy and defend, sue-
ceeded in getting part of his troops into
the city, but General Otter held that he
had not been successful in maintaining
communication with Brantford. This, in
his opinion, was the pivot on which the
whole outcome depended. :
