SPAIN QUIETER TO-DAY.
Putting Rebellion Down—Pretender]aime Won’t Interfere—Alfonso’s 

Popularity Declining—Queèn Victoria Not Liked.

SPANISH MONARCHS WHOSE THRONES ARE IN DANGER-ALFONSO XIII, QUEEN VICTORIA AND
their oldest child, the prince of the asturias.

Madrid, Aug. 3.—A statement, issued 
by the Minister of the Interior to-day 
declares that tranquility now reigns 
throughout Spain except in certain iso­
lated localities of Catalonia.

A column of troops composed of artil­
lery, cavalry and infantry to-day is 
marching on Sabadell, 100 miles from 
Barcelona, where the insurgents still are 
holding out, with orders to repress mer­
cilessly any resistance that may be en­
countered.

The first train out of Barcelona since 
the troubles began there arrived at 
Cerebre last night, bringing copies of 
newspapers. After pointing out that 
their accounts of the fighting at Barce­
lona had been censored, the papers pub­
lish a list of thirty-five churches and 
convents which were burned between 
July 26 and July 30.

Whether or not the ring-leaders who 
were captured and tried and condemned 
by court-martial actually have been ex­
ecuted is not yet clear. Some reports de­
clare that General Santiago has not yet 
approved the death sentences in the 
cases of these men. It is known, how­
ever .that Emilia no Igleaias, editor of 
the Progresse, was shot without trial in 
the fortress.

The greatest excitement reigns among 
the .working classes. Reports received 
here direct from Madrid say that King 
Alfonso is greatly depressed over the in­

terior situation. He desired to throw his 
personal popularity in the scale and it 
was with difficulty that he could be dis­
suaded from going to Barcelona in per­
son. Premier Maura told him it would 
be equivalent to suicide to enter that 
hotbed of anarchy.

BUTCHERY WAS TERRIBLE.
Oran, Algeria, Aug. 2.—The steam­

er Emir came in here to-day from 
Melilla, and her officers, referring to 
the fighting there between the 
Spaniards and the Moors of July 27, 
say the former made the mistake of ad­
vancing in solid masses through a gorge 
dominated on both sides by hills whence 
the enemy mowed them down as fast as 
they issued from the pass. The unfortun­
ate soldiers of Spain did not know where 
the fusilades came from. The butchery 
was terrible. Many of the Spaniards had 
only just disembarked and were with­
out rations.
BRITISH CRUISERS DESPATCHED.

London, Aug. 2.—A despatch from 
Gibraltar says that the British cruis­
ers Lancaster and Suffolk, together 
with four torpedo-boat destroyers, 
have sailed for Moroccan waters.

DON JAIME TALKS.
Vienna, Aug. 3.— Don Jaime, the pre­

tender to the Spanish throne, declared, 
in an interview here yesterday, that he 
had no intention of interfering in the 
present crisis in Spain, and said that 
hie retirement to Frohedorf in lower

Austria, far from the Spanish frontier, 
wan proof of his peaceful purposes.

“The Carlist party is a party of or­
der,” said Don Jaime. ‘I never will 
take upon myself to bring an entire peo­
ple into danger for my own ends. Never 
will I lead Spaniard against Spaniard. 
Should I return to Spain at the head of 
an army it would be only to restore or­
der. This might happen should the re­
volutionaries drive out King Alfonso or 
the welfare of the country require it. 
The populariV of King Alfonso is de­
clining through no fault of his own, and 
Queen Victoria is certainly less liked 
than the King. Spaniards dread foreign 
influence ; Victoria has remained a 
stranger too long, and the ppople never 
will forgive her.”

Don Jaime is of the opinion that the 
war in Morocco was unavoidable, and he 
fears that it will last a long time.

BUILD AIRSHIPS
War Secretary Haldane Says Bri­

tain Will Make Them.

London. Aug. 2.—The sub-committee 
of the Imperial Defence Committee, 
appointed to consider matters of avia­
tion, has given a verdict in favor of 
rigid dirigible balloons for naval pur­
poses and non-rigid balloons for the 
army. The Aeroplane Committee con­
siders that these machines possibly 
may become valuable to the army, but 
say they must be able to ascend to a 
much greater height than yet has been 
achieved before they will be safe for 
reconnoitring purposes.

War Secretary Haldane announced 
in the House of Commons this after­
noon that in consequence of this re­
port the Admiralty had ordered a 
rigid dirigible of the largest type from 
the Vickers, and that the Government 
factory at Aldershot was busy with 
the construction of three non-rigid 
balloons and two aeroplanes for ex­
perimental purposes. ' Mr. Haldane 
said in addition : “The remarkable 
events of recent days—M. Bleriot's 
flight across the Channel and the 
flights in .America—all point to the 
fact that some time in the future the 
aeroplane will be capable of bringing

This will keep away both 
flies and mosquitoes.

Do not leave any food lynig around, 
and do not eat food which has come in 
contact with flies.

Keep garbage can tightly closed. Spray 
occasionally to prevent breeding.

Synopsis of Canadian North­
west Land Regulations.

