GUILTY OF MURDER.

Eloquent Addreee of Conneel end Judge 
Barker'» Charge to Jury.

When the court re-assembled Saturday 
morning, attorney general Blair began his 
addreee to the jury. He said i The case 
comes before yott first on the evidence 
which you have heard. Many witnesses 
Were examined at the preliminary; Who 
Cast additional light oti the base. Thé 
ftrtt question is; did Bertha Whetiry eddie 
to he? death by violent means? This is 
not denied. Her husband left her in 
good health and spirits in the morning. 
A most brutal murder had undoubtedly 
occurred. The means of accomplishing 
her death, by the infliction of the large 
gash with the axe, Dr. Coulthard has de­
scribed in detail from careful examination. 
That the gash could have been made 
with an axe, and this is strengthened by 
the fact, that the size of wound corres­
ponded exactly with the axe produced. 
Dr. Coulthard’s evidence, strongly sup­
ports this. The difficulty arises as to 
who committed the deed. Her life was 
taken when other members of the family 
and the husband were absent. No one 
could speak of it but the one who had 
committed the deed. There was only 
one person to his mind that could have 
committed the deed, and that was the 
prisoner. The crown offers you only 
circumstantial evidence. Admitting the 
prisoner was about the house, and it will 
be argued by the prisoner’s counsel, that 
others had an opportunity of committing 
the crime. The case is not nearly so 
strong as when he first read the prelim­
inary evidence.

To bring the deed home to prisoner, it 
would be necessary for me to show ex­
clusively that the prisoner was the only 
one who had the opportunity. The evi­
dence does not show that the prisoner 
had the exclusive opportunity to commit 
the deed. There will be difficulty in the 
prisoner’s counsel establishing the .fact 
that the prisoner may have been away. 
As he had been left there, was seen there, 
and was there when they came back. It 
is not a reasonable suggestion tha- the 
prisoner was absent when the deed was 
committed. Now, you may ask, what 
motive was there? Nq living man can 
tell or suggest a motive. It does not fol­
low that because we can supply a motive, 
that the prisoner committed the act. It 
is a certain degree of weakness in the 
crown case, but still is of little import­

ée. It may have' happened that the 
deceased raised the anger of the prisoner, 
or he may have caused some provocation 
on the part of the deceased, a man of his 
condition being easily aroused. But the 
circumstances of the case may offer suffic­
ient evidence to show some motive. The 
deed was committed with an axe which 
was used about the premises, and after 
the deed, hidden in an obscure place, as 
if purposely concealed. This conceal­
ment of the axe was probably done by 
prisoner. Any stranger would come sup­
plied with a weapon which would accomp­
lish the deed with greater eàse àfid not 
trust to finding the instrument at hand. 
A sttatiger would not hâve washed the axe 
and hidden it where found. The same 
reason which caused the prisoner to wash 
the axe, caused him to hide it, The com­
mission of the crime is quite within the 
range of the prisoner’s capabilities. The 
door was locked and on the outside Was 
blood stained. Therefore the door Was 
open when the crime was committed. No 
explanation is given or can be given of 
any stranger doing this. îh'è prisoner 
came up behind thé deceased and struck 
her the btoVv. After the husband returned 
the prisoner was standing aloof by the 
Woodpile. The conduct of the prisoner 
showed he was conscious of guilt. He 
has sufficient intelligence to know the 
woman was dead. He would have been 
the first to meet the husband on hie re­
turn. The conduct of the prisoner Was 
that of a callous criminal or perfect im­
becile. When the htffibâtià returned 
from alarming the neighbors, the prison­
er had lied and WtiS not seen for hours. 
Is this thfè conductof the innocent man. 
He comes back in an angry mood with a 
fork in his hand, which is taken from 
him by force. Is this consistent with the 
course ot an innocent man. The impres- 
ion created by the evidence oE the Wheary 
family is very favorable. They are 
people of excellent family, and having a 
first-class name, and, notwithstanding 
this, have given you important evidehce 
on the conduct of the prisoner during the 
whole evening. In answer In the father’s 
question, “ what have yott Ueen doing?” 
Is there any dotttit that the prisoner un­
derstood thé quèstion. If be had been 
Innocent, he would have denied the 
•gùilt with vehemence. But he virtually 
refused to answer the question. Is this 
consistent with innocence. The witness 
Merrithew and otheiegave evidence re­
garding the prisoner’s conduct the night 
of the murder. The events of that even­
ing show strong evidence that the pris­
oner was guilty, or, if innocent, an insane 
man. The prisoner's conduct regarding 
the opening of hie vest and looking at his 
shirt. Then he saw him examine his 
wrists and also his finger nails. Those 
actions are peculiar, for If it had been 
his usual conduct, hie father and others 
would have seen it before. Does this not 
point clearly to a euepicioh on the part of 
the prisoner that he Was afraid there was 
something there, probably bloodstains, 
and he wae anxious bo make Sure of the 
point. Hie anger on that evening was 
extraordinary for the prisoner, if any 
important point has been proved to you 
that are inconsistent with the prisoner’s 
innocence. The police magistrate had an 
examination made of the axe and cloth­
ing for blood, to see if it was human 
blood. The axe handle and clothing 
were sent to analyst Best, the clothing 
was that worn by the prisoner. Mr. Best 
mad .- an examination of the articles. His 
first examination was very limited and 
had not applied sufficient tests. I 
baye not felt impresed by the value 
of the expert testimony regarding the 
stains. You would have heard that from 
the defence, the cry that Mr. Best had 
failed to find the blood. The investigat­
ion was limited owing to lack of time be­
fore the prelinary examination. The 
fact is that Mr. Best found blood on the 
axe as the result of his examination. He 
says it was human. It rests with the 
prisoner to prove that the blood on his 
clothing was that of some animal. That 
at the time the act was committed, the 
prisoner was insane, will be argued by 
the defence. If you find that this is so, 
you can give it yoftr attention. You have 
seen the prisoner, have seen his conduct 
and general behaviour. I do not feel that 
the case calls for the highest punishment 
due for such a crime. But I feel that he 
should be restrained in some degree, and 
that, if you find him guilty, he should be 
sent to some institution other than the 
lunatic asylum, where he would not mix 
with innocent people.

Mr. Vanwart—The attorney general 
has placed the case very fairly before 
you in considering this matter of the 
prisoner. It is difficult to bring one to 
the position in which the prisoner is, as 
he lacks most important elements neces­
sary to realon. Submit that the prisoner 
has no more ability than a lower animal 
which is taught to do certain things. The 
prisoner is a perfect imbecile. Do you 
consider that yoll cotild enter into con­
tract of afÿ kind With the lutin toil have 
séen, hir tictiotis tind béhaViotir. ŸoU 
hàvë heard thé parents opitiitin regarding 
the ability of prisoner to undertake ati 
independent work. His mtitbèf tells yoil 
he cannot get his own clothes while the 
others get their own. Then there is his 
conduct, running over house tope and 
climbing trees, extraordinary for a person 
of twenty-one years.

