twoen 1871 and 1880, inclusive, was 64,
733, In 1881, 1882, and 1883 the num-
ber of persons who entered the North-
West was 149,560.  These brought in
money and effects to the value of 815,
000,000 as against $6,000,000 brought in
up to I880. In 1851 in one week in
September the lotters and post cards car-
ried were 42,890, 1n one week in 1883
the number was 89,817. These, and
figures given as well from other depart-
ments, show what benefit the Canadian
Pacitic Railway has been to Canada.
Complete the line, said Sir Charles Tup-
per, over the Lake Superior region, and
you insure the transport of immigrants
at a rate of 810 to 812 per head from
Quebec to Winnipeg without allowing
the immigrants to go through American
Territory.
