Mr. Dawson, who was received with much
spplause, remarked in opening that he
should take his ususl course by speaking
out plainly and what was true. ‘Thnl they
would all agree with him was as improbable
as it was_undesirable, for to suppose this
would be to infer that ell progress was
over, and that he could neither serve them
not they him. They would therefora give
him the asual ;ﬂvi!oge of speaking what he
thought. 1f they agreed with him, good ;
if not, good again. ‘I'he time most plessant
in this world was that' when the energies
and the blood were young, and hope was
constart. It was a different thing when
one got old'; and it was possible when he

ot to be as old a fogio as some of them
there, that he would long - for something of

a quiet ‘life, sigh for those arcadian times

when shepherds piped and lambs played, and

leave politics alone under the pradential be-
lief thas no good could be got from them.—

To that time of life, however, he had not

The ground
they weunt on was that man did not like to
be governed, whereas all past .experience
went to prove that they only objected to
bad government. It was a characteristic
of the present day that men were becoming
more quick at finding out imposture, trick-
ery, and deceit ; and distory bad just shown
another great example in a man who for
many years was esteemed wise, being first
found out and then put out. l.et them
look to the state of France at the first Re-
volution. Two great promises were made;
one was that men would reily govern the
people, and the other that the church would
really guide them.  Now, it was an old
agricultural notion, that the lower the sheep
were kept the better their wdbl, and the
lower the diet the better their condition,—
The same principle guided the church and
Government of France. 'I'he people bore it
long ; but at length they relieved themselves
at a spring ; just as an elastic body, if pres-
sed down too hard, would bound up with a
violence equal to the pressure placed oa it ;
but if it gave the operator.a kasock on the
head, be was to blame more than the elastic
substance. The peop'e did not want to get
rid of all Government ; they wanted to get
a guod one ; and it was for this that all the
nations were struggling and making noises.
The lest generationdid not understand this,
and many did not understand it now. Some
believed that if they bad a reduction of tax-
ation, and ballot boxes in the streets, or if
they were dressed in this particular uaiform
or that, the nation would be all right. He
did not say that it would not be better, but
he did not think that all would be well.—
The nation might. get into what was ex-
pressively called easy circumstances; but
too large a shoe would give a corn as scon
as one too small, They all knew the story
of the soap-boiler, who became what they
called independent. e was also in easy
circumstances ; but all was not right; he
was not brought up to them ; so he asked
to get back to the old shop on melting days.
The man enlarged his boundaries; but he
had not widened himself. It was putting a
dirty man into a clean shirt, under the idea
that it would make him clean, whereas it
would bave quite a contrary effect. ~ Now
all this showed that the reform of a nation
could not be effected by a pennyworth of
whitewash. Tbe reforus must begin in the
nation itgelf ; for it was truo that a truly
noble nation would never have an ignoble
government. Trickery, imposture, and a
lie, would not reign. He did not oppose
the mending of men’s circumstances ; but
to do so they must first widen themselves.
He found room for two things—the better-
ing of man, and’ the bettering of bis circum-
stances. He began with the map, and was
sure that when be was mended, his circum-
stances would better themsclves. Hence
it was that the reform of a people lay with
itself, Eddacation must do it. By educa-
tion he meant not inetruction, but the
bringing out the rudiments of mankind, and
teaching their proper use. Instruction was
merely a supply of tools for mental use—
excellent to dig with after education, but
not the thing itsell. _England he thought
the best educated nation in-the world ; it
was not the best instructed. This ‘arose
from their thorough freedom ; their un-
licensed liberty to grumble, to'make a noise,
and talk. No nation was safe that bad not
a right to grumble. Why they first grumbl-
ed at a tax, and then paid it. It was true
that silly men and boys would shout out
cries in the street of which they knew .not
the meaning, and then mourn in bitterness
their broken heads, and that they had left
their purees a day too soon. ‘The French did
it another way. There the safety-valve of
grumbling and talking was tied down;
twenty men might not meet to pray to
God ; 8o the boiler burst, ‘They bad noth-
ing for it but Lo go out to the streets and
fight. Now this increased knowledge of
freedom was a great characteristic of the
age. They did get better as to persecution
for opinion, In former days men were
brought out openly, and manfully roast-
ed by sound of trumpet. Now it was
all eneaking and cowardly. Ae a point
of art he preferred the filteenth century ;
ae a matter of practico he liked the nine-
teenth best. The persecution of the pres-
ent day did not wield the sword ; they only
used the tar brush ; and hinted dirty doubts
of men’s characters. The thing had altered,
but the spirit was tho sawe ; the insect
stung, and the lion devoured—both of them
did fo'the best of their ability—the ability
only differed in degree. He would pass on
to notice another improved thing~the de-
crease of party epirit, He would not deny
that in former . times party epirit had done
some good, but it was not fitted for the
present age. A party man believed he
had a monopoly of commop sense and all
the honesty, and that no truth could. be
found out of his set. . He believed in aoth-
ing of this. All parties lived by having
some truth ; it was the vital rrincmlo that
kept them going, however small a portion of
it they bad ; just as 8 man without his arms
or legd might live, althought dilapidated.—
The first step towards being a persecutor
was Lo be a patisan ; and in po way more
low, mean, paltry, and contemptible, was
it exhibited, that in what was called
¢ exclusive dealing,” They did not buy
their candles or groceries at a man's shop,
because he dido't go to the same conventi-
cle, or voted a particular way at last elec-
tion. It was a low, beggarly trick, to
starvo a man out of the world for. giving
honest expression to his opinion, . These
miserablo persecutors should be marked,—

