WHO MAY VOTB.

Persona not otherwise disqualified, sub­
jects of Her Mujesry by birth or natural;-, 
zation, if duly registered, or entered on 
the last revised and certified list of voters.

QUALIFICAJION.
Every male person being actually anil 

bona tide the owner, toiant, or’occupant 
of real property of the value hereinafter 
mentioned, and being entered untie then 
last revised assessment roll for any city, 
town, village or township; of the actual 
value in cities of $400, in towns of $300, in 
incorporated villages of 1200, and in town­
ships of $200. When any real property 
is owned or occupied by two or more per­
sona,and is rated for a sufficiently amount, 
if equally divided between them, to give a 
qualification to each, thA each of them , 

All bo deemed rated within this 
Act No person shall be admitted to vote 
unless his name appears in the last list of 
voters made, certified, and delivered- to 
the Clerk of the Peace at least one month 
before the date of the writ to hold such 
election. The following aye disqualified 
from acting aa deputy returning officers or 
poll clerks :—Physicians, surgeons, mil­
lers, postmasters, persons over sixty years 
of age, and persons who have previously 
served as returning officers.

Every general election shall take place 

and be held on one and the some day, and 
the polling at all such elections shall also 
take place of the same day. The nomina­
tion shall be held in some public place 
most central and convenient, between II 
and 2 o'clock. In cities and towns pro­
clamations are to be posted up;'in Coun­
ties and ridings the proclamations are to 
be posted up at the town ball, or the place 
of the meetings of the municipal councils, 
and at every post office and ai the polling

NOMINATION DAY.
Nominations to be made on the hustings 

in the open air, and a proclamation as pre­
scribed by the Act read. No show of 
hands shall be taken on the nomination 
day, but if at the nomination more than 
one candidate is proposed, and a poll is 
demanded, the returning officer shall grant 
it. Any elector or candidate may demand 
a poll, and in case there is only one candi­
date, the returning officer shall, at tlm ex­
piration of one hour from the nomination, 
close the election, and proclaim the per­
son so chosen to be duly elected.

POLLING PLACES.
Each municipal district shall be divided 

into polling subdivisions by by law. In 
case of failure, the returning officer shall 
Dame the different polling places. No 
person shall vote at more than one polling 
place within the same municipality Under 
a penalty of $200. In cities, towns and 
villages, the polling places shall be at least 
200 t ards distant from each other, and in 
other h>cal municipalities at least one mile 
distant from each other; taverns are ineli­
gible fvr polling places.

PROCEEDINGS.
On the day of polling the voting shall 

commence at 9 /clock in the forenoon and 
close at 6 in the afternoon of the same 
<!»}•

DBpvrnritefURNtNG OFFICERS.
The returning officer shall appoint his 

deputies, who shall before acting be sworn 
as to their duties. Persons so sworn, who 
shall neglect their duties, shall incur a 
penalty of 8100. The returng officer is to 
see that the deputieeare ni pussessiottef cer­
tified copies of voters lists, and shall de­
liver to the deputies the necessary poll

DUTRIKS OF POLL-CI.BRKS.
A poll clerk who accepts the office and 

then refuses to act shall incur a penalty of 
840. Poll clerks to be under the order of 
the deputy returning officer (After de­
scribing the manner of taking the votes, the 
Act proceeds)— When a vote is objected 
to, the words “objected to” shall bo writ­
ten opposite the name of the person voting. 
A voter may be sworn vu demand cf a can­
didate or agent.

NO TREATING.
No candidate shall, with intent tt* pro­

mote the election, nor shall any other per­
son, with the intent to promote the elec­
tion of any candidate, either provide, or 
furnish entertainment at the expense of 
such candidate or other pysun to any meet­
ing of electors assembled for the purpose 
of promoting such election, either previ­
ous to, or during the election.

FLAGS, BANNERS, ETC.
No candidate, or any other person shall 

supply or furnish any ensign, standard, or 
other flag, with the intent that the same 
shall be used in such electoral division on 
the day of election, or either in eight days 
bdfore the election, as % party Hag to dis­
tinguish the bearer thereof and those that 
might follow the same, us the superiors 
of such candidate. Neither shall any can­
didate^ any other person furnish nr sup­
ply any ribbon, label or the like favor to 
ar.y person wltomsover to be worn or used 
within eight days before the day of the 
election, or on the election day. Penalty 
for disobedtance 8100.

TAVERNS AND HOTELS.
Shall be closed during the day appoint­

ed for polling, and no spirituous or fer­
mented liquors shall be sold or given to 
any person on the election day under a 
penalty of 8100.

CORRUPT PRACTICES AT ELECT! )SS.
Versons shall bo deemed guilty of brib­

ery who slntll directly or indirectly give or 
lend, or agree to give or lend, or promise 
any money or valuable consideration to 
any voter, or to any person, to induce any 
voter to Vote or refrain front voting, or 
shall corruptly do such act. as aforesaid ; 
or if any promise of any place, office or 
employment is given or if any gift or loan

thereof at any election ; or the payment 
by any candidate, or by and person on his 
behalf of the travelling and other expen­
ses of any voter in going to or returning 
from any election, shall be illegal acts,and 
the person so offending shall thereby in­
cur a penalty of $100 for each offence.

On tho 1 tth February last, a Govern­
ment Bill was passed, giving powers to 
establish additional Registry Offices, at the 
pleasure of the ministry. Mr Blake in 
traduced an amendment to.the effect ‘that 
the additional registry offices should not 
be created without a desire being express­
ed therefor by the parties interested.1 
There was as usual the most 
strenuous opposition to this just at­
tempt to prevent the government from 
making openings in which they might stow 
away their needs friends. Isaac Carling 
of course voted in support of Sand field's 
will and pleasure as ‘Brother Johu’ot 
ed him ; but W. T Hays was nowhere to 
be heard or seen.

T. Hays, Sandfiehl'^erv oliedientsurvitdr, 
would be the tint incumbent of tho un­
necessary office. Wo Should like to see 
the electors, both north and south, do 
their best to block this little game. We 
are not ready yet to have two counties, 
with all the attendant paraphernalia, and 
tiro registry offices awl one Sheriff s office 
would bo productive of endless annoyance, 
uncertainty and expense. Besides, if any 
change is made, what tho people want is 
a reduction of fees and not a duplication 
of offices to provide another warm nest for 
a government lackey.
