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HOW TO CARVE FOWLE

Beasonable Suggestions Concerning the Dis-

Jointing of Chickens, Turkeys, Ete.
_ The season is at hand when amateurs
in the matter of disjointing turkeys,
geese, ducks and chickens are beginning
to wish they knew just how to do it in a
satisfactory manner. With a view to
assisting theignorant, here are reproduced
some directions given in Peuitry Yard
recently:

The lags of a boiled fowi always bend
inward and tuck into the belly, but be-
fore it is put upen the table the skewcr
by which they are secured ought to be
removed. The fowl should be laid on
the carver's plate, and the joints, as they
are cut off, placed on the t{i,\h‘ In tak-
ing off the wing the joint only must be
divided with the knife, for by lifting up
the pinion of the wing with the fork,
and then drawing it toward the legs the
muscles will separate in a much better
form than vou can effect by cutting with
a kanife. Noxt place the knife between
the leg and luu\_\' and cut to the bone;
turn the log back with the fork, and the
joint will give way, it the fowl is young
and well done, The merry thouzht is
taken out when the lezs cnd wings are!
all removed; the neck bones are taken
off by putting in the knife and pressing
it under the lonz, broad part of the bone;
then litt the neck bone up and break ic
off from the part that sticks to the
breast. The breast itsclf has now to be
divided from the carcass by cutting
through the tender ribs cluse to the
breast, quite down to the tuil; then lay
the back upward, put you iife into

Treatment for Roup in Fowis.

The first thing to b2 done is to separate
the sick from the lLealthy ones, and

where it can be done it will aid greatly
to put the well ones where they ¢ 2
roost temporarily at 17ast in new quarters
while the present one is being thoroughly
cleansed and disinfected.  Keep them in
out of thewet and give a varicety of food.
For a few days it will be quite well to

use cooked food seasened with cayenne
pepper.and  powdered charcoal, Let
them run out as ‘h as possible in
good weather. F wodays give
Douglass mixture ever y; after that
twice a week, This is made by dissolv-
ing half a pound of copperas in a gallon
of water, then add balf an ounce of oil
of vitriol; kcep in jugs and put an ounce
of the mixture in a gallon of their drink-
ing watcr. Tor those not too far gone,

wagh their heads and cleanse the throat
and nasal passages with warm water
containing a little carbolic acid. Kero-
sene oil may be used for the same pur-
pose. Fowls in an advanced stage of
this disease may ‘about as well be killed.
Swelling head with fetid dis-
charz » eves and nostrils are
unerring symptoms of this disease.

Keeping Grapes.

For long keeping, select only the tough
skinned grapes. Catawba, Ives, Clinton,
Rogers No. 2, Norton's Virginia and
Cynthiana are good keepers, if gathered
in a dry time and properly handled.
They should be allowed to lie on shelves
or tables in a cool and well ventilated
room for a few days for the stems to dry
out. when they may be packed. All im-
perfect and rotten grapes should be
picked off, and bunches \\‘\wr(‘ the berries
fall off easily should be rejected. Pack
carefully in baskets, preserving the
bloom on the grapes, :mdl put fine paper
between the layers, or pack in oven-dried
sawdust when designed wholly for family
use. In any case, a cool, dry room with
an cven temperature and good free ven-
tilation is essential. 'Whea in danger of
freezing. protect temporarily with some
kind of a coverlng.

Prof W, A, Henry’s dairy experiments
go to show that the ripening of cream
before churring iucreases the yield of
butter from 15 to 20 per cent. over the
yield from sweet cream, provided that
both are churned in the same year. The
ripening of cream appears to have no
marked iufluence upon the time of
churning. The mixing of sweet with
sour cream just before churning does
not result in any advantage to the sweet
cream,’the same increase in the yield of
butter produced by ripening the cream
may be obtained by adding acid to gweat
cream just before churning —Rural
New Yorker.

The Times used to be condacted with
caation. It would have been very diffi-
cult for a fellow like Pizott to have got
within range of Delane. 1I he had done
so Delane would have been most likely
to hand him over toa policeman. But
he eeems to have found nosuch difticulty
in dealing with Macdonald, The letters
were produced without envelopes, s0
there was no proof that they had ever
been through the post. Dud that excite
Macdonald's suspicions? He says not.
He admits he made no particular enquir-
ies, canny Scot though he is, but tvok
everything fcr granted.

PIGOTT'8 OWN STORY.

Now, it appears by Pigett's own story
that he had hawked himself about for
sale for years hefore he had the luck te
get hold of Macdonald. He tried to
sell out to Foster, Egzan, Archbishop
Walsh, and everybody he cculd lay hold
of. He was ready to sell anything that
might be asked for, letters, compromis-
ing documents, ecandalous expusures,
whatever commodity might” happen to
be in demand. He wae always ‘‘hard
up,” as he expresses 1t, always trying to
raise the wind.

To the Members of the Goderich Board of
Trade, :

GENTLEMEN,—Another year of the
existence of the Board of Trade has
passed, and the C il have again the
pleasure of submitting to you their an-
uusl report,

The business of the town during the
lost 12 months has, upon the whole, been
of 's satisfactory nature, there having
been no failures of note in our midst in
that period.

Last year's crops in the districts sur-
rounding us were not as abundant as it
was generally expected they would be ;
still, they were far from being a failure,
and prices were good.

