Ramea. Our government wharf, with 
two shores under the front of it, has 
been in poor condition all summer. 
When the Portia came from West last 
trip going at fairly good speed, she 
gave it the knock-out blow, as much 
as to say, I will not go there any­
more. We also have a telegraph ca­
ble between here and Burgeo, put 
there with a good intention by the 
Government to meet the require­
ments of this growing settlement, but 
instead of its being a blessing to the 
community it is only a useless ex­
penditure. It is six weeks now since 
a message has been received or sent, 
owing, it is said, to some “peculiar 
freaks” as it is sometimes called. If 
the Government cannot afford to lo­
cate the trouble with the cable, it 
should not be able to afford to keep 
the young lady in charge of the of­
fice here under salary doing nothing. 
It is hard to get a revenue from 
telegraph office that only works about 
three months out of twelve. With 
long winter ahead of us, isolated as 
we are, with no doctor nearer than 
Burgeo, and over a hundred of our 
male population going west fishing in 
January until about the first of April, 
it is a very serious matter. The cost 
of one mile of railway is in the vic­
inity of $14,000, and yet we cannot get 
one-tenth part of the cost of a mile of 
railway to put the cable in workable 
condition. Sometimes now it will go 
one way and not the other. Six or 
seven hundred dollars’ expenditure 
should make it go the other way and 
would give us continued communica­
tion with Burgeo. It was reported 
that the s.s. Balene was coming to lo­
cate the trouble. This community 
would welcome some boat for a day 
or two to put it right.

Devenport,

Nov. 13th, 1914.
Just a few lines from Devenport. 

We arrived yesterday. Landed in 
Liverpool on Tuesday night and came 
across by rail and arrived yesterday 
morning. Our trip across was an ex­
ceptionally good one. We had a great 
time coming from Liverpool to Deven­
port. Just imagine us coming across 
at the rate of 80 miles per hour. 
Reid’s express, eh? At present we are 
in the gunnery school at the barracks. 
We are having a good time so far. 
Our squad is divided into three par­
ties—one for Chatham, one for Ply­
mouth, and the third here. We have 
a great bunch of boys here. I am in 
a mess with ten English lads. They 
are fine fellows. I will be sorry when 
I have to leave them. Well, things are 
going with a buzz around here. A 
cruiser arrives and coals and away 
again; three or four Dreadnoughts ar­
rive and coal and are off. They are 
continually coming and going, All 
the lads are well.

The Ehidén is gone, eh? Well done, 
Australians. You see the boys are 
working on every side. You would be 
surprised to see the lads from Canada 
rushing in here and enlisting daily. 
The Russians are still walking along. 
But the British and French are facing 
a hard lot, but they will gain in the 
end. You remember the Naval Brig­
ade that was in Antwerp? Well five 
of them are in my mess. They are 
just back three or four days. They 
have told me all about it. Well, I 
can’t write much more. Some of the 
boys have invited me to Plymouth to­
night. We get leave from 4 p.m. to 7 
a.m. We got a great reception on ar­
rival and had a good time. Well, ’tis 
a long wag to Tipperary., L-think I 
have said enough for thijs time. Write 
me a good letter and tell all hands 
to write me, and don’t be surprised 
if you don’t have an answer for some 
time, as I may be a German e^ausage 
before long, ha! ha! Remember me 
to all hands and write immediately. 
For the present good-bye.

Friday, Nov. 6th, 1914.
Dear Ned,—We are 12 hours out 

now and so far everything points to 
an enjoyable trip. Well, Ned, we have 
one of the finest ships afloat. I can 
only describe her as a floating city. I 
am going through her all day and 
haven't- seen her half yet. Nothing 
of importance is going on to-day, but 
to-night we are having a concert. 
Some of the boys took part and it was 
on the whole a great success. All the 
boys are in the best of spirits; as for 
myself, I am still fattening on it. Well, 
it is now about 10 o’clock and I am 
going to turn in. There are about 150 
passengers on board besides our­
selves. All told the passengers and 
crew would number about 800 souls.

Well, I am getting sleepy now;
good-night for the present.

Well, this is the second day of our 
voyage. The water is very smooth 
and our ship is speeding along at a 
very good rate. We were just having 
physical drill on the quarter deck. 
All hands are well with the exception 
of one man; but he is not seriously 
ill. We are anxiously awaiting the 
day to join our battleship and get a 
shot at the Germans. During the af­
ternoon we have been going through 
life-saving drill. There was a big 
dance on to-night, some of our pas­
senger girls took paçt. They are very 
pleasant. Well, my bunk mate is gone 
asleep; I think I will follow his ex­
ample, so good-night.

