1 W present importance, what 
to send to the men at the front. For 
the first time many of our own men 
wilt be spending Christmas and pro­
bably thé whole winter in the trench­
es, and all at home will be anxious as 
far as possible to alleviate the dis­
comforts inseparable from such a life 
and to send them every luxury the 
conditions *111 permit them to enjoy. 
It is therefore most necessary to know 
just what those conditions are and to 
be advised both What is suitable and 
what is unsuitable to them. Our regi­
ment has not been long enough in 
France for us to learn from the men 
what their needs are, and it is well to 
take the word of one who has been 
through the winter there and knows. 
Experto crede!

The article is a long one 
but will repay perusal, for 
it is replete with valuable 
suggestions. Who, for instance, would 
have thought that candles were such 
a desideratum and could be put to 
such a variety of uses? The insist­
ence, too, upon the acceptableness of 
all kinds of food, particularly candies 
and similar dainties, is to be noted, 
as also the useful warning that bulky 
and heavy gifts should not be sent. 
Note, too, the tips about clothing, thin 
socks to wear beneath the heavy ones, 
khaki handkerchiefs and so on, and 
the number of sfnall and handy ar­
ticles constantly in demand. Alto­
gether the catalogue shows that bi­
vouacking in the trenches has much 
in common, in these respects, with 
camping out, with which every New­
foundlander ia familiar, and there 
should be little difficulty here ip pro­
viding our boys with all that they re­
quire and that is not included in their 
regular supplies.

In this connection, we must confess 
to a keen feeling of disappointment 
over the progress of the Fish and 
Brewis Fund. A gratifying sum has 
already been subscribed, but it has 
come from a comparatively tew 
donors, which is precisely the kind of 
thing the promoters of the scheme did 
not wish. Not that large donations 
are not acceptable, but a great num­
ber of small ones is much more so. It 
was hoped that the idea would prove a 
popular one and we are sure the hoys 
at thé front would like to know it was 
such. At the time of writing another 
31,000 is required. Surely there are 
in the Island a thousand persons with 
a dollar to spare for such a cause, two 
thousand with fifty cents, five thou­
sand with twenty cents!

and advance in this country. He was 
then for some dozen years attached 
to the staff of this office in the posi­
tion of foreman, leaving twenty years 
ago to enter into partnership with Mr.

In addition to the labor 
and responsibility which his business 
entailed, Mr. Goodland gave his volun­
tary and invaluable services in many 
directions.

For more than a 
year he has made his home with his 
daughter, Mrs. William Ashbourne, of 
Twillingate, his wife having died in 
Canada some years sinpe. Many old 
friends will read of his death with 
sincere sorrow, to whom, as also to his 
bereaved relatives, we extend warmest 
sympathy.

CHEN-FRANCE AND RUSSIA USE 

ESE LABOR.
WASHINGTON, To-day.

Franco and Russia, the American 
Government has learned, are import­
ing thousands of Chinese and Indo- 
Chinese to work in munition factories 
to free native workmen for military 
duty. The number already put to 
work in French plants is estimated at 
20,000 with 36,000 more under contract 
by permission of the Chinese Govern­
ment for four years’ services. France 
and Russia contracted for 20,000 of 
whom 5,500 reached the country. Most 
of the Orientals are trained artisans, 
drawing wages in some instances as 
high as five dollars a day. Specially 
chartered ships are moving them to 
France, while Russia is transporting 
them by way of the Siberian railroad.

LONDON, To-day.
Editorials in the papers yesterday 

concur in the View that the death of 
Emperor 'Francis Joseph and the ac­
cession of the new Monarch will not 
materially affect the course of the 
war. The extent to which the dead 
Emperor willingly went into the pre­
sent war is discussed, and while the 
consensus of opinion is that the war 
was deliberately engineered by Ger­
many for her own ends, some of the 
writers take the view that Francis 
Joseph was Germany’s willing ac­
complice. Others, however, express 
the belief that the dead ruler was 
merely the impotent tool of Count Von 
Tachirschky, late German Ambassa­
dor to Austria, and other controllers 
of German policy. It is contended by 
some writers that the death of Francis 
Joseph has -removed the last obstacle 
to Germany’s complete domination of 
the situation. The veteran Sovereign, 
it is declared, was a distinguished per­
sonality, to whom Germany was com­
pelled to behave with certain deference 
Germany could not, it is argued, treat 
Austria quite as a subject in his life­
time. The commentators maintain 
that now the alleged obstacles are re­
moved, the chains thrown by Germany 
around the Dual Monarchy will be 
tightly rivetted.

DETAILS OF THE BRITANNIC.
* LONDON, To-day.

The Daily News Athens correspond­
ent sends the following concerning the 
sinking of the Britannic : The Britan­
nic was torpedoed at 8 o’clock a.m. 
and sank near the shore 55 minutes 
later. She was going to Saloniki but 
had no wounded on board. -Her com­
plement included 121 nurses, 390 of 
fleers and men of the Army Medical 
Corps. Twenty-five injured from the 
steamer are" now in a Russian hospi-

tfie Al­
lied warships. The Islanders of Zoa 
saw the, vessel sink and the victims 
struggling in the waves, and promptly 
responded to appeals for help. An 
Anglo-French squadron from Piraeus 
comprised of destroyers and auxili­
aries immediately went" to the scene. 
The injuries of some of those aboard 
are very severe, especially the occu­
pants of the boats which were caught 
by the propeHer of the ship. The 
women of Zoa tore their clothing to 
bandage the injured. The Britannic 
had 3,000 beds, which had been pre­
pared for the reception of sick and 
wounded an hour prior to the tor­
pedoing. The smallness of the loss of 
life aboard the Britannic is believed 
here to have been due to thé steamer's 
magnificent life-saving equipment.

WAR SUMMARY.
LONDON, To-day.

Apart from Western Roumanie, few 
changes of great importance have tak­
en place on any of the battle fronts. 
In the Somme region in France, the 
a-mies of both sides are almost in­
active, except for the artillery, which 
is bombarding intermittently, the vari­
ous sectors.

world. The writer has had the pleas» 
ure of listening to many clever speatp- 
ers politically and otherwise, but * 
more brilliant, impressive and forcibly 
speaker it has never been his lot tp 
hear.

The speaker took his hearers literal­
ly through all the scenes of the war 
during his sojourn in the regimept, 
from its leaving St. John’s to the land­

Nugent and 
other returned veterans must certain­
ly have an effect on the young men 
of the country, as with the help of Di­
vine Providence the day is not far dis­
tant when our boys will be returning 
to their native land covered with glpry, 
and should we at home at the present 
time not wish to participate in those 
demonstrations and joyous reunions 
which are sure to take place when the 
mantle of glory shall spread itself 
ever the British Empire and her Al­
lies, and we trust with God’s help that 
peace will soon be proclaimed and that 
our noble soldiers may mot have fought 
and bled in vain.
