The Bystander Pays.

(From the New York Globe.)

‘When a strike is well organized it
is hard on the publi¢; when it is bad-
ly organized it is hard on the strike-
ers. A complete tie-up of the tele-
graph service could be borne by the
majority better than a cessation of
télephone service, but it would be
decidely inconvenient. The present
strike of telegraphers has given
every evidence of being badly organ-
jzed. The men in the union were not
numerous enough to hamper the of-
ficials seriously; it has annoyed
them, but nothing is to be got by an-
noying them. It is bad strategy for
the upions to call out a group and
then, finding the blow to the service
was -insufficient, call out another
and another. It drags the conflict out,
gives the employer time to assem-
ble strikebreakers, and assure the
union of a great many hungry
mouths to feed. If the strike fails
it means a number of men out of
work. But though it is poor policy
on the part of the unions, the public
is not likely to resent or criticize it.
When a strike is succeeding the pub-
lic feels it in ‘one tender part or
another of its communal &natomy.
After all, a strike is simply indus-
trial war, and the innocent bystand-
ers of the cities and villages aﬂeﬁ;’
are called upon to pay in the end.  We
have found a way to settle internat-
jonal war by tribunal. Must indus-
trial struggles continue to run
through the anelenf ‘channels of de-
mand and counter-demand,
end denial, the infliction of less on
one side by the walkout and on the
other py loss of wages.

Besides the main peace
treaty as delivered to Germany, the
representatives of the Allied Powers
and Germany must sign also the pro-
tocol or annex covering the voints
raised by Germany after the deliver-
ing of the original text. the Rhine
convention. and the Polish treaty
providing for the rights of minorit-
ies.

CHEAP POLITICS.

SOUTHPORT, Eng.. June 26.

The British Labor Party confer-
ence to-day adopted a resolution
calling for the speedy admission cf
Germany to the League of Nations
and the immediate revision by the
league of the “harsh provisions of
the treaty, which were not consis-
tent with the statements when the
armistice was made.”

The thirty-sixth session of the New-
foundland Methodist Conference was
opened at Carbonear on Wednesday,
June 25th, at 9.30 a.m., the President,
Rev. L. Curtis, D.D., in the chair. Af-
ter singing hymn 236, the Secretary,
Rev. H. Royle, read the Scripture and
prayer was offered by Mr, W. J. Scott,
J.P.,-and the Rev. W. Swann. Hymn

Dr. Curtis, the retiring President,
then gave a brief address.

“The ‘past year has been the most
momentous in the history of the
Methodist Church. Last Conference
we met in the midst of the great war.
Then there were grave fears as to the
guture, but since that time the ar-
mistice has been signed and we are
looking any moment for the signing
of the Peace terms.

We cannot fully un-
derstand them, only the prospective
years will fully reveal the real great-
ness of the year just past.”

him to different classes, therefore his
education must be general and broad.
To obtain this general education one
must attend a University. Every Min-
ister must have a TUniversity educa-
tion if he would be a successful lead-
er of men. Education is also supplied
in the hard fought school of life. In
the college men are often superficial
and artificial, but in the hard school
of life you see man as he really is, a
bit of humanity. Here we find men,
considered outside the Church, thor-
oughly Christian—men willing to
share the last cup of water; willing
to sacrifice*themselves for a right mo-
tive—and they have done so—and yet
they belong to no church. How shall
the Church help the men it seeks to
save? The services of the week will
not meet the needs. Could we not learn
a lesson from' England, where the
Church is laying great emphasis on
the social life of the people? They
are meeting this new demand by open-
ing the Church during the week to
Guilds, concerts, &c. But to do this
our ministry must be trained along
social lines. We must see men, study
men in the workshops, if we would
help them, Old-fashioned ideas will
not serve the present. age. The old
methods of warfare had to be discard-
ed during the past great war and
new methods employed. So the Chris-
tian Church must not cling to the
old ideas but must change with the
changing times. Ckristian education
must be general. Not omnly proba-
tioners for the ministry, but all stu-
dents must seek,a’' Christian educa-
tion. We believe that only such an
education will meet the demands of
life. In our own land we have a field
most favourable for such an educa-
tion. If our Dominfon is to keep alive
we must put our best into education.”

(3) Procreative—~We must never
forget that our main business is to
save souls, to release spiritual forces
in the community. If we are not do-
ing that our ministry is a dismal fail-
ure. I confess that there is a danger
of our forgetting it in the day of mul-
tiple organisation and great financial
campaign. One day when Mr. Hunt
was out with his pupils sketching a
landscape bathed in the glory of the
setting sun, he noticed a young man
intently sketching and painting the
shingles upon a barn which stood in
the foreground. Going up to him he
said, “If you spend so much time in
painting the shingles on that barn
you will never have time to paint that
sunset.” Our business is to bathe the
community with the sunshine of God,
the glory of heaven. Let us not fail
because we are too busy painting
: shingles and serving tables. God
help the minister—and the people
to whom he ministers—who is only
an apostle of the dollars and cents.

