The j 
British Ambassador, Sir Auckland 
Geddes, was for a time Professor of 
Anatomy in the Medical Faculty, Mc­
Gill University, Montreal, having come 
to McGill from Edinburgh University.

Lord Lee of Fareham has had the 
longest connection with Canada, be­
cause for five years, that is, from 1893 
to 1898, he was Professor of Strategy 
and Tactics at the Royal Military Col­
lege, Kingston, Out. At that time he 
held a captain’s commission In the 
British Army. Since then he has pass­
ed through many military ranks; has 
served in various posts ; has taken a 
prominent part, in public life, and has 
been elevated to the peerage. In 1918 
he was created first Baron Lee of 
Fareham. He owned an ancient and 
beautiful country residence and con­
siderable estate in Buckinghamshire, 
England, known for centuries as Che­
quers. Not long ago he presented this 
valuable property to the nation, to be 
held in perpetuity as a place of re­
tirement and rest for the Prime Min­
ister of Great Britain.

Rotary Gub Luncheon.
ADDRESS ON AVIATION.

Major F. Sidney Cotton gave an in­
teresting address on Aeronautics at 
the weekly luncheon of the Rot­
ary Club held at Jhe Green Lantern 
to-day. The chairman was Rotirtan 
Harold Macphereon. Beyond a few 
members who were not able to be 
present through absence from the 
country or Illness, there was a fnU at­
tendance. The guests Included Ro­
tation Payder of New York, Major F. 
S. Cotton, Capt V. S. Bennett Lt Col. 
Macpherson, M.D., C.M.G„ R. T. Joy 
(Advocate) and A. B. Berlin (Tele­
gram.) An excellent luncheon was 
provided and after the toast of the 
King had been honoured, the Chair­
man Introduced the speaker for the 
day, Major Cotton, who has been here 
for some months experimenting ln 
winter flying. Major Cotton prac­
tically confined his remarks par- 
ticurarly to the advantages which 
would accrue to Newfoundland 
through the establishment of an aerial 
service to remote places. He said 
that ln 1921 over- 6,000 flights were 
made on the London-Paris air ser- 

! vice without casualties. He then dealt 
on the difficulties of winter flying. 
When he came out here he found that 
conditions were not too favorable 
and he Immediately began ex­
perimenting with satisfactory results. 
The aeroplane will be a means of de­
veloping Labrador which is so neces­
sary. In the winter the ice, and in 
summer, the water form splendid -na­
tural landing-places. With reference 
to the sealflehery, Major Cotton said 
the only way to discover the main 
patch was by aerial survey. He paid 
a tribute to the assistance of Capt 
Bennett ln developing the skids used 
ln the Martynside ’plane. The dif­
ficulty of finding a suitable non-freez­
ing mixture for use with the water ln 
the radiator had been practically over­
come. Major Cotton next reviewed his 
attempt to fly to Halifax and 
subsequent events. The machine used 
on the Halifax flight had received only 
a temporary overhaul before the 
flight. He said owing to circum­
stances he had thought lt better 
to postpone the Halifax flight. 
He further stated that the Aircraft 
Manufacturing Co. which has gone 
out of existence has a monopoly of 
aerial mail services for 25 years, anti 
so he could not get a contract for 
carrying local mails. Very little en­
couragement had been given him by 
the Government. Major Cotton also 
referred to the vglue of aerial surveys 
of the interior. As soon as he had a 
machine suitable for work in this 
country, and which will be built as a 
result of his experiences here, flying 
will become an established thing In- 
Newfoundland. The maps which he 
had tried to fly by here were abso­
lutely useless. In concluding, Major 
Cotton related some humorous anec­
dotes in connection with his flying ex­
periences here, and said that he felt 
Newfoundland would benefit greatly 
through the establishment of an aerial 
service.

The usual vote of thanks was ac­
corded the speaker, after which God 
Save the King terminated the pro­
ceedings.

HOW SHACKLETON DIED.

BUENOS AIRES, Jan. 30.
More than three weeks elapsed be­

tween the death of Sir Ernest Shack- 
leton, British Explorer, and its an­
nouncement to the wqrld, made yes­
terday when the body arrived at 
Monte Video. Captain L. Hussey, who 
accompanied the body ascribed delay 
to a series of wireless mishaps.

Advocates Small Cargoes
The Trade Review publishes an item

INFLAMMATORY PROPAGANDA.
LONDON, Jan. 31.

Î cannot see any application in the
paragraph ln Capt Kean’s letter Id 
Which it Is stated that my reference 
to the fact that “until within recent 
years the major portion of our fish 
Bàrfÿlhg tonnage was British built" 
and that reference to this fact "con­
founds my theory." I did eo state and 
added that this tonnage was “more or 
less square rigged. That owing to the 
hulls being British built meant a 
greater measure of reslatance therein 
to the wear and tear of winter nav­
igation, and that tholr rig subjected 
them to the minimum of straining, 
and confined this to the direction to| 
which the hulls offered the maximum 
of resistance and hence tosses in the 
past were fortunately limited.” This 
appears to me to be quite logical, but 
I have no hesitation to simplify it by 
saying that 1 fear those same English 
hulls Would have become worn oiit in 
shoig time had they been fore-and-aft 
rigged. ; i

There is ft sub-consdous tendency 
in all of us to believe what we'd like 
to believe, and as Capt. Kean oWna 
and operates fore-and-aft rigged Ves­
sels, and they are admittedly good 
odes of their type, we cannot be ex­
pected to realize as readily as those 
not directly interested in such, that 
vessels Of this type may possess in­
herent defects along certain lines.

Thefe are other statements in Capt, 
Kean’s letter that I am letting pass 
ae they are not pertinent to the is­
sue. 1 cannot, however, think he—i 
Capt. Kean—will deduce anything in 
the way of evidence from his study 
thereof that the modern tendency, 
that he refers to, to Increase the rake 
of stern posts can In any way increase 
the wear and tear on rudders.

In modern vessels with a sharply 
raking stern post the sea impacts 
against a rudder ln the position of an 
Inclined plane, the resultant strain 
being much less than It would be In 
the case of an old time rudder, which 
when at "hard over," Would stand out 
nearly a right angle to a vertical 
stern post, and consequently offer 
much greater resistance to the Impact 
of the sea, with greater wear and tear 
as the result 1 ^ , )

When 1 previously wrote you, Mr, 
Editor, it was with the hope that an 
Interest might be evoked that would 
Impel Insurance Associations or other 
proper authorities to procure an ex­
pert decision aq to whether there be 
any epeclal liability to mishap ln the 
ease of fore-and-aft rigged craft in 
winter transatlantic freighting. As I 
can contribute nothing of value to­
ward» euch an end, and as I shall be 
out of town again, after to-day, tor 
some time, I shall feel that I am not 
Justified ln again trespassing on your 
•pace ln this connection.
