Fire Prevention.

The inauguration by the In-
spector General of Police of a
Fire Prevention Week is .a step
in the right direction and can-
not fail to have a good effect.
Far too many fires occur in St.
John’s and although, in the ma-
jority of cases, the origin of the
fire is stated to be unknown, it is
certain that most have been
caused by carelessness and
thoughtlessness. Mr. Hutchings
intends to open his campaign on
Monday, October 30th and dur-
ing that week, will draw the at-
tention of the public, through
an address which he will deliver
to the Rotary Club, and by
means of articles in the city
pressato the urgent need of
carefulness in handling burning
matches, cigarette ends and
other things which might cause
a conflagration. The city church-
es have been asked to cooperate
and sermons dealing with the

been asked to lend their sup-
port to the movement. The city
of St. John’s, containing as it
does, so many wooden buildings,
a large number of which are old,
and all congested, is in constant
danger of a devastating fire such
as it has experienced on former
occasions. A match or lighted
cigarette end carelessly thrown
away, might be sufficient to
cause the destruction of the
whole town. Many will remem-
ber that a fire in a hay barn
started a conflagration which
laid St. John’s in ruins only
thirty years ago. The Inspector
General is to be congratulated
upon this movement which he
will inaugurate, followingtheex-
ample set by Canadian and Am-
erican cities, and that it will
shave the desired effect cannot

: be doubted.

The Northern delegates who arriv-
ed in the city on Thursday present-
ed their case before a meeting of
fish exporters held in the Board of
Trade Council room this morning. A
resolution was read asking for the
price of fish to be fixed at $5 and
$7, apd various exporters explained
the impossibility of acceding %o, these
demands a;Lthe present time. The
meeting was- held' under  the chair-
‘manship of Mr. A. E. Hickman, Pre-
sident of the Board of Trade. .

THE DELEGATES’ CASE.

The C n explained that the
delegates had come from Bonayjista
and Trinity Bays with the compixint ;
that the price they were obtaining
was not sufficilent for the fishermen
to live on. He said that as possibly
the men did not understand thereas-
on for the low price of fish, certain
exporters would take it upon them-
selves to explain. He then asked the
spokesman of the visitors to state
their case.

Mr. J. 8. Hill read a resolution
passed at public meetings held in
various townships in Bonavista and
Trinity Bays, appointing a delegation
to go to St. John’s and request a
price of not less than $5 for soft and
$7 for hard cured fish. The resolu-
tion further requested all fishermen
to hold back, their fish until the re-
sult of the deputation’s visit to St.
John’s was reported to them. Mr.
Hill hoped that the resolution would
meet with the serious consideration
it deserved.

The Chajirman said that after the
reason for the low prices prevailing
was clearly understood, the delegates
should b prepared to accept exist-
ing conditions. He asked Mr. Job if
he would care to make the required
explanation.

WHY FISH IS LOW.

Mr. Job said that the reason -the
price of fish was low was merely be-
cause the buyers could make no pro-
fits. It was impossible to sell large
quantities of fish at the present time.
He knew no further information that
could be given. There was very little
clear information to show what the
exporter gets, as he takes the fish to
a large extent, on speculation. He
would be pleased to give any special
information required by the delegates.

Mr. R. G. Rendell concurred/ with

the delegates in that it was impossible
to live under existing conditions. He
was not in business with the expecta-
tion of making a profit, but would be
well satisfied if he could get back
what the fish cost him. It was dif-
ficult to see what improvement there
could be owing to the unusual con-
dition of the foreign markets.
Mr. Monroe could think of nothing to
say which the delegates would . find
encouraging. It was impossible to sup-
pose that if buyers were unwilling to
take fish at $4 or $5, that they would
pay $5 and $7. Consequently the pro-
position seemed an absurd one.

UNDERSOLD IN MARKET.

He knew that the prevailing prices
would not pay the fishermen’s ac-
counts and the merchanis were  hit
hard as a consequence. Although many
of their accounts were unpaid they
felt loath to refuse winter supplies. He
supposed it was thought that the Gov-
ernment and the merchants would co-
operate to guarantee a price for fish.
He reminded the meeting of what had
happened two years ago < when -Mr.
Coaker had guaranteed an $8.00
price for Labrador fish, with the re-
sult that both Government and mer-
chants met very heavy losses, The ex-
port tax had not been completely re-
moved because it was apparently
needed to pay the losses incurred by
the Government in that transaction.
The markets were such that to-day
prices could not be raised. One feature
to be considered was that certain firms
who did not deal in codfish, had sup-
plied, and the fishermen who owed
them money were beating arcund
town unable to find purchasers fortheir
catches. Mr. Monroe referred to a
Spanish firm doing business here
which buy at more than local export-
ers pay and undersell them in the
Spanish markets. By doing this they
practically sell at cost. He had seen
this last year when at Alicante.

