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End of Steel Bridges

A steelless world before the year 
6000 is predicted by Gustav Linden 
that, consulting engineer who de­
clares in a recent issue of the Engin­
eering News-Record that iron bridges 
will be curiosities within a span of 
time much shorter than that from 
King Tut to the present.

"Bridge construction and bridge 
architecture will be to posterity a 
surer index of the progress of our 
present-day civilization than house 
temples or cathedrals of past ages, 
appear to us,” the engineer predicts. 
This will be so because the economiz­
ing of iron, when it becomes costly, 
will probably begin in bridge and 
structural construction before it be­
gins in other kinds of construction.

"In a span of time much shorter 
than that from Tut-ankh-Amen to the 
present, steel bridges will probably 
hare disappeared from the face of the 
earth through corrosion and neglect. 
Iron bridges, iron ships and railroads 
will then be curiosities.

“Iron is a mope perishable material 
particularly in Northern climates 
than stone, of which were built the 
pyramids, other Greek temples, and 
the wonderful Roman arch aqueducts. 
These could be built again, but no 
iron bridges.

“It is probable that the zenith of 
large bridge construction will be 
reached within the next 50 or 100 
years, because of the increased cost 
of iron and coal.”

Carthage in England
The ruined temple at Virginia Wat­

er, Surrey, is always something of a 
mystery to" visitors to that beauty 
spot, which was at one time a dreary 
swamp. Standing in a romantic glen, 
its columns look as though they had 
been undisturbed for two thousand 
years. The fact is that the temple has 
been in its present position about a 
century. Its original Site was an­
cient Carthage.

On several of the stones are inscrip­
tions. One, in Greek, on an altar 
stone, tells how Publius Aurelius de­
dicated it to Jupiter and to the other 
gods worshipped in the temple. Others 
were written in Latin. One of these 
reads: “Marcus Julius -erected this to 
his most beloved wife Domitia Rogati, 
who lived twenty-three years.”

At one time a fine group of Ancient 
Greek statuary stood near these col­
umns from Carthage. When William 
TV. opened these lovely grounds to 
the public, however, these statues 
were so shamefully mutilated by vis­
itors, that they* were completely ruin­
ed, and the public were again exclud­
ed until the reign of Queen Victoria.

A Captured Crown
The crown of the Emperor Theodore 

of Abyssinia, which, after being kept 
in a glass case at the Victoria and Al­
bert Museum, South Kensington, since 
1869, is now to be returned to its for­
mer home in Africa, has had a very 
eventful history.

This crown was brought to Britain 
by Sir Robert, afterwards Lord Napier 
of Magdala, after the capture of Mag­
dala and the death of Theodore in the 
Abyssinian War of 1869.

| It is a ponderous piece of ffilver- 
gilt filigree work, many sizes too large 
for any ordinary head. It is lavishly 
decorated with little squares and dia­
monds of red and' blue glass, varied 
with diminutive paintings. A feature 
is the strange looking pipe wnich pro­
jects several inches through the cen­
tre of the dome, apparently for venti­
lation.

The King’s intention to present this 
crown to the Empress Judith was an­
nounced when he granted a" farewell 
audience to Prince Tafari, the heir- 
apparent and Regent of Abyssinia,! 
whose recent visit to Britain created 
much interest.

It is interesting to note that the only 
son of the Emperor Theodore was edu­
cated at Rugby. He died in 1879, at 
the age of 19, and was burled in St 
George’s Chapel, Windsor.

Youngest Soldier in
WorldWar is Dead

MUNICH, Aug. 16.—The youngest 
soldier of the world war, Otto Gyffka, 
died at Rosenheim, near Munich, a 
few days after his twenty-fourth 
birthday.

As a youth of fourteen and a half 
years, Gyffka volunteered in the Ger­
man army in August, 1914, saw the 
heaviest fighting on practically all 
German fronts and returned to Ger­
many in November, 1918, unwounded 
but with his nerves badly shaken.

