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UJS. Want France
Pay War Debt

PARIS, May 11.—(A.P.)—The first 
flutter at ■■& Foreign Office and the 
United StMM Embassy over the re­
ported prospect of the United States 
Government sending a not# to Franco 
about her debts to thé United States, 
has beenj^HUeted by a report from 
Washington that the State Depart­
ment officials had denied that such a 
note has ■ken sent. However, the 
conviction .exists here that Finance 
Minister Gaillaux intends himself to 
raise the question later In the year 
and it is believed that he has already 
discussed khe matter with Gerrard B. 
Winston, Assistant Secretary of the 
United States' Treasury, during the 
latter’s retiBt visit here.

M. Gaillaux Is described as having 
reached the determination to take up 
the questing with the United States 
Government for two reasons : first, to 
tranqullla@Qie French state of mind, 
and secoue because of the necessity 
to advance French credits In New 
York and London by arriving at an ar­
rangement of both the United States 
and British debts. The question of 
French debts to the United States is 
interlinked with that of her debts to 
Great Btflei and the British debt 
cannot be considered apart from the 
negotiations for a general agreement 
regarding" Continental conditions.

It is believed that M. Gaillaux will 
probably iphre general expression of 
his views .fie the debt question in the 
financial Éfoposals which he will 
make to parliament when it reassemb­
les at the end of the month .and pos­
sibly that he may allude to the sub­
ject before the finance commission of 
the Chamber of Deputies to-morrow.

Those w have some acquaintance 
with M. (Splaux’s views indicate that 
he must itt any event, make the debts 
question wholly subordinate to the bal­
ancing ofRhe budget and that once 
this Is doue, he must find a surplus 
out of which something may be paid 
on the
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The Enforcement
of The Law

The extensive operations un­
dertaken by the United States 
authorities to clean up Rum Row 
will, it is understood, be follow­
ed by even more vigorous meas­
ures if the present campaign 
proves ineffective. Law abiding 
people everywhere will cordially 
approve the action taken to com­
pel obedience to the laws, but 
that such measures are neces­
sary in a country, which by 
popular vote has adopted prohi­
bition, can only lead to the con­
clusion that the enemy at the 
gate must be regarded by many 
others than the lawless element 
within as by no means unwel­
come or dangerous.

Generally when a foe threat­
ens the safety of a state, the 
chances of a successful defence 
depends, not so much upon the 
strength of its forces, as upon 
the sympathy and support of the 
general public, and in a war 
either of offence or defence, a 
wise commander’s first care is to 
make certain that in the whole 
of the territory in his rear there 
is no lurking enemy. In view of 
the lucrative profits which the 
rum runner appears to have 
made, it is evident that there 
must be a very large demand 
for his wares, and if such is the 
case, and until these friends of 
the enemy within are converted 
to a different way of thinking, 
it would seem that the campaign 
on the coast was doomed to fail­
ure in spite of its intensity.

In a despatch from New York 
last week it was stated that the 
Commerce Department officials 
estimated the annual trade of 
Rum Row at $40,000,000. It is 
acknowledged that the quantity 
smuggled over the Canadian 
frontier is enormous, apd un­
doubtedly further supplies are 
obtained through other under­
ground channels. It is also wor­
thy of note that, according 
The Woj-ld Almanac,—the Am­
erican Whitaker — that the 
amount of whiskey released in 
the United States in 1924 was 
1.813,295 gallons, and of other 
alcoholic spirits, (not including 
denatured alcohol), 9,457,725 
gallons. The major portion of 
this was intended for distribu­
tion on physicians’ prescriptions.

In insisting that the laws of 
their country must be observed, 
the American authorities are 
setting a great example to the 
rest of the-world, but it is some­
what of an anomaly that the 
18th Amendment made by the 
people themselves should be 
evaded to such an extent by 
themselves.

If the efforts being made to 
enforce prohibition were direct­
ed again intemperance (a term 
which so many are wont to ap­
ply indiscriminately to the mod­
erate consumption of alcoholic 
spirits as a beverage as well as 
to excess), the beneficial result 
would soon be apparent, but un­
fortunately the advocates of the 
principle fail to see, or will not 
see, that no law can be enforced 
upon a civilized race if it estab­
lishes a code of morals which 
does not conform with the gen­
eral sentiment. For example, it 
must be presumed that the laws 
which say thou shalt d° no mur­
der or thou shalt not steal were 
not enunciated prior-to the time

when such acts were generally 
considered to be offences, but 
were included in the laws just 
as soon as they came to be re­
garded as immoral, and until 
simijpr vipws are universally 
held in connection with the mod­
erate Use of spirits as a bever­
age, the opponents of prohibition 
canpot surely be placed in the 
same category as murderers apd 
thieves.

