Quite a number of young men left

The Hon .John Young sailed from Que­
bec for England to-day. He has for his 
object the organization of the Canadian 
and European Telegraph Company, un­
der the revised Act.

A celebrated kennel of greyhounds was 
sold in London last week. One dog was 
sold for £51 9s. ; another for £33 12s. ; 
a third for £32 lie. ; a fourth for £32 2a.; 
and so on at equally high prices.

A canal boat propelled by steam, and 
capable of being divided into two parts 
for passing locks, arrived at Chicago last 
week with 10,450 bushels of corn. The 
invention is pronounced a success.

low* Correspondence.
To the Editor of the Mercury.

Sib Ab you allow space in your co­
lumns lor intelligence from all known 
parte ot the globe, allow me to say a few, 
words about Iowa. I do this for several 
reasons ; first, because your readers are 
a farming and progressive people, who 
always like to hear what is going on 
abroad, especially in farming matters ; 
second, because there are many young 
men who purpose coming to the States, 
and dp not know which is ^he best State; 
and third, because I have seen letters in 
Canadian journals, written by Canadians 
who have been in some ot the States and 
did not succeed, or do so well as theÿ ex­
pected to do, which did not do justice to 
either the States or people. First, then, 
let me say this has been a backward 
season; and then I shall endeavor to 
give a faint description of the country. 
Iowa is a prairie country, as all know.
I came here this spring, landed in Cedar 
Falls on the 2nd of April, and obtained a 
situation the next day. The frost was 
not then quite out of the ground, but the 
snow was all gone, and had been for 
several weeks. Fanners began to sow 
wheat about the 10th of April, plant corn 
about the 10th of May, and potatoes 
about the same time—the weather in the 
middle of April looked like that of the 
24th of May in Canada. The weather 
has been for the most part cold ; there 
have not been any excessively warm 
days, the atmosphere is tempered by 
cooling breves from the prairie, which 
make it pleasant. The following are a 
few scraps from my note book : April 
20th, clear and warm, flowers and plants 
apnnging ; May 4th, very warm, grass 
and leaves look green ; May 6th, fine, 
fruit trees in blossom ; May 87th, warm, 
measured grass three and a half feet 
long ! June 2nd, peas in bloom ; June 
12tb, cool, strawberries ripe, grape vines 
hanging full of grapes ; June 14th,-high 
winds, wheat two and a half feet long, 
corn not looking so well on account of 
cold weather. The prairie is mostly rol­
ling, but not hilly ; in some parts one 
can travel all day and not see a tree ; 
hut where it is settled (that is mostly 
along the rivers) there is plenty of 
timber, which is interspersed with wild 
fruit trees, such as crab apples, plums, 
grape, and others, the names of which I 
do not remember, and the blossoms of 
which, together with wild roses, make a 
grand profusion of flowers Ithat send 
their fragrance on the air. » Words can 
not convey an idea of, or depict the 
scenery to the eye or mind of a person 
who has not seen it, but when once seen 
it will never be forgotten, for it is grand 
beyond description. The soil of the 
prairie is generally from 3 to 6 feet deep; 
it is a rich black soil, then from that down 
it is either red or blue day, with some 
gravel or quicksand. I saw a letter writte n 
by a person who had travelled through 
Iowa, and he ran the people and country 
down to the lowest notch ; he could not 
see any beauty from one side of the State 
to the other. Alas ! such is the difference 
of taste and mind of fallen humanity.— 
‘■‘One mind pursues the vast alone, the won­

To the North Pole by Balloon.— 
A new and daring experiment is noted by 
the Pall Mall Gazette ; The invariable 
failure which has hitherto attended nau­
tical expeditions to the Arctic regions 
has induced two Frenchmen, Messieurs 
Tissandier and de Fouvielle.to undertake 
the enterprise of reaching the pole in a 
balloon. The machine in which the 
bold adventurers are about to embark on 
their perilous journey, and which is ap­
propriately named ‘Le Pole Nord, ’ is now 
being completed in the Camp de Mars, 
which the Government have placed at 
their disposal for the purpose. The 
monster balloon, beside which even the 
famous Géant would seem a mere toy, 
will contain over 10,000 cubic metres of 
gas, and is composed entirely of a cloth 
manufactured from caoutchouc, which 
will allow of great expansion in the rare­
fied strata of the atmosphere. The 
seams uniting the different pieces form a 
total length of three English miles. The 
car, a marvel, it is said, of strengh and 
lightness, is constructed to carry ten 
passengers, 4,000 pounds of ballast and 
«provisions for a month. We can only 
hope this bold enterprise may be attend­
ed with better luck than the ærial flight 
of the Geftnt in 1863.

