THE SULTAN ALARMED.

Loxpox, Nov. 18 —The Marquis of Salis-
bury has received assurances that the Sul.
tan bas dispatched commissioners to Asia
Minor to put in force the reforms insisted
upon by the powers, and that, beyond the
assembling of the foreign fleet off Salonica,
the powers will take no further steps ab pre-
sent. It is understood that the assembling
of the fleets at Salonica bay is having a good
effect, and that the Sultan has determined
bo make earnest efforts to puta stop to
bloodshed in Asia Minor.

CoNSTANTINOPLE, Nov. 18.—~The British
fleet here is being still further reinforced.
The Sultan is said to be alarmed to the
verge of insantiy at the assembling of the
foreign fleete at Salonica Bay. Not only
has he sent messages to the Valis of dis-
turbed districts ordering them to suppress

missioners have been dispatched to various
parts of Asia Minor armed with the highest
authority to quell any revolutionary out-
breaks.

Further massacres are reported from
Sivas, and there it& an urnconfirmed story
that 4 000 Armenians have been massacred
at Gorrun. Although the reports of this
wholesale killing are not confirmed, the
Turkish officials admit that the Kurds made
two attacks upon the Armenians of that
locality with ccnsiderable loss of life. The
Porte, it is said, has ordered a special in-
quiry into the massacre of Christiana at
Alexandretta, where three hundred Turkish
troops are said to have looked on while the
killing took place.

Ibis reported that a number of the mem-
bers of the young Turkish party have been
secretly executed.

No details have yet been received here of
the massacre of about 800 Armenians ab
Kbarpat, or of the sacking and burning of
eight out of twelve buildings belonging to
American missionaries there.

Anti-Christian placards have bsen torn
down'by the police at Soutari, Albania, where
a dangerous agitation is in progress. The
Turkish officials do not seem to be doing
more than meking a show of frowning
upon it.

Cbancellor of the Exohejuer, speaking ut
Bristol, vaguely promised the earliest con-
sideration of a measure for the relief of the
agricaltural depression.

Some revelation of the government’s
policy is found in a sbatement by Sir Rob-
ert Peel in a speech delivered by him at
Tamworth, which constituonoy he has repre-
sented in parliament for 30 years. He de-
clared that he had learned from executive
and authorized sources that the government
intended to censolidate and take over all
mortgages on land by lending money to the
lanelords av three per oent., thus enabling
thew to save two per cent., as most of the
landlords have been obliged to raise loans
ab five per cent. The acheme, according to
Sir Robert has the support of several of the
ministers.

TURKS MORE ENERGETIC.

The :Anthorities Said to Have Dis-
played More Energy in Putting
Down Disturbances.

A Hundred Thousand Armenians Dy-
ing of Starvation and Exposure—
Agitation Against Christians.

CoNsTaNTINOPLE, Nov. 19 (via Sofia, Bul-
garia, Nov. 19.— It is learned in diplomatic
ciroles that ths Turkish authorities of Moosh
have recently been displaying great energy
in quelling the fanatical outbreak there,
which was recently announced. They pre-

the disturbances there were only six persons
killed and forty wounded. The Mussulman
soldiers behaved well. The greatest anxiety
certainly prevails at present among the
Turkish cfficials to stop the carnage.

An official announcement says: ¢ Ar-

menian insurgents of Zsitoun plundered and
barned the following villages : Louisikuhi,
Kechkere, Moussali and Kerimili. Foar
bombs were found in the yard of an Ar-
menian rivter at Djarbekir. The Armenian
agitators at Marsovan attacked two Massul-
mans going to the mosque and wounded
them. They also fired from their houses to
the barracks and to the palace of the
governor. Disorder followed these provoca-
vions and on both sides there were dead and
wounded. The eauthorities, however, snc-
ceeded in restoring order. All news conm-
cerning supposed insecurity of foreigners
living in the towna where the troubles took
place is absolutely false,”

LoxpoN, Nov. 19.—The following tele-
gram trom Constantinople has béen received
by the Anglo-Armenian Association : *‘Ar-
menians are being massacred everywhere in
Asia Minor. Over 100,000 ore dylng of
starvation and exposure. The season for
the work of relief is closed. For God’s sake
urge the government to stop the most awful
events of modern times. The porte is pow-
erless, a8 all the telegraphs are under con-
trol of the palace cfficials who have incited
the massacres throughout Anatolia.”

A dispatch from Rome to-day says ad-
vices from Constantinople announce that the
agitation against. Christians in Northern
Syria is extending, and that massacres have
occurred near Aleppo.

Grand Duke Vladimir has received an au-
tograph letter from the Czar to the Kaiser,
relating to the situation in Eastern Europe.
1t suggests that in case England insists too
much on the disintegration of Turkey the
three powers who united upon the Japanese
queption shall'again join hands against all
comers. . -

Trouble between the Kurds and the . Maa-
sulmans at Kharput has. been brewing for

‘ary committee, ha én preparing to re-
volt againet the Turkish authorities. The
crisis was to be precipitated by an attack on
the Mussulmane’ quarter. A second version
of the affair is thav the Turks, acting under
instructions from Yildiz Kiosk officials, de-
liberately planned the massacre of the Ar-
menians of Kharput. The Kurds were not
armed with rifles, but provided “with
weapons similar to those used by the Turk-
ish soldiers, and ammunition was plentifully
distributed among them.

Ab a signal agreed npon, a quarrel was
picked with some Armenians, and an attack
upon their quarters commenced. The Ar-
menians, however, had armed -themselves as
well as possible and had placed their dwell-
ings in a state caloulated to hold out as Jong
as posgible. They made so determined a
resistance that ab the first attempt the
Kurds were repulsed.

When the Armenians repulsed the first at-
tack of the Kurds the latter were so infuri-
ated that they proceeded to Kharput, where
the American missionaries were looated, and
ransacked and burned the houses; inocluding
eight of the American mission buildings.

The Awerican missionaries, however, es-
caped uninjured, and placed themselves un--
der the immediate protection of the Turkish.
governor, who still has them safe. It is be-
lieved to bave been ascertained beyond a
doubt that: the Kurde were supported by
Turkish troops in & number of instances,.
aud in other cases the soldiers remained pas--
sive spectators.

Later a more successful attack was made
by the:Kurds upon the Armenian quarter,
and a terrible maesacre followed. - Tne num.
ber of victims has not yet been agoervained,
but conservative estimates say from 800 te
1,000 persons were killed. Fresh fanatical
outbresaks occurred at Moosh, but were sup-
pressed by the authorities after 40 Armen-
ians had been killed.

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RUMORS FROM TURKEY.

It is impossible for the newspaper reader
to decide whether the news from the East is
false or true. The reports of one day are so
often materially modified or altogether con-
tradioted by the telegrams of the next that
he wou'd be altogether too oredulous if he
placed implicit confidence in the acoounts
that are published from day to day. It
seems as if the news caterers in Asia Minor
have very little regard for the truth, for
stories that were told so often that it seemed
folly not to believe them have turned out,
when investigated by men of intelligence and
character, the grossest exaggerations. It
scems now to be the fashion to blame
the Armenians for taking the initiative
in most of the disturbances. Is vhis the
truth or is it a Turkish fabrication? It
would not be surprising if it were true, but
it is hard te understand how a people who
were oppressed and robbed, as it is said the
Armenians have been, would have spirit
enough left to fight, or could get arms to
fight with.

It appears that the Sultan is at last alive
to the importance of the situation, and that
he is hastening to make reforms that should
have been effsoted long ago. His aéahhy has
been amazing. It might have been thought
that common prudence would have induced
him to check the oppressors of the Arme-
nians long ago. But instead of beipg check-
ed we are told that they were enmcouraged
and rewarded. Is tkis true?

The Sultan is at last convinced that the
Powere who interposed on behalf of the per-
secuted and outraged Christians are sincere
and that if he does not cease to harass them
those Powers will take it upon themselves
to maintain peace in Armenia and in other
parts of the Sultan’s dominions in which
Christians are plundered and ill-used. It is
said that if the Turks find out that the
Sultan is not strong eacough to keep
his heel on the necks of his Chris-
tlan subjects they  will repudiate
him and find some means of placing a
stronger man on the throne of Turkey.
The members of the young Turkey party,
we are told, are active, enterprising and un-
scrupulous. The Sunltan appears to have
been informed of their designs, for we see by
the latest telegrams that he has had quite a
number of them arrested and executed
secretly without judge or jury. We are not
surprised that the people of a great part of
Europe are sick of the Turk, and have made
up their minds that it is high time that he
was turned oub of Earope bag and baggage.

THE TREATMENT
OF THE INDIANS,

The November number of the Westmin-
ster Review contains an article on The
Treatment of the Canadian Indians, by
William Trant. This gentleman may be
presumed to know a good deal about the
Canadian Indians and the way in which
they are treated, for he lived near the re-
serve at Broadview for a number of years.

Mr. Trant speaks highly of the treatment
which the Indians receive at the hands of
the Canadian Government, and of the pro-
gress in the useful acts which they are
making under that treatment. Canadians
are far from approving the brutal
saying of an American general, ‘A
dead Indian - is the best Indian.”
‘Their Government having under its ocare a
large number of Indians in the Northwest
who, owing to the extermination of the buf-

life, did all that an enlightened humanity
required to keep them alive and to teach
them to be self-supporting.

* Roughly speaking,” msays Mr. Trant,
¢ the Indians of the plains have been under
treaty for twenty years. What has been
the reeult ? In the first place, the whole of
the Indians have been tranquilized. Not
only is there no violent discontent or die-
affection, but the red man has become thor-
oughly attached to the white man’s
government, Oane reason for this is
that the Indiane had long yearned
for what they got, a yearning not
the less strong becaunee it was not expressed
or formulated. So long ago as 1819 the
Indians defined their position when tempted
with great bribes to massacre the Red River
colonists. *No,’ said they ¢the colonists
are our friends.” And not only did they re-
fuse but they warmed the colonists of the
impending danger. Even during the treaty
negotiatlons, when agents from the United
States mought to anticipate the authorities
by purchasing land from the Indians at spots
nob then reached by the surveyors, they met
with no encouragement, ¢ Can you stop the
flow of that river?” asked a chief of a
lsnd speculator. *No,’ was the reply,
and then ocame the rejoinder: *No
more oan Yyou stop the ‘progress
of the Queen’s chief. When he comes you
can drop behind him and take up all the
land claims you want ; but I caution yoa to

ub up no stakes in our country.’ ¢
%he fact stands boldly forth that Canada
has never fought the Indians, and she will
not begin to do 8o now. Never has Canada
had an Indian war ; an Indian massacre is
unknown in her history. She is too poor to
seek glory by slanghtering the natives, born
on her soil, and too proud b6’ defame her
coharacter or stain her escuntcheon. Contrast
this with the policy of the United States,
thet is nearly always fighting ita red men.”

The Indians were not disappointed as to
the treatment they received from the Gov-
ernment of Canada., They are treated with
kindness and comsiderstion. The treaties
that were made with them have been sorup-
uloualy carried out, and the officers who
were sent among them as a rule performed
their duties-conscientiously. and with a view
to the welfare of the Indians. Thisis the
testimopy which Mr. Trant bears to the
efficlenoy .and integrity cf the Indian de-]
partment: -

It 1s,” he says, “*free from boodling, cors
ruption, or even extravagavce. . There is
political patronage certainly—that is.the un-
fortunate practice of -the .- country}
but’ @as* -regards - the = Indiap. . de:
partment it holds - ‘second--place.
There is ne thrusting round men
into square holes merely to satisty party

maust be fit for the positions they occnpy
firsv of all, and their partisanship for those
in power ranks but as an additional qualifi-
cation. The result is the Indian commis-
sioners, inspectors and agents are not figure-
heads or arrogant officials who care every-
thing for themselves and nothing for the
Indians. They are gentlemen of experience
and culture, who have been selected
beceuse they understand the Indians
and because the Indians understand
them. The sgents are men who—they and
their families—sacrifice the delights of re.
fined soolety for o life far away on the
prairie, cooped up on a Reserve with In-
dians for neighbors, and no other society to
enjoy.”

THE POLITICAL SITUATION.

