Asheroft, Oct, 21.—R. T. Ward, just
in from the Horsefly, states that the new
strike. is about 65 miles from Harper’'s
camp, on the mnorth fork of Hersefly
river. He saw and talked with the party
of men that made the diseovery, and
who have all returned to the new discov-
-ery af once after receiving supplies. The
party of six men had but one gold pan,
-and spent only two daysien the ground.
“They had uo food remaining and had to
“travel some distance before striking a
camp where they could get anything to
eat.

The party had about two ounces of
szold, like coarse grains of powder, some
pieces being 10 cents or more. 'They
state that in every pan of gravel they
tried they did not fau to get ar feast
five cents, and they got as high as three
dollars per pan.

sThey state that the ground in most
places is shallow and that it is safely
$20 a day ground. :

The creek was by them named “Em-
pire” creek. So far two creeks, both
good, were prospected, and they believe
‘there is a large section of placer ground
1o be opened up. ;

About 50 men have gone in so far; a
party left Ashcroft today. The strike is
only about 120 miles from Asheroft, if a
trial were made in via Canim lake. As
it is ,the ground can be reached in five
or six days from Asheroft. It is not ex-
pected that much can be dene in the way
of prospecting at stakihg after two or
three weeks more, but early next spring
‘will see a rush of men to the Horsefly
placers. :

Steamer Hating goes on the Marine
Ways at Vaneouver this morning for
repairs. The steamer Maude, which left
fier after she was floated and brought a
coal cargg from Ladysmith brought de-
tails of the floating of the steamer on
her arrival yesterday morning. The
damaged bow of the steamer was tem-
porarily repaired with canvas, cement
and wood-work before she was hauled
off the rocks. Two powenful centrifugal
pumps were used to pump the water out
of her forward watet-t:'gtht compart-
ments, and these were I in place in
case the temporary repairs should prove
insufficient to keep the water out dur-
ing the trip to this port. On Thursday
night a preliminary test was made to
see if the yessel would move unaided
by tugs, and she was shifted about two
féet. On Friday morning the real test
was made and by her own engines the
Hating was easily hauled off the rocks.
Captain Gosse then anchored the vessel
close to the scene of herrecent acci-
dent, and proceeded to straighten things
up for the trip down. Shortly after 1
p. m., the ecaptain again mounted the
bridge, the engine bells rang with their
accustomed - cheerful sound, and the
steamer steamer out of Sabine channel,
bound for her home port.

New York. Oct. 21.—Sir Thomas Lip-
ton will not be a challenger for the Am-
erica’s cup mext year. In an interview
late tonight, 'Sir Thomas also absolute-
ly denied that he had any intention of
building a new boat to compete for the
cup next fall. ‘In an alleged interview
published in several afternoon papers
today, Sir Thomas is quoted as saying
that he would consult Messrs. Fife and
Watson as soon as he arrived home rela-
tive to the building of a new challenger
‘to compete for the cup in 1902. When
seen tonight he said: “I did not see a
reporter today that I know of. But,
be that as it may, I certainly did not
say what I am quoted as having said.”
“Is it your intention to build a new
boat and challenge for the cup next
year?”

“I am not desirous of holding a mone-
poly in the matter of challenging for the
America’s enp. I propose to wait for a
reasonable time after I get back to the
other side, and see if any of the other
British sportsmen desire to enter a
challenger. As a meotter of fact, it
takes months to prepare designs for a
new boat, and then, even when challqu-
ing with a new boat, 100 months’ notice
must be given. It wonld be well nigh
impossible to challenge in behalf of a
new boat for a race mext year, that is

“What T intend to do is this: T shall
leave the Shamrock II. on this side.

Duke of Cornwali Writes a Fare-
well Letter to the Gov-
ernor General,

He and Duchess Apprec!_a‘te the
warm Hearted Welcome of
the People.

Halifax, Oct. 21.—The Duke ana
Duchess of Cornwall and York left Hali-
fax at 10 o’clock this morning amid the
cheers of thousands of citizens, the
booming ef camnen, tooting of whistles,
ete. Just as the Ophir steamed out to
sea a. light fall of snow began. The
Royal steamer was accompanied by war-
ships; the torpedo boat destroyer Quail
and other craft.

The Governor-General and Lady Minto
and party left for Ottawa at 12:30. Sir
Wilfrid Lavwrier will remain in Halifax
until tomorrow.

The Duke of Cornwall and York last
night issued a farewell address to the
citizens of Canada, expressing régret at
having to leave a people who, by their
warm heartedness and cordiality, have
made them feel at home amongst them
from the first moment of their arrival on
Canadian soil. His Royal Highness ex~
presses gratitude for the many kindly
feelings manifested towards them even
in the remotest parts of the Dominion.

