DRAMATIO AND TERRIBLE.

The Story of Outrage and Crime Presented
to the Parnell Commission.

Loxpox, Nov. 11.—The evidence given be-
fore the Parnell Commission has suddenly be-
come striking, dramatic and terrible, Such a
story of outrage and crimeis being told as im-
presses the most callous - witness, after a wit-
ness steps into the box to describe murder
after murder in a manner all the more effective
from its brevity and simplicity. *‘Ireland isin
the Strand,” says joue observer most truly.
Here it is that a picture of Lfe in that coun-
try is given with vividness ‘never: before
known.. None of these stories is new. The
Huddy murder, the Blake murder, and all the
other awful incidents of this long struggle,
were kncwn. But a trial in London brings
them nearer to London, and interest in the
proceedings of the Commission, heretofore
languid, has become intense.

Sir Charles Russell’ himself has been so
much affected as to lose-his temper and enter
upon & contest with the president  of the
tribunal, of which 8ir Charles was very far
from getting the better. He had, io tact, to
submit to be rebuked and silenced. He
sees, of course, that these stern recitals
of ever-recurring tragedies  do u:;reu
both tribunal and public. He tri to
induce the Court to rule that The Times, be-
fore producing evidence of crime, should con-
nect the defendants with it. But the court
has ruled against him. The plaintiffs are re-
sponsible, no doubt, and the Attorney-General
is responsible. They are buth under legal and
lxnornFubligation to establfsh, if they can, the
complicity of Mr. Parnell or some of his col-
leagues in this crime. But meantime the
effect on public opivion is damaging to them
all.

THE ROCHESTER FIRE,

Twenty-one Men Missing and Suppesed to
be Dead In the Rains,

RocrEstir, Nov. 11.~Friday evening's
fire was the worst that ever ocenrred in this
city. “ At least twelve lives were lost and
twenty persons injured. The pecuniary loss
will'amount to $250,000. The alarm was
sounded at"7.30, and the department  was
soon at the scene. - At that time little " fire
ocould be seen from the outside. The build-
ing was approachable only on one side, and
the firemen had only a narrow alley to work
in. The building stood on the e ge of the
n&p:r falls of the Genesee River. These
falls are ninety-six feet high. When the
firemen arrived  the . windows on the
street . side ' ok the buil were filled
with .men . calling for. help. = There
were sixty-five men inside. Firemen an-
swered them ‘telling them not to jump that
they would soon be rescued. The men paid
noattention to the encou cries, and
soon the air was filled with fﬂling human
bodies. At least twenty men jnmped from
the third story. . All of them were more or
less injured. "They were at once taken to
hospitals. Four of them died of injuries be-
fore they could be removed.

There are twenty-one missing men It is
supposed that all the missing are desd and
in the ruins. 'Three more bodies have been
taken from the ruins of the lantern works
building. They were burned to a crisp so
that it was impossible to nize them.

The Union and Advertiser started a sub-
scription list for the benefit of the fire suf-
erers. with $100. an hour $1200 had
been subscribed. The Republicans who in-

A Remedy for Those Who Tdttoo.
From The London Daily Telegraph.

Europeans who have been foolish enough,
either in youth or age, to tatoo themselves
like Fij1 Islanders, Patagonians, or any other
race of picturesque savages, may be interesied
to hear that Dr. Variot of Paris has discover-
ed a simple but effective method of removing
red or blue pictorial devices from the human
skin. M. Variot has embodied the results ot
his experiments in an elaborate treatise on
tattooiug in ancient and modern times, which
he has sent to the Paris Biological Society.
Further, the doctor has experimented
on prisoners in the Central Infirmary,
to whieh he is attached, and on hospital
patients, all of whom have, of course, offered
themselves voluntarily for the operation. M.
Yarxoh has also tested the efficaciousness of
bis method in removing black or brown
beauty spots or moles from the skin of
animalg, and has tound it eminently success-
ful. is modus operandi is to prick the
marks or spots with needles unsil the blood
flows, then to  imject tannin, and, finally, so
cauterize with nitrate of silver. Very little
Inconvenience is felt by the person operated
upon, unless, of course, the marks extend over
a lawge surface.  The wounds caused by the
pricking and cauterization hecome black for a
time, then turn red, and after a month or so
the parts which have been treated are almost
from the adjoining flesl,
