PARTING WITH A PASTOR

Rey. E. B, Horne, M. A., Preaches Fare-
well Sermon Sunday, and is Presented
with a Purse Monday.

The Rev. E. B. Horne, M.A., pastor
of the Presbyterian Church here for the
past eleven years, left for Renfrew on
Wednesday,

His farewell sermon was delivered on
August 18th, a peculiar coincident in
consideration of the fact that it was on
the 18th of August eleven years ago he
preached his first sermon as minister of
the congregation.

The assessors of Owen Sound
fixed the sum of two thousand
dollars as the income assessment on
the salary of Judge C. H. Widifield,
and the latter appealed to the court
of revision with the result that the
agsessors were upheld in their action.
An appeal was ab once entered before
County Judge C. T. Sutherland, and
the case was threshed out. The
contention of the appellant was that
the salary of a civil servant could
not legally ke taxed. There was
precedent for this view, in a case
that was adjudicated upon at Ottawa.
There was also another case of a
similiar, nature where a directly
opposite decision was given. In his
finding Judge Sutherland held that
the town had power to tax the in-
come of a civil servant and dismiss-
ed the appeal.

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STORY OF A CHURCH.

Curlous History of an Unfinished Edi-
fice In England,

There Is a curious history regarding
an unfinistied church which stands at
Hassall, near Sandbach, England. A
former resident at the local hall, a Mr.
Lowndes, painfully conscious of the
lack of provision for the spjritual wants
of the people in the neighborhood, de-
termined to build a church at his own
expense.. After carefully choosing a
site he gave instructions for the erec-
tion of a structure in the modern style
capable of seating 400 er 500 persons.

Work on it was begun in the sum-
mer of 1836 and was pushed on stead-
ily until the day on which Queen Vic.
toria was crowned, by which time the
building was well advanced. The
crypts, about ten in number, had been
put in, the walls and roofs were com-
plete, and the scantlings for the floor
were fixed. Indeed, partly in conse-
quence of the national rejoicings and
partly to celebrate the progress which
had been made, the bullding was
smothered in fiags and decorations and
was the center of local festivities.

Next day Mr. Lowndes was seized
with an fliness which quickly proved
fatal; and with his passing all work
on the church ceased. Though the
building could have been finished at
comparatively small cost, it was aban.
doned, and it has not been used since,
except by tourists, whose names “hal-
low and adorn it,” as Mark Twain said
of those on the ruins of Cain’s altar,
by the thousand.—Wide World Maga-
zine.

LOOSE SHOES. =

Those Not Fastened Tight at the Instep
Cause Foot Trouble.

Seven persons out of ten suffer ex-
cruclating pain at one time or another
with thelr feet. A single corn- no
larger than a grain of sand can take
all the *“snap” and vitality right out
of you,

Two-thirds of modern foot troubles
are due to the fact that almost every
one—man, woman and child—wears his
shoe too loose. The shoe itself may be
correct as to size and shape, but it is
not fastened tight at the only point of
control—namely, the instep.

When you set your foot upon the
floor or pavement in the act of walk-
ing the shee adheres, and if it be
loosely fastened over the instep the
foot pushes down into the toe of the
shoe. At certain spots on the foot
this slipping causes friction. These
spots are the soles of the feet, the
tops, ends and inner sides of the toes,
the great and little toe joints and oc-
casionally even the back of the heel.

When the friction thus caused is con<
tinued hour after hour and day after
day one or more of these spots are al-
most sure to become inflamed and sore.
A slight thickening, called a “callous,”
is formed. As the friction and pressure
g0 on the resulting callous may thick-
en up unevenly; then 'it’ is called a
“corn."-Woman's Home Companion.

'NOTE AND COMMENT.

London is old and grey and dirty,
but she has a better health record
than the modern city of Ottawa, and
incidentally, than any other large
city in the world.

Still the price of coal goes up and
there is nothing to indicate that it
will not continue to soar. Local
dealers believe that before another
winter is over ten dollars will have
to be paid for nut coal.

A Boston doctor now sees ‘peril’
in the use of soap. Uy to date, doc-
tors have seen ‘peril’ in the non-use
of soap. Now ‘perils’ arrive daily,
but the old world manages to jog
-along.

The G. T. R. is engaged in com-
mendable work in furnishing 500
wives for western farmers. It should
also tend to thin out the Ontario
market. But. like the miracle of the
loaves and fishes, one is forced to the
mournful query: ‘‘What are these
:among 80 many ?”’

The manufacture of saw-mill
refuse into pulp has begun in Can-
ada during the past year. It is

estimated that if the material which
goes to waste in the woods and mills
of the Dominion were made into
pulp the product would be greater
in amount than at present made
from the regular cut.

In Great Britain they have one
legislative body for forty million
people. In Canada we have ten
legislative bodies, one dominion and
nine provincial, for eight million of
people. Hence we get experiments
in legislation that in Great Britain
is not to be obtained. In the U. S.
six states have the women suffrage,
and the other states are falling into
line.

The Grand Lodge I.0.0.F. of On-
tario has 391 lodges with a ‘member-
ship of $46,972, being an increase of
$2,541 over 1910. During 1911,
1,657 dropped membership; 332
died, leaving a total of $42,440:
joined Order in 1911, 4,530. On the
30th June. 1912, the membership
had increased to $48,873, and 40
lodges not reporting. The revenue
for last year was $506,982.05 ; bene-
fits ~ paid members, $155,819.95.
The receipts of various lodges during
1911 was $504,921.78, and their net
assets $1894,662.77. During the
past six months six new lodges were
instituted and $91,905.59 was paid
out in relief. The Grand Encamp-
ment had a membership on Decem-
ber 31st last of 6,675, being an in-
crease of 601 during the year.