ANY pereon who Is the sole head of a tam­
lly, or any male over 18 yeare old, may 

homestead a quarter-section of available 
Dominion land In Manitoba, Saskatchewan or 
Alberta. The applicant muet appear in per­
son at the Dominion Lande Agency or Sub- 
Agency of the district. Entry by proxy may 
be made at any agency, on certain conditions, 
by father, mother, son, daughter, brother or 
sister of Intending homesteader.

Duties—Six months' residence upon and 
cultivation of the land In each of three yeare. 
A homesteader may live within nine miles of 
his homestead on a farm of at least 80 acres 
solely owned and occupied by him or by his 
father, mother, son, daughter, brother or sla­

in certain conditions g homesteader In good 
star ding may pre-empt a quarter-section 
alongside his homestead. Price $3.00 per 
aero. Duties—Must reside six months In each 
of six years from date of homestead entry 
(including the time required to earn home­
stead patent) and cultivate fifty acres extra.

A homesteader who has exhausted the home­
stead right and cannot obtain a pre-emption 
may take a purchased homestead In certain 
districts. Price $3.00 per acre. Duties—Must 
reside six months In each of three years, 
cultivate fifty acres and erect a house worth 
$300.00.

sistent strength. There is no abate­
ment in the tone of optimism which has 
now prevailed for several weeks; in 
fact, it has become more pronounced 
rather than otherwise. The steel trade 
is unquestionably leading all others in 
point of activity at this time. Outside 
conditions continue favorable. The 
trade outlook is promising. Interior 
merchants have been buying on a con­
servative basis, amt the outlook is for 
a good consumptive demand for nearly 
all classes of merchandise. Building is 
active, and our railroads are free pur­
chasers qf materials for constructive 
purposes.

Unless all signs fail it looks as if we 
should shortly be troubled with another 
period of disturbing tariff discussion, 
possibly at the next session of Congress, 
and certainly during the next congres­
sional election. A good many congress­
men are already anxiously looking after 
their fences. President Taft is to be 
congratulated upon the firm stand 
which he has finally taken against any 
upward revision.

FAILURES LAST WEEK.
July 31.—Commercial failures this 

week in the United States, as reported 
by R. G. Dun & Co., are 227 against 204 
last week. 237 the preceding week and 
275 the corresponding week last year. 
Failures in Canada number 28 against 
29 last week, 26 the preceding week ami 
23 last year. Of failures this week in 
the United States 86 were in the East, 
70 South. 56 West and 15 in the Pacifie 
States, and 81 report liabilities of $5.000 
or more, against 86 lest week. Liabili­
ties of commercial failures reported thus 
far for July are $8.101.367. against 
$12.017,543 for the same period last

DUN’S REVIEW.
Crop reports are favorable, especially 

for corn and spring wheat, with winter 
wheat nearly harvested. Progress on 
the new tariff is marked and indications 
point to its early enactment .into law. 
The excellent conditions in the iron and 
steel trade, emphasized this week by 
the report of the principal producer anil 
an increase in its rate of dividend, are 
maintained. The dry goods trade is 
broadening. Reports from the principal 
trade centres are uniformly encouraging, 
in spite of the fact that this is mid­
summer. and merchants are still anx­
ious for tho final word concerning tho 
crops and the tariff. July failures have 
made the smallest month’s total of lia­
bilities since early in 1907. Nearly every 
development is, therefore, that of im­
provement. This varies in degress, 
being at some points rapid and at others 
slow. but. nevertheless, the tendency is 
persistently away from past depression. 
Confidence, it is true, increases faster 
than present trade activity, and pros­
pects of coming agricultural and indus­
trial prosj>erity are more pronounced 
than immediate business, but this con­
fidence appears to have an" immense 
uplifting power.

! *'jtic are probably much too sanguine, and 
; stand little chance of being realized. Mr. 
i f J. Bruce Walker, Immigration Commis-
temer, who has had specially favorable 

portunities for observation, and who 
.lbas given the matter dispassionate con­
sideration, issues a word of warning 
against what he calls “irresponsible 
boosting.” He characterizes prophesies 

- .of from 25 to 35 per cent, over last 
arear’s crop yield as absurd, and mis­
leading, and likely to result in injury 

>to the Northwest. His own expectations 
4*re that there will lie a considerable in­
crease, but exaggeration, even when well 
intended, is most unwise. Personally, his 
^opinion is thus given: “All authorities 
-agree, and everv indication points to a 
good harvest in the west this year, but 

îthere will be no overpowering abund­
ance, and no yield likely to correspond 

With the figures frequently quoted in 
some quarters. So‘far as I can ascertain 

'from present information, the wheat 
*yield may show an increase of from two 
to two and a half bushels per acre in 

.excess of last year, taking the three pro- 
‘ Vinces as a whole. That is a moderate 
increase, having regard alike to the in­
creased acreage under wheat in some 
parts of the west and a light crop in 

-others, but it is a reasonable increase, 
and will be realized Under reasonable 
conditions." Of course, all estimates are 
subject to revision in view of contin­
gencies to be taken into the calculation 
between now and the gathering of the 
•harvest. At present, indications are very 

:‘favorable, even after the late seeding. 
The Northwest will probably contribute 
a considerably increased quantity of 
wheat* to the world’s supply this year; 
but in warning the public against ac­
cepting, at face value, the estimates of 
irresponsible boomsters, Mr." Walker per­
forms a service to the Praii-ie Provinces 
and to the country at large.