Those S a difference between accepting 
a fact and reasoning. I hold that the 
prisoner is an imbecile. Just as a dog is 
taught how to perform certain acts, so 
with the prisoner. What is the motive 
for the crime? The boy had a right to 
be there. He wae engaged in the labor 
he had been set at. The prisoner was on 
friendly terms with deceased. I submit 
that it is not the conduct of ah insane 
man to stop with committing one murder, 
but would llave likely killed the children. 
That some stranger could have committed 
the crime is quite reasonable. The state­
ment of Henry Wheary that it was im­
possible for anyone to come to the house 
without him seeing them that afternoon, 
is unreasonable and quite improbable. 
What motive had that man in coming on 
the stand and stating so positive in the 
murder. What is the position of this 
witness to deceased ? They were on bad 
terms and litigation had practically com­
menced between them. The point of the 
attorney general as to the locking of the 
door, I consider consistent With it being ti 
stranger who had committed the deed. 
Hedley undoubtedly had some idea of 
something having occurred, and had on 
his mind that the prisoner was guilty, 
therefore, be thought he saw something 
in the prisoner’s face. They thought in 
the bouse (that Edward had committed 
the crime, end they watched him closely.
I attach no Importance to his not answer­
ing the father. Then you have the wit­
ness Merrithew, a man who had never 
studied thf character of the prisoner and 
yet he testified to his conduct which was 
most trivial when looked into. The find­
ing of the axe where it was, I don’t attach 
any importance to, as it is the most nat­
ural thing to throw the axe in such a 
place; tind just fall tis found id this case; 
The water dd the axe diaÿ htivë tidthë 
from the washroom. The pointing of the 
bands with this to the neck, etc., is quite 
capable of other explanation, and was in­
terpreted to mean something quite diff­
erent from what was the original intent­
ion of the prisoner. He admitted blood 
was on the shirt, but it is quite reasonable 
that it could be from other sources. How 
was It possible for the prisoner to move 
the body without getting it on him. Af­
ter going into the evidence of Best and 
its unsatisfactory nature, the counsel for 
the defence appealed in eloquent words 
on behalf of the prisoner.

Judge Barker reviewed the-life of the 
prisoner. The question is whether or no 
the deceased came to her death at the 
hand of the prisoner, and you will find 
him guilty.

The attorney general htii Walked his 
right of reply oni behalf of thë crown; a 
coûtée of which I approve. If you have 
any reasonable doubt as to whether the 
prisoner committed the deed, yon must 
give him the' benefit of the doubt. The 
first thing in looking into a case like this, 
is that you must look for a motive. There 
is no legitimate evidence to show that 
there was a motive for the deed. They 
lived together for- years, happy; and ho 
ill feeling had ever been known" between 
them. fiat becâüse you can find no mot­
ive is not sufficient reason for yon to 
enter a verdict of not guilty. The pris­
oner was alone at the house from one 
o’clock until about four p. m., except the 
deceased and her children. Except that, 
there might have been someone else 
about. The prisoner had the opportunity.

Court adjourned for dinner.
The reading to jury of the evidence of 

Henry Wheary and Zophertinnphy occu­
pied nearly half an hour upon re-âséembly 
of the court after dinner; after which his 
honor resumed hie charge. Speaking of 
the possibility of abbther pëhoii entering 
Joseph Wheary’s premises, and committ­
ing the murder, his honor said it was im­
portant to recollect that both Henry 
Wheary and Zopher Dunphy saw every­
one who was known to leave or enter up­
on Joseph Wheary’s premises that after­
noon, and that neith, r oi them, while at 
least in a position to have an uninterrupt­
ed view, had seen anyone else upon the 
premises than the persons named, To his 
honor the evidence pointed conclusively 
to the fact that the prisoner was the only 
person besides the children Upon the 
premises during the time When the mur­
der must have been committed and, there­
fore, that he alone could have committed 
the murder. His honor then summed up 
the evidence as to the prisoner’s conduct 
noticed by Hedley Wheary, Upon the lat­
ter’s returning home, and as to his actions 
during the night after l.is return to the 
house With â potato fork ih hié hand. 
Jesse MerritliëW’s évidence was very im­
portant In this connexion, provided they 
considered thësé actions referrable to guilt 
and not to the prisoner’s peculiar nature. 
The prisoner’s resistance to arrest and the 
signs made by him, as described by Rob­
erts, were then mentioned as important 
pieces of testimony bearing not only upon 
the question of the prisoner’s guilt, but al­
so upon the question of intelligence. To 
his honor’s mind, the prisoner’s conduct 
suggested nothing else than a conscious­
ness of guilt.

He would direct them that if they found 
Bertha Wheary came to her death by 
violent means, and that the prisoner em­
ployed those violent means, it would 
amount in law to murder. His honor 
then went fully into the question ot in­
sanity, ; Iireeling them that if they found 
the prisoner was laboring under natural 
imbecility or disease of the mind to such 
an extent as not to be able to appreciate 
the consequences of liis act or to kiiow 
that the act was wrong, they would be 
ji stifled in acquitting him. Natural im­
becility his honor defined as idiocy. The 
evidence did not warrant the conclusion 
that the prisoner was naturally imbecile, 
for it appeared that he was born with all 
his faculties, and continued in possession 
of them until one year old. The only 
ground upon which they could excuse him 
if guilty under law of com mission of crime 
would be disease of the mind. His honor 
went very full into this question, summing 
up all the evidence in relation thereto ; 
he seemed to incline to the view that the 
prisoner was capable of distinguishing be­
tween right and wrong, though he said 
this was a question that the jury them­

selves would be best a^e to determine. 
Speaking of the blood stains, his honor 
said the evidence of Mr. Best had an im­
portant bearing upon this case. The jury 
mu$t remember that his connexion in the 
case of all expert testimony it was only an 
opinion tba|f was sworn to, and it was for 
them to place that value upon this opin­
ion to which they themselves considered 
it entitled. His honor said, that he was 
very glad that Mr. Vanwart had the as­
sistance of such a competent man as he 
knew Mr. McIntyre to be to assist them 
ih getting at facts which Wôtild enable 
theiti to judge of Mr. fieSt’s competency 
ahd also of testa employed by him for this 
tfas all important in determination of val­
ue of Mr. Best’s testimony. He consider­
ed however, that the result of the tests 
made by Mr. Best since the preliminary 
examiation was sufficient to show that 
the stains in question were at least blood 
stains which was all the crown had to 
show, and his evidence was valuable if in 
nothing else as corroborating the other 
testimony in the case. His honor con­
cluded his charge at 4.45 o’clock.

Juror Moore asked the stenographer to 
read over Joseph Wheary’s testimony 
from the relation of the elate incident to 
end: This was done, and at 4.10 o’clock 
the ca66,**S given to the jury. At 6.45 
they returned. The Cbtirt room Was pack­
ed to the doors, intense interest prevailed 
as the jury filed into the box. The prison­
er had been conversing by signs with Mr. 
Woodbridge and Mr. Powers, of the deaf 
and dumb school, and indicated a feeling 
of seriousness at no other time apparent 
during the trial. Aid. John Moore was 
foreman, and when he aroee in answer to 
the question of the clerk of the court, a 
profound silence prevailed, which was 
only broken by the blended sighs of the 
crowd as the word “ guilty ” fell from his 
lips. Mr. Moore paused and it was thought 
the jufy had decided to make no recom- 
tnëndatioh for mercy, but in an instant 
he continued to thé relief of all, 11 with a 
recommendation to tuerfcÿ.” The clerk 
entered the verdict Oh rècord, ahd the 
minute there of having been read to the 
jury in answer to the question “ so say 
you all?” each and everyone nodded his 
assent. In the meantime, Mr. Woodbridge 
the interpreter, was by lightening-like 
movements of the fingers and arms com­
municating the verdict to the prisoner, 
and as he did so all eyes were fixed intent­
ly upon the unfortunate deaf-mote’s face. 
He watched the interpreter's movements 
closely and it was immediately apparent 
that he Understood them, for an express­
ion of eeriotiehess came over hie counten­
ance that Was discernible at ho other 
Stage of the proceedings. Court adjourned 
till Monday at 12 o’clock, when the court 
will deliver sentence.