Howgven little we may admire the in-
stituations of our republican neighbors, we
certainly must give them credit for great
enterprise, and wonderful perseverance, in
developing the resources of their country.
Among the latest instances of the power
of art over nature, we perceive in the
western papers an announcement of the
completion of a canal to unite Lake Mich-
igan with the Mississippi, & project which
half a century ago would have been looked
uponas totally inpracticable. QOur neigh
bors, therefore, are scarcely behiud us in
uniting their great lakes with the ocean ;
although the labor required to accownplish
the grand object must have been twenty-fold
that performed by us. We question, how-
ever, whether the expenditure maintained
the same ratio. The Yankees can un-
questionably excute work cheaper, and
more expenditiously, than any peocple under
the sun ; and at the same time they appear
more reckless of life, and destroy more
people, through explosions on- the water,
und carelesness on the land, than are peri-
odically sacrificed under tho wheels of
Juggernut.—This is probably considered a
matter of little consequence, and scarcely
deserving of notice as an offset to the rapid
progress made, and the spirit. of impiove-
went which every where prevails in the
model republic.

observes the outward ceremonies of religion, you
may denounce him as a bad man, you mey call
his conduct wicked, but you dare not call him-
self an infidel. Men may congregate together
for the most selfish and unworthy purposes, they
may institute clubs and societies for the attain-
ment of ends altogether hostile to the spirit and
genius of religion, but if they say they are reli-
gious, and give a pecuniary support to religions
institutions you are not allowed to call them In-
fidels. Even nation may rise against nation, may
rob, ravish, plander, burn, murder thousands,
yea, millions of innocent human beings. They
may drench the earth with the blood of virtue ;
rend the air with the flames of dewolation, the
shrieks of the bereaved, and the agonised groans
of the dying ; and may even send myriads of un-
prepared immortal souls to their eternal doom !
but this is not infidelity ! These are Christian
nations. They profess religion—they pay for

certaining the truth of such an sllegati is
simply to ask Who pat Mr. Ferres into office ?
If he was put in by a Government, then conse-
quently another Government have equal power
to put him out ; s there is no such thing as suc-
ceesfully defending the principle of any party of
raen legislating for their successors, or making
laws which a future party have no power to re-
peal. Buch a principle, if adopted and persever-
ed in, would soon put an end to all legislation,
and 8 generation might soon come forth that
would have nothing to do but warm their fingers
ut the sun, and talk of the wonderful wisdom of
their forefathers. What a ludicrious ides.—
E-ery geaeration and every Government comes
into existence with the full power of making
their own laws, and with the steady determina-
tion of exercising that power.

MR. CAYLEY'S CUSTOMS ACT.
This Actis, as far as my memory serves me,
the first measure in which it has been attempted
by any colony to place the trade of the Mother
Country on & worse footing than that of ether
portions of the Empire.