The prospects for the future of the
town continue to be good, and an active
business is confidently looked for during
the approaching season of navigation,
Our sait industries, which have been
languishing for years past, give promise
of now being placed upon a sounder foot-
ing.

Our waterworks system is now an ac-
complished fact, wnich is a matter for
sincere congratulation. The electric
light system is also now completed, and
it is generally admitted that we have the
best lighted town in Canada.

Railway matters still continue to re-
ceive the close attention of our citizens,
but your Council would strongly urge
that more vigorous efforte be made to-
wards obtaining the branch of the C.P,
R. which the town so urgently needs.
Building matters generally are pro-
gressive ; the new Post Office and Cus-
tcm House building is now under way,
and will be completed this year.

We again urge the desirability of szme
steps being taken to encoura ‘e the luca-
tion of manufactories in our 1aidst.

The Board has demonstrated its use-
fulness to the town during the past year;
a larger membership is, however, desir-
able. Every business man in the toss
should join its ranks.

Your atteption is drawn to the illus
trated pamphlet about being issued
nder the auspices ¢f the Board, setting
forth the beauties of the towun as a sui-
mer resort, and its advantages from a
business point of yiew.

COMMITTEE ON AGRICULTURE.

Your Committes on Agriculture have
to report, that crups in this neighbor-
hood the past year were below the aver-
age, but notwithstanding this shortness,
there was a marked increase in the
quantity of coarse grain marketed, the
result, your comuwittee believes, of a
healthy, competition caused by a new
tirm starting busineas.
The North Western Exhibition,
though run on a liveral basis, was not as
well patronized as its merits demandea,
but it is probable this was brought about
by the lateness of the date of ho!ding it,
a feature of the case that will not arise
the present year.
Your committee at the last annual |
meeting recommended that all grain
should be sold on the market, and that
measures should be taken to bring the
question before the Farmere’ Institutes
for discussion. 8o far however, your
committee has not noticed any mention |
of the matter at any meeting ot an Insti-
tute, and would therefore recommend
that a member f this Board be delegat-
ed to attend any future meeting held in
this neighborhood with a view of caus-
ing a discussion on the subject.

Te the President and Members of the Gode-
rich Board of Trade.

GENTLEMEN, —Your Committee on Lo-
cal improvements beg leave to report
that they have noticed with pleasure the
marked improvement in the town in
the number of new dwellings that have
been erected during the past year, aleo
the number of buildinga that have been
repaired, painted, aud ctherwise im-
proved, indicating the prosperity exist
ing among the citizens, as well as a more
general feeling’ of confidence in the
future of the town.

The citizens and general public are to
be congratulated on the securing of such
a handsome and commodious public
building as the new Pust Office and Caus-
tom House, which we are happy to say
is' now in progress of erection, and no
doubt will be comploted within the
present year.

Your Committee also notice with grat-
ification the action of the Tuwn Council
regarding & public buildingin the park,
the fence around the same, and steps
leading to the harbor, also the proposed
erection of fountains in the park, and
square. Wo would therefore recommend
that the board express its approval of
these suggested improvements believing
that they tend greatly to the comfort
and enjoyment of the public.

Your Committee respectfully beg leave
to make the following suggestions, viz :

The production of flour from the mills.
and importations of grain exceeds shat of
previous years. lmprovements continu®
to be made in the manufacture, prices
are better and the year has closed with
greater satisfaction,

The production of salt has also Leen
much larger than in previous years, the
prices somewhat better than the past three
years, and the article nanufactured of a
superior grade and quality to anything
hitherto produced in Goderich; mdieat |
ing greater care in the manufacture, and
more skill in the process. One new salt
refinery is under construction where cow-
mon salt will be converted into dairy
at a nominal cost, aud a superior article
placed upon- the iwwarkets at a slizht ad.
vance in price.

Theugh much change in the annual
production of our plauing mills is not
apparent, vet a prosperous and steady
trade has been last year’s results. Bumld-
ing having materially iucreased in town,
a greater number of mechanics were em- {
ployed. The saw mi!l adjoining the Do- |
minion salt works 18 well stocked with
lugs, and a home market for Jumber is
available for the present year,

There are in addition to the foundry
two machine shops, where wachinery
lLas been added, capable of executing the
manufécture and repairs of machinery
with efliciency. Additional power and
capacity has been added to the boiler
works of Chrysial & Black, and their
building has been enlarged, plasing their
works in a positicn to fill contracts of
largest dimensions.

The manufacturing of apple barrels by
tho cooperages in 1888 greatly surpasscd
any previous year’s production. A great
number of coopers were employed, and
in the aggregate, a more lucrative busi-
ness was the resuit thereof.

The activity in the shipyard has not |
abated. A large schooner is yow under
conatruction for Mr Joseph Williams, |
and Wi, Marlton, and others are un-
der going repairs, a number of men are
employed at the docks, under the super-
vision of Mr Maritou, our shipbuilder,
and a considerable increase in the ton-
nage from Goderich is noted annually?
We would recommend this board to
put forth every effort to oppose the im-
position of barbor tolls upon shipments
or receipts at this purt. It is also high-
ly importaut, that attenticn should be
given to the immediate repairs and
dredging required for the safety of ves-
sels arriying and leaving this pot.