Sunday, Nov. 8.
Well, Sunday is come. Old Nep­

tune is npt so friendly to-day. He 
is going to show us some of his tricks. 
The wind is blowing half a gale, but 
still our ship goes merrily along. I 
am just beginning to get my sea-legs 
on. We had divisions this morning 
on the quarter deck, but our Com­
mander, Capt. Goodridge, could not at­
tend? Afterwards we proceeded to the 
saloon where we had prayers. I think 
our operator picked up the Essex on 
the wireless last night.

It is rumored aboard that a spy was 
captured last night firing off rockets 
as if signalling a ship. He was at 
once sent to the cells. He was a pas­
senger travelling on a first-class tick­
et. So you can never tell who's who. 
It’s again bedtime and we spent a 
very enjoyable day. X think I will 
forever more be a sailor. We are get­
ting the best quality of grub. Well, 
I think I have told enough for to­
day, so good-night.

Monday, Nov. 9.
The water is somewhat smoother to­

day; it is just grand. We have been 
going through some squad drill dur­
ing the forenoon. We sighted a ship 
about 2 p.m., but I don’t know who 
or what she was as she was too far 
off. There is a big concert on to­
night. I am just come from tea, so I 
will finish for to-day and get ready 
for the concert. Good-night.

Tuesday, Nov. 10.
Another day passes and we still firid 

ourselves driving- across the Atlantic 
at the rate of about 18 knots per hour. 
It was a very fine day, equal to the 
month of August at home. Well, I am 
going to finish this letter to-day as 
to-mOrrow evening we expect to be 
nearing land. Queenstown, I think, 
is our destination. From there we 
will go to Plymouth. If we have any

Russian War
Correspondents.

On Saturday we pointed out that the 
news sent from correspondent» bore 
on its face signs that all kinds of 
street rumor» were being sent as gen­
uine news. We pointed out that the 
story of the decisive Russian victory 
ai Lodz was not confirmed by any of­
ficial news from Petrograd, Paris or 
London. An unpleasant confirmation 
of cur surmise came to hand last 
night, when instead of a confirmation 
of a decisive Russian victory at Lodz, 
it was officially ^announced at Berlin 
that the Germans bad occupied Lodz. 
Newspaper correspondents in the 
Eastern theatre of war have earned a 
most unenviable reputation during 
the present war. The stories of Ger­
man army corps surrendering, being 
routed, and in dire straits have not 
been confirmed by the Russian War 
Office. In the earliest stages of the 
war these correspondents were. even 
worse than they are now, for the num­
ber of Austrians they reported' killed, 
wounded and captured was sufficient 
to reduce to nothing, greater numbers 
than the Austrians ever had in ti^eir 
army. Indeed, the wonder grey," as 
the casualties increased, where the 
Austrians were getting the men to keep 
up the fight. If it were not that we 
have the solemn assurance that Vodka 
has been absolutely barred in Russia, 
since the war began, we might be in­
clined to hazard the guess that these 
correspondents reports are written fir 
the Vodka’s shops. One matter, how­
ever, is absolutley dear, stories of 
correspondents in Russia about the 
war cannot be relied on. The Rus­
sian war office will not allow any cor­
respondents to go to the front, and it 
is clear they do not allow them to 
know what is going on.

A MANUFACTURING CITY.
BERLIN, To-day.

Lodz, a city of some 150,000 popula 
tion is the chief manufacturing centre 
of Russian Poland. It has numerous 
Textile Mills, the majority of them 
for the manufacture of cotton goods. 
In addition it has flour mills,, brick 
yards, machinery plants and brewer­
ies1. The population is made up of 
Poles and German Jews.

IRISH RECRUITING.
LONDON, To-day.

Mr. Redmond declared that 52,000 
of the 89,000 Irishmen in the Home 
army were catholics. He said that 
10,112 Ulster Volunteers had gone to 
the colors from Belfast, while in the 
same city Nationalists volunteers who 
represented only a quarter of the 
population had contributed 3,513 men. 
This, he believed was the beginning 
of what Irishmen would do. Redmond 
said the men who opposed treaty of 
peace between the Nationalists and 
the Democracy of England must be 
divided into “Separatists. Socialists 
or common or garden cranks, but that 
they were not, and never had been 
Horae Rulers.’’ When Constitu­
tional movement had been brought 
to a triumphal end and Ireland had 
her own Parliament, they would dis­
appear he declared.

THE FIGHT AT LODZ.
LONDON, To-day.