In the process of world recon-
struction great complications and
problems lie before us.

Murdered by Microbes.

WHOLE VILLAGES WIPED OUT.

It is estimated that, up to the pres-
ent, over twelve million deaths have
resulted from the greatest and worst
of influenza epidemics.

An appalling death-role to be sure,
but although the number of cases
has been so gigantic, the percentage
of deaths is not estimated to be more
than seven or eight per cent. It must
also be borne in zind that white races
suffer less than black. News has late-
ly come from Canada that fifty per
cent. of the inhabitants of Northern
Labrador perished during the winter
from an epidemic of influenza.

No Survivors.

One village, with a population of
over two hundred, was wiped out,
while at another—Hebron—only a few
of the two hundred inhabitants were
left to tend the sick and dispose of
the bodies of the dead, medical aid be-
ing unobtainable.

In some South African kraals the
deaths have numbered forty per cent.
of the cases. In England they are
hardly three per cent.

The greatest mortality from any
disease at the present time is from
cholera, of which there is an epidemic
in Bombay. One in every two cases
is fatal.

Small-pox among unvaccinated races
is deadly in forty cases in a hundred.
In Samoa small-pox broke out in the
village of Hapaa, and killed one hun-
dred out of four hundred. It was fol-
lowed by tuberculosis, and at the end i
of twelve months there were only two
survivors left.

More Fatal Than Bullets.

In the Pacific Islands measles is
terribly destructive, whilst in Mada-
gascar, during a recent ' epidemic,
thirty per cent. of those who caught
measles died.

At its worst scarlet fever kills ten
per cent. Typhoid fever is much less
to be feared nowadays than was the
case twenty years ago. In the Soudan,
in 1884, a very large proportion of our
forces contracted it, and thirty-nine of
all cases proved fatal. On the Nile,
in 1898, when Kitchener smashed the
power of the Madhi, typhoid proved
fatal to twenty-eight per hundred, and
the average was much the same in the
South African War.

The mortality from typhoid is now
down to seventeén per cent. of cases,
but inoculation appears likely to put
an end altogether to this much-;
dreaded disease.

(Being an Essay Written by J. SINCLAIR TAIT, M.D.)

It has been said that “the war has
drawn an indelible mark across the |
bistory of our times.”

For a thousand years we have been ;
waiting for the advent of the aveng- :
ing comet to sweep away all unduei
authority, and that bheap of vague, :
emperical deductions which have sof
long fettered thought and beclouded |
religious belief. That an enlarging |
mind is opening up to us new aven-
ues of thought is apparent to all. We
stand to-day in the presence of a force
which is reconstructing the world,
and in the march of events the old
must speedily give place to the new.

There is no doubt but that man’s
belief in the old order has been rude-
iy shaken, and theré¢ is a wide de-
mand for a re-statement of current
values. Thoughtful people to-day
are convinced that a change is in-
evitable. Nowhere is this more obvi-
ous than in the realm of Theology,
and in dealing with this subject, men
fail to see why we should be guided |
by any considerations diffecrent from
P ose which would be thought appro-
J-iate to any other problem. Like
$ost other problems, Theology has a
history, and this history is a product
of the human mind as much as any |
other branch of art, or science; andi
if we find in this history untrust-
worthy and conflicting evidence, why|
should not modern thought and criti-
cism be applied as in all other cases?
It is obvious that scientific discovery'
and historical criticism are fast pre-
dominating over dogmatism and false
{nterpretation to such an extent that |
Ethics and Theology are beginning to
part company, and the leaders in
these departments of thought are now |
aisked for a restatement in forms
more rational and consistent with |
modern methods of research and ex-|
perience.

In the trend of social evolution
everywhere visible, men look in "vain
to the pulpit for a complete unifica-
tion of religious belief considered as
the indispensable basis of human or-
der and progress. While the great
undying ideal of human thought is
the complete ordering of life in ac-
cordance with the spirit and truths
of religion, yet, to the modern mind,
before complete acceptance is possi-
ble, there are opposing forces which
must be concentrated and harmonized
into a system of living, operative
truth consistent with human progress,
and the evolution of an enlarging ex-
perience. In the trend of the World's‘
advancing culture, the age is wait-
ing for new light, so that humanit}"
may live in a larger and freer atmos-;
phere. Up to the present time, many .

people have been impressed that
through material accumulations, man-
satisfied; but
the world of man’s consciousness is
larger than his oufer environments,
so that the present unrest will con-
tinue until more thought is given to
those great, persistent and directive
forces which rule and govern the
Universe and their laws, or modes

i of uniform action; for upon a proper

appreciation of these laws, all the
interests of man, both theoretic and
practical, will ultimately depend.