UNION METHODS.

OUTSIDE COMPETITION. ;
During the war there had hee)
practically no competition with Newy!

It was, therefore, impossible
for local exporters to dictate what
price should be paid them for fish.
The Portuguese buyers can obtain
fish from our competitors ~cheaper
than they can from us. If we held our
fish until a good  price was forth-
coming it would more “than likely
become bad and have to be dumped
overboard. If attempts were made to
fix the price at which our fish was to
be disposed of ig the Oporto ‘market,
not a quintal would be sold. The
delegates resolution asked for an im-
possibility, and was due probably to
a misunderstanding of the situation
on the other side. Fish was practical-
ly down to pre war prices and there
wag a tendency for all commodities
to go likewise. It was neeessary that
the cost of catching fish should be
come less. Expenses must be cut
down for economy was the only solu-
tion, and even then, it was not an
immediate one. We must catch fish
cheaper than our competitors and
make it better. Then it could be pos-
sible to make sales before them and
at good prices.

THE EXCHANGE PROBLEM.

The Chairman touched on the ex-
change question and explained to the
delegates, how it was affecting the
price of fish. He showed how the
Portugese now had to pay $300 in
their currency for fish which once
cost them $10. Italian and Greek ex-
change were equally unfavourahle to
Newfoundland. Fish was prohibitive
in their own currency, and sterling
had to be paid. The people of these
countries were now making them-
selves more self-supporting and last
Lent, they had consumed less fish
than at any other time of the year.
The Chairman also referred to the
way in which competition was affect-
ing the prices of fish.

UP AGAINST WALL.

Mr. F. Green, one of the delegates,
said that apparently the fishermen
were up against an unscaleable wall.
The demands in the resolution were
not exorbitant. They had not expect-
ed the exporters to accede to the' re-
quest and this opinion had now been
confirmed. What was the use of fish-
ermen catching fish - to #8ed the
Greeks and Italians when #heir own
families were left to starve and the
work of a life time became futile, It
was better never to catch it than to
sell at the prevailing prices.

The Chairman- said that all. sym-
pathized with the fishermen, but if
fish was bought and could : not be
sold, it was best to stop buying.

Mr. Green—"“If you catch fish and
los on it, you can’t catch it very
well,” -

Mr. Davis, another delegate, said
they had come with an earnest desire
to be told how they were to live un-
der existing conditions. Could not the
exporters see some Wway out of the
difficulty. Could no solution be found.
He would like to know.

Hon. P. Templeman made some
trenchant remarks on the situation.
He thought fish should be put earlier
into comsumption. Further ‘discussion
took place in conmection with the
present price of fish, and finally the
meeting adjourned . without having
achieved any definite results. Before
adjournment Mr, Hill read a message
from the fishermen who had appoint

od the delegates, in which the ‘most-

asked by the city to stage an historical
pageant and programme of Indian
sports when the governor-general offi-
cially visited Edmonton. This was
agreed to and plans were immediately
gotten under way.

No less than 476 Cree Indians were
brought from the Imdian resérve at
Hobbema to take in the pageant, and

| they. were camped on the Company’s

grounds at the foot of 102nd Street,
The actual cost of rationing the In-
dians and some 300 horses was borne
by the city; also the.prize-money of-
fered for Indian races, which consist-
ed of horse racing, relay cowboy
races, Indian squaw races, Indian boy
races, bow and arrow contests, wrest-
ling on horseback, Indian pow-wow,
etc., on the arrival at the exhibition
grounds.

Before the sports commenced the
governor-general was made an Indian
chief of the'Cree tribe by Chief Samp-
son. He was also presented with two
comely Indian maidens, whom he was

, obliged to refuse. Many elaborate

presents of beaded work were also
presented to the governor-general.
Peter Gunn, an old-time employee of
the Hudson's Bay Company, arrayed
in a blanket capote, acted as inter-
advertising
manager of the' Hudson’s Bay Com-
pany, presented the chiefs and con-
ducted the ceremonies.

A grand historical parade was or-
ganized, depicting the various events
which have taken place since Fort|
Edmonton was established in 1796. As |
most of the costumes used for these
events were made for the historical

pageant in commemoration of the,

260th anniversary and were still in
the possession of the Mallabar Cos-
tumers of Winnipeg, no trouble was
experienced in -outfitting the men and
girls taking part.