Civic Responsibility
During tile last six years, 

there were never so many deaths 
recorded in August among chil­
dren under the age of one year 
as occurred Hast month, ac 
cording to the’, Report of the 
Registrar General.

Previous to 1924, the lowest 
mortality record .among children 
of this age was four, the high­
est, 29. In the last month it has 
jumped to the astounding total 
of 41. While the causes given in 
certain cases may be regarded 
as unavoidable, the statement 
that twenty-six children died of 
complaints certified as Enteritis, 
Gastro-Enteritis,'or Cholera In­
fantum, is a matter of grave 
importance, and demands not 
only serious consideration, but 
vigorous action.

It must be remembered that 
this increased mortality has 
taken place in spite of the cease­
less vigilance of the Child Wel­
fare Association, but be they 
ever so untiring in their fight to 
save the children, much of their 
effort is doomed to failure as 
long as conditions remain as 
they are at present in the city.

We have had what we call an 
ideal summer. To those of us 
who live away from the con­
gested sections of the town, 
where festering drains and 
noisome hoppers pollute the at­
mosphere, it has been glorious, 
but it has brought disease and 
death to many who live in these 
germ infested neighbourhoods. 
Here the house flies breed in 
millions and convey into these 
homes the germs that are re­
sponsible for these insideous 
diseases. Here the cooling breeze 
distributes the sun dried ac­
cumulations of refuse and poison, 
among those to whom it should 
bring health and relief.

The remedy lies in the re­
moval of these filthy breeding 
grounds, in making it a punish­
able offence to use the drains for 
improper purposes, in insisting 
on householders making proper 
sanitary connections, and in re­
organizing the system of col­
lecting garbage. Daily the dust 
collectors may be seen driving 
their open carts through the 
streets, dumping bucket after 
bucket of refuse into them. It 
seems to be a matter of no con­
cern that a considerable part of 
the contents of the buckets is 
scattered by the winds, and that 
from the carts a continuous 
cloud of dust is driven into the 
faces of passers by. There are no 
coverings required for the 
householders’ receptacles, and if 
they have been provided for the 
dust carts, they are never used.

The responsibility rests upon 
the citizens themselves for the 
state of affairs existing in St. 
John’s, and until they awaken to 
this fact and pay more attention 
to the ordinary rules of sanita- 
tation and insist that the Muni­
cipal Council shall do likewise, 
there can be but little improve­
ment in the health of the city.

In the C.W.A. Report appears 
the following comment:

“If cattle, sheep or pigs, died 
at this rate in an agricultural 
couptry all the farmers would 
unite to investigate and stop 
such commercial waste.”

An accident which brought fatal re­
sults, occurred at the “allway Yanis 
at 7.30 o’clock last t\ suing, when 
Frederick Udla, the victim, had both 
legs crushed and badly mangled, by 
the wheels of a freight car passing 
over him. As the result of shock and 
the loes of much blood, he expired at 
the General Hospital shortly after 
midnight.

As far as can be gleaned. Ud'.e with 
two companions named Hussey and 
Janes, were standing’ on the tracks 
at the rear of the General Freight 
sheds, between two unattachel cais, 
and from the position In which they 
were standing thoy could not bs ob­
served by Engineer Maddlgan, who 
was engaged backing up his én'r'.ilcf 
with two freight cars attached. The 
impact was apparently a rather heavy 
one, and when they closed together, 
the stationary car was moved several 
feet from Its position, and Udio, who 
was alongside, got knocks! dewn 
across the tracks, and before he could 
recover himself or betoie his friends 
could assist him from his perilous 
position, the wheels of the car passed 
over both legs below lie knee. The 
unfortunate victim became uncon­
scious almost immediate ly, and Hus­
sey, realfvlng the serious condition of 
his companion, ran for assistance. In 
the meantime willing Lands had ar­
rived and did everything possible for 
the sufferer, and to save the men 
from bleeding to death temporary 
bandages were applied. He was then 
tenderly picked up and placed in a 
motor car, which 'happened along at 
the time and was hurriedly removed 
to Hospital. Upon arriving at tho In­
stitution Doctors Keegan and Fox, 
who were In attendance, made an ex­
amination Of his injuries, ami found 
that both legs had been mutilated. 
The left leg was almost severed be­
low the knee, while the right was 
badly crushed above the ankle, and 
owing to the loss of blood and the 
shock which ho had receive!, very 
little hope was held out for his recov­
ery. Upon being removed to the oper­
ating room, the doctors found it nec­
essary to amputate both legs below 
the knee, as a last hope, but he expir­
ed shortly after midnight.