Two Children Perish anti Two Women 

Seriously Injured.
A fire which broke out at 8 mm. at 

the residence of Fredrick O’Neil, corn­
er Patrick and Watpr Streets ended in 
tragedy. Two children, Angus, aged 5 
years and Fred, aged 314 are dead; 
Mrs. Q'NeW le burped about the bead 
and had her arm broken when she 
jumped from a second story window. 
Her sister, Miss Kent, who also Jump- 

’ed received a severe shaking up be­
sides being very badly scared by the 
fire. Both women are in hospital and 
are expected to recover. Fredrick O'­
Neil also badly burned about the 
arms through making desperate at­
tempts to save h)* children, was 
brought to hospital, but after bis 
wounds were dressed he was able to 
leave. One child Dolph, escaped un­
scathed by being thrown through a 
window and caught by some men from 
the railway rouBdhonsp. How the fire 
originated remains a mystery, and so 
muph excitement prevailed after it 
was first j^iscovered, that it is difficult 
to teU what actually happened. Some 
men from the Roundhouse and Mr. H. 
Hunt, who keeps a plumbing store ad- 
joingtng O’Neil’s premises were the 
first to notice the«flre.

Mr. Hunt rang in the alarm from a 
box which was on the opposite side 
of the street, and in a few seconds 
the West End chemical was on the 
scene. In the meantime, and before 
the men from the Roundhouse 
realized what was happening, the two 
women clad in their night clothes 
jumped from the second story window 
and collapsed. O’Neil himself succeed­
ed in getting out one of his children. 
Two others were asleep on the top 
flat, and the father made a desperate 
attempt to reach them, but was ob­
liged himself to get out through the 
wipdow. For several minutes he hung 
to the sill as thp ladders on the West 
End truck were, not long enough to 
reach him, and he was obliged to let 
go. The men who had congregated, 
amongst whom were Messrs. Dunn 
and Gulliver, caught him before he 
reached the ground. When the Cen­
tral apparatus arrived a ladder was

run up, and Sapt. Kean and Fire Con­
stable Ted Doyle mounted and entered 
through the windows. O’Neil himself 
made a gallant attempt to follow. The 
jplace was a mass of flames, and the 
Bremen bad great diqiculty in groping 
for the children. Supt. Kean, hearing 
a moan, located the younger child, 
Fred, lying on the floor. In the same 
room Fireman Doyle located Angus. 
The children were brought to Dr. 
Arch Tail’s residence nearby, and the 
pulmometer was applied. Bra. A. H- and 
J. S. Tait, Macphersoa and Carnell 
were all in attendance. Artificial 
respiration proved of no avail ns 'life 
in both children was practically ex­
tinct when they were first located by 
the firemen. Death was caused by the 
poisonous fumes and partiy through 
injuries inflicted by the flames. Whilst# 
the firemen were directing their ef­
forts to putting out the blaze the doc­
tors devoted their attention to Mrs. 
O’Neil and her sister, who had been 
carried into nearby houses awaiting 
the arrival of the ambulance. A11 eye­
witnesses testify to the good work done 
by the firemen. Plenty of water was 
available and the blaze was extin­
guished in less than an hour. Mr. O’­
Neil conducted a very successful gro­
cery store and carried a large stock, 
all of which was destroyed As far 
as can he learned the building, which 
is part of the estate of the late Mrs. 
Carnell, was covered by, insurance. 
Superintendent Kean of the Central 
Station states that when his apparatus 
reached the scene the whole place was 
a mass of flames and there evidently 
had been an explosion in the rear on 
the ground floor. Mr. O’Neil but a few 
minutes before the outbreak had aris­
en, lighted a fire in the kitchen range 
and gone upstairs to call his family. 
The flames spread with such rapidity 
that every avenue of escape except 
through the window was cut off in­
stantly.

Great sympathy will everywhere be 
felt for Mr. O’Neil and Mrs. O'Neil in 
the great trouble which has befallen 
them so suddenly.

Such common action, such 
friendship and understanding, if ac­
companied, as indeed they mpst he it 
they are to last, by mutual respect, 
spell together the -peace of the world.”