and wild land 15 or 20 miles from a rail­
road is from $1.25 to $5 per acre, &c.— 
Wages are for common work $1 per day, 
or $20 per month, and harvest about $3 
to $4 per day—harvest begins about the 
middle of July. There are very few 
barns here, on account of lumber being 
so high. Good pine lumber is $30 or $35 
per thousand, wood from $6 to $8 per 
cord, cows $30 to $35, horses $200, cloth­
ing not so terribly high as is generally 
reportd in Canada. Tradesmen get $2 
to $2.50 per day ; but there are so many 
that strangers have little chance. A man 
that wants to get his living without 
working needn’t come here—the Yankees 
do all the speculating, and there is no 
chance left for a Canadian. The Cana­
dians are treated with due respect here. 
Most of the farmers appear to be doing 
well. Thé beet chance of speculation is 
for a man who has money to go farther 
out West and take up a section or two of 
land, and wait till it rises in value. An 
active young man, who minds his own 
business and takes care of his money can 
soon earn himself a farm, and I think, 
can do better here than in Canada ; but 
a person who is settled down, with the 
comfbrts of life about him, had better 
stay where he is. It takes a farmer a 
long time, and is a great expense, to 
gather stock, and get a house and barn 
here. The tide of emigration to the West is 
tremendous, and a great number of the 
emigrants are from Europe. The U. S. 
Government gives greater inducements 
than the Canadian Government does.— 
The result is their country is becoming 
settled faster, and by so doing becomes 
richer. Any one can get a homestead— 
80 acres—by paying $15 for deeding it. 
but he must go to the western side of this 
State. If any of your readers want to 
come to the States, I would advise them 
to come to Iowa. I have travelled most­
ly through Michigan, Indiana, Illinois, 
and Iowa, and I chose about Webster 
City, which is growing very rapidly, on 
the Iowa Central R. 11.,and land is cheap 
around it ; but I would advise every one 
who has a notion to come West, to travel 
and see the country before he sells out 
in Canada, and take no one’s word for 
it who has been here, and I think the 
trip will pay him.

The ladies here have exceedingly fine 
times beside most of our Canadians. Be­
lieve me when I say some of the women 
don’t know where their own wells are 
and if there is a pump in it or not, and 
some don’t know how many cows their 
husbands milk. Sometimes it amuses me 
to hear something like the following : 
Wife—" Mr. Williams, do you milk 
Pearly yet ?” Husband—" Why, no ; she 
has been dry over three weeks.” While, 
perhaps, in return to surprise him, she 
will quietly observe, “ Did you know I 
bought Beatrice a piano to-day ?" “ No,
thunder!” "Why I ordered it two months 
ago, and forgot to tell you ; but it is only 
five hundred dollars, anyway.” I think 
if the Guelph or Elora ladies knew what 
fine times their female cousins have, 
teaching school and playing piano, they 
would make one grand rush to the West.

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THE NEW ATLANTIC CABLE.
While the first, second, and even 

third attempts were making to connect 
Europe and America, by means of a 
telegraph, the people of the two con­
tinents stood on the tiptoe of expecta­
tion. There was something so bold, 
so magnificent in the idea, and at the 
same time something so problematical 
in the experiment, that people at first 
looked amazed, then doubted if sci­
ence, powerful as they knew it to be, 
would prove equal to the accomplish- 
ment of what it had undertaken. The 
first failure damped the hopes of the I 
public, but only excited the ardor of 
those who were the losers. They re- 
eolved to snatch victory from the 
arms of defeat, and, like sensible 
men, turning their experience to ac­
count, they made failure the mere 
prelude of success. What was con­
sidered# five years ago, as a problem 
to which it was doubtful whether a 
clear solution would ever be obtained, 
was afterwards so clearly demonstra­
ted that the laying of a submarine 
cable, of any length, is now looked 
upon as a work only a little more dif­
ficult of accomplishment thdn stretch­
ing a telegraph wire upon poles.— 
Hence the progress made in laying 
the new cable from Brest, in France, 
to the Island of St. Pierre, off New­
foundland, is noted daily in a few 
words. Nobody seems to fear that 
anything will go wrong, or that, if it 
does, it cannot soon be righted, and 
when the Great'Eastern arrives with 
the cable, it will create little more 
stir than if a Black Ball Liner had 
come to anchor with a cargo of emi­
grants aboard. On Saturday the big 
ehip was 497 miles out, and every­
thing was serene.