The political situation in this Dominion ts
a peculiar one. Iv js acknowledged by the
politicians of baoth sides to be difficult and
delicate. A orisis is approaching and neither
Government nor Opposition is preparing to
meet it with a light heart. The Govern-
ment admittedly has a hard task to perform
but the reflection thab its own task is quibe
a8 hard prevents the Opposition from antici-
pating a triumph if the Administration ia
not equal to the work it has to do. The
oountry seemas to regard the politicians with
quiet interest and mild curlosity. The peo-
ple  without evincing any excite-
ment wonder what the mnext move
in the political game will be
and how the political parties will get out of
the difficultles that embarrass both alike.
It is quite evident that the leading men of
both parties are nervous and anxious, and
the importance of the question at issue and
the uncertainty as to what the result will
be very effectually keep down any noisy
demonstrations of party spirit. Recrimina-
tions have almost ceased and very little
bragging is heard. Politics have become
tame to a very great many. This, we
imagine, is because the situation is too
serious to permit the men of either party to
engage in unseemly wrangling about trifles.
Is the quiet that that reigns in every part of
the Dominion the calm that often precedes
the storm ? We hope not. We trust that
there is good sense and patriotism enough in
the country to avert the storm of which
there are just now so many indications.

The Manitoba school question is the
cloud that spreads itself over the whole
political sky. It is not ocontemplated with
pleasure by either the Conservatives or the
Liberals, Both parties see that it ocannot
be long now before it must burst, and vhen
what will be the consequence? What dam-
age will it do and whom will it hurt? The
Government feel that they have doneall
they could do to prevent its doing harm,
and the Opposition have been dodging about.
to find & place of shelter so that when it does
burst they will be out of harm’s way. But
they are not ab all certain that they will be
saved by their agility.

To drop the figure, it is easy to see that
men of both parties regard the sitnation as
serious and contemplate the future with un-
easiness. As in all other trying times men
of weak convictione and faint hearts are be-
ginning to waver and are trying to find a
place of safety before the crisis arrives.
These men are not confined to one party.
There are temporizers and trimmers and
skedaddlers on both sides. These men
swell the numbers of a party when it is
prosperous and when there is no issue before
the country that tries men’s souls, but in
timesof difficultyand danger theyare asource
of embarrassment and wegkness. But we are
glad to see that there are resolute men in
the country who are not appalled by the
appearance of danger, and it is o these men
that the country must look to maintain
peace and harmony among men of all creeds.
The strong men on the Government side
have marked out the course which they
must pursue. They have not faltered,
although they have met with many dis-
couragementa. 5

The Leader of the Opposition has been an
example of the very worst kind to his follow-
ers. He has made a political football of the
Maniboba school guestion. His object in
dealing with it has not been to promote
peace and harmony : in the Dominion,
but to dish the Conservatives. He
has twisted and turned and dodged
and reserted to all sorte of tricks
t> gain an advantage over his oppo-
nente; but he has not dieshed the Conserva-
tives, he has, if we do not very greatly
mistake, gone a long way towards dishing
himself. Declaring from the first that the
guestion is not a political one, he has made
it a political one in the lowest and worst
sense, If bhe Manitoba school question is
happily settled, as we sincerely hope it will
be, it will not be owing to any exertion that
Mr. Laurier has made to effect the settle-
ment; and if it is kept open to
cause religious dissensiop and ill-feeling
in every province of the Dominion,
Mr. Lsurier should be held mainly
responsible for that grievous and most de.
plorable result. He, when he could have
acted the partof a peacemaker, deliberately
made that question a party issue, declaring
repeatedly that it was mot his place as a
party leader to aid in ite settlement. This
was nobt the stand. that a patriotic man
should take on a question which he was one
-of the firat to declate was not political.

We are, however, nob without hope that
the Manitoba school question will be amica-
bly and satisfacterily settled without the
aid of the Leadsr of the Opposition, and
that, too, by the self sacrificiag efforts of
men who believe it to be thelr first duty to
promote peace and good feeling among the'
people of Canada. .

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BETWEEN TWO ELEMENTS:

Fire and Water Claim Hundreds of
Victims on the Chinese Troop-
ship * Kungpai.”

Her Boilers and Magazines Explode
Almost Simultaneously With
Appalling Consequences.

The R.M.S. Empress of China, which ar-
rived in port Tuesday, brings news of a
terrible disaster in Kinchow bay on the
morning of the 18th of Ootober, the powder
magszine and boilers of the Chinese troop-
ship Kungpai exploding almost simultane-
ously while she was on her way from Tient-
sin" to Kinchow with 800 infantrymen, and
fully 600 lives being lost. A hundred and
fifty others were seriously wounded, and
less than a score escaped soathless. The
survivors are now in hospital at Kinchow,
and residents of the coast cities are still in
ignorance of details of the appaling fatality,
as news always travels slowly in the Orient,
and on the present occasion elaborate pre-
cautions appear to have been taken by the
authorities to prevent the facts becoming
known.

This is possibly because the Kungpai,
while not an old vessel, was in notoriously
bad repair, everyone connected with her
having been in ‘daily fear of her boilers going
at almost any time. Less than six months
ago allthe engine room staff deserted on this
account, aud the owners for a considerable
time past have refrained from sending her
to Hongkong, as they knew she would cer-
tainly be condemned if she touched there.

The ill-fated steamer went out to the
China coast eight years ago as the Wycliffs,
and was shortly after purchased by Captain
Boswell, formerly of the China Merchants’
Line, and Tong King Sing, who ran her for
a time under the British flag. Later she
was sold to the Chinese Merchants’ Com-
pany, and under her old name had an event-
ful career during the late war. She was a
vessel of 1,046 tons (gross) and fifteen years
old, from the yards of Ramage & Fergusson,
of Leith,

The steamer Irene, which was sent from
Taku to investigate as soon as word of the
disaster reached there, ascertained that the
Kungpai’s boilers gave signs of collapse on
the morning of the 14th October, but her
captain decided to pass on with his treops
and repsir after landing them at Kinchow.

Four days later vhe starboard boiler ex-
ploded, killing three of the stokers and the
seoond engineer and setting the ship on fire.
Despite the desperate efforts made vo check
their progress, the flames advanced steadily
until they reached the forward powder
magazine and exploded it. In desperation
those of the crew and the soldiers who es-
caped this second caeastrophe worked on ;
there had been but little powder in the
magazine, the greater portion of the contentes
having been tossed over the side when the
boiler went, and there was still a little
hope.

The firs continued to gain, however, and
twenty minutes later the after magazine fol-
lowed, sending portions of the deck and
bhousework, mutilated bodies, and a column
of smoke and flame high in the early morn-
ing air. The Captain, Richard Soden, aud
his Chief Officer, A. F. Lunlof, were wounded
by.the first of the powder explosions and
were laid in one of the lifeboata to be: taken
ashore as soon as possible. . When, however,
the second explosion was imminent, the sol-
diers rushed on the boats in such numbers,
that the davits broke and the only means of
ercape was, with the wourcded men, swept
into the sea.

Fortunately the hull of the steamer sank
in shallow water and the survivors—one
toreigner of the eighteen aboard and 200
wounded soldiers—sat on the wreck for
seventeen hours before boats from the shore
could reach them. Their conditiom” was
traly pitiable for not one of the party bad
escapsd terrible scalds and burns, and more
vhan fifty died before the hospital was
reached.

Ab last reporte the after portion of the
wrecked steamer as far as the mainmast
was still intact, the forward purt of the
vessel having been blown to pieces. At
high waver the after part is under water
and at low tide the wupper deck shows
through. The accident is spoken of as the
worst that has ever happeaed on the
Chinese coast, including even that of the
Kowshing—for those on board that cele-
brated ship had bade defiance to fate in
another way, and clearly knew what was all
but ocertain to happen to them.

Of the Kungpai’s officers and crew, as far
as could be ascertained when the Empress
left the Orient, but thirteen still live, in-
cluding the third engineer, Mr, O. Frome.
The msjority of the officers leave widows
and families in the Settlement cities.

THE PRISONERS OF PIRATES.

M. Paul Lyandet, who with his wife and
little child was captured by pirates at Kebao
in Tongking on the 24thof Aprillastand was
released to vhe French authorities on October
8, is once more with his Eoglish and Freach
friends at Haiphong, nccording to advices
brought by the just arrived Empress of
China The unfortunate party underwent
frightful hardships—fortunately most un-
common in this end of the century—and
their heroism and patience contributed no
doubb very largely to the success of the
French authorities in the energetic aotion
which on this occasion they have taken,

From the date of their seizure M. and
Mume. Lyaudet and their child were kept on
the march through jungle and mountain
passes that all but defled progress, until
they reached Chinese territory. There on
May 3 M. Lyaudet was ordered to write a
letter to the manager of the Kebao Coal
Mining Co., demanding a ransom of $1,000,-
000—which sum was, however, redaved a
little later to $600,000. Between May 1
and July 15, their camp was changed fifty-
six times, and on July 16 they re-crossed
the frontier and reached the fastmess of
Panai. Y

The French authorities had in the mean.
while determined that there must be no
more temporizing with the outlaws, and
when the glnbu arrived in Panai, which
they regarded as impregnable, the French
troope were already in the vicinity, By
the 17th shells from the French field guns
began to whistle and shriek in the viginity
of the captives who until the 31st ,were

They were then teken down to the sea
coast, and afcer three weeks more of misery
were at length handed over to 'a Chinese
mandarin, Geperal Sou, who is believed to
have been direcoted by the Chinese govern-
ment to pay $6,000 rarsom and secure their
releass. ln any event the release was se-
cured, and as speedily as possible they were
returned to the I'rench authorities.

NEWS OF THE ORIENT.

The North China Daily News of October
5 contains particulars of the terrible colliery
accident whioh occurred about a month ago
at Makiesan, some sixty miles from Han-
kow, and in which some sixty lives were
lost. The mine is one of Chang Chih-tung’s
enterprises and has not been long opened.
The coal from it is used for the manufacture
of coke to be employed in certain iron smelt-
ing works. In consequence of the accident
the smelting furnace which has just been
started will have to be blown down agaia.
There is little doubt that the explosion is
due to the Chinese anthorities not acting
upon the advise of the foreign experts they
had employed. The mine is worked by a
shaft of moderate depth, The foreign over-
seers advised the establishment of a proper
system of ventilation by means of a fan, or
else of fires at the bottom of a ventilating
shafu, but instead of this an antiquaved plan
of pumping air in from bellows was employ-
ed. Altogether some 200 men were employ-
ed in and about phe mines, and at the time
of the explosion some 60 men were in the
workings, of whom all are presamed to have
perished by the explosion of fire-damp. The
occurrence has created considerable excite-
ment, but as it happened in connection with
an offislal undertaking, every effort is being
made to minimise it. The men seem disin-
clined to do anything, and but few of the
bodies have been recovered.

According to the Yomiuri, some Japanese
coolies in Formosa have been detected smok-
ing opium of late, and the fact having come
under the notice of Admiral Kabayama,
commander-in-chief of the island, he issued
a notification to the commanders of the var-
ious army corps and civil and military of-
fices, reminding them that they should be
more careful in preventing the Japanese
from acquiring the permicious habit. At
the same time he published a proclamation
of his determination to punish with death
any native of the island csught furnishing
opium, or apparatus for smoking ib, to a
Japanese.

**The ocold weather that has prevailed
during the past week appears to have prac-
tioally stamped out the cholera,” says the
Yokohama  Advertiser, of October 28.
*“ Only 49 fresh cases were reported on Sun-
day. Itis rapid and steady decrease is cause
for national congratulation.”

Fire broke out at Hakodate at 3 o’clock
on the morning of the 22ad instant, and 230
houses were reduced to ashes. The utmost
confusion prevailed, and the loss of life has
not yet been ascertained.

The first rise was 10
cents per barrel, but this soon increased to
20 cents, and judging from wheat prospects
it is very probable that there will be a still
further advance.

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THE UNHAPPY SULTAN.

Report That He Has Been Poisoned—
He Has Received Numerous
Significant Warnings.

Palace Spies and Police Watching
Night and Day—Lives of Min-
isters Threatene .

LoxpoN, Nov. 19.—It is only a week
since, according to a Constantinople dis-
patch, that a mysterious letter was laid on
the Sultan’s table, giving him the alterna-
tive of abdication or assassination, and now
a dispatch from Sofis, Bulgaria, states that
Abdul Hamid has been poisoned, it is be-
lieved by the young Turkish party. This
organization has recently grown to enor-
mous proportions, and has given to the Sul-
tan numerous significant warnings,  Its
members have become more determined
since the execution of some of their number
by being dropped from a gunboat into the
Bosphorus. Moreaver, the trouble with the
Armenians and the attibude of the Powers
have been used to their utmost to the disad-
vantage of the head of the Faithful.

The correspondent of the Daily News an-
nounces that the Sultan has been s0o upset
by the recent tnrn sffairs have taken that
another nervouna fever has set in, and that
he is now so sick he only devotes two hours
daily to public affairs. The young son of
the Sultan is always with him,

The Sultan has lately developed symp.
tome of a monomania hardly disguishable
from insanity, and it is not unlikely that he
will meet with the same fate as his brother,

the former Sultan, and thus simplify the
work of Earcpe.