Montreal, Oct. 21.—The following let-
ter has been forwarded to Lord Minto,
the governor-general,
Cornwall and York:

*“H. M. S. Ophir, at Halifax, N. 8.,
Oct. 19:
“Dear TLord Minto: Before leaving

Canada I am anxious to make known,
through you, with what regret tne
Duchess and I bid farewell to a people
who, by their warm heartedness and
nnrdmhty, have made us feel at home
amongst them ‘from the first moment
of our arrival on their shores. I should
iike particularly to express our gratitude
for the generous feeling ‘which has
prompted all classes to contribute to-
wards that hearty and affectionate wel-
come which we have everywhere met
with. This has been so strikingly shown,
not only in the demeanor of the crowds
and the general manifestations of re-
joicing with which we haye been greet- |
ed, but also by the trouble and in-
genuity displayed in the illuminations
and street decorations carried out with
such conspicuous taste and success by
private persons, as well as by the gov-
ernment and local authorities.

“We are greatly touched tofind in the
smallest and most remote places through
which we passed that great effort had
been made by the inhabitants to mani-
fest their kindly feelings towards us. I
recognize all this as a proof of the
strong personal loyalty to the throne, as
well as the deep devotion on the part
of the people of Canada to that unity
of the Empire which' the crown is the
symbol.

“We wish to record our most sincere
thanks to tbe . Dominion government
and the provinecial authorities, the muni-
cipal bodies and pnvate individuals for
their generous hospitality, their kind
forethought and the extreme care and
trouble they have bestowed upon all the
arrangements for the reception and ac-
commodations: of ourselves and our staff.
T feel that we are speciallygindebted to
Mr. Pope, by whom so much of the de-
tail was ably dealt with..

“Wherever we have n_the _ police
duties were admirably carried out, and
we wish to express our special obliga-
tion to the commissioner of the Domin-
ion police and other police officials for
the excellent manner in ‘which they have
discharged the important responsibilities
devolving upon them. 4

“Short as unfortunately our stay in
Western Canada had to be, it was suffi-
cient for us to understand something of
its boundless possibilities and the scope
which it affords to those who, with a
spirit of enterprise, determination and
willingness to work, desire to seek a
wider, less crowded nnd richer field than
that offered by the congested industries
and professions of the Mother Country.
I .trust that these possﬂnlitxes may be
taken advantage of in the future, ana
that suitable emigrants from the Mother |
Country will’ come in larger numbers.

The
st2amer Trader had already left for Vic-
torla with the two large centrifugal pumps
of Diver McHardy, when it was decided to
send the steamer here, and Harbormaster
McLeod refused to allow the steamer to
proceed to Victorfa without these pumps
being placed on hoard as a matter of pre-

cautlon, ‘ with the smal!er pumps already
on the Hating. When the Trader arrived
here with the pumps they were transferred
to the steamer Maud and taken right back
again, placed on the Hating and brought
back again on her. When it was stated
that the steamer would be hauled out at
Vancouver a number of well known ‘ocal
iron workers went to Vancouver by the
Charmer and arrived at noon only to find
that the steamer was getting ready to_pro-
ceed to Victoria. They remained an hour
at Vancouver and came back again. The
extent of the injuries to the vessel has
not yet been learned, but it is understood
that a number of frames have been bent,
several new plates are pecessary, and oth-
ers need straightening out. The contract
for the work of repairing her has not yet
been let.

B.C. Stock Exchange vs. Irving
In Supreme Court, Judge=
ment Reserved.

Criminal Assizes Opens Today
Dlvorce ‘Granted In Wesley—
vs. Wesley..

The case of the British Columbia
Stock Exchange v. Capt. John Irving,
in which plaintiffs seek to recover $637,
alleged to have been expended by them
on account of defendant, was tried yes-
terday in the Supreme court before Mr.
Justice Drake, the parties having agreed
o dispense with a jury.

The action arose from a stock transac-
tion, defendant having useructed piain-
tiffs to sell a certain number of shares
of the Consolidated Tobacco company on

his account. Fluctuations'in the market
necessitated defendant’s putting up mar-
gins to protect his deal, and he -did so

to the extent of about $2 400. Finally he
declined to furnish any more money for
margins and plaintiffs allege that they
were compelled to purchase. the shares
and> deliver them, thereby 'losing $637,
the amount for which the action was
brought. The defence endeavored to
show that the transaction was of the
“bucket shop” order, that the plaintiffs
had never in the course of their busi-
ness actually delivered stock to buyer or
seller, and that it was void under the
English statute and illegal under the
criminal code.

After hearing the evidence and argu-
ments of counsel, His Lordship reserved
judgment, W. J. Taylor, K.C., appeared
for defendant, and J. M. Bradburn for
plaintiff.