Britain’s Panama Protest.

Great Britain’'s friendly protest
against the Panama Canal bill now
before the U. S. Senate is receiving
strong support in that country.
Senators Root and Burton have taken
the lead in oppossng the passage
of a measure which plainly violates
the Hay-Pauncefote treaty. The
latter contains this explicit clause :—
“The canal shall be free and open
to vessels of commerce and war of
all nations observing these rules on
terms of entire equality, so that
there shall be no discrimination
against any nation or its citizens and
subjects in respect of the conditions
or charges of tariff or otherwise.
Such charges shall be just and equit-
able.”

A number of enterprising Con-
gressmen propose to exempt certain
American boats from all charges
whatsoever. They argue that the
United States has a perfect right to
favor its own vessels doing business
from coast to coast, and that this
will not mean discrimination against
the foreigner, because no-competition
will be involved. This threadbare
fallacy is easily penetrated by the
average newspaper reader. The im-
portant point is that it is a direct
violation of an international pledge.
The passage of the Bill will result in
a speedy appeal to the Hague, and
no one doubts that the decision of that
tribunal would be a humiliating
defeat for Uncle Sam.
It is regrettable that friction of
this kind should arise on the eve of
the completion of this great achieve-
ment, which marks an epoch in the
history of the world. Universal
commerce will reap rich rewards
from the inauguration of a new
waterway which has been the dream
of constructive enthusiasts for gen-
erations. It represents the supreme
feat of latter day engineering, and in
farthering it the United States takes
another big step forward as a nation
of progress.

E. G. Harris, an employe of the Flet-
cher Mfg.

The
funeral took place Saturday to Ravens-
wood Cemetery from the residence ot
his son, where the accident occurred.

Ways of Making Household Du-
ties Less Laborious.

CARE WHEN HEATING MILK.

A Simple and Inexpensive Appliance
That Will Prove Helpful to the Busy
Laundress on Wash Day Is a Little
Device With Two Wooden Rollers.

It 1s the little things in life that
smooth the pathway of the workaday
world, that make the Important tasks
Seem less strenuous, the hard day's
work less fatiguing.

If housekeepers would observe more

It 1s best always to add a pinch of
salt to bolled milk.

The busy housekeeper will be glad to
learn a quick and easy way to make
candles fit Into her candlesticks.
Should the ends of the candles be too
thick for the stick simply dip them in
boiling water for a minute. 'The heat
will melt the wax so it can easily be
pushed firmly into the candlestick.
For centuries women have bruised
their knuckles on the ridges of the
washboard, but this is no longer nec-
essary. A convenient little device
with two wooden rollers may be rub-
bed up and down over the clothes and
washboard, and the knuckles will not
be the least bit shiny, red or distorted

Watercress a Tonic.

There {s no green that is eaten with
greater relish in the early spring,
when the system craves such herbs as
horseradish, watercress and dande-
lions. 'Not only is it useful as a tonic,
but it makes a most appetizing gar-
nish for meats and fish.

A wholesome dish {s made with this
green by boiling and serving like spin-
nach with egg dressing. It is algo
tasty as a salad combined with diced
cucumber and French dressing. A
savory cream soup is made by chop-
ping finely two bunches of watercress
and cooking for five minutes in two
tablespoonfuls of butter, then adding
two cupfuls of white stock and boiling
for five minutes. Thicken with one
tablespoonful of butter and two table-
. spoonfuls of flour cooked together, add-
ing salt and pepper seasoning, and just
before serving put In one-half cupful
of milk and the yolk of one egg, slight-
ly beaten. Serve with slices of French
bread browned in the oven.

Cress may also be used with diced
cucumbers and French dressing to
stuff tomatoes. The tomatoes should
be peeled and placed on a bed of crisp
lettuce. Sandwiches of white or whole
wheat bread with crusts removed and
the greens mixed with French dressing
and filled between thin buttered slices
and rolled make a tasty luncheon dish.

¢. P. R. Line Through Petrolea
to Sarnia.

Montreal, August 19.—*“The Canadian
Pacific Railway is looking for good towns
to get into,"’ was the reply given by Mr,
D. McNicholl to-day, to a query put to
him as to whether or not there was any
truth in the rumor emanating from Lon-
don, Ont., that the Canadian Pacific Rail=
way proposed building a new line to
Sarnia, Chatham and Petrolea.

Mr. MeNicholl, questioned further on
the subject would have nothing to say,
except that no definite arrangements for
this line had been completed as yet.
Toronto, August 19.—It was stated at
the union depot to-night by an official,
who did not desire to be quoted, that the
Canadian Pacific had decided some
months ago to build a line from London
to Sarnia. According to this official it
was stated that the line would be built
from Caradoc Station west through Pet-
rolea. It was at first intended to cross
the G.¥. R. and enter Arkona and tap
the new peach belt of Lambton, but this
plan was abandoned. It was thought
that Petrolea would be better for the
present purpose.

This official was certain that work on
the new line would be started in the

spring.

Wintry Weather in England.

London, Aug. 18.—The sustained spell
of cold, stormy weather throughout Eng-
land, which at first was merely an annoy-
ance, is now rapidly developing into a
tragedy. The weather is colder than in
many Octobers, and the heavy. constant
rain is ruining the crops and rotting
vegetation. The holiday season, usually
now at its height, is completely spoiled,
and the seaside towns are almost desert-
ed. The harvest has been delayed, and
every day makes the rural outlook worse,
The hay Hhrvest, which promised to bea
bumper one a month ago, is now absolute-
ly ruined, and the hay lies dying on the
ground.

The weather experts
do not give any promise of immediate
relief,