POWER SUB-STATIONS.
In an article upon “The cost of Hand­

ling Electric Power in Sub-Stations,” 
the New York Engineering Record 
dwells on the importance of taking in­
to consideration this item of cost be­
tween the station bus-bars and the- 
meters of the consumers. J,abor cost 
is an important item, and fixed charges 
play an important part. It estimates 
that a sub station of 500 k.w. capacity 
operating under a load factor of 30 per 
cent, cannot be maintained, including 
fi.>ed charges, “at much below $12 to 
$15 per day,” assuming that qll the 
time of the man on each shift is given 
to the work. It remarks that “tew 
people outside the field of high-tension 
const ruction realize the cost entailed 
by the use of extra high voltage inside 
buildings, even where the structures 
arc specially designed, with their equip­
ment for handling them.” The Engin­
eering Record presents this estimate of 
the cost of operating si>ch a sub-sta-

*"Assuming a 500-kw sub-station cost­
ing $20.Cf0, interest at 5 per crPit.,

! depreciation at 5 per cent., insurance 
and taxes at 2 per cent., a load factor 
of 30 per cent., and an operating force 
of three men at $3 per day each, the 
total cost of running the sub-station 
for a year will be about $6,000, assum­
ing that repairs and supplies are nom­
inal, as they usually are in such instal­
lations. In such a case the fixed 
charges amount to about 0.18 cents per 
kw-hour, and the oparating expenses 
to about 0.27 cents per unit handled, 
giving a fair total of 0.45 cents per kw- 
hour. at the outside, as the sub-station 

i cost including fixed charges. Two facts 
are to ho inferred from the Engineering 
Record's article. One is that operation 
of transformed sub-stations add very 
largely to the cost of power and the 
other is that extra high voltage which 
Mr. Beck has been trying to make us 
believe would cheapen and facilitate 
the transmission of power are really 
a means of entailing extra cost upon 
the power consumer.

Effects of Wind on Water.
It is an ill wind that blows nobody _ 

some good. And all winds and storms 1 
are said to be bénéficient as a whole 
and only injurious when regarded 
from a limited, point of view. Violent 
storms do not produce the greatest | 
results. A steady wind blowing from . 
the same quarter for a long time has | 
a mor£ powerful, effect, as is shown 
by what, occurs on coast lines which 
are exposed to the full effect of the 
two most, prevalent, winds. High 
waves in order to produce severe dam­
age must have sufficiently deep water 
to travel, which means that for the 
majority of walls erected for sea de­
fence the danger is limited to cer­
tain states of the tide, usually a little 
before and a little after high water.

With regard to the current forming 
effect of the wind, it is probable 
that near the coast in shallow water 
the wind is most effective in drifting 
fine bottom materials. But it seems 
that the wind which blows obliquely 
inshore is more effective in causing 
drift than any other and is conse­
quently the most to be dreaded as a 
factor in causing coast erosion.

Storms affect coasts chiefly through 
the agency of sea waves and currents. 
The movement of sand is sometimes 
considerable. This is shown by the 
formation of immense sand dunes. 
These dunes often tend to advance in 
the land by the transference of sand 
from their seaward to their landward

Large areas of land have been de­
vastated and houses and churches 
buried in this way. Storm waves and 
currents generated in shallow water 
by high winds are, however, the great 
agents in devastation. When a gale 
blows directly inshore it drifts the 
surface water against the shore, caus­
ing an undertow seaward, which is 
a more powerful factor in carrying

off suspended matter and denuding 
I the coast of sand.

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AEROPLANE 
WAS SMASHED.

The Silver Dart Come* te Grief at 
Petawawa.

Remarkable Escape of Messrs. 
Baldwin and McCardy.

Four Successful Flights Were Made 
With the Machine.

Petawawa Camp, Aug. 2.—The fam­
ous Silver Dart aerodrome is no more. 
It lies a huge mass of twisted wood, 
wires and rubbered silk in its erst­
while home on the cavalry field at 
the military camp here. An “error 
of judgment on our part in making a 
landing,” says “Casey” Baldwin, in 
giving his reasons for this state of 
affairs. Four successful flights, each 
exceeding half a mile in length, were 
made in the early hours of this morn­
ing, a fine, easy landing being made 
every time. A fifth trial was essayed, 
and while the aeroplane with its two 
passengers, Messrs. McCurdy and 
Baldwin, was going at a speed of 
about forty miles an hour, a landing 
was attempted, with disastrous re­
sults. The front wheel struck one of 
the small hillocks with which the 
country abounds, careened the mach­
ine on one side, broke the left sup­
porting surface clean off, and buried 
the aviators in the ruins. That they 
were not killed outright is indeed 
miraculous. As it was, Mr. McCurdy 
sustained severe cuts about the face 
and head, and other slighter injuries, 
while Mr. Baldwin received a painful 
gash in his left hand and a badly 
sprained ankle. Both were pulled out 
of the demolished drome, and were 
able to proceed to the hospital to re­
ceive médical attention.