The large court rôôtii In the county 
court house building wae densely packed 
at twelve oclock Monday,the hour appoint­
ed by the court for the arraingment of 
Edward Wheary for sentence. Every 
available foot of standing space was occu­
pied, and the crowd extended back some 
distance into the corridor. A man wae to 
be sentfehced to the death penalty, and 
everybody, as it éeeiiiéd,. wanted to hear 
those terrible words. His honor judge 
Barker took his seat promptly at the hour 
appointed, and the court was at once de­
clared open. Immediately a solemn still­
ness fell upon the room. The prisoner 
had been sitting in the dock, guarded in 
the rear by deputy sheriff Hawthorne. 
There was no change in his look or man- 
fief; indifferent and careless in his actions 
and with a constant half Smile Spread over 
his countenance, he sat there without the 
least apparent concern of the doom that 
hang over him.

Judge Barker—The prisoner will stand 
up.

This was accomplished by the deputy 
sheriff, who has become quite accustomed 
to the prisoner, who now at a word from 
that officer, stood tip With his Usual grin.

Judge Bafker—Mr. Woddbridge, you 
will interpret to the prisoner what I am 
about to say.

Prof. Woodbridge took a stand before 
the prisoner, and the latter at once fast­
ened one eager look upon hie old teacher 
and as the sentence of the court was pro­
nounced, the eyes of the prisoner never 
for a moment left the interpreter.

Judge Barker—Edward Wheary, you 
haVe been indicted, tried and found guilty 
of the murder of Bertha Wheary on the 
27th day of September last. Have you 
anything to say why the sentence which 
the law imposes for your crime should 
not be passed Upon ÿtiti 1 

While prof. Woodbfldgè iïstS Ifafislat- 
ing this to the prisoner, the silence in the 
court room was intense. Everybody was 
watching the unfortunate negro for some 
manifestation of feeling or emotion, but 
all were disappointed. Scarcely a muscle 
moved, with the exception of a slight 
movement of the hands as if to reply to 
what was being told him. When the 
professor finished, the prisoner began at 
once to answer and there was a minute 
or two of mute conversation between them 
and then the professor turned to the 
judge and said:

Your honor, the prisoner says he did 
not commit the crime.

Judge Barker—Does he wish to say 
anything else?

Another mute conversation followed, 
and again the prisoner made signs in 
answer td prof. Woodbridge.

Prof. Woodbridge —Your liddor; the 
prisoner says he does ridt krtdW who 
murdered Bertha Wheary.

Judge Barker—Edward Wheary, you 
have been tried and found guilty of the 
murder of Bertha Wheary. You have 
been defended by able counsel. One jury 
has found you sane, and another has 
found you guilty of the crime charged 
against you. It now becomes my painful 
duty to pass the sentence upon you which 
the law imposes, and (rising) that sen­
tence is, that you, Edward Wheary, be 
forthwith taken to the place from where 
you came, and there kept until Friday, 
the twentieth day of April next, when 
you shall be hanged by the neck until 
you are dead, and may God Almighty 
have mercy on your soul.

This was translated to the prisoner as 
his honor spoke the words, but the con­
demned man gave forth no sign, nor did 
he make any movement, and when the 
judge stopped speaking he sat down with 
the same meaningless expression which 
his .ace has worn throughout the entire 
trial. He was immediately removed to 
the jail by the officers of the court.

Wesley VanWart, counsel for the pris­
oner, will at once appeal to the govern­
or general, and it is very likely that the 
sentence will be commuted to that of im­
prisonment for life with hard labor.

ABOUT LA GRIPPE.
Arthur Juke» Johnson, of Toronto, 
Dl»cu»sei the Present Epidemic.

Although a comparatively new disease 
amongst us, la grippe has been known for 
several centuries in other parts of the 
world. Within the last half century sev­
eral extensive outbreaks have occurred, 
the chief amongst these being those of 
1833, 1847-8,1889-90, 1893-4. They have 
all been characterized by the same condi­
tions, so far as the attack goes. The ori­
gin iff hot known, and does not seem in 
any way to be affected by meteorological 
conditions. As the disease appears to 
have begun in, or at least to have come to 
ns from, Russia, it received the name of 
Russian fever, by which it was more gen­
erally known till 1889. In the latter part 
of that year it raged in St. Petersburg, 
from where it spread so rapidly through­
out Germany, France, and Western 
Europe that it reached London before 
Christmas. Thence it took but a very 
short time to cross the Atlantic, and 
reached this continent before New Year’s 
day — like some other epidemics, follow­
ing the course of travel.

EXCESSIVELY INFECTIOUS.

John Reginald Ho6per, charged with 
poisoning his wife, has been acquitted in 
the court at Joliette, Quebec, but is de­
tained in custody to stand trial for at­
tempting to drown her. The case has at­
tracted great interest, and has already 
cost the province of Quebec $10,000.

It is an excessively Infectious disease, 
and is marked by great prostration, often 
more or less irritation of the mucous mem­
branes in the throat and chest, and some­
times of the stomach and bowels. Of it­
self, that iff. ill its uncomplicated form, it 
is not dangefotts,- in young persons its 
tendency being to recovery. But a case 
rarely occurs without otie or more com­
plications, and it is these complications 
that make the attack dangerous. The 
most common, and at the same time the 
most dangerous of these complications, is

PNEUMONIA.

It results generally from the patient tak­
ing cold after he thinks that the attack of 
grippe is at an end. Feeling perhaps that 
it is time that he should be doing some­
thing, and that after all he should be able 
to shake off a simple cold, he attempts to 
return again to hfe office. Within twenty- 
four hours he iff iff bed again with high 
temperature, high pulsé", ptobably pain in 
the chest and a hacking cough. These 
symptoms, unless checked by proper and 
very active medical treatment, rapidly 
develop into an attack of pneumonia, 
which lasts for some weeks at best, and 
probably leaves the patient with a per­
manently impaired lung, a condition that 
is most favorable to the deposite of the 
bacilli of consumption.

AS TO HEART FAILURE.

We constantly hear of heart-failure be 
ing the cause of death after grippe, and, 
as a matter of fact, tliiff does occur in a 
number of cases, particularly IfloM people 
upon the slightest exertion. It is not to be 
supposed, however, that heart-failure is a 
disease that in affÿ Way follows an attack 
of grippe, or that it obtttre, except after 
the middle period of life, in persons in 
whom that organ is healthy. This is not 
the case. It does seem that the nerve in­
fluence sent to the heart is, to a certain 
extent, weakened after grippe, for a time, 
but not pertfftittently. If the heart is 
otherwise healthy, death will not result 
from this condition. Bht if tfrff heartTs* 
fatty, or flabby — what is knOWti as a 
large, thin walled heart — the result of ex­
cesses, or even of plethora, it seems under 
slight exertion to stop. This can be 
easily understood if we remember that the 
heart has cavities in it which constantly 
fill With blood and are emptied again into 
the circulatioti. Automatically this goes 
on without our knowfedgCV If then one 
of these cavities — the walls of Which 
through distention have lost their con­
tractile power — suddenly become dis­
tended with blood at a time when its 
nervous force has been weakened, it may, 
and does, lose altogether the power to 
contract on so large a mass of blood and 
ceases to act altogether.