Around Lodz a desperate battle has 
raged for days and countless thou­
sands have fallen in a desperate 
hand to hand conflict and from shells 
of hundreds of guns. It is evident 
from the occupation of Lodz by the 
Germans that Jhe heaviest .kind of 
fighting has been going on. Late ad­
vices have told of vicious attacks and 
the bombardment of Lodz and the 
fighting on the outskirts. The city of 
Lodz has long been an objective point 
of the German army and has grown 
in recent years from an insignificant 
place to be one of the most populous 
cities in the Russian Empire.

OSTEND ON FIRE.
LONDON, To-day.

A despatch from Dunkirk says 
Ostend is reported to be on fire. It is 
believed the conflagration was caused 
either by British bombardment or 
German incendiaries.

GERMAN DISAPPOINTMMENT
LONDON, To-day.

The Official “Eyewitness” at the 
British army headquarters on the 
continent in a narrative dated Dec. 
2nd, says that the destruction of 
Ypres by the Germans suggests that 
it was really the outcome of disap­
pointment and exasperation at its re­
sistance and at the failure of the 
much advertised plans for its capture.

ROUMANIA WILL JOIN ALLIIES.
GENEVA, To-day, 

The Journal de Geneve publishes a 
despatch from Bucharest which says 
Roumania bas definitely decided to 
enter the war on the side of the allies. 
This decision, according to a despatch 
is in accordance with the wish of the 
whole country, including King 
Ferdinand and all the Roumanian 
statesmen with the exception of the 
Minister of Finance. The question of 
when Roumania will make her entry 
Into the conflict is still being dis­
cussed however, one side desiring to 
avoid a winter campaign, but the 
military authorities express the fear 
that Servia may be defeated before 
the spring. The attitude of Bulgaria 
still remains doubtfùl. Greece, Ser­
via and Roumania proffered certain 
concessions, which however Sofia 
seems not to consider a sufficient in­
ducement.

Second Contingent
GOES ISTO TRAINING AT ONCE.
Tbe Reserve Force Committee held 

a meeting at the Board of Trade 
Rooms on Saturday night. Sir Joseph 
Quterbridge occupied the chair and 
on behalf of Mr. W. J. Higgins and 
himself both of whom had been ap­
pointed at a previous meeting to in­
terview the Prime Minister with a 
view to obtaining from the Govern­
ment authority to place volunteers, 
accepted for service abroad, under 
training on .full pay, reported that Sir 
Edward Morris promised to bring the 
matter before the Government. A let­
ter had since been received from the 
Colonial Secretary giving them the 
necessary authority. The system of 
drilling three nights a week will now 
be concelled and the men will go in­
to constant training similar to that 
adopted in the case of the first con­
tingent, and the men will receive $1 
per day with an allowance of 50c. per 
day for boàrd; and in addition the 
rank and file will get a field allow­
ance after they are billeted. The 
board allowance of 50c. which is esti 
mated on what it cost to keep tbe men 
at Pleasantville, will be applicable to 
officers and privates alike of the sec­
ond contingent. Owing to the season 
making it impossible to bring into 
effect the same arrangements as in 
the case of the first contingent, the 
men will board in the city and will 
look out for themselves for board and 
lodging.

It was decided that with the approv­
al of the Fiance Committee the 
men should be furnished with com­
plete outfits of uniforms, boots and 
underclothing. Recruiting officer 
Montgomerie has acquainted Magis­
trates and others closely interested 
in the outports, of the new arrange­
ment.

In order not to hamper the 
Christmas trade of our business peo­
ple, the clerks, who have volunteered 
will not go into training until after 
Christmas. It is requested that all 
volunteers from the city and outports 
who can go into training right away, 
should do so. Arrangements for in­
structors are being made.

The erection of shelters at the 
RUte Range is going on, and they 
will be ready when needed. With the 
help of some of our business men, 
who will be asked to visit different 
districts, a special effort will be made 
to get all the outport men possible.
If it can be managed, only single men 
will be taken with the contingent, and 
instructions have been sent to the 
outports accordingly.

IRELAND’S CONTRIBUTION.
LONDON, Dec. 6.

Speaking at a great demonstration 
at Tuan to-day, John E. Redmond, 
leader of the Irish National Party, re­
plied to statements that Ireland was 
not doing her duty in the present cris­
is.

Sealing Commission.
At the proceedings Mr. Fenelon 

was present in the interests of the 
owners of the Newfoundland.