To a people whose history has
been one of orderly development, the
revis.on of diverse and contradictory
categories of belief so common to the
past, will come as a rude awakening;
and nowhere will the struggle , be
greater than in the reconstruction of
the origin, growth and development
of conflicting systems of religious
faith. In the potency and promise
of further development, we can only
hope that the outcome wlil be in ac-
cordance with social evolution and
scientific discovery, so that the
churches may be judged by their
deeds rather than by their doctrines.
With the passage of time much that
was formerly believed has now be-
come unscientific and obsolete; so
that the modern mind is no longer
content to accept all that the pulpit
teaches, any more than they are to
believe and accept, all that History or
Science may strive to unfold.

The leaders in religious thought
stand confronting the problems of
the age without any clear faith of
their own, so that they remain to a
large extent unmoved, by the evolu-
tionary progress of social and econ-
omic advance; they fail to see that the
world is rapidly moving beyond their
standpoint; and, for this reason they
fail to respond to the progressive
tendencies and wider knowledge of
the times. To further attempt to
bolster up the tottering heritage of
devout but unscientific ages, is only
to battle with defeat—the result of
which will be only to exhaust time,
and secure no measurable rewards.
To help carry the Church forward
through these unsettled times, and to
establish . in it a larger and truer
conception of what religion really is,
will require the utmost patience and
the highest type of scholarship. Nei-
ther ecclesiastical authority nor in-
stitutional connection should in any
way influence the weighing of evi-
dence, or the portrayal of results.
This is not a question of sectarian
prejudice, but a question of historic
fact, and of dimpartial sociological
comparison.

The two great movements of the
past century which have affected
most the inmer life of humanity are
the doctrine of Evolution, and the

To this end more attention
rmaust be paid to the laws of nature
whick have existed throughout all
time—controlling® the course of
events, and influencing life in all
stages of its development. Religion
can never be studied apart from Sci-_;
ence and social order; and in view ot{
what we are accustomed to distin-;
guish as the natural order, men must;
eventually recognise that their pow-:
er, large and precgressive as it is, is
not a power of subversion, but a
power of subvention; ands that the
exercise of this power, to be fruitful,
must depend on discernment and ac-
ceptance.

The tendency of religion in the past
has been to concern itself too much
with man’s possible state in the next
world, rather than to observe and
try to remedy his actual state in the
present world. While the Church of
the 20th century is at one with the
Apostolic Church in the belief of the
gospel of Christ, yet the grounds of
that belief have not always been re-
garded as valid, so that the leaders
in this department of thought are
called upon for a restatement of re-
ligious belief, not as a system of de-
finitions or abstractions, but as a sys-
tem of accomplished facts and work-
ing forces, compatible with modern
forms of thought and experience.
To further attempt to keep new wine
in old bottles will only result in de-
stroying the bottles and spilling the
wine. The Bible must be treated, not
so much as of supernatural origin,
but as a natural production of the
early Church, and it should be ap-
proached in precisely the same spirit
in which Luke tells us that he pro-
duced his Gospel, in which he consid-
ered it his duty to exercise his own
judgment in dealing with all sources
of valuable information.

The explanations of a production

which remain so homogeneous in
character, and yet so heterogeneous
in form, appear meaningless to a
responsive and critical age, and the
world-philosophy of to-day cannot
longer maintain its order and inter-
est in those aesthetic productions
and pantomimic performances handed
down as relics of a former age, and in
substitution therefor, it looks for a
more rational and scientific restate-
ment of facts consistent with modern
thought and historic criticism, as
vital to the progress of advancing
civilization. In order to effect this,
Religion must be studied more in the
m'nd of its founder, and less in the
colleges and councils of theologians.
If it is true that Religion is “the life
of God in the soul of man,” then this
iife in humanity is one of continuous
progressive change, according to cer-
tain divine laws, and the forces in-
herent in humanity itself. This regu-
lar and orderly sequence may be dis-
covered in all forms of thought con-
sistent with practical experience, con-
duct and spiritual advancement. The
various measures which have improv-
ed education, emancipated trade, ex-
tended the franchise, abolished slav-
ery, and secured religious freedom—
have all been fought out as great na-
tional and economic questions, and
not altogether on religious grounds.
Our civilisation is a developing, or-
ganic growth, and its life history
must be studied as a whole.