The death, under such tragic cir­
cumstances, comes as a distinct blow 
to the many who knew him, particu­
larly to his wife who has been serious­
ly ill, and the several children and 
stepchildren.

Mr. Udle was about 60 years of age, 
and was employed a* checker for the 
firm Of A. Harvey and Company, with 
offices at Shea’s wharf. The deceased 
is an ex-soldier, having joined the 
Royal Newfoundland Regiment in 
1916, and saw much service on the 
other side. To the sorrowing family 
the Telegram offers sincere sympathy.

FIERCE FIGHTING IN PROGRESS.

The Competition.
1. Any competitor wilfully jostling, 

or running across, or obstructing an­
other competitor so as to impede his 
progress, or competing to lose or to 
coach another competitor, either in a 
trial or final contest, shall forfeit his 
right to be in the ' competition, and 
shall not be awarded any position or 
prize to which he otherwise would 
have been entitled.

2. No compstitor, after leariip; the 
track, shall be allowed to rejoin a 
race either for the purpose of gaining 
a place or to pace or assist another 
competitor.

3. When, In any but the final heat 
of a race, a claim of foul or interfer­
ence is made, the Referee shall have 
the power to disqualify the competitor 
who was at fault if he considers the 
foul intentional or due to culpable care­
lessness, and shall also have the pow­
er to allow the hindered competitor 
to start in the next rrund of heats, 
just as it he had been placed in his 
trial.

4. When, in a final heat, a claim of 
foul or interference is made, the re­
feree shall have the power to disquali­
fy the competitor who Is at fault, if 
he considers the foul intentional or 
due to culpable carelessness, and he 
shall have the power to order a now 
race between such of the competitors 
as he thinks entitled to such a privil­
ege.

j 6. Any competitor who shall refuse 
to obey the directions or the Referee 
or other proper official, or who shall 
conduct himself in a manner unbe­
coming a gentleman, or offensive to 
the officials, spectators or competitors 
at any meeting held under the rules 
of the Amateur Athletic Union, may 
be disqualified by the Referee from 
future competition at the meeting, and 
if the Referee thinks the offense wor­
thy of additional punishment he shall 
promptly make detailed statement of 
the offense to the Registration Com­
mittee In whose territory the offense 
was committed.

Competitors.
1. AU competitors shall report to 

the Clerk of the Course Immediately 
upon their arrival at the place of 
meetihg, and shall be provided by that 
official with their proper numbers, 
which must bfc worn conspicuously by 
the competitors when competing, and 
without which they shall not be al­
lowed to start.

2. Each competitor shall inform 
himself at the time of starting, and 
shall be prompt at the starting point 
of each competition Tn which he is en­
tered, and there report to the Clerk 
of the Course.

Field Even’*.
1. The officials may have the power 

to change the place of the compet­
ition in any field event if in their op­
inion éhe conditions warrant the same.

2. All measurements must be made 
with a steel tape.

3: In all scratch events the compet­
itors shall take their jumps or vaults 
in the order of their names as printed 
in the programme.

Javelin Throwing.
1. Tie throwing shall take place 

from behind a scratch line properly 
marked, which shall be a board 2 3-4 
inches in width and 12 feet In length, 
sunk flush with the ground.

2. The javelin muet be he'd by the 
grip, and no other method of holding 
ia admissible.

3. No throw shall he counted In 
which the point of the Javelin does net 
strike the ground before any part of- 
the shaft.