Two other great problems to he dis­
cussed' are: “Migration” and “Settle­
ment within the Empire.” it is real­
ized that the - unemployment problem 
iu Great Britain is the ex-service 
man's. Of over a million unemployed 
S 1)0,000 are ex-service men who fought 
for England in the Great War. The 
normal rate of emigration from the 
British Isles before the war was ap­
proximately 600,000 per year. The fact 
that there wasn't any during this 
period and the loss of her foreign mar­
kets are the chief reasons why there 
are so many unemployed there to-day. 
It is estimated that ten per cent, of 
her working population age unemploy­
ed. There is an urgent necessity for 
emigration within the Empire and the 
Dominions must realize that the un­
employment problem in the Mother­
land is as much theirs as hers. It is 
only by co-ordination within the Em­
pire can the great ideals for which we 
fought he maintained. Tile coming 
Conference will further help to bind 
the comradeship of the war and pos­
sibly an opportunity will be given the 
delegates of placing before the Con­
ference the natural resources await­
ing development within the Empire.

of a 4-stage resistance-coupled ampli­
fier. To-day we are showing how it 
should be connected to a standard 3- 
circuit tuner. We are, however, show­
ing only one stage of resistance- 
coupled amplification as the rpst of 
the circuit Is the same.

Care must be taken that the plus 
22% volt battery for the detector 
which is connected to the two output 
post» which normally go to the headset 
Is connected to the proper terminal on 
the Input to the resistance amplifier.
If this connection is reversed the pins 
B from the 22%-volt battery will be 
connected ahead of the Insistance R 
in the amplifier and the set will not 
work. It is easy ^enough however, to 
determine the proper poling of the two 
input-output wires simply by trying 
them in one direction, and if they do 
not work reversing them. They will

The plus A and minus A terminals 
on the resistance amplifier are merely 
bridged ov.er by means of short pump-1 
er wires to the corresponding wires on :

B battery is connected in series it is ! 
merely necessary to run a wire from 
the plus 90 terminal to the plus end , 
of the B battery. The complete bat- 
téry will probably consist of four 22%-1 
volt units in series.

Ninety volts Is about the minimum 
amctunt which should be used on the 
amplifier. It takes almost twice as 
much voltage on a resistance-coupled 
amplifier to give the same results as 
would be obtained with half the plate 
voltage used in A transformer-coupled 
amplifier.

There can be no doubt that 
the Rebel General, Isidore Lopes, has 
had considerable success, and, that it 
is only recently that the tide has turn­
ed in favor of the Government Army. 
THE CAUSE OF THE REVOLUTION.

The chief purposes of this article

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Civil Brazilian apd the mass of the j 
people, do not, as a rule, take the 
slightest interest in the revolts, so 
long afc It does not take place In their 
respective locality or residence. Their 
apathy is so pronounced and evident, 
that, in the evening, Journeying home 
in the trams, with the evening paper 
in their hands, they will be far-more 

^interested in the lateet murder or sui­
cide, with which these papers abound, 
with their disgusting illustrations, 
than with the revolution which is 
practically at their door.

The reason for this apathy, is nfct 
far to seek. A long succession of gov­
ernments under different Presidents, 
have for many years pursued a course 
of disastrous finance, in which corrupt 
practices have been so rife, that by 
far the most paying profession in Bra­
zil, is the “Profession of Politics.”

The people, therefore, feel that 
whatever gpvernment is in power, they 
will still have to pay exhorbltant tax­
es, which seem to Increase wiqi each 
succeeding government. Reckless ex­
penditure, and middle-man bribery, 
and the inveterate and lngatiable hab­
it of extending the ministerial palm 
in order to denote interest in any pro­
ject, contract, or business proposition 
of any kind, lias destroyed the people’s 

^patriotism. The people feel that the 
country is taken over by the govern­
ment in power, to enribh themselves 
solely at the expense of the tax pay­
ers, by projects and enterprises which 
Involve bribery in contracts, princip­
ally for the embellishment of the city. 
Not only are the cash coffers emptied, 
but the deficit has to be met by heavy 
taxation and the imposition of the 1 
most novel duties and taxes which \ 
the mind of the insolvent can devise.

Under these' circumstances real ' 
patriotism cannot exist ,and hence ( 
the apathy of the people when a revo­
lution breaks out, often without a 
word of warning. They feel that if ’ 
this present government Is thrown \ 
out, another Government will arise 
who will be equally bad.

ANOTHER MUSSOLINI! ,
In this present revolution a novelty j 

was introduced by a manifesto from , 
the pen of the Rebed general, which ( 
seemed to breath the sentiments of a ( 
new Mussolini. One instinctively j 
asks oneself the question “Which is 
tire man!” One turned from one side 
to the other, and asked the pertenent 
question "who have you got to be 
your President What strong man 
have you got to be the Mussolini of 
Brazil !” And the reply was «sjways 
the same: “We have no strong man 
to Bnufl.” There Is not one man who 
is powerful enough to sweep away our 
national abuses, or who would wear 
the green shirt of a Brazilian racist.

We are, therefore, confronted with 
an extraordinary situation. We have 
a revolution, without a remedy. Wo 
have a revolt, without a Mussolini. Ir. 
face of the apatiiy of the people, we

ask the^question : "Is this the voice of 
Mussolini, heard for the first time in 
the wilderness of Brazilian political 
corruption."