THE EMPEROR AND THE ARMY.
Napoleon has been showing himself 

to the army at the camp at Chalons. 
The auspicious occasion was on the 
anniversary of the battle of Solferino, 
at which Frenchmen gave the Aus 
trians a tremendous licking. The 
old Napoleonic policy of playing upon 
superstition and nurturing a faith in 
omens was evinced in some slight 
degree. “There is the sun of Aus| 
terlitz.’ said Napoleon I., as he mar­
shalled his army for the attack on an 
occasion subsequent to the great vic­
tory of which he reminded it ; “ this,” 
said Napoleon III., “ is the anniver­
sary of Solferino, and I revive the re­
membrance of battles fought by our 
fathers and yourselves, for our recent 
victories are the history of the pro­
gress of civilization.” He might also 
have added# that he revived them in 
order to sound the depth of their en­
thusiasm in his cause. He accom­
plished his object, however^ without 
any direct declaration to this effect, 
for it is written that on the succeed­
ing day, when Marshal Bazaine pre­
sented to the Emperor the soldiers 
who had fought at Magenta and Sol­
ferino, he gave his Majesty the pleas­
ing assurance that under all circum­
stances the army would remain devo 
ted to his dynasty. What would 
ambition seek further ? “ If I live,” 
■aid Probus, u the Roman Empire 
will have no need of soldiers." Per­
haps Napoleon thinks if he live long 
the safety of the French Empire may 
very much require what the brave 
Roman intended to dispense with

THE CHURCH OF SPAIN.
It would appear from cable advices 

that the priests of Spain arc by no 
means satisfied with the new state of; 
matters in the country. In particular 
they do not 1'ke the" speeches made 
by some of the Republican members 
oftbe Cortes, who expressed opinions 
regarding religion which could not 
have been less than palatable to the 
most extreme freethinker. They are 
now acting evidently in the spirit of 
the boast of Cardinal Cuesta, that 

.three millions of Spaniards were rea­
dy, to sign their names to a pledge to 
resist a Constitution which asserted 
itself to be the enemy of the Church. 
The Cardinal was wildly out of the 
way in his calculations; but the 
Church, if resolved to oppose the Con­
stitution with blind zealotry just be­
cause the Republicans defend it, may 
do mischief to the State no less than 
to itself.

It is no common defeat that has 
been inflicted on the Church, and it is 
pretty certain that tolerance has gain­
ed a foothold which would be likely 
to survive the shock of another revo­
lution . Since its proclamation crowds 
have attended the services of Protes­
tantism, though it is said that the 
owner of the house in Madrid where 
it was held has been threatened with 
assassination. Such a crime might 
be committed, but it would be follow­
ed by the usual result ; it would 
merely injure the cause it had been 
designed to aid.

The decease of GoV. Raymond will 
lead to no sudden changes in either 
the Editorial or Business management 
of The New-York Times- The many 
rumors of Editors selected, and 
changes to be made, are all without 
foundation in fact. The entire man­
agement or The Times has long been 
vested by its proprietors in Gov. Ray­
mond as Editor, and Mr. George Jones 
as Publisher. By this arrangement, 
Mr. Jones succeeds to the responsibi- 
ties, which he so long shared with his 
distinguished associate; and under 
his supervision The Tones will be con­
ducted—probably for some months to 
come—-precisely as it was so often 
when Gov. Raymond was absent in 
Europe, or in Congress.

Emigration to the United 
States.—Statistical records show 
that in thirteen years ending in 1808, 
over two and a half millions of Eu­
ropeans emigrated to the United 
States, the greater portion being from 
the British Isles. The German influx 
is very large, but it is surpassed by 
that of the English-speaking popula­
tion, which during the present year, 
up to the 1st of June, amounted to 
54,000, while the Germans amounted 
to only 47,000. With respect to those

The Spauish Regent,
Spain has a regent fora rule* for the 

third time within the last forty years. 
The first of the three^vns Queen Chris­
tina, the moth ce of Isabella, lntriy driv­
en from the throne. The revolution­
ary movement at Madrid in 1840 result­
ed in her down fall and the appoint­
ment of General Esparto as regent, who 
held power only two years, when he was 
overthrown by another revolution, and 
Isabella, then only 13 years, was declared 
by the Cortes to be of age.