The Sultan has prohibited the entry into |

Turkey of all papers containing accounte of
Lord Salisbury’s speech ab the lord mayor’s
dinner at London a week ago.

The correspondent of the Times learns
that the constitutional party professes no
personal animus against the Sultan, com-
plaining only against him on acoount of his
odious miegovernment. The constitutional
party should not be confounded with the
young Turke’ party. The members of the
constitutional party say they desire only
rational government by peaceful meens,
They bave never cared for vengeance or for
bloodshed.

It ia said that much of the onslanght upon
Armenians is due to the fact that the Porte
desires to distract attention from the Mo-
hammedan agitation against the Sultan.
Palace epies and police are kept busy night
and day in Constantinople, but this does not
preveno the revolationary movement from
spreading. The police bave just made a
fresh seizure in the Turkish part of the oity
of a large quantity of placards demanding a
oconstitution, which were intended for dis-
tribution in the main thoroughfares. The
two battalions of troops and the detachment
of artillery at Yildiz kiosk are kept clossly
within the grounds of the palace. The
lives of nearly all of the ministers have been
threatened. Hassan Pasha, the minister of
marine, is known to distrust the navy to the
extent that he has a guard of troops, and, it
is claimed, dares not go on board a war ves-
sel,

A despatch to the Chronicle from Rome
says that information has reached its cor-
respondent there to the effect that when the
combined flsets of the Powers have assem-
bied in the Turkish waters an ultimatam
will be sent to the Sublime Porte and that
only a short time will be "allowed him to
make a reply.

A despatoh to London from Constanti-
nople says that the Sultan yesterday called
on the ministers to devise plans for mobiliz-
iog 500,000 troops. It being hinted that the
treasury was empty the Sultan flew into a
passion, and as a result several ministers
tendered their resignations, which were not
accepted.

BosroN, Nov. 19 —The stories sent out
from Constantinople to the effect that in the
recent disturbances the Armenians have
been the aggressors is designated as
a gross calumny by a reliable
correspondent, who writes to friends
in this city from Constantinople.
The correspondent says : *‘ The government
—the Porte and Palace alike—are doing
their ntmost to convince Europe that the
Armenians are everywhere the aggressors.
That groes calumny is being spread for the
juatification of the massacres, and many peo-
ple are deceived. The Armenians are be-
ing exterminated. The violence of
the revolutionary party has been a
grievous b'under but the question has now
passed thav stage. Again and again we
hear that the Sultan is soon to be taken off.
It does look sometimes as if his threne and
thav of his dynasty would go down together.
It is hardly possible to conceive of times more
critical. None can compreherd what a
slaughter house Turkey is becoming or what
a terrible incubus the chief criminal is
upon his own people as well as upon Chris-
tians.”

ConSTANTINOPLE, Nov. 20.—The Saltan
continues in a state of the greatest alarm.
Some of his ministers have to be kept con-
stantly guarded by soldiers in order to give |
them courage enough to tramsaeb dhe bus- |
ness of their respective offices. Througnoun
vhe night of Saturday, November 16, the
most critical for the Turkish empire, the
Sultan was engaged, sitting close to telegraph
instruments in Yildiz Kiosk, personally
dictating instructions to the provincial
governors to do their duty to restore
order in their districte. This indicates thabd

the Sultan has finally determined to take
the reins of government in his own hands.

As intimated, during the last few days,
the attitude of the Sultan has undergone a
decided change since the other fleets began
to join the British fleet in the naval demon-
stration in Salonica bay. No doubt the
preseure brought to bear upon the Sultan
has been strong enough to make him take
personal charge of the work in Acrmenia,
and it is now hoped there will be no further
bloodshed. His Majesty has sanctioned the
schemme for'reforms submitted by the three
greab powers, and preparations are now pro-
ceediug to carry them oub. .

The lack of sufficient funds to cquip th
reserves oalled out and the scarcity of regu-
lar troope in the disturbed provinces are a
matter of greab concern to the Sultan, who
is said to be rapidly getting . an idea of the
extent to which the disorder has spread,
Winter, with its deadly cold and deep
enows to interrupt, will, it is expected, put
a stop to the Kurdish outbreaks more ~ef-
fectively than the Turkish troops. Iv will
also prevent much news from reaching Con-
stantinople. - ~

A dispatch from Tiflis, Russian Trans-
caucasia, says the Armenian Catholics bave
received a reply to the communication  re-

Loxpox, Nov. 20 —The correspondeet of
the Daily News at Rome says thar Austria
proposes that the combined fleets of Russia
and Austria should force the Dardanelles,
and thao their joint armies should occupy
Constantinople, if necessary.

The correspondent says iv is reported in
official circles that, in view of the poesible
disruption of Turkey, Russia avd Great
Britain are negotiating an agreement which
will give the Czar a free hand for the occa-
pation or annexation -of Anatolia, while
Great Britain will have the right to estab-
lish a permanent protectorate over Egypt.

No news of fresh disturbances in Aeia
Minor have been received since Saturday,
and confidence is apparently being restored.
Ab Aleppo it is hoped the worst is over and
it is believed quiet has been re-established
in Earopean Turkey.

The death of Rustem Pasha, Turkish am-
bassador to London, which ocourred early
this 1norning, has been anticipated for some
time. His demise is generally regretted in
official circles, as his upright conduct and
generous ;disposition were appreciated by
all. His good qualities were feelingly re-
ferred to by the Marquis of Salisbary in an
important speech made yesterday at Brigh-
ton before the National Union of the Con-
servative association,

THE EASTERN QUESTION.

Lord Salisbury’s Reply to the Sultan’s
Communication —-The Powers Will
Act in Concert.

Long Years of Error Will Have to
Be Paid for ‘'Imex-
orably.

Loxpox, Nov. 19.—Lord Salisbury, the
prime minister, in adiressing theannual con-
ference of the National Union of Conserva-
tive Aseociations, said among other things :
“ Allow me to say a few words in answer to
a very distinguished distant correspondent,
if I may term him so, who requested me to
make a statement in a speech to the coun-
try. This correspondent is no less a person
than the Sultan of Turkey. Nothing would
have induced me to read this august mes-
sage here except the distinet commands of

the sender. Ia thét speech at the Guild-
hall, on the cocasion of the Lord Mayor’s
Day dinner, I expressed the opinion
and said that I had contidence
that the reforms promised for the Turkish
empire would be not carried into execution,
The Sultan eays that the statement has
pained him very much, as the carrying out
of the reforms is a matter already decided
upon by him, and farther, that he is desir-
ous of executing them as soon as po:sible.
He then proceeds as follows :

**I have already told my ministers this,
and the only reason why Lord Salisbury
should thus throw doubts on my intentione
must be due to the intrigues of certain per-
sons here, or else statements must have been
made to cause such an opinion.” The mess-
age then proceeds, after some in-
bermediary observations : ‘I repeat it
I will execute those reforms. I will take
the papers containing them and see myself
that every artiole is put into force ; thio is
my earnest determination and I give you
my word of honor. I wish Lord Salishyry
to know this and I beg and desire that his
Lordship baving confidence in these declara-
tions will make another speech by virtue of
the friendly feeling and disposition he has
for me and my country. I shall await the
result of this with the greatest anxiety.”
Lord Salisbury then continued: ¢ These
last words will acquit me of any impropriety
in whav I acknowledge to be a very unpre-
cedented course, the reading of a communi-
cation of that kind at a public meeting. I
could not abstain from doing what I have
done . without discourtesy to that distin-
guished potentate from which this meseage
isened, but of course, it would not be seemly
of me to comment directly upon these
words. Great Britain forms part
Europe, which has
resolved, so far as it acts, to act with unani-
mity.”

THE HYAMS TRIALS.

ToroNTo, Nov. 19 —The last three or four
sessions of the Hyame trial have been totally
devoid of interest. So far the judge has
been called upon to make 29 rulings, most of
them exceedingly delicate ones, and in every
important instance they have been in favor

of the defence. The crown is far from satis-
fied with the result of some of these rulings,
and in the event of a verdict other than con-
viotion, application will be made for a new
trial. The crown’s case is now almost com-
pleted, only the medical evidence remaining
to be put in. It is claimed that some
sensational developments may be looked
for, the crown having intentionally reserved
che climax of ite case for: the last. The
crown sprang & surprise on the defence to-
day, when it brought forward evidence to
prove that Harry Hyams was a forger.
Daniel Ames, of New York, an expert on
hand writing, was in court prepared to
swear that the endorsations on checks issued
by Martha Wells, to several money
lenders were in the handwriting of
Harry Hyams. Shortly after Martha
Wells gov possession of the insurance
money Hyams recored several thousand
dollars from her for the alleged purpose of
loaning to parties, the names of whom the
crown olaims are purely fictitious. The
crown olaims that it was this trouble which
induced him to marry Martha Wells shortly
after a3 the only means of eecape. Daniel
T. Ames swore that the disputed entry in
the pasa-book was in the same writing as
Hyam’s letters to Martha Wells, as were also
the endorsations on several checks issued by
Martha Wells.

THE TROLLYLESS CAR.

SEATTLE, Nov. 20.—The trolleyless elec-
tric car is an accomplished fact, and a com-
pany formed to place the invention on the
market will establish Pacific Coast offices
either in Seattle or San Francisco. The new
system has been invented by J. M. Murphy
and Rev. Albert F. Pierce, of Danbary,
Conn., and the incorporation is known as
the Iaternational Eleotric Company. In
appearance the oar is similar to any other
car, except that the trolley is miesing.
There is no wire or trolley of any sort, but
occasional flashes from the wheels and
showers of tiny sparks in their wake show
the presence of electricity. The wire is
completely buried, the car taking its power
directly from the rail, only the length of
which is charged with electricity while the
car is passing. At the end of the rails are
little levers which are operated by the
wheels and which automatically throw the
ourrent into the nextv section of track.

THE SILVER QUESTION.

NEw York, Nov. 19.—Ia the course of
his speech at the 127th anpual baoguet of
the chamber of commerce of New York, held
ab Delmonico’s on Tueedsy evening, Secre-
tary Carlisle said : *‘ Our legal standard of

vllue is as sound as any country inm the
world, and if we had such a currency sys-
tem ae to guarantee its permanent mainten-
ance, no government would command a
larger oredit or realize greater benefits from
it than ours, but the great investors of the
world appreciate the difficulties under which
we are lahoring, and until these difficulties
are removed we cannot reasonably hope to
see perfect confidence restored at home or
abroad.”

‘ The fundamental vice in our ourrenoy
system is the legal tender mote redeemable
in coin by the goverument and reissuable
under the law. ere are other defects, but
this threatens the stability of the whole
volume of our currency. The proposition
that a promise of the government to pay
money is money, is just as absurd as the
proposition that a promise to deliver a horse
is 8 horse, and yet there are eminent men,
bigh in public councils, who believe tha
United States promissory note is actual
money and that the statute which compels
all the people to receive it as actual money
is constitutional and ought to be continued
in force. .

“ The agitation for free coinage of legal
tender silver is predicated upon the same
vicious principle that underlies the legisla-
tion making paper promises a legal tender $
but there is a practical difference between
the vwo systems. The U. 8. note was a
foroed loan from the people to the govern.
ment which the government promised to re-
pay in dollars, bat the free coinage of legal
tender silver at the ratio of 16 to 1 would
be a forced loan from the people to the
owners of silver mines and silver bullion
without a promise of repayment by anybody.

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SALISBURY’S SPEECH

‘The Warniog to the Sultan as Un
relenting as the Circunmstances
‘Were Cruel.”

Respunsibility of the Powers to Fin-
ally Solve the Terrible Ar-
menian Problem.

Loxpox, Nov. 20.—Continuing his speech
before the National Union of the Conserva-
tive Association on Tuesday night, Lord
Salisbury, the British premier, said:—
‘ Some persons seem to imagine that we,
the people of Great Britain, can dispose of
all the decisions of all the European powers.
This is crediting us with more influence
than we possess. Whatever is done must
be done with unanimity, and we ocan only
speak in behalf of one of the powers which
will concur, if the powers do concur, in any
action which may be taken. I will not
admit that the responsibility of any of the
decivions taken reste entirely or mainly on
this country. The responsibility is upon us,
and upon all the powers in common. All
those who have the responsibility must act
together, 8o if there are others who cannot
agree to act with the powers those others
cannot have their own way. But I am in
nowise desirous of intimating that the
alightest shade of disagreement up to this
moment has arisen between the powers.”