CRIMINAL ASSIZES.

The ecriminal- assizes opén this fore-
noon at 11 o’clock before Mr. Justice
Drake. - After the swearing. of the
grand jury, it is expected that bills of
indictment will be submitted in Rex v.
Gill, for murder, and Rex v. Stevens,
for shooting with intent. These are the
only criminal cases for trial. Gill, it is
understood, will be defended by Mr. A.
L. Belyea, and Stevens by Mr. George
Powell.

DIVORCE GRANTED.

Supposing that the above conclusjon is
approximately correct, it is evident that
if the Federal and Provincial govera-
ments could agree upon a plan of co-
opration in railway construction, they
would be Justxﬁed in basing their ealcu-
lations upon a very different revenue to
that whichithey respectively have today.
The Dominion could reckon upon an-
pual receipts from this province at the
date mentioned of upwards of $10,000,-
000 a year. The province could esti-
mate upon a revenue of $7,000,000 a
year. This would imply an average
gain in revenue to the Dominion of

the ice there was “an unpardonable lack

 while the appliances on board were suf-
ficient to, aceommodnte every person,
there was “a want of proper manage- |
ment ‘and discipline.”
. We have no wish to add one word to |
thxs indictment of the men responsible |
for so many lives and through whose
failure to show themselves equal to the
grave emergency which arose so many
people went to® their, death. It must
have been with great regret that the
Commissioners appended their names to
such findings.
The finding absolves the owning com-
pany of any direct 1bsponsibility for
what occurred. - The ship was in proper
condition ‘and properly equipped. Some
question has been:raised as to the use
of tule life-preservers, ‘We have a let-
ter on the subject, but think it better
‘not to print it, although we have reached
the conclusion not to do se only with
some hesitation. Our reason for refus-
ing is that we understand  legal pro-
ceedings are pendipg against the com-
pany in yhich this matter is likely to
arise. It is. to be presumeéd that the
Commissioners fully  considered this
point for they say that the steamship's
equipment was complete in every par-
ticular aecording to the regnlations of
the law. The Commissioners also round
that the Master had received no special
instructions. 'This answers the sugges-
tion that the high spaed mamtained was
in. pursuance of ; €xpress “directions’ tu
make time." 4

The Commisszoners are tb be oongnntu—
lated upon the p#instaking and thorough
manner in which they discharged an
onerous and ‘particularly unpleasant task.
The paragraph in their l;eport in which
they condemn the pracuce in vogue of
leaving . the bridge of steamships at
night in eharge of ome officer is perhaps
- the most valuable part of ‘it. What has
happened -cannot ~be helped, but the
lessons ' of ‘the accident ought to be
driven homeé with all possible for¢e."The
matter just referred to is one of the
principal ‘of these, and the opinion of
the Commissioners on the point will
doubtless be acted upon. It must be
enforced as far as Canadian. vessels are
concerned, even if a special regu!ation
must be made to meet the case.

Story of Lost Ledge—K. and M.

Mr. Herbert Carmichael, provinecial
assayer, has returned from a trip to the
Skeena river and Queen Charlotte Is-
lands, where he has spent a couple of
months exploring and examining the geo-
logical formation in the interests of the
department of mines. He is favorably
impressed with the formation of Mores-
by island, which gives favorable indi-
cations of gold and silver. Much of Gra-
ham island has been staked as coal bear-
ing. ‘#He also went up the Skeena as

mines operating in that vicinity. Mr.
Carmichael is not at liberty to go into
details of his trip, but he intimates that
he saw evidences of mineral wealth at
several points that would well repay in-
vestigation. .

Dus ‘his exploration of Moresby is-
land, Mr. Carmichael met a party of
prospectors whose history partakes of
the romantic. Opposite Laskeck bay he
fell in with a well-equipped Columbia
river boat, carrying a cargo of provisions
and lumber and mauned by three white
men and some Indians. The chief of
the party was a man named Mulkey,
one of the oldest prospectors on this
coast, who explored the Queen Charlotte
jslands, in ' company with a partner,
about 40 years ago. jHe told Mr. Car-
michael that he and his partner had
found quartz which ran as high as $600
to the ton, according to assays made in
Victoria. The summer following the dis-
covery Mulkey proceeded to search for
the wonderful ledge, but failed to locate
it, and for many subsequent years he
continued his quest in vain, until his
name became a byword among the pros-
pectors of the West Coast, as that of
a visionary erazed by continual brooding
over an imaginary treasure.