Although now smashed and useless, 
the Silver Dart served the purpose for 
which it was brought to Petawawa. 
This was to test out the new Kirkam 
40-horse power automobile engine, 
weighing four hundred and fifty 
pounds, before it would be installed 
in the Baddeck No. 1 machine., 
which arrived here on Saturday morn­
ing. The new engine worked satis­
factorily, gave a greater speed to the 
aerodrome, and altogether proved that 
the judgment of the aviators in using 
a heavier engine was correct. Luckily 
the engine was uninjured in the acci­
dent, and will be ready to fit into Bad­
deck No. 1 as soon as it is assembled.

The flights this morning were also 
productive of another interesting fact, 
namely, that the aerodrome will cam- 
two passengers with ease. This was 
the first time that the Silver Dart 
had carried more than the operator. 
That the lifting power of the aero­
drome was considerably increased by 
the new high power engine was an­
other gratifying outcome of this morn­
ing s trials. Fourteen hundred revo­
lutions per minute was the rate at 
which the propeller was driven, and 
the speed attained on the last flight, 
which was nearly a mile in length, 
was about forty miles per hour.

The inquest on Charles Herriott, 
who was accidentally killed on the 
G. T. R., on the night of July 29th, 
was resumed last night in No. 3 Po­
lice Station, and was presided over 
by Dr. McNichot. The following was 
the verdict brought in by the jury: 
“That Charles Herriott met his death 
by being struck by a G. T. R. train 
and no blame is attached to anyone.”

The first witness called was Charles 
Long, engineer of the train. He said 
it was a moonlight night and he 
could see some distance ahead, but 
saw -no signs of any object on the 
track. The bell was ringing contin­
uously from Niagara Falls to Hamil­
ton, that being brought about by an 
automatic arrangement. The first 
time the witness saw the man was 
when the engine struck him. He at 
once put on the brakes and stopped 
the train and went back with the 
crew to look for the man. They found 
him in the ditch apparently dead. 
He was at once put in the baggage car 
and hurried to Hamilton. The en­
gineer was of the opinion that Her­
riott must have been crossing from 
the eastbound track. The evidence 
proved that the deceased was on the 
railway property at the time he was 
struck, as the engine was pulled up 
west of the track and when the man 
was first struck it was 50 feet west 
of the crossing.

Fireman L. Irving. Conductor Mc­
Guire. Brakeman J. F. Thompson and 
Baggageman S. Martin, all members 
of the train crew, corroborated the 
engineer’s story.

Walter Merrifield, who was near the 
crossing at the time of the accident, 
said he heard the train approaching 
and when within 100 yards of him he 
heard a thud and remarked to his 
wife that the engine had struck some­
thing. He then went to where the 
train had backed up to and saw the 
man. There was a discussion as to 
who the man was and he (the witness) 
went to the hospital and identified 
the. deceased.

John Manley, a passenger on the 
train, said that when the train stop­
ped he went back to sep what was the 
matter and saw a man lying in the 
ditch. He paced back to the rail­
way crossing and it was 80 paces to 
the cattle guard.

Dr. Sutherland described the in­
juries at the time he was received in 
the City Hospital and attributed 
death to these injuries. Dr. T. W. 
Peart, corroborated in every particu­
lar the story told by Dr. Sutherland.

Reo. Mr. McAlpine's Advice to 

St. Giles'Congregation.

A large number of the members and 
adherents of the St. Giles’ Presby­
terian Church attended the services 
on Sunday to hear the sermons by 
Rev. R. J. McAlpine, of North Pres­
byterian Church, Cleveland, Ohio, for­
merly of this city. Mr. McAlpine sel­
ected his text from Marks xiv., 8, “She 
hath done what she could ; she is 
come aforehand to anoint my body 
to the burying.” Mr. McAlpine said 
the people of the present time are too 
materialistic and have a tendency to 
seek after that which casteth a shad­
ow but continueth not. In place of 
attending to the soul they are apt 
to seek worldly gain and sell their 
souls for as much as they can secure 
for them -from this world’s stand­
point. A great mistake that is often 
made in giving to the church is to 
grudge it as it then counts for noth­
ing from God’s standpoint.

In closing he advised all to attend 
more to the wants of the soul and 
not crave so much the worldly gain.

CZAR’SjVISIT.
Kill Edward aid Other Reyalty 

Meet Hie at Cewes.

Reviews Great Fleet—Diet re­
ft ether and Express Friendship.