#HÉ SYMPTOMS.

Of the' Atitiltéf Of symptoms that we 
constantly hear spôkéti Of as indicating 
an attack of this affectioti1,- the most 
marked: Headache, general soreness in 
all the bones, pain in the back and back 
of the Içgs, a general feeling as if the 
muscles had been beaten. At the same 
time there Is a feeling of depression, of 
làssitude snd prostration, that it quite out 
of proportion to the symptoms. The heart’s 
action, too, at this stage, as exhibited in 
the poise, Will be found defective. The 
pulse beat st the wrist is feeble, small 
and occasionally Intermittent. Except for 
these flÿrrfptotes the' attack resembles 
very ctoSeîÿ a common “feverish cold.” 
Where, after a feeling of heat and dry­
ness in the mucOtis membrane of the 
nose for a time an' increase of secretion 
occurs, and the presence of this coryza 
(secretion from the nose) leads to that 
conclusion. This seems to be the un­
fortunate part of this affection. A man 
may be walking about in this condition 
thinking that he has simply a cold when 
he suddenly develops symptoms of. pneu­
monia, and, looking back on his condition 
the past few days, he remembered the 
unusually tired, weary feeling that he 
had, with probably the pain in the calves 
of the legs, and wonders how be could 
have been such a fool as to go on working 
when he should have been in bed, for bed 
is undoubtedly the best place for every­
one with grippe. There they should stay 
at least until their temperature is normal. 
The fever must have completely disap­
peared before they venture out, and it is 
only iff this Waÿ that any security from 
serious complications cad be hoped for. 
The old adage which says : “ If you stuff 
a cold you will have to starve a fever,” 
does not hold good here, for the diet 
should be of the most nourishing character 
throughout.

•WHAT TO TAKE.

In the majority of cases stimulants are 
found to be of advantage, and amongst 
these whiskey, given with milk and the 
white of an egg, seems to be the best. Of 
course, proper medical treatment in a 
great many cases is absolutely indispens­
able, and even in the milder forms should 
always be secured when available, as by 
proper and judicious treatment at the out­
set the attack may be shortened to such 
an extent that time is saved and the 
danger of the development of serious 
symptoms is avoided.

It is a common and mistaken idea to 
think that because a person only lias “ a 
touch of grippe” he should “fight it out 
on his feet.” More than this, it is foolish 
and dangerous and essentially selfish. 
The reports that have been recently made 
to the local government board in Eng­
land prove most conclusively that influ­
enza is disseminated by personal inter­
course between the person affected and 
other persons, and the Germans have 
succeeded in isolating the very minute 
bacillus, which is the actire agent of in 
fection. What, then, is the position of 
the man who, while suffering from this 
disease, insists on going about his usual

avocation, spreading broadcast the germs 
which are ever ready to spring into life 
when they come into contact with the 
proper soil in which to develop? Surely 
he is

A PUBLIC DANGER.

Would this man atteitipt to throw off 
measles or scarlet fever in the same way? 
Our medical health officer would corral 
him if he did this, and yet he is allowed 
to do so with influenza. This may seem 
peculiar, but I imagine, it is the result of 
ignorance on the part of the public, maroy 
persons having an idea that medical men 
are alarmists, and that they know n» 
more about this disease than they did ten 
years ago. This is not so. It is the pub­
lic who have ignored the fact that science 
is progressive, and that many diseases 
which a few years ago were looked upon 
as almost surely fatal are now under the 
control of the educated medical prac- 
tioner.

WORSE THAN CHOLERA.

If a man suffering from in influenza 
would keep his room, it would not only 
be better for himself, as it would favor 
the proper working of remedies and pre­
vent complications, but" it would assist in 
limiting the spread of this disease—a dis­
ease which, although we may consider it 
a trivial matter, is we are told on the best.,, 
possible authority, more to be dreaded 
than cholera, as its ravages have proved 
to be much more deadly.

The following recipe for the cure of in­
fluenza, which if it is a» effective as it is 
simple, should be largely used just now. 
It is well worth a trial.

An English clergyman says he has had 
influenza four times, and on each occas­
ion he has cured himself in forty-eight 
hours. He, therefore, wishes publicity 
to be1 given to the following cure. A fre­
quent use of cinnamon freshly gratedi,. 
half a tea spoonful for a dose in a little- 
warm milk, together with a plentiful sup­
ply of oranges, or marmalade when, 
oranges are unobtainable, and some hours 
after, the head being c,ear and ibe tem­
perature having diminished, a dose of 
quinine, three grains, repeated twice a 
day in orange juice or lime juice (the 
most pleasant way of taking it) until con­
valescence. “ When I notice in my house 
an unmistakable smell of influenza, I 
just chew a bit of cinnamon,” says the 
rector, “and I have no attack, while oth­
ers are attacked.”

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REVIVING N. W. LIBERALISM.

The striking victory won for tariff re­
duction by Hon. Joseph Martin in the 

Z* city of Winnipeg has aroused the entire
Northwest to a more active and intelli 
gent interest in federal politics, and at the 
next general election, it is hoped that 
country will free itself from the shackles 
of tory ism. Mr. Martin himself is doing 
a great deal to arouse public attention to 
the enormities of the present tariff, and 
its grinding exactions on the people of the 
North west. The other nigh the addressed 
a meeting of six hundred farmers at 
Mooeomin. Mr. Martin said he was glad 
to find that the spirit which actuated the 
electors of Winnipeg had permeated 
through the Northwest It had been 
strange to him that the farmers had so 
unif irmly supported the party which 
had been so much opposed to farmers’ 
interests. He quoted Sir Charles Tapper’s 
prediction that in 1890 the Northwest 
would be exporting 640,000,000 bushels of 
wheat, and Sir John Macdonald’s prophecy 
that land sales would have realized $69,- 
000,000, and that the population would lie 
647,775. What were the facts? Less 
than nothing made out of land ; wheat ex­
port extremely disappointing, and the 
population only 221,956, notwithstanding 
the national policy, which was to do 
much for Canada, had been in force flf 
teen years. A million Canadians now 
had permanent residences in the United 
States. Not a single one of the prophecies 
made at the inception of the national 
policy had been fulfilled. By an unfair 
system of specific duties, the poor man 
was robbed, while the rich man got oft 
free. Farmers’ raw materials, sucli as 
binders, waggons, twine, etc., are highly 
taxed. These outrageous duties go into 
Canadian manufacturers’ pockets, and are 
kept up to their present high pitch that 
manufacturers may contribute their quota 
towards keeping the government in 
power. The government, by means of 
the gerrymander, had so firmly en­
trenched themselves in power that they 
could not be ousted except by a mighty 
effort of the people. The only way for 
the west to get its rights was to vote for 
the liberal party He concluded by 
prophesying that Manitoba and the North­
west would, at the next election, send to 
Ottawa a large contingent of liberal mem­
bers.

THE COMING SESSION.

It is now stated that the dominion par­
liament will not meet before March 15th, 
because Mr. Foster cannot properly frame 
his tariff reform measures until he knows 
the fete of the Wilson tariff bill in the 
United states congress.