Cecil Tiller, sworn, examined by 
Dr. Lloyd, said he had been to the 
ice three springs, and was one of the 
crew of the Newfoundland last spring. 
Left his ship with others on Tuesday, 
March 31st, about 7 a.m. It was then 
fine. He thought they were going to 
the Stéphane. On the way some men 
turned back. He did not know’ the rea­
son, but thought (hey were tired. Saw 
two flags on the way, of the,Stéphane 
and Florizel, respectively. Reached 
the Stephano about 11.30. Saw Capt. 
A. Kean who told the men to go be­
low and get their dinner. The sky 
was then thick with light snow, and 
little wind. After we had dinner, Capt. 
Kean ordered us on the icé. The ship 
was moving while they were on board, 
did not know the course. The men 
walked about half an hour, when a 
few seals were killed, as it was then 
stormy they decided to walk to the 
Newfoundland. Wind was then S. E., 
and witness understood they were go­
ing S. E. by E. They struck the 
path they came over In the morning, 
and followed it until it was lost by 
the snow. Heard no shouting. It was 
dark when they stopped for the night. 
Heard Jesse Collins say before they 
left to walk back to their ship that 
there was going to be the biggest dis­
aster ever known. Did not hear any 
comment or reply to what Collins 
said. Witness heard no whistle, but 
Jones said he heard it, witness did 
not object to leave the Stephano, and 
heard no talk amongst the men as to 
where they would stay that night. It 
was thought then, the Stephanor'would 
pick the men up that night

To Judge Johnson. Witness describ­
ed the diet on board the Newfound­
land as hard bread and butter with 
tea every morning for breakfast, pork 
and! pudding twice a week for dinner 
with tea, and for supper hard bread 
and buter with tea. They had fresh 
beef on one occasion, besides which 
they got beans and potatoes which 
they had to cook themselves. Some­
times hey had soup and soft bread.

To the Chief Justice witness said he 
had not heard Jesse Collins remark 
about the probability of disaster save 
on one ^Occasion. Witness carried 
hard bread with him on leaving the 
Newfoundland.

Charles W. Green sworn, examined 
by the Minister of Justice, was navi 
gating officer on the S. S. Newfound­
land last spring. I kept the log book 
(which was produced). The ship’s ar- 
tices were produced, showing marks 
opposite the names of those who were 
on board the morning of Thursday, 
April 2nd as also of those not there. 
On Monday, March 30th, the log show 
ed the barometer to register 30-60 at 
noon. Next day at 8 a.m. 30-40, at 4 
p.m., 30-15, at 8 p.m., 29.80.

April 1st at 8 a.m-., 29-50, at noon 
29-60, at 4 p.m., 29-70, at 8 p.m., 29-80.

On Monday evening, March 30th, 
there was no evidences of stormy 
weather. Saw the men leave the ship 
next morning, weather fine and clear, 
wind light from S. E. when the sun 
was sick looking and did not indicate 
a very fine day. Witness from the 
barrel saw some af the crew board­
ing the Stephano between 11 and noon. 
Judged the distance to be about five 
miles. Witness also gave evidence 
as to the plan produced at a former 
sitting, which was an approximate 
plan of the position of small ships 
rather than a correct chart It was 
about noon when the snow prevented 
the Stephano from being seen from 
the Newfoundland. Wind and weath­
er continued to increase afterwards, 
until it blew with hurricane force. 
Witness watched the men who stop­
ped on the way out, and saw them 
return. They reached the ship about 
3 p.m. during which time the whistle 
was kept blowing. After they came 
on board the whistle was stopped, un­
til about 4.30 or 5 when the boatswain 
blew it two or three times. Capt. 
Kean did not think there was any men 
within sound of it -then. The New­
foundland was jammed from Tuesday 
until Wednesday afternoon when the 
ice slacked somewhat permtting the 
ship to move a little. The Stephano 
and other ships on Tuesday were mov­
ing up to when the storm came on.