4. The throw ia measured from the 
point at which the point of the Jave­
lin first strikes the ground to the 
scratch line or the scratch line pro­
duced.

5. Each competitor shall hive three 
throws, and the best five shall have 
three more. Each competitor shall 
be credSed with the bfcst of all his 
throws.1

6. The thrower must not place his 
foot or feet upon the hoard.

7. In Javelin throwing the compet­
itor must not cross the line until bis 
throw has been marked.

8. In throwing the javelin, if the 
javelin breaks while in the air, It shall 
not count as a throw.

9. For championship competition 
only javelins provided by ths games 
committees must be used.

Throwing The Hammer.
1. All throws to be valid must, fall 

within a 90 degree sector marked on 
the ground.

h. A fair throw shall be where no 
part of the body of the competitor 
touches the ground outside the circle.

3. It shall also be a foul If the com­
petitor steps on the circle or leaves 
the circle before his throw has been 
marked. .

4. Each competitor shall have throe 
throws, and the best five shall have 
three more. Each competitor shall be 
credited with the best of all his 
throws.

6. The measurement of the throws 
shall be from the nearest edge of the 
first mark made by the head of the 
hammer to the inside circumference 
ot the circle on a line from such mark 
made by the hammer to the emter of 
circle.

6. Letting go of the hammer In an at­
tempt, or touching the ground outside 
the circle with any portion of the body 
while the hammer, id .in. hand, are foul 
throws, which shall, not be measured 
but which shall count as throws.

7. In hammer throwing, if th^e ham­
mer breaks while in the air, it shall 
not be considered a throw.

Walking.
1. Walking in succession of steps 

and, in contradistinction to running 
(wherein both feet mav be off the 
ground at the same time), in walking 
there must always be contact with 
the ground with some portion of one 
of the feet.

2. In track races the following code 
of rules governing walking must be 
adhered to, or else disqualification 
will ensue:
- (a) Leg Action—As the foremost 
foot in taking a step touches the 
ground, the knee must not be bent. 
The heel must touch the- ground first 
and the toe be the last portion of the 
foot to leave it. It is imperative that 
the heel of the foremost foot must 
touch the ground before the toe of the 
other foot ceases to have contact with 
it.

(b) Carriage of Body—The body 
must be kept strictly upright.

Note—Discretionary power is given 
to the judge or judges of walking to 
decide whether, in the event of the 
body being inclined forward, such at­
titude is the result of fatigue or arises 
from some cause beyond the control 
of the competitor; and It it be, and he 
or they are convinced that the rule 
has been broken for such reason only, 
and that the competitor Is still walk­
ing fairly otherwise, disqualification 
need not necessarily follow from this 
cause alone.

(c) Carriage of Arms—The arms 
may be held ip any way the walker 
likes, but It is advised that they be 
carried well up.

3. A disqualified competitor musr at 
once leave the track.

The Detective’s Warning.
As a rule, the public hears nothing 

of most cases of “breach," because 
they are settled, with or without legal 
assistance, before they reach the 
courts.

A certain woman used to work en­
tirely unaided. She waited till - the 
marriage of a man she knew was 
announced, and then sent him a num­
ber of letters, beginning by threaten­
ing to commit suicide, and then, if 
he remained obdurate, declaring that 
she would not only bring an action 
against him, but be present at his 
wedding and cause a disturbance. 
After this the dupe generally sue-, 
cumbed, and paid her hush money.

But this procedure is dangerous, 
as another woman who practised it 
ultimately learned. A man on whom 
she tried It consulted a friend—a de- 
tectivp—who called on the profes­
sional “wronged one."

“Your game must stop,” he said.
“If Mr. -----  likes he can, on the
strength of your letters, take out a 
warrant against you for endeavour­
ing to extort money by threats, and 
it you write to him again you will be 
in serious trouble.” This step was 
effective. Nothing more was heard 
from the blackmailer.