The surprise of the people when the 
first shots were fired was patent and 
obvious, yet, these shots found an 
echo In the hearts of 80 per cent, of 
the Brazilians In Sao Pauly. The 
atmosphere was clear and defined. It 
was pro-rebel whichever way you 
went.

But what was the motive of the re­
volt which broke out on the eventful 
Saturday morning, July 6th? I dis­
cussed the situation with groups of j 
men I found at every street corner, 
who had taken up these position, bet­
ter to seek cover round the corner 
whichever way the bullets came up 
the street. But, each man had a dif­
ferent reason, and eventually It turn­
ed out that not one explanation of the 
revolt as given by the men In the 
Street agreed with the reasons given 
by the Rebels in their Manifesto to 
the people or Sao Paulo .

I interviewed the two officers 
I found there, and was very badly im­
pressed with their appearance. One 
was an old, decrepid and retired Maj­
or, who only had a military overcoat 
to enable him to be called a soldier. 
The other was a young lieutenant, also 
with a scratch uniform, who looked 
quite out of control the whole time 
I saw him. On being questioned, both 
of them exhibited entire Ignorance as 
to the progress of the revolution, and 
especially the decrepid Major, who 

I told me out of his hopeful Imagina­
tion that 2,000 sailors were now 
marching on Sao Paulo to their relief, 
with a reserve of the Naval Brigade, 
7,000 strong, only two hours' march 
from the city.

One thing was patent and clear. 
The Revolutionary Army was far bet­
ter generalled, far better equipped 
and disciplined than the Government 
Army, and they seemed to have un­
limited ammunition.

On the Tuesday morning, before the 
city fell Into the hands of the rebels,

I some artillery placed on the Campo

Two historic ruins have been be­
queathed to the nation Up the late 
Marquis Cnrson of KedleeUHL These 
are Tgttershall Castle, Lincolnshire 
and Bodlatn Cattle,* Sussex. Tatter- 
shall Castle, near Wltham, Is thought 
to have-been erected about 14*6, In 
September, 19H, It -was feared that 
the famous Brêplacee would he lent 

the United States. They were 
taken to London, but Lord Cnreon, 
who bought the cattle a little later 
"to save it from being knocked tb 
pieces," recovered them.

Bring on raw turnipsthe migration of birds to Ireland, by 
Mr. R. M. Barrington, there is in­
serted a note from the keepers of the 
Copeland Island lighthouse relating 
'to the early spring migration. "The 
air,” says the writer, “was filled 
with birds. The balcony outside the 
light was completely covered with 
killed birds. They were live or six 
deep all round, so that one walked 
upon a carpet of their dead bodies." 
At no other period ot their existence 
do birds run so great and varied 
risks as during migration. If caught 
by a change ot wind while crossing 
the sea whole flights may be beat­
en down and drowned. Incidentally, 
how does the tiny gold-crest, weigh­
ing barely half an ounce, manage to 
cross at -one flight the whole breadth 
ot the North Sea?

The principal feature of to­
night’s debate was the unexpected at­
tack on the measure by Sir Robert 
Stevenson Horne, former Chancellor 
of the Exchequer In the Coalition 
Government, whom, It had been sup­
posed Premier Baldwin might even­
tually Invite to enter the Cabinet. It 
is recalled that the Prime Minister 
did Invite Sir Robert Horne to join his 
Government as Labor Minister, but 
that Sir Robert, expecting to be ap­
pointed Chancellor of the Exchequer, 
declined what he considered a minor 
office. It Is believed that his attack on 
the Government has spoiled any fu­
ture chance Sir Robert might have 
had of joining the Government. He 
has Important business Interests, how­
ever, and may not be anxious to take 
a ministerial office.

J. H. THOMAS DÊLIVEB8 A

LONDON, May 19.
The Overseas Settlement Depart­

ment of the Colonial Office this even­
ing Issued a message written by J. H. 
Thomas, who was Secretary for the 
Colonies In the Ramsay MacDonald 
Cabinet, addressed to “my fellow citi­
zens In the Dominions and Great 
Britain.” Mr. Thomas opens by stat­
ing that he is aware there are many 
people who assume that the Labor 
leaders are against the development 
of the Empire. “It Is because I am a 
Labor man that I believe with all my 
heart In that great brotherhood of 
free Democratic peoples, which Is 
building up the British Empire.” 
Dealing with the capabilities of the 
Dominions and the smallness ot their 
populations, he expressed himself at 
length on the latter problem, and asks 
if the British people do not aee that 
the existence of the Dominions as na­
tions depends upon having them pop­
ulated to a much greater extent 
Canada, he said, must have more peo­
ple and five or six millions of British 
could not hold Australia. The success 
of the white Australia policy depends 
upon having more inhabitants.