Francisco Serrano, the new regent, is 
one of those many soldiers of fortune in 
Spain who owe their fame and rank to 
the devotion with which they attach them­
selves to the cause of Christina, anil the 
courage with which they fought during 
the war of independence. Like many 
of his class he wasTiberally rewarded by 
the Queen mother, and at the period of 
her overthrow, In 1841, he already held 
high rank in the military service of his 
country. The Queen's abdication and 
exile did not long retard his advance­
ment, for he took a prominent part in the 
successful movement against the regent 
Espartero ; and immediately on the 
restoration of Christina hé joined Narvaez 
in his scheme to combat and destroy the 
influence of Olozaga. He played his 
cards with so much skill that he con- 

1 tinned steadily to rise at Court, gaining 
such influence over the mind of the 
young Queen that in 1846, some time 
after marriage, a very serious difference 
occurred between her aud the King Con­
sort, arising out of the latter’s jealousy 
of Gen. Serrano. This domcsticdifiiculty 
was indeed a matter of public scan­
dal at the time. An attempt was made 
Shortly after by the Duke of Sotomayer 
to ruin Serrano politically, but it recoil­
ed on that Minister’s pwn head, Serrano 
succeeding in overthrowing the Min­
istry of which the Duke was chief. Popu­
lar opinon, however, proved more pow­
erful than royal favor, and Serrano sub­
sequently tell with the Ministry of the 
Salamanca, with whose fortunes he had 
identified himself. Up to this time the 
lucky favourite had been a reactionary 
in politics, but he now became a liberal : 
ar,d he has ever since been identified 
with what is known in Spain as the 
Liberal Union party. He was sent in 
1854 into exile for having taken part in 
the Saragossa outbreak ; but the revolu­
tion of July in that year opened (he way 
for his return to Spain, and he became a 
supporter of the O Donnell-Espartero 
Coalition. He played a prominent part 
in the coup de'etat of July, 1856, it being 
principally through his instrumentality 
that the insurrection in Madrid was sub- j 
dued, and O'Donnell enabled to seize ! 
power as Dictator. For this service he ! 
was sent as Ambassador to Paris ; but 
the downfall of O’Donnell shortly after i 
led to his recall. In 1865 he was appoint- ! 
ed by the new O’Donnell Cabinet Captain 
General of Madrid. For many years he 
has had a seat in the Senate, where he 
has distinguished himself by a uniform 
and vigorous opposition to the reaction­
ary policy of the old school of Spanish 
statesmen, and by his hearty support of 
all liberal measures. He hits taken a 
quiet but influential part in this last rev­
olution, and he owes his elevation to 
power as regent to the character he has 
won, of. late years, fpr prudence and 
moderation, joined to liberal and enlight­
ened views. Serrano is about 70 years 
of age, having been born at the end of the 
last century

i been worshipped in the sacred |world,!has been won

iA«rn rif PnArua (mtown or rooree, in 
Orissa, lying about

i the southern part of 
Orissa, lying about 300 miles from Cal­
cutta, for 700 years past, and the pilgrims 
constantly increased in numbers until 
the year of the fatal famine, when the 
whole country was strewn with the dead. 
Five years or so ago the attention of the 
•English public was called to a celebra­
tion In honor of Juggernaut, within a 
few miles of Calcutta, at which several 
natives fell or threw themselves beneath 
the car and were crushed to death. Of 
old the great festivals were never deem­
ed complete unless the trimphant path 
of the god had been stained with the 
blood of his worshippers. But the priests 
dare not encourage that custom now. If 
a devotee fling himself down before the 
idol, the Brahmins cry out that it was an 
accident. The idolatry, however, still 
costs hundreds of lives every year. The 
weak and sickly perish by the wayside, 
and a cholera epidemic usually brei " 
out at Poree when the city Is most o\ 
crowded with pilgrims. The poor or 
tures are huddled together in a way 
which seems almost incredible to the 
Europeans. The temple of Juggernaut 
stands in a large enclosure in the centre 
of Pooree. There is a Grecian column of 
black basalt in front of the principal gate. 
The god lives in a large tower, and about 
640 persons are employed to minister to 
his supposed necessities. There is an at­
tendant who puts the idol to bed every 
night, another wakes him, a third whose 
office it is to put water and a tooth-pick 
comfortably within his reach, a fourth to 
paint his eyes for him every morning, as 
if he were a faded London beauty, sever­
al otliurs to cook and give him food, 120 
dancing girls to amuse him in his heavy 
moments, and 3,000 priests to worship 
him—and plunder the pilgrims. All this 
goes on year after year—is going on in 
the midst of this hot month of June, w] 
the pilgrims throng every road which 
leads to the shrine.