Lord Salisbury proceeded to speak in
terms of high appreciation of Rustem Pasha,
who, he feared, would not recover from his
present illness. He spoke speoifically of the
former administration of Rustem Pasha at
Lebanon, and said he was convinoed thab if
men like him had been placed in charge of
the districts where all these horrors had
occurred, the conscience of Europe would
never have been racked by all these tales of
suffering and terror. If there had been men
around the Sultan like Rustem Pasha, the
present oconditions would not exist. The
present problem could not be solved by the
external action of the advising powers.
This Lord Salisbury pronounced a clumsy
device at least. Continuing, he said the

Toronto ; vice-president, Dr. Amelia Yeo-[problem should have been solved by the

natural operation of the working counselors
of an enlightened monarchy acting through
efficient and competent instruments. I ord
SalisLury added :

‘I do not see who the men are who stand
a8 representatives of the Rustem Paeh type
of officials at the sublime Porte. I exhort
you to consider that terrible Armenian prob-
lem as quite as much one of competent men
as of adequate laws ; thatthe mere writing
of new provisions upon fresh decrees cannot
supply the place of govornors who know
how and, what is equally important, who
have the courage and integrity to do their
duty. I have no doub’ that the powers
will do their beat, but do not imagine that
deep-seated disease in an empire can be
oured the wave of a magician’s wand.
he resulte of long years of error will have
to be paid for, and by a cruel and inexor-
able law those will pay who were not or-
iginally guilty of the offences. I have taken
you for the moment into bhe unncoustomed
field of foreign policy. Nothing but the
circamstances which I have explained would
have persuaded me to do so, for I maintain
that a foreign minister, above all others, is
bound to value and cherish the virtues of
silence.” :

Lord Salisbury then turned to domestic
affairs, and said the Conservative victory
wag.mainly due to vhe fact thap the magnet-
ic influence of a great statesman, which had
been exercised in a sinister spirit, had been
removed. In conclusion, he dwelt apon the
divisions among the Irishmen, and said if
they were left alone they would cut their
own throats.

Lori Salisbury added that he had no
new bills to announce. The first thing to
claim their attention was the matter of
naval defence, so for some time to come it
might be expected that the Admiralty de-
partment would be an importunate claimant
ab the doors of the national treasury. He
hoped that the government would make a
sincere effort to mitigate the agricultural
distress in various sections of the country,
but declined to encourage any romantic
dreams of the farmers, concluding this part
of his address with the statement : ** Pro-
teotionist countries are suffering not less
than our own.”

The Times this morning prints an editor-
ial commenting upon the speech of Lord
Salisbury at Brighvon, and asserts that the
letter written by the Sultan to the Prime
Minister was a remarkable tribute to the
influence whioh Lord Salisbury hoids in
Europe. The Times adds that it may be
doubted as to whether the Sultan will be
greatly pleased with the result of his ap-
peal, since Lord Salisbury declines to act
outside of the concerted powers.

The Standard says that the pathetic sin-
oerity of the letber to Lord Salisbury will
gain for the Sultan the sympathy of all
Englishmen. The only effect of the Sultan’s
letter and Lord Salisbury’s apeech is to con-
firm the prime minister’s judgment as to the
chief responsibility for the breakdown of the
government of Turkey.

The Morning Post, in an editorial this
morning, says that it must be admitted that
Lord Salisbury’s warning to the Sultan was
as unrelenting as the circumstar.ces were
cruel, No one can fail to be struck by the
patbetic dignity and frank earnestness of
the Sultan’s reply to Lord Mayor’s day din.
ner address.

The Daily News, commenting upon the
levter of the Sultan to Lord Salisbury, says
that the incident shows that callous as the
Sultan certainly is, he ocertainly ocares for
public opinion and for the good wishes of
the people of Great Britain.

The Chronicle says that so undignified
and childish an act is unprecedented in the
history of the diplomatic world, and adds
that tke Sultan’s repentance probably comes
too late.

An entire absence of snow between here
and Sitka, except on the high mountains, is
something unusual at this time of the year;
bub such is the report made by the Pacific
Coast steamship City of Topeka, which last
night tied up at the outer wharf, She was

only about an hour in port, although she
bad coneiderable cargo to land, including
among others 100 barrels of herring oil in
transit to Europe from Killisnoo. Several
passengers disembsrked here, there being
upwards of 60 others, comprising cannery
men, miners and business men. Chief En-
ineer Samson, of the U.8. man-of-war
inta, now at Sitka, was' a passenger.
He is going down the Sound to join the flag-
ship Philadelphia, having received the ap-
pointment of second engineer. Another
passenger was Judge J. C. Eggleston who is
returning home to Tennessee after settling
the estate of W. F. Reed, the largest trans-
action of the kind ever effected in Alaska.
W. P. Mills, one of Sitka’s heaviesv mer-
chante, was on board the Topekajon hisiway
South as was also E. O. Sylvester, editor of
the Alaska Searchlight, who enjoys the dis-
tinction of having at one time and another
owned an interest in every paper in Alaska.
He is going as far South as Seattle and will
shortly return North., He says the Search-
light will be considerably enlarged for the
coming year.

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NO COAST SEALING,

Schooners Will This Year Confine
Their Operations to Japan
and Behring Seas.

Owners Say That Over Half the Fleet
Will Be Idle Until
June.

Speaking of the coming sealing season,
Capt. J.G. Cox yesterday stated that, with
perhaps one or two exceptions, none of the
Victoria fleet will engage in the Coast seal-

'|ing this year. Thers was not a single vesszel

that paid expenses during the season just
closed, in the West Coast sealing, and there-
fore the msjority of the owners have decided

_ | not to engage in it during the coming spring.

Mr. Richard Hall, another prominent
owner, bore out Captain Cox’s statement.
The Coast season closes at the end of April
and the experience this spring was that the
Coast fleet spent moat of their time, owing:
to rough weather, in port at different pointe
along the Vancouver Island coast. The best
sealing was from the middle of April to the
end oig May, but as May is now a prohibit-
ed month, the few days in April in which it
is possible to work are mot sufficient to
pay expenses.

.g'his will have the effect of laying up
aboub 35 schooners of the 61 composing the
British Columbia fleet till June, when the
time comes to set out North in preparation
for the Bebrirg sea sealing season, which
opens at the beginning of August. About
the usual number of vessels will start for
the Japan coast in December and January,
but no Indians will be taken aboard these,
a8 experience has shown that vhe British
Columbia native hunters do not care to ship
for a voyage across the Pacific.

On the other hand, the Behring sea fieet
will carry more Indian hunters than former-
ly, though the number of canoes to each
schooner has been by agreement among the
owners limited to 14 for vessels 80 tons and
upwards, and a schedule has been arranged,
diminishing the number according to the
tonnage of the amaller vessels, ‘

Last year bhere was no limit, and some of
the schooners carried as many as twenty
oanoes. The present arrangement has been’
come to for the purpose of enabling all the
schooners to supply themselves with what
“Indians they require,

The abandonment of the West Coast
operations will tell heavily on the white
bunters, as with over half the fleet lying
idle till June it looks as if the whive hunters
will have difficulty in all securing places.

SHIPS AND SHIPPING.

The ** star ” ship of the Northern Pacific
steamship line, the Hankow, made her
second visit o Victoria last evening and
will remain in port until this moraing.

MUNICIPAL POLITICS,

On Sunday evening Rev. Ralph W,
Trotter, pastor of Calvary Baptist chuech,
preached an eloquent sermon on *‘ The
ethios of municipal politics.”

e took for his text Habakuk ii ; 12:
" Woe to him that buildeth a town with
blood and establisheth a city by iniquity.”

The speaker opened by showing the re-
lation between the pulpit and politios, and
the obligation of it to combat evil wherever
it be fonnd. He wished to put himself in
right relation to his audience and she people
of Viotoris. Those who had.come there to
‘hear the execative officers scorohed or to
hear him indulge in personalities had come
to the wrong church. There were certain
things it wounld be well to keep in mind in
the discussion of this question : (1) His
purpose was to discuss principles not per-
sons ;.(2) That the people had placed each
member comprising the execative board
there by a majority of votes; (3) That it
was just possible the people had not given
them the moral and public support
which  the votes pledged to vhem.
(4') That in the last analysis all attacks up-
on the council reflected upon the electorate.

His right to speak on this subject had
been questioned, but he claimed the right to
speak on any subject in the broad universe
of thought, because he was a man and a
British subjeot. His taxes were paid with
no ministerial exemptions, and he repre-
sented a denomination which had never re-
ceived state aid to carry on its work of
evangelization or education. It was but lit-
tle use to preach twice a week when it was
next to impossible for a young man to live a
clean life because of his conditions and en-
vironment.

Coming closer to his theme he said there
were two things reqgisite in an execative
officer. namely, oharacter and ability—
character becauseof its example. Themayor-
alty ought to be the highest honor this
olty can confer on any of her soms. It
ought to be the ambition of the boys to fill
this office. Now if Victoria can elect a
man of unclean life and shady record to her
chief position of trust, then the develop-
ment of sterling ocharacter becomes a
thing of indifféerent concern to the youth of
this community. They should be men of
character, because of the special tempta.
tions to which they are subjected, and the
speaker defined these as financial and moral.

Besides charaoter:there was need of abil-
ity, but he wonid put character first and es-
sential ; shrewdnees might be used for the
vilest of purposes. He would take charac-
ter with very ordinary executive ability in
preference to shrewdness of the keenest sort
without it. He did not believe that orime
had a msjority-of brain but character had.

Chief Justice Davie Declares the
Schooner Entitled to Damages for
False Arrest.

Sealer Shelby Is Condemned to Pay a
Fine of a Hundred

The judgment cf the Chief Justice de-
livered last week, condemning the Shelby,
having allowed argument as to whether the
penalty should l.e a fine or forfeiture, Mr.
H. Dallas Helmcken, Q C., yesterday on be-

half of the vessel asked that the fine be im-
posed.” He considered that a penalty of
$100 woulid be sufficient.

Hon. C. E. Pooley, Q C, who appeared
for the orown, stated that the Commander-
in-Chief did not wish to prees for forfeiture,
but believed justice would be satisfied with
the impositior of a fine.

The Chief Justice was glad to hear that
the prosecution represented by the Com-
mander-in-Chief was of opimion that the
case could be met with a fine. It seemed to
the Court that this course would commend
iteelf to one’s reason. The vessel was con-
demned not for any direct violation of the
statute, but because of the inference arising
out of the act of 1893 that a vessel in pro-
hibited waters with skins and implements
aboard was engaged in sealing, unless a
satisfactory explanation could be given for
her being there. It was obvious that it
would be unjust to meet smch an offence as
this with as heavy a punishment as if the
vessel were caught in a flagrant violation of
the act. If a vessel were taken red-
handed in the very act of sealing
with guns and explosives nothing more could
happen to her than to be condemned,
and it was rather hard to go to this
extreme in the present case. While
thinking the amount mentioned by
Mr, Helmcken' was too small, the court
believed that the case would be met by a
fine of £100 and costs.

The Chief Justice gave judgment in the
Beatrice case, dismissing the charge against
her. He took the view thab the arrest was
not warranbed, and even if the captain had
no excuse for neglecting for two or three
daya to enter the skine in the official log, it
wah"bﬂﬂghb‘bo mwake the owner of the ves-
sel suffer the loss of his schooner on that ac-
count. So far, however, from considering
the captain guilty of neglect he held him
blameless. It was no faulv of the schooner, In
conclusion the judgment states: *‘I am of
opinion that the action for ccndemnation
wholly fails. As in my judgment the charge
upon which the vessel was arrested was of
something for which arrest could not legally
be made, no. question of reasonable
ground for the arrest - ariees, and
as the ship was arrested when . in
pursuit of a legal and profitable employment,
she is entitled to recover d therefor.
I therefore dismiss the action for condemna-
tion with oosts and direct a reference as to
the damages to:which the ship is entitled
for her illegal arrest and detention.”

-The well known Bellingham Bay steamer
Island Belle, which was recently placed in
service on the Sidney run, is hereafter to
include Whatoom in her route. She will
arrive at Sidney at 4 30 to-morrow after-
noon from that clty and way ports and will
tie up until after the arrival of the Friday
morning train from Victoria, when she sails
for Bellingham Bay dircct. [The advantage
to be gained by putting the Belle into this
service is a wery oonsiderable one, as Vic-
torians will thereby be enabled to make close
connections, via Whatcom, for the cities of
Puget Sound and the East.

VICTORIA FALL ASSIZES.

Pyatt I[s Found Not Guilty ot House-
breaking and Gees
Free.

Probability That the Farrell Case
Wiil Go Over Until Next
Spring.