Years skipped by and Mulkey, bowed
by advancing age and crippled by rheu-
matism, contracted in the course of his
wanderings in that land of heavy rain
fall, struggled against fate, toiling and
saving for years at a st_retch to earn
money to prosecute ‘his life work. At
last, early in the present year, he went
east and sought out his old partuer, aged
and decrepit like himself, and persuaded
him to join him in a last attempt to
locate their long ‘lost treasure. _He
found his mate still hopeful and willing
to make the venture. They came to-
gether to the coast, and afteg several
weeks of careful preparation they went
north on the steamer Nell to Skidegate,
whence they started on their forlorn
hope. From study of maps and charts,
and recalling the.incidents of their first
prospecting trip they concluded that the
bonanza ledge lay at one or other of
two points, and to these they have de~
voted all their energies during the past
two or three months. Mulkey showed
Mr. Carmichael on the map where he
thinks the treagure lies. His theory is

Rev. Dr. Wilson to Leave Victoria to

Go to R. E. Theological Seminary.

On Sunday Rev. Dr. Wilson an-
nounced to the congregation of the Re-
formed Episcopal church that he was
about to leave them; in fact, that on
Sunday next he would preach his last
sermon in Victoria.

Mr. Delamare Says His Company Has
; Reached Bedrock,

Vancouver, Oect. = 19.—(Special)—E.
Jeanne Delamare, promotor and mana-
ger of the company organized in France
to develop extensive hydraulic claims on
Boulder creek, Atlin, has arrived in Van-
couver from Atlin, havitig been a passen-
ger on the Dolphin' to Sestfle, Mr.
Delamare stated to the Colonist corre-
spondent this morning thathe was on
his way to Victoria, where he would
meet one of the Paris directors of the
company, and together they would in-
terview the government on mwatters con-
nected with their operations in the
North. In speaking of the company’s
progress with their Boulder Creek pro-
perty, he stated that he reached bed-
rock on the 22nd of September, just as
the water gave out, and they would be
now unable to resume operations wuntil
June. The bedrock was tested, however,
and found to be exceedingly rich, run-
ning from $3 to $5 per cubic yard. It
had taken three months to reach bedrock,
as they had to attain a depth of 47 feet,
which meant the disposition of an enor-
mous amount of surface matter. Now
that the bottom had been reached, how-
ever, most of the dead work was behind
them, as they would work their entire
claim, a mile wnd a half long and a mile
wide, from the exposed bottom ground,
The current account for  the thres
months’ dead work totalled up $10,000
a month, and the éntire expense- of the
undertaking to date had been about
$100,000. He believed, however, that

Recent . Experiments Jn‘ the
- 8clence of Navigation Above
the Earth

Abridged From Article By Prince
‘Kropotkin in Nineteenth
: Century.

The .exploration of the higher layers
of the atmosphere by the aid of high-
level observatories, kites, and- balloons
continues to engross the attention of me-
teorologists. “This is net a mere fash-
jon—science has its fashions—but an ur-
gent need. To gain knowledge of what
js going on in the air, miles above the
earth’s surface, has become a matter
of necessity. Those who issue the weath-
er forecasts see that they can make mo
further ‘progress so long as they do not
extend. their ~observations higher up in
the air envelope of our globe; and those
who work upon the theory of the general
“circulation of the atmosphere come to
the same conclusion. Our instruments
carefully record .the displacements of
cold and warm air close to the earth’s
surface; but it is only at much greater
heights that we find the mighty air-cur-
rents blowing undisturbed: round the
earth, and discover the origin of. the
great ‘heat waves' and waves ‘of cold
weather. Thereto we must go to study’

‘ them. Glaisher had fully understood
this necessity when he wundertook his
venturesome balloon ascents; but while
interest in such explorations died away
in Britain, it was born with a new vig-
our in the United States, in France, in
Germany, in Austria, in Russia, and the
work is now carried on with a remark-
able zeal.

The idea was, first, to build meteoro-
logical observatories on the tops of iso-
iated peaks. “The Sonnblick observatory
which won a world reputation for
its work, the Ben Nevis in Secotland,
Jansen’s Mont Blane observatory, Ab-
bas-tuman in the Caucasus, Arequipa in
Peru, and so on, 'were the fruit of that
eflort—the highest observatory in the
“world having been planted by the Amer-
icans on the El Misti peak, at an al-
titude of 19,200 feet. ;

These institutions have already ren-
dered good service to science. However
they mecessarily remain but few
in number; they do not reach the
.uppermost levels of the atmosphere,
and. moreover the  air-currents which

are observed on more or less iso-
lated peaks still rTemain complicated
by the proximity of the plains and the
mountains. Consequently, the United
States meteorologists, keeping in view
their practical eaim-—the prediction of
weather—came to {he conclusion that a
survey of the temperatures, pressures,
and air-currents which prevail at a
height of, let us say, one mile above the
surface of the soil,: ought to be made
regularly every day over the 'whole of
the' Americn;: %ontin:ll:t.