Cowes, Aug. 2.— The Russian im­
perial yacht Standart, bringing the 
Emperor and the Empress from Cher­
bourg to Cowes on a visit to King Ed­
ward, anchored in the Cowes road­
stead shortly before 1 o’clock to-day. 
Their majesties were given an official 
welcome even more imposing than 
usually attends such occasions. Not 
only were King Edward and Queen 
Alexandra, and Prince and Princess of 
Wales and a large gathering of other 
members of the royal family present 
to greet their guests, but 150 warships, 
the pick of the British fleet, dressed in 
flags from stem to stern and flying the 
Russian ensign, encircled the anchorage 
allotted to the Standart.

The presence of the British Foreign 
Secretary. Sir Edward Grey, M. Iswol- 
sky, the Russian Minister of Foreign 
Affairs, and Count X'on Benckendorff, 
the Russian Ambassador to Great Bri­
tain. further emphasized the significance 
attached in the diplomatic world to this 
visit of the Russian Emperor to Eng­
land.

The unusual welcome of this morn­
ing was arranged designedly for the 
double purpose of helping to strengthen 
the links in the chain binding Great 
Britain, France and Russia in a triple 
entente, and to dissipate any ill-feeling 
engendered by the harsh denunciation 
of Emperor Nicholas and his methods so 
frequently vented by members of the 
Lalior party both in and out of Parlia­
ment since the coming of the Emperor 
first was announced.

King Edward and Queen Alexandra 
went oui on board the royal yacht 
Xjetoria and Albert, and met the Stand- 
art outside of Spit head. King Edward 
went over to the Standart and wel­
comed his guests and then escorted them 
to the Victoria and Albert, where 
luncheon was served. After this repast 
the two sovereigns reviewed the assem­
bled fleets from the X ictoria and Albert.

Foreign Minister Iswolsky to-day 
confirmed the reported intention of 
Emperor Nicholas of going to Italy 
and Turkey, but said these visits would 
not occur until the fall. Emperor 
Nicholas will go to those countries 
direct from the Crimea.

The measures taken to safeguard Em­
peror Nicholas make him seem like a 
prisoner of state when compared with 
other royal personages who have vis­
ited Cowes during regatta week. The 
Standart dropped anchor between two 
battleships of the Dreadnought type, 
which are surrounded by other naval 
vessels, while small boats patrol about 
the visitor constantly. Scotland Yard 
has one hundred détectives at Cowes, 
and the Russian police department has 
an equal representation. The Emperor 
will remain aboard ship during his visit, 
except for jf brief trip ashore to the 
Cowes naval school on XX'ednesdav morn­
ing.

To-night the Russian Emperor and 
Empress dined with King Edwajxl and 
Queen Alexandra and the members of 
the British royal household on hoard 
the Victoria and Albert. The dinner 
was a brilliant funcSWn. Reside* the 
King and Queen and Emperor and Em­
press, the guests were the Crown Prince 
and Crown Princess of Sweden, the 
Prince and Princess of Wales, the Duke 
and Duchess of Connaught. Premier 
Asquith, Sir Edward Grev, Reginald Mc­
Kenna and M. Iswolsky.

King Edward, in proposing a toast 
to the Russian monarch, said: “f am 
glad that you have had the oppor­
tunity of seeing the most powerful and 
the largest fleet ever assembled, but I 
tru*t your majesty will never look upon 
these ships as a symbol of war, but, on 
the contrary, as a protection to our 
coasts and commerce, and, above all. as 
pea™*”"* °f Upholding th,‘ interests of

In responding. Emperor Nicholas said 
that the magnificent naval review he 
had witnessed bore full testimony to 
Britain'» greatness. He added that he 
would always remember the days he had 
spent with the lie loved and venerated 
Queen Vietoria.

PROGRESS AT 
NEW CENTRAL

Complete New Sunday School 
Building Before Long.

Union Now Completed and the 
Congregation Unanimous.

Some Improvements In the Church 
Are Contemplated.

The spirit of progress in 'the people 
of Central Methodist Church is going 
on with increased earnestness. Each 
step upward and forward tends to in­
crease their zeal and strengthen their 
hope. The union has been accom­
plished with marvellous success, the 
entire membership of the two churches 
having been diminished by not more 
than five per cent.

Changes are now being made and 
anticipated which will add to the con­
venience, beauty and majesty of the 
church. In Gore Street Church where 
both Sunday schools are now being 
held some changes will be made. Sev­
eral ,pews will be taken up and chairs 
put in; some curtain work will be 
done in the gallery, all for the pur­
pose of making class-rooms and Sun­
day school convenience. The idea is 
not to go to too much expense in Gore 
Church in as much as in the near 
future there might be a disposition to 
sell the property. In view of the fact 
that many shudder at the thought of 
selling the church no action has been 
taken ; but the leading men think the 
wisest thing to do is to dispose of it 
and practically it is for sale. It, is in 
good condition and has now only a 
small debt. As long as it remains the 
property of the Union it will be used 
as a Sunday school.

When the two schools unite in Sep­
tember they will make a strong cause, 
although in central parts of the city 
more difficulty is experienced in 
carrying on Sunday school work than 

. in suburban parts. While many par­
ents go to the central churches dur­
ing the summer months their children 
attend schools nearer home. The at­
tendance at Central has been extra 
good so far this year.