But if the session is late, it promises to 
be exceedingly lively. The tariff bill will 
of course, be of the first importance, but 
there will be a number of matters brought 
forward that will raise a lively storm, and 
put the ministers on the defensive. The 
French treaty, over which the govern­
ment and Sir Charles Tapper quarrelled 
last session, the Manitoba school question, 
and the alleged penitentiary scandals, 
will bring out vigorous debates, and there 
are several military matters for discussion. 
Lieut-col. Villiers, who was summarily 
removed from the office of deputy adju­
tant-general at Winnipeg, intends to ap­
peal to parliament for vindication. Lieut.- 
col. Van Straubenzie’s case is similar, and 
will also be ventilated, and it is not un­
likely that the extinction of the Freder­
icton military band will .receive some at­
tention.

The liberals have been strengthened 
both in the house and in the counrty 
since the last session, and from their lead­
er down, are in excellent fighting trim, 
while the government forces, though pow 
eaful in numbers, are split up into fact­
ions, each mistrusting the other.

A BAD STATE OF AFFAIRS.

If ex-ald. Lewis, a prominent Ottawa 
conservative, tells the truth, a bad con­
dition of affairs exists in the North West, 
and the country is at a great disadvantage 
in its efforts to obtain and keep settlers. 
This gentleman went to the Red Deer dis­
trict end took up 640 acres a few years 
ago, but has returned disgusted with the 
state of things there. While insisting 
that the land is good and the country the 
very best, and the climate all right, he 
declares that the settlers all over the 
territories are in abject poverty owing to 
the enactions of the railway company ; 
the taking of toll by the storekeepers • 
the oppression of the tariff, and the bad 
immigration policy. He will do his best 
to keep Ontario farmers from going to the 
North West, and losing their savings and 
having to return to eastern Canada and 
start anew, perhaps as farm laborers. The 
storekeepers, liverymen and old hands in 
the territories exact all they can from the 
settler, who is shamefully bled. The im­
migration department, after bringing a 
settler to the North West, leaves him to 
the first comer, and do not even enable 
him to find a location. Mr. Lewis refer­
red to the immigrants brought by the de­
partment from Chicago, and said they 
were thieving Jews, who stole cattle, 
went to the towns to peddle, and were 
generally the worst kind of tramps. The 
immigrants brought in from the United 
States went out as fast as they came in.

IMPERIAL DEFENCE.

A. J. Balfour, leader of the unionist 
party in the imperial house of commons, 
speaking at Manchester on imperial de­
fence, said the subject was of paramount 
importance. Any nation or combination 
of nations, which was able to wrest from 
Great Britain, her supremacy on the seas, 
could bring her to her knees without 
landing a single soldier on English soil. He 
did not believe any government was justi­
fied in expecting a long era of peace, and 
he warned the English people against the 
designs of France and Russia, whose act­
ivity in their dockyards meant a conflict 
with Great Britain sooner or later, singly 
or combined. Mr. Balfour appealed to 
the electors to influence their representa­
tives in parliament by all possible means, 
to assist in quickly and efficiently strength­
ening the country’s defences, and in the 
movement, he pledged the hearty co-oper­
ation of the opposition. These sentiments, 
coming from a gentleman of Mr. Balfour’s 
knowledge and position, have awakened 
great interest throughout England and 
will, no doubt, have an influence on the 
Gladstone government in determining 
the amount and character of the pro­
posed increase in Britain’s naval and mili­
tary power._____

The Quebec government have forbidden 
their employes to make any demand for 
an increase of salary or other favors, and 
warns them that demands of this nature 
will be considered as tatamount to a resig­
nation from office.

THE WHEARY CASE.

Although the evidence submitted by 
the crown against the unfortunate deaf 
mute, Whearv, was entirely circum­
stantial, there is scarcely anybody who 
read the testimony, but believes that the 
verdict of guilty against him was entirely 
just, and that he is of sufficient intelli­
gence to appreciate the circumstances and 
conditions under which he has been 
brought face to face with the severest 
penalty known to the law. There was 
no other course open to the jury but to 
convict the prisoner, and under their 
verdict, it became Judge Barker’s painful 
duty to impose the death sentence. But 
both the attorney general and the judge 
were influenced by the general impression 
and by their own observations, that 
Wheary, suffering as he was from infancy 
with the loss of senses, the exercise of 
which develop both the intellectual and 
moral sides of man, was not entirely re­
sponsible for the terrible crime. They, 
therefore, took a lenient view of his case, 
and the jury falling into the same line of 
reasoning, recommended the prisoner to 
mercy. This also, as well as the general 
verdict, has given satisfaction to the pub­
lic, which while demanding that so foul a 
murder as charged against Wheary shall 
be avenged, will be content with the im­
prisonment of the culprit, rather than 
that he should forfeit his life as a penalty. 
The manner ot the prisoner all through 
the trial was either that of stolid indiffer­
ence to, or supreme amusement at the 
enactment of the terrible drama in which 
he was the central figure. No man with 
full mental equipment would have re­
vived the verdict of guilty and the sen­
tence of death with the degree of com­
placency exhibited by Wheary. And yet 
the prisoner is not entirely devoid of 
mental capacity.

The case was a painful one all through, 
but the decision reached was the only 
reasonable one under the circumstances. 
The remarks of the attorney general, in 
which he stated that the crown would be 
satisfied with the incarceration of the 
prisoner under the direction of the ex- 
cutive authorities, and the subsequent 
agreement of the learned judge with that 
view, no doubt had its influence in <:e- 
termining the jury to accompany their 
verdict with the recommendation to 
mercy.

The manner in which the trial was 
conducted, both on the part of the judge, 
the attorney general, and Mr. Van wart, 
the prisoners counsel, reflected the great­
est credit on all, and fully upheld the 
traditions of the majesty and supremacy of 
the law as administered in this province. 
The procedure was entirely novel, and 
yet the wheels of justice moved as smooth­
ly as if running in an old and well worn 
groove.

It is understood that Mr. Vanwart has 
already taken steps towards securing, if 
possible, the commutation of the death 
sentence against Wheary to life imprison­
ment, and it is, we believe, the universal 
wish that he may succeed. There is no­
body crying out for the blood of the un­
fortunate youth, but for the safety of so­
ciety, his future movements must be 
bounded by prison walls.

THE PRIZE RING.

The attention of half the civilized 
world has been directed towards Jackson­
ville, Florida, during the past week, for 
the reason that two bullies were in 
preparation for pounding each other in 
the prize ring, and when the event came 
off Thursday afternoon, three thousand 
people paid from $10 to $50 per head, to 
witness the fray. Corbett and Mitchell 
for the time attracted more public notice 
than Gladstone or Home Rule, were 
more talked about, even in New Bruns­
wick, than Shatford and his marital 
troubles, and excited greater interest in 
Fredericton than the aldermanic elections. 
Both had great reputations. Mitchell 
had conquered every pugilist of note in 
England, and had fought a “draw ” with 
John L. Sullivan, while Corbett had pun 
ished all in his way, the Boston giant in­
cluded. And then there was bad blood be­
tween the two. Mitchell has a bad 
tongue, and had often boasted of how 
shortly he would do Corbett up. The lat­
ter is more of a gentleman pugilist, if 
there is such a character, and camly 
awaited his opportunity to “put the 
Englishman to sleep.” However, their 
meeting after much negotiation arrived, 
but was of very short duration. It took 
Corbett just nine minutes to get in his 
work 0» the boasting Britisher, and he 
went at his task like a bull taunted by a 
red rag. It is true, Mitchell stood up in 
the first round, but after that he made a 
poor defence, and was nothing in the at­
tack. Corbett won as he liked, but 
gained no credit for the savagery he dis­
played. Mitchell was thoroughly beaten, 
and no doubt entertains a much greater 
respect for the Californian than before 
the battle. The winner carried off a 
purse of $20,000, besides innumerable in­
direct winnings, and is probably in the 
vicinity of $50,000 better off by his suc­
cessful display of muscle.