To Dr. Lloyd. Witness Illustrated 
the use of barometer and themometer, 
and thought ships should be supplied 
with both. The barometer up to an 
hour after the men left did not indi­
cate any serious weather conditions. 
Alfterwards the barometer did drop 
seriously and the storm came, but the 
men were away from the ship. Wit­
ness thought all ships should be 
equipped with wireless, and that the 
Toronto weather report would be use­
ful to reasonable men. He knew the 
men were going to the Stephano on 
Tuesday. From what he heard he un­
derstood the men were to work seals 
near the Stephano and stay on board 
that ship for the night When the 
men did not return, Capt. W. Kean 
said his men were on board the Sté­
phane, and could not see them leave 
her, that they were on board since 
the storm was increasing all the time. 
The boatswain of the Newfoundland, 
from the barrel reported about oné 
o’clock that be could not see the Ste­
phano nor the men coming back. On 
Wednesday afternoon from the bar­
rel, witness could see no men on the 
ice. Witness has had Ice experience 
in Greenland and Baffin’s Lend, spent 
2 winters in Baffin’s Land. Has been 
forty one days on the ice away from 
the steamer. He thinks men should 
wear warm flannel instead of fleeced 
underclothing. Parkee is also desir­
able material for underclothing. Can­
vass clothing is the best for outside 
clothing, and warm caps should he 
worn, nothing is better than the old 
fashioned Elsinore. Warm socks 
should also be available. In many 
cases frostbitten feet is the Ifault of 
cramping me toes. As to food on 
the ice witness thought food in con­
centrated form might be used with 
advantage. When large numbers of 
men are sent out to pan, cooks should 
also be sent in charge of the food for 
them.

There was no provision for alarm 
on the Newfoundland) except ithe 
whistle. Blue lights on the ice should 
be available to the men as well a-s 
the ship. The ship should also carry 
rockets. Ordinary sulphur matches 
in water tight tin boxes are the best. 
This witness will be further examined 
this afternoon, when the commission 
meets again.

What King’s College 
Is Doing.

Editor Evening Telegram.
Dear Sir,—I beg leave to • ask for 

space in your widely read paper, for 
a few notes with regard to the doings 
of King’s University, Windsor, Nova 
Scotia.

What is King’s contributing to the 
Empire in this perilous time? Num­
bers of her graduates are holding re­
sponsible positions at the front Three 
King’s mep are Chapplains with the 
first Canadian Contingent. Twelve of 
the seventy undergraduates of last 
year are on their way to the front, 
whilst four or five more are on gar­
rison duty at Halifax. One of the 
first to answer their country’s call 
was a Newfoundlander, Edward Jef­
fery, Class ’15 son of the Rev. Charles 
Jeffery, Pouch Cove. “Jeff” as he 
was known among the students, was 
one of the most popular men with us 
last year. He was a good athlete, 
and we feel his loss very much this 
year on our campus. As a member of 
last year’s debating team against 
Dalhousie, his speech dealt with the 
giving to British Indians the privi­
leges of British subjects, when they 
come to other parts of the Empire. 
Mr. Jeffery pointed out how they had 
fought for us in the past; that wher­
ever they were in the Empire, being 
British subjects by birth, they would 
help defend our country better than 
would Chinese, Japanese and South­
ern Europeans. How well justified 
was the faith, which the speaker plac­
ed in these men, can now be seen as 
they lie in the trenches in France. 
Letters from Jeffery at Salisbury 
show him to" be eagerly looking for­
ward to the fight in France. We are 
confident he will nobly uphold the 
honor of his birthplace and his Alma 
Mater and trust he will be spared to 
return to our midst.

Austin Cunningham, born at Bur- 
geo, Newfoundland, and son of the 
Rev. H. W. Cunningham, has taken 
the officers' short training course and 
hopes to be drafted from the defence 
forces of Halifax to the second Cana­
dian Contingent.

Football. King’s had the good for­
tune this year to win two of the 
three matches which she played, de­
feating Dalhousie and Mount Allison 
and losing to Acadia.

The latest addition to the Univer­
sity plant is a residence for lady stu­
dents. King’s is now taking her part 
in earnest in providing an education 
for the daughters of the Church of 
England in this part of the Empire.

At King’s the intellectual side is 
well looked after. The Faculty con­
sists of thirteen professors, the latest 
of whom is an Oxford Rhodes' Schol­
ar, this year apppointed Professor of
Engineering.

A Newfoundland Rhodes’ Scholar, 
Mr. R. H. Tait, B.A., last May receiv­
ed the degree of Bachelor of Civil 
Law from King’s, after having -com­
pleted the course at the King’s Col­
lege Law School, St. John, N.B.

I may say the writer of these notes 
has the privilege of being a first year 
man at King’s this year, and is a 
Newfoundlander. I am sorry to say 
that the Ancient Colony is not well 
represented at King’s. It is a sur­
prising fact to most of us that 'more 
young Newfoundlanders who are 
seeking a university education do not 
avail themselves of the splendid op- 
oortunities offered by King’s. The 
rates here are reasonable, the life all 
that can be desired for developing all 
round men, and the accommodations 
are excellent. The journey also is 
quite inexpensive, it being possible to 
get from St. John’s to Windsor in 
aomparative comfort for the sum of 
ten dollars.

The courses open to a matriculated 
student are Arts, Science, Law and 
Divinity.