The fall assizes opened yeaterday before
Mr. Justice Drake, and with very little de-
lay the preliminary formalities were dispos-
ed of and the grand jury entered upon their
duties. The grand jury was composed of
Ralph Borthwick, R. A. Brown, J. H.
Brownlee, T. Catterall, M. Cohen, H, Daan,
W.J. Dwyer, J. T. T. Hull, J. H. Lawson,

S. F. McIntosh, M. Miller, H. Rutland, B.
R. Saabrook, T. Shaw, R, H. Jameson, D.
G. Walker, H. F. Mystoo, and D. R. Harris
(foreman). Mr. P. £ Irving appeared as
counsel for the Crown.

Mr. Justice Drake in a very short, busi-
ness like address to the grand jury, remark-
ed thab the cases for consideration were not
very numerous nor were they very serious
a8 to crimes. He briefly instruoted them in
their duties as] grand jurors, and dealing
witk the various indictments explained the
nature of the crimes set forth.

The cases of Jackson and Lee Heng Yum,
for keeping gaming houses, appeared on the
docket, having been held over from the pre-
ceding assizes, when true bills were found.
The crown, however, was not prepared to
go on with them yesterday, and it is under-
stood that they will be taken ap on Friday.

Just before the court adjourned at noon,
Mr. Dennis Murpbhy, who has studied law
with Mr. 8. Perry Mills, was introduced to
the Court by Hon. C. E. Pooley, and took
the oath as barrister and solicitor.

The following were the findings of the
grand jury yesterday :

TRUE BILLS.

Pyatt—Housebreaking. -
Dolphing—Housebreaking.
Almanzia—Assanlting a constable.
Farrell—Unlawfully wounding.
Goodrich—Forgery.

NO BILL.

Jensen—Avtempting to obtain money
under false pretences.

The case of Regina v. Pyatt was called.
The prisoner was charged with breaking
into the house of his triend R. English and
stealing $65- therefrom. He pleaded not
guilty and conducted his own defence. The
gist of the evidence of Robert English was
that the prisoner had been in his house on
the morning of November 12. Then the
two wenb out together and visited several
saloons, the witness paying for the drinks as
the prisoner said he was *‘ broke.” The
prisoner left the witness at the Red Lion
and the same evening Eoglish found his
room had been broken into and his trunk
robbed of $65. ’

Thomas Potter, of the Red Lion, was called
to corroborate the evidence of English as to
the prisoner saying he was ‘* broke” and
sceveral witnesses wexre brought to show that
the prisoner had money later the same even-
ing.

g.[‘he prisoper stated to the jury that he
had won at black jack the money that had
been seen in his possession the evening of
the robbery and denied that he had said he
was ‘“ broke”. He aleo called as a witness
B. Hastings to speak favorably as to his
character. ,

The jury brought in a verdict: of not
guilty.

Next came the charge against Antonio
Almanzia of assavlting Constable Campbell
at Eequimalt on June 12. Mr. George E.
Powell appeared for the defence.

Constable John Campbell stated that he
had heard Almanzia vhreatening John Day,
and on witnese trying to persuade the pri-
soner to go away, Almanzia refused and
struck him in the chest with his fist and
called him vulgar names. John Day and
several other witnesses practically corrobor-
ated Constable Campbell’s statement of the
assaalt. 1

For the defence, William Lennox swore
that he had heard Campbell and the prison-
er both call each other names, and tha“ the
prisoner had not struck Campbell. John
Logan told almost the same story as Lennox.
Albert Lafferty oorroborated the last
two  witnesses and said he saw
an old gentleman with a piece of
wood in his hand who said be
would like to smash Almanzia’s head with
it. He identitied W. Robinson, one of the
witnesses for the prosecation, as .this old
man. This Mr. Robineon denied stoutly,
saying he had never seen Lafferty before in
his life. .

After an absence of three hours ‘the jury
brought in a verdiot of not guilty. .

It is unlikely that the Farrel cage will be
tried this assizes as Georgle Douglas, the
woman wounded by Farrell’s pistol, is too
ill to be able to appear in court. Con-
sequently the case will probably be post-
poned till the next assizes.

The court meets this morning at 10 o’clock.

VANCOUVER ISLAND'S FIRST EX-
PLORER.

At the meeting of the Natural History
Society on Monday evening the programme
was one of the most interesting of the sea-
son’sseries, In the course of the evening
attention was ocalled to the death of Dr.
Robert Brown recently at Streatham, near
London. It will be interesting to know
that the deceased, who was a distingnished
savant and traveller, waa the first to explore
the Island of Vancouver. During the years
from 1862 to 1867 he travelled through many
of the unexplored regions of America and
the Pacific islands, his investigations ex-
tending from the West Indies and Vene-
zuela to Alaska and the Behring Sea coast,
He was botanist to the British Columbis ex-
pedition and commander of the Vancouver
Island exploring expedition. He charted a
large portion of the interior of the island
then unknown, and his name bas been per-
petuated in Brown Range, Mount Brown
and Brown’s Rizer in Vancouver . Island.
He wrote extensively concerning his travels,
and ib was suggested that as the Natural
History Soclevy did not possess any of his
writiogs . In ita library an effort should be
made to get these pertaining to the pro-
vince. Any information which would lead
to their possession will no doubb be recsived
with pleasure. 3

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CALLS IT A CIRCUS.

An Alderman’s Opinion of the Hutchi-
son lnquiry, Which Is Yet to
Be Continued.

The Superintendent Examined—Sug-
gestion of Malicious Disabling of
an Alarm Box.

The city council sibting as s select com-
mittee of inquiry into the charges againat
Electrical Superintendent Hutchison were
called to order at 8,15 o'clock last evening
by Ald. Humphrey, the chairman. There
was again n full house, and at 8.20 even ‘he
clock stopped for the evening.

Ald. Bragg asked to have re-called the
witness Roberts, the dynamo tender at
the station ; and proceeded to read to him a
Iong question as to what witness would do
in commercial lighting if a coil was burned
oub.

Mr. Belyea objected to asking for expert
evidence on electricity from a man who is

not an electrician, and stated that if so-called
expert evidences is to be called on one eide
he would have to call it also in the interest
of his client, and the inquiry would be in-
definitely prolanged. He also objected to
questions such as this which had evidently
been prepared beforehand, and for which
there wae no doubtb a cut and dried answer.

Ald. Bragg argued that he was quite
within his righte in putting the question—
incidentally, however, expressing the opin-
ion that *¢ I think the whole thing is a farce ;
if I could have carried out my ideas that
gentleman (Mr. Hutchison) would have had
anobher situation three months ago.”

The Chairman saw mo objection to the
question ; and without its being repeated
the witness proceeded to answer iv.

Mr. Belyea—** Hold on a moment ! What
question are you going to answer ?”

The witness promptly stated the question,
¢ In commeroial lighting if & coil is burned
out what would I do?’ and answered that
he would first stop the machinery and find
out what was wrong, then replace the
damaged ooil.

To Ald. Bragg witness continued that
there is a spare armature at the station,
which was there when the Devonshire road
cirouit was burned out. He could not say
why it was not then put into service ; if it
was in order it could be put in in about
twenty minutes.

¢ Where was it kept?’ asked the alder-
man.

‘“ In the store room, lying on the damp
floor,” was the response, witness continuning
that that was not right, as it should be kept
in a dry place.

To Mr. Belyea witness said Ald. Bragg
had never asked these questions until now.

Ald. Macmillan—*¢ Will yon explain how
it was that you answered one of Ald.
Bragg’s questions before you were asked it?"”
(Applause from the audience )

Ald. Wilson—*¢ Mr. Chairman, will youn
keep order or will you nov ?”

THE SUPERINTENDENT’'S TESTIMONY.

Matthew Hutchison, electrical superin-
tendent for the corporation, was then
sworn, and took the witness stand, amidest
applause from: the public. He said he had
been following this line of business for four-
teen years, and had been seven years in
Victoria. He was in the Langley street
works hefore going into the employ of the
city on May 22ad, 1895, when the new
works were completed. They were tested
on June 28 and July 26 and after the second
test were taken over by the city. He stap-
ed the scope of his duties as he understood
them. The first intimation be had of these
charges was about two weeks”azo when he
#saw in the CoLoNIsT the notice of a meeting
which he understood was to be about
himself, though he did not know
there were any definite charges. He
had been in the habit of meeting the com-
mittee every Friday evening but nothing
was ever said to him except that it was
mentioned that onoe or twive they had been
there without finding him. He made a prac-
tice of going to the station at least once a
day, and sometimes went there five or six
times in & day, He also had charge of the
fire alarm service, since July, with no extra
pay but lots of work. This service required
almost continuous attention, amounting to
abput a day wnd a half every week. The
day the Governor-General was here and box
25 would not work he found that the insn-
lation of the wire lying against the brass
gzle cut the box out.

He
was told that they were very good anc that
they were abont to be laid before the coun-
cil, bu’ nothing had ever been done, It was
not true as stated that there is no scrap of
paper to give any information about the
supplies, for everybhing that has been pur-
chased is shown in the requisition book. He
admitted having been short of carbons, the
reason being that the Canadian General
Electrio Co., with whom he had made an
arrangement, had just sold out their stock
when he gave one order, and in consequence
he had to use for a time a smaller size
which  would not burn 80 long.
There is also a shortage just now,
owing to the fact that an order placed has
been only half filled, and the parties say
they cannot eupply the balance. The evi-
dence given by the lamp-trimmers as to
meeting him at the station is correct; he
was never there when they went out in the
morning, because there is a foreman lamp-
trimmer whose duty it is to look after them.
Witness generally got home about mid-
night, and got out between nine and ten in
the morning—sometimes later, and some-
times in case of emergencles he did not
get home at all. He understood when
engaged that he was to autilize the
trimmers and other employes to make
whatever alteration and repairs they oould,
80 a8 to avoid the expense of sending out-
side. Thie he had done as far as poesible.
He had sent' one armature out, to Cunning

under repair himself. Oa the 28th of June
the armature yave out because of excessive
vibration ; that was on the Devonshire road
cirouit ; and on the following night the other
of the two armatures on that oirouit gave
oub, leaving it in votal darkness. This was
at the time of the official test,
and for two or three days he was
busy with the representatives of the Hamil-
ton Manufacturing Co. determining the re-
sults of the test. Then he was laid up sick
for three days ; after which he took up the
repairs on one of the arma‘ures, giving out
the other 8o as to hasten the job. There was
some unexpected delay after that, bub he
thought it safe in saying that in 8 or 10 days
every alternate lamp was burning, the whole
cumber being available in about three
weeks. He made whatever repairs he did
in his old workshop on Langley street,
where his own tools were, as the corporation
had none ab the station. He had had to send
one job to Spratt & Gray’s because he had
not the appliances with which to do iv.
There are 180 sections in an armature, all
hand wound ; in commencing to make re-
pairs all these 180 sections have to be dis-
connected ; the many details that then have
to be proceeded with he stated at length,
showing that the time required can never be
even approximately determined, as a job
that you think will take you half an hour
may take three or four days. Winding
armatures cannot be done by everyone ; it is
a special branch of the trade. The old
armature mentioned here to-night he found
amongst some old junk ; and the former
superintendent told him that it was
altogether umreliable; he had there-
fore lately advised the committee to
have iv rewound and thus made
ready for service, The statement
in the report that for twenty-four days he
was only on duty half an hour is simply
false.

GOLD DREDGING.

Machines That Can Handle Boulders
Weighing as Much as Twenty
Tons.

A Big Plaht to Be in Operation on
the Quesnelle River in
March,

Three Tacoma mining men registered at
the Oriental hotel yesterday and left this
morning for Cariboo. They are Judge S.
D. Griffith, Mr. E. J. Fader and Mr. Wm.
Beadsley, of Beadsley Bros., coal mine
owners of Pittsburg, Penneylvania. The
party are membars of the ** Main Quesnelle
Mining and Dredging Co.,” which has re-
oently been formed under the laws of Wash-
ington, with a capital of $250,000. Mr.
Fader, tne manager of the company, is the
inventor of a new dredging machine of im-

mense power, which bas been patented in
Canada and the United States. With it the
company’s property on the Quesnelle river
will be worketf.

The Mafn Quesnelle Mining & Dredging
Co., have a lease of ten miles on the river,
from the mouth of Beaver river down, and
Mr. Fader, who spent all summer prospsct-
ing there, says it is the richest part of the
famous Quesnelle. He used a small machine
made on his principle for exploration work
and made seven channels across the river.
With it he was able to bandle all kinds of
dirt and even boulders weighing a ton. The
full sized machine is, however, very much
more powerfal.

Steel toothed buckets of cast iron weigh-
iug from one thousand pounds to a ton are
operatel on a reversible cable stretching
from shore to shore by a large steam plant.
These buckets can work to a depth of even
500 feet in the water.

All kinds of dirt can be taken cut, even
boulders weighing ten or twenty tons being
handled with ease.

As the buckets reach the bank they are
dumped into a flume, fed by centrifugal
pumpe, for washing. An electric plant is to
ge put in and the work rushed night and

ay.