In the event of Gore street being 
sold very important changes would 
take place at Central and much im­
provement would be made. The old 
Sunday school, which is inadequate 
for present Sunday school purposes, 
would be torn down and a new one 
built from the ground up with all 
modern conveniences and equipment. 
That, together with a new organ and 
the improvement in seating accommo­
dation which has already been ac­
complished, would give to the pro­
perty a completeness which the mem­
bers hope and anticipate will mater­
ialize in the near future.

The nine rear pews across the 
ground floor have been raised, the rear 
three nine inches, the second three 
six inches, and the third three three 
inches, making them among the most 
desirable pews in the church. The 
congregation have in view' alterations 
in the gallery also. At the rear of 
the church steps will be run down 
from both sides connecting the gallery 
with the auditorium below. This con­
venience will work out when the new 

" organ is installed and the necessary 
alterations made in the rear for it.

The organization of the various de­
partments of the united church is 
practicaly completed, including the 
choir, Sunday school, trustee board 
and League and accomplished with 
remarkable unanimity of feeling and 
spirit of progress. The members are 
confident of maintaining Central as 
jpne of the leading churches of Ham­
ilton for many years to come.

DR. TAILING AT ERSKINE.

A Mystery Snrreuidi the Death of 

This Woman.

Found With Her Head Battered In 
and Lying Uneenscieos In Stable.

London, Ont., Aug. 3.—The mystery 
surrounding the death of Mrs. Martha 
Jenkins, of London Township, has arous­
ed the whole countryside to a pitch 
the highest excitement. The coroner*i 
jury met at the house on Saturday night 
and viewed the body, when all the evi­
dence in the case will be heard.

The facts are as follows : —On Friday 
morning the husband, James C. Jenkins, 
sent his little boy hurriedly to a neigh­
bor, Thos.

Her head was terribly battered in and 
she died in an hour. Beyond the three 
stalls was a box stall in which a stal­
lion is kept. The woman's head was in 
the passageway leading to this stall, the 
door of which was open. The stallion was 
in the barnyard. There were horses in 
the other stalls.

HEARD THEIR 
NEW PASTOR.

Rev. W. /. Smith Begins His 
Wortt at Charlton Avenue.

The Rev. W. J. Smith, new pastor of 
Charlton Avenue Methodist Church, 
opened his pastorate there last Sunday. 
He took charge of both services, and by 
his earnestness and zeal made a very 
favorable imprèssron on his congregation. 
He was sorry that he had not entered on 
his new field immediately after Confer­
ence and taken hie vacation later, the 
blame for this, he said, rested as much 
on the good-will and kindness of the 
Quarterly Board as upon himself. His 
opening remarks took the form of a 
talk with his congregation, with the 
hope of beginning his aouqaintance with 
them, and he chose as His subjttot “Wha* 
a Congregation Should Expect From 
Their Minister, and What the Minister 
Should Expect From His People.” In 
their minister people should expect to 
meet a man who was kind enough to 
tell them the truth and to sympathi/.o 
with them in all their troubles; to know 
every member of each family and to love 
them as an under-shepherd of that great 
Guardian who loved every member of 
His flock. . They should expect him to 
know their hearts and to know them 
confidentially as personal friends. The 
door bell of the parsonage and the 
‘phone should be at their sendee every 
hour of the day and night. One of the 
things he would be most sorry to hear 
from anyone of his congregation was, 
“I don’C'kttow the people at the parson­
age.” Pastor and people should know 
each other, and, because of their rela­
tionship, they should find something in 
each other's lives to love, and that would 
draw them closer together, and stimu­
late them through the years they were 
together in God's work. A congregation 
should expect their minister to be inter­
ested in the things they were interested 
in, secular as well as religious. They 
should expect him to preach the gospel 
of Jesus Christ and to speak much about 
the cross. He hoped none would ever 
have it to say of him that he hadn’t 
preached the gospel, which was the in­
going and outgoing of life. The minister 
should be continually drinking of that 
fountain that flows and have the spirit 
of God within im/elling him to preach. 
In the last analysis, the last tap-root 
was the spirit which filled men with the 
word and impelled them to speak it. Peo­
ple should not expect their minister to 
he on the street all the time, but should 
give him time to be alone, that he might 
have those visions which come only dur­
ing t-he silent hours spent with God, ns 
Christ on the mountain top, where men 
are transformed by the touch of God 
a ml become enchained to the great 
things of human life. From every means 
of life which thrills him lie should preach 
the gospel to men as a living man inter­
ested in those things which interest men. 
People should expect leadership in their 
minister, and not a mere tool or a crea­
ture to he lead about, they should ex 
poet to contribute to the cause which he 
was upholding. The church memlx-r 
was a man looking for work, with his 
sleeves rolled lip, waiting for something 
to do, with 'a ready hand, expecting to 
accomplish something in connection with 
other members, and he had a right to 
expect the minister to have a vision of 
what the church should do. not to he 
mulled and fondled as a child. The 
church is a combination of men and wo­
men, an organization to do the work 
Christ had set More them from which 
the greatest joy possible came to the