But prize fighting is a brutal sport, and 
should not be encouraged in countries 
calling themselves Christian. In Canada 
it is not permitted, and in that respect 
our neighbors might well copy us.

It is stated that the Canadian Pacific 
Railway will adopt the trolly system of 
electricity for moving its trains over two 
sections of the Rocky Mountains in which 
the grades are very steep. Work on the 
necessary machinery is now under way, 
and the system will be in operation this 
summer. The power that will move the 
trains over the mountains will be de­
veloped from the waters of the mountain 
streams.

The new income tax bill, introduced in 
the United States congress, provides for 
the levying of two per cent on all indi­
viduals and corporations earning $4,000 
annually and over.

THE INDIGENT INSANE.
A Telegraph Reporter Interviews Attor­

ney General Blair on the Subject,

Reporter — I observe that some of the 
municipal councils have been complaining 
of the operation of the act passed at the 
last session of the legislature with reference 
to the support of the insane by the counties, 
and contend that they have been unduly 
taxed. Is there anything you would like 
to say to the public on the question ?

Attorney General—Yes, I have observed 
that there has been some grumbling on this 
subject, and I am not altogether surprised 
that such should be the case. The charges 
upon the counties, while not undue or ex­
cessive, are heavier than we gave the legis­
lature to understand they would be at the 
time the bill was passed, and they are also 
heavier than we ourselves intended they 
should be. At the last meeting of the 
executive council, a sub-committee was 
appointed to revise the lists which have 
been made up by the asylum officials, and I 
believe that upon examining these lists 
there will be found to be some opportunity 
of making considerable reduction in the 
charges. The law contemplates that the 
lists should be so made up as to show the 
individual cases chargeable to the different 
parishes in the county, and it was also in­
tended by the act that after the officials of 
the asylums should have prepared the lists 
they should be submitted to the com­
missioners for examination, and possibly 
revision. The latter feature of the act does 
not seem to have occurred to those who

were getting the lists up, and they were 
consequently sent out before they had 
passed under the eye of any member of the 
board. Any defects there may appear to be 
in the lists will very soon be repaired, and I 
have no doubt the result will be that the 
charges upon many, if not all the counties, 
will be much reduced below what they now 
appear.

Reporter—What do you think will be the 
effect of having the lists which have now 
been sent revised or altered in any way 
upon the operations of the current year 7

Mr. Blair—I have not fully considered 
the question. I imagine the matter can be 
made satisfactory as respects those counties 
in which an assessment for the purpose has 
been ordered If there is a disposition on 
the part of the county councils to meet the 
government fairly on the question, there 
will be every disposition on the part of the 
government to meet them in a like spirit-. 
One thing is clear, and must be recognized 
at the outset, and that is that the counties 
have enjoyed a greater immunity from 
maintaining the indigent insane in the 
past, than they can reasonably hope to 
enjoy in the future. As a matter of fact 
the provincial government has been im­
posed upon from many quarters. A num­
ber of the harmless insane, who ought to 
have been supported in the almshouses of 
the counties to which they belong, have 
been sent to the provincial lunatic asylum, 
and the charge of their maintainance im­
posed upon the provincial exchequer. How 
many of these there are I am not at the 
moment aware, but I should think between 
100 and 200, perhaps all of 200. In justice 
to those counties, who support their in­
digent imbeciles, this thing ought not to be 
permitted, and in justice to the provincial 
exchequer can no longer be permitted.

Reporter—There seems to be considerable 
objection in some counties to paying this 
charge ?

Mr. Blair—That is true. The county coun­
cillors object, or some of them, and I think 
perhaps object more strongly than the 
people themselves. The people, as a general 
rule, are reasonable and will, with a very 
little explanation, understand that the 
charge of a dollar and a quarter for main 
taining a pauper lunatic is but a portion of 
the actual cost to the province, and such 
people will not demur, but there are many 
county councillors, and there are members in 
the legislature who would hope to work up 
a little political capital for themselves by 
making a great ado about a matter of this 
kind, and these are the people, who, I think, 
are in a considerable measure responsible 
for what opposition has been made to this 
action of the government. This province 
is the only one, so far as I know, in which 
the whole cost of the insane, both dangerous 
and harmless, has been carried by the prov­
incial government. In Nova Scotia, the 
whole cost ot the insane, with the exception 
of the salaries of the official staff and some 
few other charges, is born by the munici­
palities. If my memory serves me, the 
province of Nova Scotia apportions the 
actual cost of the maintainance of their 
provincial lunatic asylum among the coun­
ties. I think, after the sub-committee of 
the executive council have looked the sub­
ject over and revised the lists which have 
been sent in, that there will be very little 
complaint made except by those who think 
they have a political interest to serve by 
keeping alive these complaints.

CORBETT THE WINNER.

He Knocks Mltehell Out In the Third 
Bound.

The great fight between Corbett of Cali­
fornia, and Mitchell of England, for a purse 
of $20,000, took place at Jacksonville, Flori­
da, Thursday afternoon, in the presence of 
3000 people and resulted in victory for the 
American, who knocked his antagonist out 
in the third round. The contest only lasted 
nine minutes, and its details are as follows :

Round first — Corbett sprang from his 
corner as if suddenly released from restraint 
while Mitchell, in a more leisurely manner 
walked to the centre to meet him. T^ey 
began fiddling, with Corbett advancing and 
Mitchell giving ground. Both men were 
cautiously feeling their way. All disposition 
to get away was displayed by Corbeit. 
With easy light acting without so much as 
a feint, Corbett worked his opponent to the 
ropes and along each side of the square, 
Mitchell cleverly escaping from each corner 
after a complete tour of the stage. Mitchell 
feinted with his left then led with it for 
Corbett’s ribs. Corbett was elsewhere in a 
flash. Corbett led and his left landed a 
glancing blow at Mitchell’s jaw. The Eng­
lishman clinched. After a break Mitchell 
landed on Corbett’s wind and got Jim’s 
left on the nose in return. Mitchell led 
twice in quick succession, but failed each 
time to reach the Californian. On the third 
attempt he landed lightly on Corbett’s wind 
and took in pay a bang on the nose which 
reddened that organ. Charles next led and 
reached Jim’s jaw, only lightly. Again the 
Englishmen took a hard one flush in the 
face that jolted his head back. Time.

Corbett bad done enough to make Mitchell 
take a more serions view of the situation.

Round second—Corbett was in the middle 
of the ring when the gong sounded. Work 
was resumed by Mitchell landing with his 
left and catching Jim squarely on the 
mouth. Then for the only time he tried 
forcing the fight, but his blows fell short, 
and a little aggressive work seemed to dis 
courage him. Corbett resumed the offensive 
and soon had Mitchell in the corner where 
he landed his left heavily on his month. 
There was s brisk rally in which Mitchell 
received Sume stiff punches in the neck. He 
cleverly dodged a right swing. Toward the 
close of the round, Corbett worked Charlie 
to the ropes, where after a mix up he landed 
a straight left on Charlie’s left temple and 
dropped him.