Mr. Fader states that the result of his
proepecting during the summer was to
prove that the dirt runs from 39 cents to $17
a yard, and that as the machine can handle
this ab 12} cents a yard, the profit even on
the smaller sum will pay very high returns.

The machinery too is to be made in Can-
ads, and an Ottawa firm is now at work
upon it. It is expected that everything
will be in readiness and the machinery in
position to go ahead by the beginning of
March. Mr. Fader is thoroughly convinoed
that the company will make a thorough suc-
oess of the dredging and reap a golden re-
ward for their enterprise and energy.

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MRB. HUTCHISON REMAINS.

The Aldermen Voted Two to One
That the Charges Were Not
Sustained. -

Committee Advised to Make Rules to |ugainst those who assigned to them thab un-

covern the Service—Their
Methods Condemned.

The atber dance was nob -quite so large as
usual last evening when the council met as
a select committee, Ald. Humphrey in the
chair, to continue the Hutchison inquiry.

Electrical Superintendent Hutchison was
recalled by his counsel, Mr. Belyea, and ex-
amined as to the engineer’s report respect-
ing the 265h October and following nights,
which were moonlight. He said the men at
the station have standing orders to have
steam up as usual on moonlight nights, and
use their own judgment, as they have done
for years, about starting the machinery.

William Houaton, foreman machinist for
Spratt & Gray, being sworn was examined

by Mr. Belyea. He spoke of having been at
the electric station on vhe 10th of Ootober,
for aboutv an hour and a quarter, when
Mesers. Hutchison, Carson and Roberts were
also present. The statement in Engineer
Carson’s report that Mr. Hutchison was not
there that evening is not true.

To Ald. Bragg witness said that a few
days before, when he was at the station in
the morning, he met there Ald. Bragg,
Mayor Teague and a Frenchman cleaning
the windows. The superintendent was not
there, neither was anyone else in the em-
ploy of the corporation.

To Ald. Macmillan, Superintendent Hut-
chison, recalled, said this man who was
cleaning the windows had come to him with
s note from Ald. Williams recommending
Him as a man deserving of employment,

Ald. Williames rose to say that the witness
must be mistaken.

Supt. Hutchison said the man certainly
had a note bearing what purported to be
Ald. Williams’ signature. He is named De-
vaux and was often employed at the Yates
street sba’ion.

Ald. Macmillon explained that Mayor
Teague had at first taken exception to the
presence of this window cleaner, as 4n entire
stranger, bub afterwards recognized him as
an old employee.

Ali. Bragg asked if the windows could
not have been cleaned by the fireman or
other employees.

Witness—** Yes ; they might have been
cleaned by the lamp trimmers if they had
not been engaged in more important duties.”
(Laughter and applause.)

Mr. Belyea announoced that this cempleted
the case for the defence, except that he
asked to have put in, for use, a report on
the condition of the machinery made about
two months ago by Ald. Btagg; and also
the fiest part of the engineer’s report, miss-
ing last evening.

Ald. Bragg explal:ed that the first part of
the report was made on slips of paper, when
it was intended only to have a report for
three or four days. It was subsequently
decided to ocontinue the record tor the
month, and the rest was handed in separ-
ately. The memoranda for the first four
nights were attached to the policemen’s re-
porte, and he could not say how they got.
detached.

The Chairman stated that he had been
informed by the typewriter that the copy
sent to Mr. Hutchison ie a true copy of the
report made by the engineer—and in the
absence of the original must poed.

Mr. Belyea in opening his 8ddress con-
gratulated the council upon having got to
the end of this investigation without having
diecovered anything reflecting upon - the
choice they had meade for an electric light-
ing superintendent. (Applause.) He thought
no one would contend that any ordinary
jury of twelve men could by any possibility
tind the accused official guilty of any one of
the charges which have been
sgainst him. He took up these chargesone
by one, instancing as evidence of their gen<
eral unreliability the testimony here to-
night by an outsider—Mr. Houston—that
he had been present at the statiom on the
night of the 10th of October, in comversa-
tion with the engineer and the superintemd:
ent together, while the engineer in- the res
port which he had bean asked to maks:
his superior officer declared that the super-
lnbantﬁanh had not come bo the station at all
that night ! He asked what reliance could
be placed upon the rest of this report—
the result of a most iniqunitous departure
on the part of the corporation, in
ordering a subordinate to spy upon
the head of his department, thus striking
a blow at all discipline in the corporation
service. (Applause.} He regretted to have
to call attention also to the comtradictions
on oath of the statements made by the
chairman of the electric light committee
that the lamp trimmers had never seen the
superintendent on duty, and also that he
was seldom in attendance at the station.
No attempt even has been made to prove
that the superintendent was not present in
the day time, except on some visits which
members of the committee made at an
early hour in the morning when hav-
ing been up late at night the
superintendent could not be expected to be
there. (Applause.) The charges made with
respect vo the repairs had also been utterly
disproved, as he showed by citing the de-
tails. He pointed out the megleco of the
committee vo furnish the superintendent
with any workshop or tools, concluding that
the committee must have been pretty hard
pushed when under the circumscances they
made a charge of thiskind. (Greatapplause.)
He called attention to the ourious circum-
stance that though he had been led to be-
lieve that the charges to be investigated
were those made by the committee to the
civy courcil, they were practically abandoned,
and in substitution one alderman asks the
superientendent, ** Did I not tell you bo fill

up some holes in the wharf ?” another, ** Did
I not tell yon to pick up some
wires in James Bay ?” and still another,
‘“Did I not tell you to mend some lamps on
Government street?”—all of which direc-
tions, it has been shown, were obeyed.” He
thought the investigation had proved to be,
as it has been very aptly desoribed by two
aldermen, a *‘ farce " or a *‘ circns ”’; and he
held that nothing wbatever had been
brought out to show that the service has
been in any way impaired by any trifling
delinquencies on the part of the superintend-
ent. With respect to box 25, which would
not ring for the Mayor when the Governor-
General was-present, he had heard to.day
that the efficient chief of the fire brigade
considere the remarks made last night a re-
flection'upon him. .He (Mr. Belyea) had,
however, no such intention, but did think
that the matter should be referred to the fire
wardens, as it & that some one else
hssides the two persoms authorized must
have keys to the inside boxes. v

Mr. Belyea continuing said there ap-
peared to have been an impression that he
had also oriticised the policemen for the
part they had taken, buv any ench impres:

Ald. Macmillan reminded Mr. Belyea that
he had spoken of dealing with another re-
port, which he had not mentioned.

Mr. Bslyea in response said he had for-
gotten this report, which was that mnd? by
Ald. Bragg as chairman, on the 22ad of
July, upon the condition of the new electric
lighting machinery. That report was in
substance that the plant was about as poor
as any city ever got for the money, and he
thought it wonderfal, after the committee
had had sach a reporv, that they should
charge the superintendent with incompe-
tency or neglect in not making iv thoroughly
efficient. (Applause.)

The Chairman announced that after Ald.
Bragg had spoken for the corporation, he
would expect the aldermen to proceed to
deal with the matter without any other
long speeches.

Ald. Bragg then rose, with the prefatory
remark, as Mr, Mason handed him the brief,
that probably it would bs ** more in line ” if
the City Solicitor answered Mr. Belyea,
who he thought had surrounded his olient
with a great deal of wind. (Laughter and
sounds of dissent, causing the alderman to
interpose an exhortation to the public to
give him fair play ) He wished to answer a
statement which he bad heard, that his
acvion against the superintendent was
prompbed by disappointment  over
the fact that the man he had
wanted did not get the position ; and to add
that Mr. Hutohieon was actually appointed
by his (Ald. Bragg’s) vote, and on the recom-
mendation of the man who it is now said
wishes to supplant him. He wished to say
that when the dissatisfaction with Mr.
Hautchison was first spoken of, Ald. Williams
was one of the most dissatisfied, * though he
is showing a little of the white feather ndow.”
(Laughter.) The Mayor at the outset said
to let Mr. Hutchison go along for a while
and he might improve, and later had sug-
gested the steps that were taken to get evi-
dence about him ; and he wished to say here
that the Mayor did not geb as much evidence
as he said he would. Then theie was a
private meeting held, when Ald. Partridge
and Ald. Macmillan almost jumped at the
Mayor, saying ——

Ald. Macmillan protested 2 gainst personal
reflections when tnere would not be an op-
portunity for reply.

Ald. Bragg, after arguing at length on
the conteation that the charges have been
sustained, added that to his mind one of the
strongest proofs against Mr. Hutohison has
been his employing a lawyer to defend him.
(Great laughter.) He admitted that Mr.
Belyea had done a pretty good job for his
client ; bubt nevertheless he heid that the
evidence in support of the charges was soffi-
cient to lead the council to dismiss the
superintendent. (Hisses.)

The Chsirman asked for a motion, and
expressed the hope that the aldermen would
deal with it without speeches, except by
the mover and seconder.

Ald. McLellan forthwith moved that Mr.
‘Hutchison be “sustaitied fn his position.-
(Applause.)

The Chairman asked that the motion be
put in writing,.

Ald. Cameron said he had one in writing
which perhaps would be acceptable to Ald.
McLellan, and he read it, as follows :

M. Hutchison and W. Houston were exam-
ined on oath before said committee in refer-

man of the electric light committee against
M. Hutchison, superintendent of electric
lighting :

‘¢ Your committee having heard the said
evidence are of opinion that the evidencs as
given before the committee does not sub-
stantiate said charges ;

‘‘ But your committee think that efficiency
may be promoted by the adoption of a code
of regulatins defining the duties of the
superintendent, and that it is the duty of
the electric light committee to submit to the
council such regnlations as they may deem
necessary to secure efficiency in the depart-
menb.”

Ald. MoLellan seconded this resolution.
He had voted, after careful inquiry, for Mr.
Hutohison’s appointment, and he waa still
of the opinion that that gentleman is fully
capable of performing the duties of the
office. He criticised the underhand way in
which the committee had gone about the
business, when the proper course would
have been to have warned the superinten-
dent, if necessary, to mend his ways. He
protested entirely against getting police-
men and, worse still, his own subordinates
to report against any civic official. In his
own line of businesss he would
give any subordinate his walking
ticket who came to him as general superin-
tendent with information against men
whom he was supposed to be looking after ;
and if the committee cannot themselves con-
trol the superintendent they had better re-
sign. (Applause.) On the other hand, he
would admit that this has been a very com-
plicated business. No doubtasa rule the
council should uphold its committees, but
in this instance he would depart from that
rule. Where there has been so much smoke
there must have been some fire; possibly
the superintendent has been slow in at-
tending to his duties, but he thought that
Mr. Hutohison, and the committee too
(laughter), would learn from experience and
do better in future. He advised the com-
mittee when next they wished to discharge
a man to do.it at their own desks without
going to sny outsiders to ask questions,
(Applause.)

Ald. Bragg moved in amendment, ** That
M. Hutchison be suspended for neglecting
his duties gthpupe_rinbendent of the electric
lighting station.”

Ald. Wilson seconded this motion de-
olaring that, he knew every charge made
againet the superintendenst to be true. The
appointment of Mr. Hutchison, he might
say, wad due.to his own vote —
The Chairman—¢ Ald. Bragg just now
claimed that 1t was his |’ (Laugbber.) '

The Chairman thought this unnecessary,

one parb of the council wished to dispose of
Mr. Hutchison without giving him an oppor-
tunity to redeem himself, while the other
part would make him the lion of the day by
supporting the resolution of Ald. Cameron.
Both, he thought, were wrong. Mr. Hutchi-
son was certainly negligent uniil within the
last few weeks, for during the months pre-
vious to September he was seldom at his
post. He is no doubt capable, and can give
the city good service, so that if he works in
future as diligently as he has during
the last two weeks he will be a
credit to the position and will well
earn the amount paid for his services. He
expressed regret for his inability to attend
to commitbee work during the last two
months, through the serious illness that had
occurred ab his house. He trusted the
council would give Mr. Hubchison a fair
chance, though he would not vote to en-
tirely exomerate him from blame. Ald.
Bragg’s reference to himself as *‘showing
the white feather ”’ wae unocalled for, as he
only wished to act fairly to the superin-
tendent, and not to deal harshly with any-
one. (Applause.)

The amendment by Ald. Bragg was put
and lost, the vove atanding, for, Ald. Bragg,
Williams and Wilson ; and againev, Ald.
Cameron, Hall, Macmillan, McLellan and
Partridge. The motion declaring the
charges not sustained was them put and
carried on the same division reversed, and
the chairman, in response to a request from
Ald. Hall, declaring himself in favor of it—
the numbers therefore standing 6 to 3.

The committee adjourned at 10 p.m.