The live men of the church desired to 
he active in the work. Vigorous activity 
was the salvation of the church life, and 
its only means of success. Sometimes 
people wondered why religion wasn't 
talked about more, and sometimes thçv 
even wondered if they knew how to 
pray. What was most needed from the 
church member was the helping hand, 
and while they were taking hold on the 
influences of life, they should not forget 
those who were sinking to the grave and 
who were looking for the helping hand. 
Men who were out of the fold needed 
help, and from the performance of one’s 
duty in extending the helping hand came 
honor, majesty and peace to those who 
were calling in despair. A minister 
should expect sympathy from his con­
gregation, and he treated as. if those 
things about which he talks in the pulpit 
wore worthy of serious consideration.

RUSSIAN CALENDAR.

New Year’s Day Without • Week 
Day Name.

A new calendar for Rutteia marks progress 
in the Czar’s domain. Prof. Solodiloff Is a 
crime mover In favor of radical reform la 
Calendar making. The year, he explain!, 
should begin at the spring equinox and the 
quarters «hould be reckoned from the equi­
noxes and solstices.

The firs ttwo months of every quarter 
should have thirty days and the third thtry- 
one days. Thus each quarter would have 
ninety-one days, making 364 days for the 
year As the solar year has 865 days 5 hours 
48 minutes and 49.7 seconds, one day In the 
year should be simply called New Year’s 
dav without a weekday name.

This disposes of the extra day, leaving 
the difference of five hours and the min­
utes and seconds. These on four years’ time 
would, but for forty-five minutes, make an 
extra day. which Prof. Solodiloff propos***» 
to call the Day After New Yv-r. The forty- 
five minutes would amount up o a day In 
128 years, and so the Day After New Year 
should fall but once in 128 years. There Is 

. still a difference of a few seconds, but as 
I this does not amount to a day in 5,000 or 

fi.OOO year# It may be disregarded.
Under this system every first day of ‘a 

quarter would be a Monday, the first day 
of the second month always a Wednesday 
and the first day of the third month always 
a Friday. It is also proposed to make Easter, 
from1 which all church festivals are reckon­
ed. occur at a fixed date, which the ecclesia­
stical authorities are Invited to name.—

hour after Harry Ç. Pulliam, late Pre- 
ident of the National League, was bur­

ied yesterday in Cax-e Hill Cemetery, 
John Heydler, of Cincinnati, Secretary 
of the league, was chosen President of 
the league at a special meeting of the 
directors. There was some feeling that it 
was indelicate to name Mr. Pulliam's 
successor at this time, but the league's 
immediate need of a qualified head 
overcame the qualm.

Besides electing Mr. Heydler to fill 
Mr. Pulliam’s unexpired term, the dir­
ectors concerned themselves only with 
paying tribute to Mr. Pulliam's mem­
ory. They gax-e the remainder of his sal­
ary for 1909 to his estate, and they ap­
pointed Garry Herrmann, of Cincinnati, 
Barney Dreyfus .of Pitsburg. and 
Charles Murphy, of Chicago, as a com­
mittee to select and have erected in 
Cax-e Hill a suitable monument to Mr. 
Pulliam. They also provided that all 
players in the National League shall 
wear crepe for 30 days.

The meeting was attended by four 
of the five league directors, Slurphv, 
Dreyfus. Ebbetts and John Dovey. Gar­
ry Herrmann will reach Cincinnati to­
morrow from the west.

Though there was no set eulogy pre­
pared by the committee, each director 
spoke of Mr. Pulliam as "the squarest 
man in baseball," and one who had 
wielded an influence for the better over 
the national game.

The Royal Canadian Henley Regatta 
for 1909 is a thing of the past, but it 
has created an epoch in the history of 
the Hamilton Rowing Club, and in years 
to come the older members of the club 
will be able to turn back the hands of 
time and tell with pride how the H. R. 
C. crew of 1909 broke two records, the 
only ones lowered in the Henley Regat­
ta of that year. The local boys have 
turned out to be a credit to Hamilton, 
and too much cannot be said in their 
praise. For a three years’ old club their 
showing was wonderful, and their speed, 
strength and endurance proved a big 
surprise to the other clubs. For the past 
ten years Hamilton has simply not been 
on the man as a rowing town, and the 
other crews at the Henley regatta had 
not taken them into their calculations 
as winners, let alone record breakers.

After their remarkable race on Friday, 
when they covered the course, with the 
turn, in nine minutes and nine seconds, 
lowering the record by ten seconds, the 
boys were held in a different light al­
together.

There can be no doubt but that the 
success which attended the efforts of 
the H. R. C. at the regatta this year 
will lend the proper impetus to the 
club and make it what it really should 
he, one of the largest and most popular 
clubs in Hamilton. Rowing is one of the 
grandest sports in the world, and no 
more exciting race can be seen than a 
contest between three well trained and 
stalwart crows; exerting themselves to 
the utmost, and skimming over the 
water at a pace that leaves fast gaso­
lene launches and steam tugs hopelessly 
in the rear.