Corbett utterly lost his head, and if it had 
not been for referee Kelly’s heavy restrain­
ing hand, he would then and there have 
lost the fight on a foul. He was frantic to 
get at bis man and finish him. The gong 
sounded.

Round three — During the minute’s rest 
the referee very seriously warned Corbett 
about fouling. His seconds implored him 
to keep bis head. When the gong sounded 
Mitchell came up slowly and Corbett sprang 
at him. There was only one fighter in the 
ring and that was Corbett. He rushed 
Charlie into the corner, where, after punch­
ing him in the nose with his left and draw­
ing blood, he swung on the jaw and knocked 
him down. Again he lost his head and 
Kelly alone could keep him away from 
Mitchell who was half dazed waiting his 
ten seconds. The attendants from Corbett’s 
corner jumped into the ring and pushed 
Corbett away from his victim. The man 
was mad. The instant Mitchell was up, 
Corbett plunged at him smashing him on 
the mouth. Mitchell fell heavily, blood 
gushed from his mouth and nose. Cor­
bett's seconds broke into the ring and 
wound their arms around him.

Every word the referee said ; the counting 
of time, referee keepers, the appeal of Cor­
bett's seconds, and the angry protests of 
Mitchell’s were lost in the din of wild 
cheers as beaten and bleeding Mitchell 
turned slowly on the floor and at last stag­
gered to his feet. Instinct, prompted him 
to put up his hands. Corbett rushed at 
him swinging his right and smashed a ter­
rific blow square on Mitchell’s jaw. The 
Englishman fell heavily on his side xmd 
rolled over on bis face senseless and 
knocked out.

Corbett did not look at him again. Even 
before the formality of counting out the de­
feated man was gone through with, Corbett 
was being hugged by delirious friends and 
attendants. The spectators were nearly 
crazed with excitement. Many of Mitchell’s 
friends claimed Corbett fouled Mitchell 
twice by striking him when down, but they 
admitted this cut no figure in the contest. 
Mitchell was no match for Corbett, which 
was clearly demonstrated after the first 
round. After Corbett began fighting, he 
abandoned nearly every idea of defense, and 
fought his man savagely and with a mani­
fest determination to finish him quickly. 
He left the ring without a mark.

BOTH MEN INTERVIEWED.

When the press reporter saw Corbett after 
the fight, he looked just as be did before 
he entered the ring. He said : “I 
really did expect the fight to last six or 
seven rounds, and went into the contest 
Willing it should. I guess the fighting in­
stinct got the buter of me. for I could no 
hold back my right. Mitchell is a garnet

man. No coward would have come back 
for his punishment as he did.”

Mitchell was seen at the Everett house. 
He said: "I met a man my superior in 
weight and height and I now freely acknow­
ledge he is my superior in science. He 
stopped me in three rounds. Does not that 
tell the story 7 ” »

Soon after the return of Mitchell and 
Corbett to their hôtels, both were arrested 
on warrants charging them with having 
committed the offence of fighting by agree­
ment. The men were both taken to the 
court house, where there bail was fixed at 
$7,500 each. Bonds for their appearance 
were furnished. It is thought in view of 
the recent precedent the charge will be dis­
missed. The two men met in the court 
room, Mitchell sending his friend to Cor­
bett. to ask him if he would not shake 
hands. Corbett graciously complied with 
the request and the two pugilists exchanged 
stereotyped compliments about each being 
the best man the other ever met.

Albert Stroebll is to be hanged for 
murder at Victoria, B. C., next Tuesday.

The treasurer of Dr. Talmage’s Brook­
lyn tabernacle, is $21,000 short in his 
accounts.

The stockholders of the world’s fair, 
will realise about ten cents on the dol­
lar of their investment.

Andrew Somerville, of Huntingdon 
Quebec, who failed this week, owes the 
bank of B. N. A. $22,000.

W. E. Raymond and Harry Doherty, 
have bought the fittings of the Royal 
hotel, St. John, and will run the house.

The service of the North-West mount­
ed police has been withdrawn from Man­
itoba, and will be extended further into 
the Athabasca district.

J. & A. McMillan of St. John, the old 
est printing and publishing firm in the 
maritime provinces, have made an assign­
ment, with liabilities of $70,000.

A. E. Gallon, judge of probates and sec­
retary of the Westmorland municipality, 
died at Dorchester Saturday. There are 
a great many applicants for the vacant 
positions.

The New Brunswick government and 
the city of Calais, have agreed to purchase 
the toll bridge between St. Stephen and 
Calais at $6,000, and the bridge will be 
declared free.

M. H. Smith, president of the bank of 
Stirling, Colorado, has been sentenced to 
three years in the penitentiary for re­
ceiving money on deposit after the bank 
had become insolvent.

Robert Moore, a Kingston, Ont. drug­
gist, went to bed intoxicated in Buffitlo, 
Saturday night and was dead beside his 
wife when she awoke in the morning. 
The coroner thinks alcoholism killed him.

Two New Bruns wickers, C. L. Brown of 
Southampton, York county, and Mr. 
Queen, formerly of Queens county, have 
been elected aldermen of Vancouver, B. C. 
Mayor Anderson of the same city, is a 
P. E. Islander.

James E. Connoly, the ex-parish priest 
of Two Harbors, Minn., convicted of com­
mitting a criminal assault on one of his 
congregation, Julia Sutherland, has been 
sentenced to twenty years and three 
months in state prison.

John McAnulty, a St. John man, sen­
tenced to be hanged at San Francisco, 
yesterday, was reprimanded Thursday by 
the governor, and bad his sentence 
changed to life imprisonment. Me An­
ility's parents live on the Straight shore, 
St. John.

Bernard McClay, a hermit at Poneoye 
Falls, N. Y., became despondent over the 
loss of his pocket book containing one hnn 
dred dollars, and jumped into a cistern 
drowning himself. Over a thousand dol­
lars were found behind the paper on the 
walls of his bedroom and in the chinks 
between the bricks in the fireplace.

The large potato house, owned by E. 
Merrit & Sons, at Houlton, was destroyed 
by fire Thursday night. It contained 
about seven thousand bushels of potatoes, 
owned by Moses Benn & Sons and W. R. 
Whitney, and their loss amounts to be­
tween $7,000 and $8,000, partly covered by 
insurance. Merrit’s loss is about $2,500, 
with $1,000 insurance.

The trial ot the Gogains, connected 
with the Cocagne shooting case, was con­
cluded at Richibncto, Wednesday even­
ing. Thp jury acquitted Theodore Gogain 
and his youngest son Damien, and found 
Sylvan, the son who flre.l the shot, guilty 
on the fifth count, with shooting to do 
bodily harm. Judge Wells sentenced 
him for two years in the Dorchester peni­
tentiary.

John R. Hooper, although acquitted at 
Joliette, Quebec, Saturday, on the charge 
of poisoning hie wife, is not yet a free 
man. He is still in gaol, and over his 
head hangs a charge of having attempted 
to murder his wife by throwing her into 
the river at Louiseville a few days prev­
ious to her sudden death on the railway 
train. That, as alleged, took place in the 
district of Three Rivers, and so the second 
trial will be held there.