VICTORIA FALL ASSIZES.

Goodrich is Found Guilty of Forgery,
and Delphing, of House-
breaking.

The Grand Jury Brings in “ No Bill’
in the Chinese Perjury
Case.

The Fall assizes were resumed yesperday
morning at 10 o’clock, the first case being
that of F. R. Goodrich, eharged with for-
gery and personating Remus Goodrich. The
prisoner pleaded not guilty, and asked Mr.
W. H. Langley to defend him.

Mr. P. A Irviog, for the Crown, stated
the case, which wae that the prisoner had
last March received at the post office a let-
ter intended for Remus Goodrich, enclosed
in it being a draft for §18 75 sent from Ore.
gon City by C. H. Dye and payable to R.
Goodrich, The prisoner had endorsed the

draft ‘“R. Goodrich” and received the
money for it at the Bank of Montreal.

Mr. E. Pitt, accountant of the Bank of
Montreal, proved that the draft had been
paid, Mr. R F. Tolmie having identified the
prisoner at the bank as being named Good-
vich ; and Sergeant Langley, of the provin-
cial police, stated that the prisoner aad ad-
mitted to him that he had taken the draft
and expected he would get four years for it.

The jury brought in a verdict of guilty on
both counts.

J. Dolphing, charged with breaking into
the house of Mollie Rosencrantz on Chatham
street, also pleaded not guilty. He, too,
was defended by Mr. Langley, who was
asked to take the case after the jury had
been sworn.

Mollie Rogencrant? stated that she had
awakened about half-past six on the morn-
ing of the 10th inatant and found the
prisoner standing in front of her bureau in
her room going through the articles in one
of the drawers. She asked him what he
was doing there and the prisoner ren down
stairs and aped from the house., En-
trance to  the house had evidently been
effected through the kitchen window.

Constable:Smith gave evidence about the
arrest, and Detective Perdue and the Chin-
ese cook told of mud tracks in the kitchen
and showed that some one had entered by
the windows;,

The defemse claimed an alibi and the
prisoner put on oath and swore that on
the nighbvg::e 9ch he had been in a house
in Pandora‘street and did not rise from bed
till 10 o’cloek the next morning. In cross-
examinatiom:he admitted that he had served
a term in @il for theft.

Robert (Frbin swore that he had let the
prisoner info his house on Pandora street be-
fore 2 o’clock on Suaday morning and woke
up at half-past 9 or 10 o’clock the same
morning to find the prisoner still there. He
did not thimk Dolphing could have gone out
without weaking him,

A verdistiof guilty was brought in by the
jury after am absence of only a few minutes.

The grand jury brought in “no bill” in
the case of Fong Due, charged with perjury.
They were then dismissed until to morrow
morning at 11 o’clock, when they will prob-
ably make their presentment.

The court was also adjourned till Friday
at ha f-past 10, when the two gambling cases,
the only trials that remain to be disposed of,
will come on. Mr. Irving yesterday an-
nounced for the crown that the Farrell case
would stand over until next assizs.

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A NEW REPUBLIC.

The Cuban rebels seem as far as ever from
being beaten. An immense army has been
sent from Spain to subdue bthem, but it
seems to have made very little impression on
them. We are told that the rebels are no-
thing but the riff-raff of the population of
the Island and that its respectable inhabit-
ante are either loyal to Spain or favorers of
an autonomy such as obtains in Canada.
This they expech to get from Spain by peace-
able and constitutiona] agitation. The au-
tonomists are, however, heard of only now
and then, but the rebels are always in evi-
dence. They have found time during the
present campaign to draw up a declaration
of independence. It wae agreed upon and
promulgated on by the Constituent As-
sembly at Jimayuayu on the 16h of Septem-
ber, 1895, and signed by the delegates—
representatives of the Cuban people. It de-
clares the separation of Cuba from the
Spanish monarchy and its constitution as a
free and independent state under the name
of Republica de Cuba. There has been a
good deal of talk about formally recogmizing
this new republic by Americans and others,
but no Government has yet done so. If the
rebels hold out much longer and make any-
thing like headway against the Spanish
army the recognition of the Republic of
Cuba by the United States and the South
and Central American Republios will be one
of the first fruits of success.

MIS8S LANCHESTER'S UASE.

The case of Miss Lanchester shows the
mischievous tendency of soine of the litera-
ture of the present day.  She evidently og-
cupied a good positicn in society and she be-
longs to a respeotable, well-principled, mid-
dle-class family. This young woman—she
is only twenty-four years of age—from the
books she read no doubt imbibed some pecu-
liar notions with respect to marriage. She
was courted by a young man named Sulli-
van, who it seems desired to marry her. Bat
Miss Lanchester objected to marriage, either
civil or ecclesiastical, She was, however,
willing to form an irregular and illegal con-
nection with the man. Her family hearing
of this tried to prevent the deluded woman
doing what would be ruinous to herself and
most injurious and unjust to her children, if
she ever had any. They took proceedings
to have her confined as a lunatic. The neo-
essary examinations were made and the pro-
per documents procured, and on the day in
which she proposed to make an agreement
of some kind which was to be a substitute
for the marriage ceremony, her brothers had
her forcibly conveyed to a hospital for the
insane. On the application of her lover,
Sullivan, she was bronght before a judge on
& writ of habeas corpus. She was examined
by two Commissionersin Lunacy, whodecided
that she was not insane and ordered her re-
lease. Miss Lanchester’s father in a letter
to the Times says: ‘* My opinion and that of
the family is that the girl is not, for the
time being, of sound mind, and that the ef.
fects of overstudy have predisposed her
naturally impressionable temperament to be
abnormally acted on by her self-imposed
surroundings. We are of opinion that a
more prudent course for the Commissioners
would have been to have allowed a certain
time to elapse for further evidemce to be
taken ; the consequence of a fow days’ delay
and detention, on the one hand, would have
been of small moment oompared with the

possible consequences of the present desi-
sion,”

Most sensible people. who know anything
of the world, will sympathize with the de-
luded young womsn’s father. They know
that she is doing, if she is ‘mot & bad
woman, what she will bitverly repent of be-
fore long. Lsaving out of consideration for
the moment the religious aspect of the. oase,
they know that the woman who takes such
& course as Miss Lanchester was bent upon
pursuing is sowing thickly the ; seeds
of misery, shame and mortifioation. No
good woman is indifferent to the way in
which she is regarded by those with whom

she must necessarily come in contact. She
cannot, let her be ever so happy in her
domestic relations, but be miserable when
sheis looked upon witn coldness and sue-
picion by those with whom intima'e inter-
course ought to be a constanbt sou.ce of
pleasure and comfort. She cannot harden
berself 80 as to care nothing for the estrange-
ment of relatives whom she cannot but love
and respect. And worst of all she cannot
look forward without misery unutterable
to the time when her own children will be
embittered against her because she de-
liberavely brought upon them the shame, the
reproach and the disabilities of illegitmacy.
The world is what it is, and men and women
who disregard religious principles and who
fly in the face of the most sacred of social
lawe and usages cannot change it. If they
rebel they must lay it to their account to
suffer the punishment of rebsllion; and
there are very few women, or men either
for that matter, who can bear that punish-
ment stoically.

SEB THE OTHER SIDBE.

R

American politicians say the strangest
things in the coolest way imaginable. It
seems impossible for even able men among
them to see both sides of any question in
which the interests of the United States are
involved. The Century Magazine fof Nov.
ember contains what appears to us a re-
markable instance of this peculiarity of the
mental vision of American politicians. One
of the articles In that very interesting and
able periodical is ‘* The Issues of) 1896—A
Republican View by Theodore Roosevelt, ’
which contains the following passage :

The one failure of President Harrison’s
administration was in the Bshring Sea case,
and this failure was due to our over-anxiety
for a peacefal settlement and consequent
willingness to yield what we ought not to
have yielded. Had we taken the stand
which was advocated by the Secretary of the
Navy, Mr. Tracy, and which had already
been advocated by Mr. Phelps when min-
ister to England under President Cleveland,
there would have been no war ; the seals
would have been all alive, and there would
have been no danger of the extinction of the
greatest industry of the North Pacific. We
ought never to have agreed to an arbitra-
tion; bub we did, and the pre.
sent administration has, of course, made
mabters worse. It is not a page of Ameri-
can diplomacy upon which we can lcok back
with pride ; but it offers » most wholesome
lesson. It should teach us to beware, be.
yond sll others, of the peace-at-any-price
men. .Ivshould teach us to be exceedingly
cautious about entering into any arbitration.
Above all; it should teach us the lesson of
courteous bub resolute insistence on our
rights, at no matter what cost.

Mr. Roosevelt wrote this when he knew
perfectly well that the Arbitration, admitted
on all hands to be a competent one, decided
that the United States had in this Behring
Sea dispute no rights at all to insist upon,
Its claims to sovereignty over any part of
the sea more than three miles from the
shore and to property in the seals swimming
in the high seas were easily proved to be
unfounded. Ho knew that his country be-
fore that tribuual had not a leg to stand on.
Its claims, as the New York Post very forci-
bly put i:, *“ were laughed out of court.”
Yeb, being perfectly well aware of all this,
Mr. Theodore Roosvelt declares, most seri-
ously and esrnestly, that the United States
‘‘ ought never to have agreed to an arbitra-
tion,” that it should courteously but reso-
lately have insisted upon claims which,
when examined by impartial men
versed in international law, were
shown to be altogether groundless.
This is Mr. Roosevelt’s idea of public moral-
ity. He, in effoct, says when the Repablic
of which he is a citizen prefers a claim,
whether it is sound or unsound, equitable or
inequitable, legal or illegal, it is the duty of
its Government to insist upon that claim to
the verge of war or beyond it, and to reject
most firmly and decidedly all proposals for
an amicable.settlement. [Thisis the ground
he takes, and no other. He speaks of claims
that could not be malntained by either law
or the comity of nations as ‘‘rights,” and ac-
cuses his Government of weakness in sub.
mitbing those claims vo arbitration. If a
man ia any privave matter took this ground
—Iif, after his case had been tried by a com-
petent tribunal and decided against him, he
complained of the decision without calling
in question its soundness or the ability and
integrity of the judges, he would be langhed
at as a fool or set down as a knave. Yep
bhis is precisely the position in which Mr,
Roosevelt places himself with respect to the
Behring Sea Award. He regrets that the
United States did not hold out for *¢ rights ”
which were without foundation, and that it
did not continue to exercise a sovereignty
which it did not possess. In short, he would
have the United States in Behring Sea act
the part of a pirate, This.is certainly not a
patrioticstand. He may have great zeal in
the cause of his country, but it is not a zeal
according to either knowledge or righteons-
ness.

THE ANTI-TAX MBN.

The deluded men in the Quebec town.
ship of Lowe must be made to know that
they cannot be permitted to refuse to fulfil
their obligations as citizens with impunivy,
They participate in the advantages which
Government confers on the people of Canada
and there is no reason why they should be
exempted from bearing their share of
the public burdens. The Government
protects their lives and their pro-
perty and their character, and extends
to them many other advanteges. This can-
not be done without money. A government
has no money of its own. [t has not a sin-
gle cent except what the people place in its
hands. The Government has been estab.
lished and is maintained for the good of all,
and 16 is only fair that all should be re-
quired to contribute to its‘support.

A good many besides the settlers in Lowe
township seem to imagine that the Govern.
ment is rich, that it has no end of money,
that' it takes taxes from the people
without " giving ' anything In retura,
and consequently that there is no

barm in refraining from the payment
of taxes or in taking advantage of the Gov-
ernment whenever they getv the chance.
This is a foolish as well as a mischievous
notion and one that has led many a poor
misguided fellow into trouble. The truth
is men generally get more from Government
for the money they contribute to the treasury
than for any other part of their expendi-
ture. Theadvantages arisingfromsettled and
efficient government are priceless. Without it
we would be in the condition of savages. If
a man thinks government exacting it wounld
be worth his while to go to work and eount
up all that government is every day and
every hour doing for him, and we are much
mistaken if he does not come to the conclu-
sion that he pays very little money for a
great deal of service, and thab, too, service
of the most valuable kind, that government
alone can render.

SOWING THB WIND.