The Ottawa, Argonaut, Don, Detroit 
and other rowing clubs who competed at 
the Henley this year, all had profession­
al coaches, men whose lives had been 
spent in racing and training for racing. 
These men are. with their crews, every 
night for hiontfys before a race explain­
ing every secret in the art of rowing, 
and not onlx that, but arranging the 
diet of the men, and looking after them 
generally, like a guardian angel. Ham­
ilton, without any of theSe advantages, 
entered the contests and. came off as 
well as any who competed there.

In the working boat race on Satur­
day, in which the two Hamilton crews 
were entered, they simply walked awav 
with the event, the local hoys finishing 
first and second. The St. Catharines four 
were never in the race,*and without be­
ing forced to pull hard to win the Ham­
ilton team crossed the tape in 9.41, 
breaking the working boat record bv 
several seconds.

THAWJTRIAL
Harry, His Mother and Canutes» af 

f Yarmouth in Court.

Dr. Raker, Insanity Expert, Tells af 
Thaw’s Asylum Life.

White Plains, X. Y., Aug. 3.—This was 
alienists’ day again at the Thaw sanity 
hearing. Dr. Amos T. Baker, first as­
sistant physician in Matteawan State 
Hospital for the Criminal insane, whose 
testimony took up the greater part of 
the session yesterday afternoon, was re­
called to-day. The other experts retain­
ed by the State, Dr. Austin Flint and 
Dr. Carlos B. MacDonald, who have sat 
nil through the hearing, were reinforced 
by Dr. Wm. Hirsch, who testified at the 
trial. Thaw had the same trio of ex­
perts who have already declared that 
lie is now sane, and who have l>een at 
the-elbow of his counsel. Charles B. Mor- 
schauser, since the hearing liegan. They 
are- Dr. Britton D. Evans, Dr. Isham G. 
Harris and Dr. Wm. J. Meyer.

Thaw strolled to the court room from 
the jail just around the corner,, attended 
by his mother and sister, the former 
Countess of Yarmouth. Although the 
warden kept him in sight there was 
nothing that would indicate to the 
casual observer that the trio was other 
than an ordinary family party out for a 
morning walk.

Outside the jail Stanford White’s slay­
er is allowed all possible liberty. Inside 
the court room he moves about as he

As usual, the prisoner spent several 
hours last night reviewing the day’s de­
velopments with his attorney in his 
room in the jail. He shook hands warm­
ly in court to-day with Henry C. Harney, 
of New York city, when Mr. Harney 
stepped up to tell him that he was one 
of the jurors at the first trial who voted 
for acquittal.

“And you will win again," Mr. Harney 
added. Thaw smiled and looked pleased.

Although the impression left by Dr. 
Baker's testimony yesterday was that 
he had asserted that Thaw showed no 
signs of paranoia during his first three 
months in Matteawan, under Mr. Mors- 
chauser's cross-examination to-day he de­
clared that he could not remember ever 
having made such a statement. He ad­
mitted tint he might have said it.

The story of Thaw's life in the asylum 
was continued. The witness said that 
Tlmw was allowed to stay up until 9 
p m. until his first sanity hearing in 
Poughkeepsie. After his return he was 
forced to go to his room and put out 
the lights an hour earlier. He arose 
about 6 a. m.

Mr. Morschauser went after the wit­
ness, aided by a memorandum, prepared 
with the assistance of his client last

“Did you ever tell Mr. Thaw," he 
asked, “that there Was nothing the mat­
ter with his brain?”

“Did you ever say to him that you 
did not believe in souls?”

“I cannot remember.”
Dr. Baker said that in his testimony 

yesterday ' he did not repeat by any 
means all his conversation with Thaw.

Justice Isaac N. Mills again stepped 
into the role of examiner at to-day’s 
session of Thaw's insanity hearing, and 
from Dr. Amos T, Baker, acting super­
intendent of the Mattaewan Asylum, ob­
tained the clearest statement yet ex­
pressed on the stand at the present pro­
ceedings regarding the mental condition 
of the slayer of Stanford WJiite. The 
result of his questioning might be 
claimed as an advantage by either side. 
The witness said that he did not con­
sider the opportunities he had to exam­
ine the prisoner sufficient to permit him 
to form a satisfactory conclusion. Nev­
ertheless he declared his belief that the 
prisoner was now insane and that his 
release would be .-» menace to public 
safety. Justice Mills began with the ob­
servation that he considered Dr. Baker 
an extremely important witness since he 
was a state officer and therefore suppos­
edly free from bias.

"What is your position?” he asked.
“We have had a limited examination 

from which we consider the man in­
sane." replied Dr. Barker.

“Do you consider that limited exam­
inations sufficient to reach a firm con­
firmation as to his condition?”

“You had him under observation ele­
ven months. I don’t understand why 
that was not sufficient.”

"He has not answered our questions.”
“Did not your notes of the past three 

months cover the subject?”
“They cover it in a way hut he would 

speak in metaphors and when pressed 
would fall back upon ‘advice of coun­
sel’.”