The bank of Nova Scotia made profits 
during the past year amounting to eight­
een per cent., on its paid up capital of 
$1,500,000. Eight per cent., or $120,000 
was divided, and $150,000, or ten per 
cent, added to the rest, which was thus 
increased from $1,050,000 to $1,200,000. 
The profits for the year represent eleven 
per cent, on the working capital of the 
bank, as made up of paid up capital and 
rest at the beginning of the year.

The famous Shatford case has been 
suspended for the present. J. D. Shat­
ford, who, in order to get control of his 
children, that he might take them to 
Chicago, had to prove his wife guilty of 
improper conduct, went west Sunday 
with his three children, their nurse and 
his sister. Before leaving, he made two 
young men, who tried to run off with his 
five-year-old boy and conceal him on the 
mother’s behalf, pay seventy-five dollars, 
the expense of finding and recovering 
the lad. He also issued suit against Rob­
ert Campbell, accountant of the bank of 
Montreal, claiming several thousand dol­
lars for alienation of his wife’s affections. 
Campbell has been transferred to the 
Toronto branch of the bank.

Edward H. Torrev, one of the best 
known merchants of Haverhill, Mass., is 
insane. Three weeks ago, Torrey, with 
his beautiful wife, was one of the social 
leaders of the city and occupied a beatiful 
home. One morning, bis wife went to 
her husband’s store and said she was go­
ing away. Torrey thought she was only 
going to make a visit to a friend. When 
he reached his home, he found a note 
from his wife saying she would never re­
turn. Three days later, he was found 
half starved, half frozen, his clothes torn 
to tatters, lying in Newton woods, eight­
een miles from the city. Torrey was 
brought to his home a madman, but part­
ially recovering his reason, he was set at 
liberty and at once left the house, rushed 
to the Merrimac river and plunged in. 
He was rescued and hie wife notified, but 
she refuses to come back to him.

Runaway. — Mrs. James Gibson’s horse, 
taking fright from a passing team, ran away 
Monday afternoon, and bringing up against 
the People's bank steps, threw Mrs. Gibson, 
her daughter, little son, her sister, Mrs. Gil­
bert and the hired man out on the side­
walk, severely injuring all but the little 
girl and the man. Mrs. Gibson was the 
worst shaken up, suffering many bruises, 
but there were no bones broken in the 
party, and all are doing well. It was a very 
narrow escape from fatal results.

Burned Out.— Fredericton people have 
an interest in a disastrous fire which occur­
red at Pardu University, Lay layette, Indi­
ana, Tuesday night, when the new engin­
eering laboratory of that institution which 
cost $100,000, and its apparatus worth $80,- 
000, were entirely destroyed. Prof. Hatt, 
son of George Hatt of this city, is the pro­
fessor of engineering at Pardu, and it was 
his department that was wiped out by the 
fire. The despatches say that the disaster 
will seriously interfere with the school 
work, and be a severe, though temporary 
blot* |p the university, as the new facilities 
were greatly needed.

The scrap between John Duncan, a waiter 
at the Barker House, and a colored youth 
named Ernest Irvine, yard man at the 
same establishment, scarcely deserved the 
scare head lines of “Attempted Murder” 
adopted by a St. John paper, but it might 
have ended seriously had Duncan not with­
drawn from the scene without accepting 
his assailant’s challenge to battle. The 
trouble occurred Thursday afternoon, and 
Irvine was arrested and brought before 
Judge Marsh yesterday., charged with as­
sault. He elected to be tried summarily 
and pleaded not guilty. The story of the 
assault is thus told in Duncan’s evidence 
to the court.

I am a waiter at the Barker House and 
know the prisoner who works at Barker 
House as yard man. On Thursday lie and 
I had an altercation. I went to get a set of 
harness out of the laundry which was under 
prisoner’s charge. I acted under instruc­
tions from Mr. Coleman. I told prisoner I 
was going to take the black mare. Prisoner 
objected to my taking the harness and 
went to see Mr. Coleman about it. Mean­
while I got a sleigh and backed it into the 
yard. Prisoner took harness from barn and 
replaced it in the laundry, saying Mr. Cole­
man said that I was not to take the bay 
mare. I said I wanted the black mare I 
went to get buffalo robe from laundry, and 
found Irvine hanging up the harness. Had 
dispute with prisoner and told him I was 
going to obey orders and that he knew 
nothing. As I went out Irvine caught up a 
hatchet and told me not to call him a •• nig­
ger.’ I bad not done so. He followed me to the 
barn, and came into the stall where I was 

"harnessing the horse, saying “ I’ll cut your
G-----d----- head open if you call me a
nigger again.” I told him I didn’t call him 
a nigger. He wanted to fight, but I refused 
while he had the axe. He called me a 
coward, and used vile and abusive language. 
He said he would leave a mark on me that 
I would carry the rest of my life. He then 
hit me with the hatchet. I had horse on 
barn floor. He grabbed a rein to take the 
horse away and I caught the other rein. 
He still had hatchet in his hand. He said 
he would cut my hand off if I did not let 
go the rein. He then struck me three times 
on the hand with the blade of the hatchet. 
He cut and bruised my hand. He threw 
off his coat and threatened to kill me. He 
stood at barn door to prevent me from 
going out, saying I should not get out alive. 
The hatchet was still in his hand. I saw 
the blood on my hand, and then told him 
to take the horse. He said he would kill 
me yet. I went into the house and left 
him. He threatened me several times after 
that. Joseph Doherty was present during 
part of the time of this trouble. This oc­
curred about 3 p. m.

Joseph Doherty corroborated the latter 
part of Duncan’s testimony.

Ernest Irvine, the prisoner, sworn, cor­
roborated, in part, Duncan’s evidence. Then 
he said : Duncan called me a “ nigger.” I 
I told him I was a colored fellow and would 
like him to call me so. He threatened to 
knock my brains out with a poker. I had 
a hatched in my hand. I said that the 
next time he called me a nigger I would hit 
him. He denied calling me a nigger. I 
went into the bam and caught hold of the 
horse. He had a hold of the horse also, and 
I tried to hit him with the hatchet, but 
didn’t hit him. He called me names. We 
had been good friends before, but I told 
him we would have to fall out. I was mad, 
but do not think I hit him with the hatchet. 

Adjourned.
The case was finished this morning, Col. 

Marsh’s sentence being $12.40 fine and costs, 
or 40 days’ jail. Irvine paid up and was 
discharged.

Some use a 
jointed sweep, others the long rocking 
sweep. The first or jointed enables the saw 
to run level in the cut, and is favored by 
some, but our opinion is the rocking sweep 
cuts the most wood in a day. It will cut a 
year’s wood in a day.

Last Friday morning it rained some and 
this increased the weight of snow on build­
ings so much that some could not stand 
the pressure. Harry Hagerman, of Bear 
Island, had just finished feeding his cattle 
in a large barn when a cracking and rend­
ing of timbers alarmed him, and in a very 
few seconds he saw a fine seventy foot barn 
wrecked. One side of the roof went over 
the plate and fell to the ground, the other 
half fell inside the posts, nearly filling the 
width of the barn with broken timbers on 
which was a great depth of ice and snow, 
burying farm machinery, some carriages, 
twenty tons of hay and twenty-five head of 
cattle. The bam was a mound barn with 
driveway In the end on the lower girts off 
of elevated ground, and the cattle were 
stabled under the barn floor. This saved 
their lives ; but hay and cattle had to find 
fresh quarters. Neighbors lent a friendly 
hand and helped remove the hay which, 
this year; is too scarce an article to be reck­
lessly wiBted.