It is gratifying to see that there are clear-
headed men in the United States who see
the mischievous, the demoralizing, tendency
of the tall talk of fire-eaters like Lodge and
Chandler and their imitavors. The New
York Post with a courage and ability that
cannot be sufficiently admired, points oup
with the utmost clearness the perniocious ten-
dency of the inflammatory speeches and arti-
cles of the advocates of war. Ib says :

Ia the firet place, they try to destroy the
influence of the last eighty years of interna-
tional peace by preaching the barbarous doc-
trine that war is a noble and inspiring na-
tional occupation, no matter what its cause
or aims ; that a nation can be elevated by
slaughtering great numbers of young men
and laying waste vaat tracts of country, and
by practising on an immense scale and for a
considerable period the highwayman’s doc
trine that might makes right. In the next
place, they make it difficult for the officers
of the government to approach any interna-
tional question in a spirit of legality or jus-
tice, by producing the impression that the
public will consider any such spirit a sign of
meannese and want of patriotism. I~ the
third place, they degrade us and make ns
ridiculous in the eyes of the civilized world
by opening every controversy with epithets
and abuse, 80 as to make our diplomacy look
like a row between a bartender and a lover
of free drinks.

In other words, they powerfully reinforce
the influences which are to.day tending to
barbarize the United States, and againet
which good men and women are everywhere
fighting, one might say for their lives. For
examiple, we do not believe there is a single
civilized country but our own to-day, in
spite of the great armaments of Europe, in
which public men like Lodge, and Ware,
and Grout, and Chandler would get up and
publicly advocate war as a profitable and
useful undertaking, in the absence of any
distinct quarrel with anybody. There are
in the Old World greab pride n war and re-
spect for military virtues, but every one who
speaks of war publicly speaks of it with
horror as a dreadful necessity, and recogniz:s
its savagery. Even the commanders of all
the great armies profess to-day to be work-
ing might and main for peace. It is only
in the United States that we can find states-
men clamoring for war as a sort of com-
mercial venture and as a good means of
teaching patriotism to the young.

The truth and the reasonableness of whab
the Post says cannot be denisd by any but
short-sighted men who are ready to sacrifice
the interests of the country to their own
private and petty ambitions. [The seed
which the American jingoes are sowing so
industriously is, according to the Post,
already producing fruit the reverse of whole-
some.

** The effect of all this on our public life,
too,” it continues, *‘is very visible. The
young men who go into it, far from model-
ing themselves on Waebster, or Clay, or
Marcy, or Seward, or Everett, or Adams, to
say nothing of the founders of the reputlic,
tar from trying to speak with the voice of
any of these eminent men on. international
law, or on currency, or exchange, or trade,
or commerce, or trying to become trusted
anthorities on any of these questions, are
taking up the role of ,international swash.
bucklers, as the true way to political pro-
motion, and ¢ boller’ for more ships, and
hurl defiance to the four corners of the
earth. It is a melancholy fact that there is
to-day not a siogle man in public life who is
listened to with respect or confidence on any
of these topics. Daniel Webster’s place in
the Senate is filled by a man who sought to
discriminate against the goods of a foreign
nation in order to make it chafige its stan-
dard of value, and a pupil of his has urged
us to avoid arbitration as a means of settling
international difficulties. In fact, the kind
of instruction cur leading men are pourin
oub on a much troubled people would, if
effective, carry us back bsfore long to the
condition of the barbarous tribes, whose only
peaceful ccoupation was raising corn and
bacon to feed the fighting men. That the
America of Washington snd Franklin snd
Jefferson should come to this in a century
shows the absardity of political propheoy.”

We are glad to see that the country
against which all the tall talk is directed
takes very little notice of it, and that ite
press does not reply to the offensive charges
and challenges, that are being continually
made, defiantly. It leaves the sensible
Americans, to rebuke their senseless follow-
citizens. This they are doing with, we
have no doubt, great effect, The number
and influence of the fire-eaters are not to be
judged by the noise they make. There is in
the Unlht} States a vast body of quie,
sensible and well-intentioned men who pay
but little attention to the boastful harangues
of the tail-twisters. [They know pretty well
what it means and value it accordingly.

“SOMBITHING FAR BETTER.”

The re-appearance of the Keely motor in
the field of journalism has moved the New
York Commercial Adrertiser todeprecate rid-
icule and scepticism with respect to the new-
ly discovered force—or whabever it may be—
by reminding its readers of the wonderful
things that science, as applied to the useful
arts, has done in their own day; and then
goes on to say :

Dreamer the man may be; but so dreamt
Leverrier before his discovery of Neptune
went into history as a fact.

“ WORLD'S MARRIAGE ASSOCIA-
TION.”

LoxNpoN, Nov. 16.—The arrest here of the
directors and managers of *‘the World’s
Great Marriage Association” on the charge
of having Yeen engaged in defrauding the
long-suffering public in an extensive man.
ner, has created a flatter of exocitement

among many deluded persons of both sexes
whose weak-mindedness or romantic dispo-
sition have led them into applying to matri-
monial agencies for husbands or wives, as
the case might be. These people are now in
a state of trepidation, fearing that their tell-
tale letters may be introduced as evi-
dence. Some idea of the bus.
inens done by bhis interesting agency
may be gathered trom the fact that the
police have seizsd a hundred packages of
photographs and ocarloads of letters. The
manager of the agency alleges that the
writers of these seized letters include not
only peers and peeresses, members of the
Houee of Commons, judges, lawyers, clergy-
men and dootors, the governors of large
oolonies and members of the aristooracy,
but even cabinet miniaters.

NEWFOUNDLAND NOTES.

8t. Jomxs, Nfid., Nov. 18.—(8pecial)—In
the matter of the appeals of persons oon-
victed on the charges of smuggling already
taken to the Supreme court, counsel for the
smugglers are raising a number of novel
legal points, tending to undermine the case
for the crown, and bets are being freely
made that all of the indictments will be
quashed or the convictirns will amount to
little or nothing. Three actione have al-
ready been taken by smugglers in the
itentiary ageinst the governor of the instity-
tion, for refusing to eu ply them with
coples of the warrant under which it is
claimed they were convicted.

BRITAIN’S POLICY.

Lord Salisbury’s Definition as Enun-
ciated at the Lord Mayor's Ban-
quet in London.

An Important Declaration—The East-
ern Question — Mohammedan
British Subjects.

At the recent Lord Mayor’s banquet in
London when Lord Salisbury rose to re-
spond to the toast of ‘‘ The Ministers,” he
touched briefly upon the result of the recent
general election. The nation, he said, had
spoken in terms that could not be mistaken.
In reference to Home Rule he augured a
period of peace as regards the integrity of.
the empire.

He also thought that the position of the
House of Lords in the coustitution had been
more exactly “defined by the elections, but

just now the chief interesv was in foreign
affairs. He alluded to the Chinese-Japanese
war, which, he said, bad been followed with
great interett, but those matters had now
paesed, and he trusted that peace had re-
turned. He ventured to hope that whatever
further occurred in the far East the public
would not view it with unnecessary distur-
bance and alarm. He was much struck by
the remarkable sensation that was produced
by the false news that appeared a week or
two ago, not because he thought the news of
particular importance, Lut because the opin-
fon it evoked in regard to it was a very
nobticeable phenomenon.

‘‘Depend upon ibt,” he said, *‘ whatever
may happen in that region, be it in the way
of war or the way of commerce, we are
equal to aby competition that may be
opposed to us, and may look with equal
absolute equanimity on the action of any
persons who think jto exclude us from that
fertile and commerocial region, or who
imagine that if we are admitted they can
best us in the markets of the world.
(Cheers.) I should be sorry if we felt undue
sensitiveness in the matter.”

Lord Salisbury recalled the words of Lord
Beaconsfield to the effect that there was
room for everybody in Asia. Englishmen,
he added, might employ their energiee with-
out needing to fear competitors.

THE TURKISH ARMENIAN QUESTION.

Continuing, he said that there is anottier
part of the world where matters are not so
peaceful as he hoped they were in the Far
East. He recalled the action in May last of
the British, French and Russian ambassa-
dors ab Constantinople, and declared that it
was designed to protect the Armenians,
whose terrible and deplorable sufferings had
moved the feelings of the British nation to
their base. He paid tribute to the skill of
the ambassadors, especially mentioning their
leader, Sir Philip Currie, the British repre-
sentative, whose judgment, skill and con-
tinuous labor, he said, had done much to
avoid the most formidable dangers and to
bring matters, at all events for a time, to a
pacific phase,

The demands made on Turkey by the
three powers had been substantially acceps-
ed by the Sultan. He had seen somewhere,
under a great name, the assertion that the
Sultan had won a great victory over the
British. It could not be called a viotory,
Lord Salisbury declared, because he had
given the British all they wanted. There
had 'been an impression abroad that he him-
self had added a demand to those made in
May, requiring something in the nature of
an international commission.

THE DEMAND UPON TURKEY.

That was a great mistake. He had never
added to the demands. He did cffer as sub-
stitute demands, as a simpler way of obtain-
ing the same end, that, if it was preferred,
the present Mohammedan machinery should
continue and be supervised by a mixed com-
mission. The demands of the embassies
were substantially that a proportional num-
ber of Christian employes should be added
to the executive of the provinces containing
a large number of Armenians. He did net
contend that his propoeal was the better.
The Sultan preferred the other proposal and
this one naturally fell to the ground. The
reason that he preferred to be rid of the
proposal to substitute Christian for Moslem
officers was his great horror of the Powers
appearing in these oases as partisans of one
religion rather than another. That would
be exceedingly dangerous.

He remarked that the Queen of Great
Britain rules over more Mahommedans than
the Sultan, and that the British government
would have been neglecting its duty if it al.
lowed 1tself to appear asa religious parti-
san in governing so vast an empire. The
government had no othes duty than to show
absoluve impartiality. Its desire was to do
entire justice, so that Christians and Mos.
lems should observe each ather’s rights and
pursue their own industries in confidence
and peace.

ROUND ABOUT THE QUESTION.

Continuing, Lord Salisbury sald: *I
should have been glad if our proposals could
have divested the negotiations of any ap-
pearance of partiality, and could have as-
sured our Moslem fellow subjects, who are
among the most loyal and orderly subjects
of the Queen, that they may rely on the
Imperial government’s being absolutely im-

negotiations, if the reforms are carried into
effect they would give the Armenians every
prospect that a nation ocould desire —
prosperity, peace, justice and safety to life
and property. But will they be carried ouat?
If the Sultan can be persuaded to give jus.
tice to the Armenians it will not signify
"what the exact nature of the undertaking
may be.

**If he will not heartily resolve to do jus-
tioe to them the most ingenions constitution
that can bs framed will not avail to protect
or assist the Armenians. Only through the
Sultan can any real Permanent blessings be
conferred on his subjects. What if the Sul.
tan is not persuaded? Iam bound to say
that the news reaching us from Coustanti-

nople does not give much oheerfulness in
that respect.

+ DANGER TO CHRISTENDOM.

** Turkey is in the remarkable position
that she hasa now stoed for half a century
mainly because the Powers resolved that for
the paace of Christendom it wae neceseary
that she should stand. The danger is that
if the Ottomen empire falls it would nnt be
merely a danger that would threaten its
territory. It would be the danger that the
fire there lit would spread (o other nations,
involving all that is most powerful and civil-
ized in Europe in a dangerous conflict ”’

Lord Salisbury deprecates indulging in
the illusion that some single power would
escape the treaty and try to settle the ques-
tion in its own manner. He believed that
the powers were never more disposed than
now to stand together by the European sys-
tem they had themselves devised. Dange:
existed that the Sultan should imagine that
under pressure of neocessity the adhesion of
the powers was such that no abuses in the
Ottoman empire would ever receive punish-
ment. That was a greav delusion.

Lord Salisbury declared that he believed
that the powers were thoroughly resolved to
co-operate in everything concerning Turkey.
How they would act was nobfor him to proph-
esy. He did not know what contingencies
might arise, but no man would say that it
was impossible for them to arise. They
might become weary of the cry of suffering
that goes up in their ears, and find other
substitutes for that which does not fulfil the
hopes entertained forty years ago. There-
was, therefore, nothing in the concert of the
powers to console those who would perpe-
trate misgovernment, or to silence the voice
of those who would impress on the Otto-
man rulers the one burning necessity of
tke hour that they give the common blessing
of good government to those under them.
(Cheers.)

HARMONY OF THE POWERS.

In conclusion, Lord Saliebury said :—
¢ Throughout the negotiations nothing was
more strongly impressed upon my mind than
the disposition of the Powers to act to-
gether, and their profound sense of the ap-
palling danger any separation of their action
might produce. Those among them who are
popularly reputed to be restiess have vied
with the others in their anxiety to conduct
the diffioulty to a successful issue, and have
conducted themselves in a mannper that
should better bring all the Powe?s into line,
moved by the common ambition and noble
aim of preserving the peace of Christendom.
This is a very cheering symptom. I hope
it may be the foundatio~ of a system of ac-
tion that will last for many years to come,
and that in this sense of necessary co-opera-
tion, imposed by the dangers and exigencies
of our time, we shall find a solution of some
of the formidable problems that oppress us,
and shall in due time be able to put a stop
to that condition of armed peace which
presses now on the industries of the world.”
