Huns Under
the Canadians

Ol ol Er oy o S n o ot pa s o o ode )
HE "entry of the Canadian
troops into Germany over
a year ago was a new ex-
perience in Canadian war-

fare. Probably the troops had been

80 well “trained to respect the Bel-

gians and the French and their pro-

perty, that they-failed to give com-
plete satisfaction as an army of occu-
pation. ‘It was told in “Barrack-room
gossip,” just before the boys left the

Rhine, that though their fighting

abilities had been fully recognized

they had failed gsomewhat' to “put it
over” as an ‘“‘army of terror” on the

Rhine. The Cana.ian soldier had

never had much chance to develop
the bullying characteristics. He would
rather learn the language and make
himself at homé When he wasn’t ac-
tually fighting. . He lost no love for
the German, or for Germany, but he
did not have the nack of shoving
the *iron heel stuff’” down in the
approved Prussian style.

The passage through the Ardennes
and into the sloping ground to the
Rhine was made with practically no
opposition. In advance of thg Cana-
dian forces ran tales throughout the
German households, which pictured
the coming soldiers as the last word
in savage ferocity. ‘“They had always
been put in the vanguard by the Eng-
lish because of their ignorance, and
they were so ferocious that even the
troops of the dear Fatherland could
hardly ever stand up against them.”

Many ingidents happened along
the route which proved a revelation
to the quiét business-like army in
khaki. German women not infre-
quently fainted dead away on hear-
ing that the Canadian troops were
a matter of a day’s march down the
road. Little family parties were
often seen in an attitude of fearful
prayer as the bands of the infantry
approached. But the Germans
everywhere proved remarkably well
disciplined as regards.public orders.
All that seemed necessary was to
post up a placard signed by a British
officer. ¢

It was needless to go further.
The orders were invariably obeyed.
A number of the rules which a few
weeks before had been imposed on
Belgian civilians by the Hun were
now imposed on the peoples of the
Rhine. They must remove their
hats to. all British officers. They
must not collect in groups or meet-
ings of any sort without permission
from the military authorities. No
dances, concerts or entertainments
of any kind were allowed. EXery
ciyilian must be in his house defore
seven o’clock in the evening, lunless
in possession of a pass signed by the
British military authorities. Some
of the soldiers who got the temporary
job of military police for a few days,
found it practically impossible to col-
lect any “‘graft.” Evoiry German was
invariably in his home by seven
o’clock.

The saluting order, however, met
with some little difficulty. The Ger-
mans at first appeared to know
nothing of such etiquette except as
applied to ™eir own,K German offi-
cers. They were not long left in

_ignorance. The language was 100

strange for an officer to instruct the
straggling wayside Hun to any ad-
vantage. But jerking off his hat and
dropping it on the ground at his feet
usually conveyed the desired instruc-
tion. The Heinie would usually pick
up his hat with sullen gesture, and
a gleam of ill-concealed hatred in his
eyes. Soon, however, they were so0
well trained that n.c.o.’s as well as
officers weré taking the ‘German
salute.

When the Canadian army passed
through Belgium, after the armistice,

1t
the German mark was rated at a

franc and a half, or about 30 cents.
That was the walue the Germans
placed on it when they ruled Bel-
gium. When Germany was entered
the mark was ordered down to seven
marks for five francs,’or a little over
14 cents for a mark.

The Germans immediately put up
the old-time bluff. “It was ridicu-
lous,” they cried. “It would ruin
the country.” In the beerhouses,

[l ,which were frequently by the pass-

ing soldiers, .they refused to give
more than a mark for a franc. This
was reported to the commanding offi-
¢ers in the district, who ordered the
reduction as official. Back would g0
the soldiers to collect the proper
change which a few threatening de-
monstrations usually produced.

The Germans have an exasperat-
ing manner, which it does not require
a knowledge of English to convey,
but which cons¥ts of a bull-headed
conceit of their own opinions. If you
tell a Frenchman he is wrong, he
will listen to your side of the ques-
tion, apsorb your point of view, and
either prove his opinion or be per-
suaded against it. A German cannot
possibly be wrong. He cannot be per-
suaded by arguments, but he must
see the argument in a public placard
signed by some military authority.

That is one way to convince him. .

There was another way which was
used in moderation by the Canadian
soldiers. It was little short of mira-
culous to witness the complete change
of expression which would come
over a German merchant when vou

| High  Pradse " Given 36 the Soldier

Settlers.

The British Columbia Farmer esti-
mates that 6,000 returnea soldiers
will settle on the land in that pro-
vince with the assistaace of the Sol-
diav Settlement Board. While it is
not ~xpected that all will make good,
the writer predicts that.at least 85
per cent, will do so. He says:

“There may be many among this
85 per cent. whose success will only
‘be comparative, but 1 am convinced
that among them there will be a
much higher average of real suc-
cesses than there are among farmers
a8 a class, or in any other calling.

“l am chiefly convinced that this
is so for a number of reasons, but
chiefly from the actual knowledge I
have of what the men we have al-
ready placed are doipg. Our super-
visors are keeping accurate tab on
what the men have done, and the
reports that are coming in are most
encouraging. Our qualification boards
are composed of practical men, They
have real knowledg® of the lands of
the province, and are able to give en-
quiring applicants information of
value about conditions that prevail in
the various districts, and the gualif-
cations which are necessary, These
men take no arbitrary stand or make
no decided effort to change the plans
of any applicant, even if they believe
him to be making a mistake, but they
do not fail to give the young men
the benefit of their advice, and i
many cases prospective errors axg
avoided.

‘““Then,” continyed the speaker,
“thesé men by the ‘assistance render-
ed them by the Settlement Board, ar~
placed in a position that in many
cases would take them four or tive
years’ of their lives to secure. In
fact, if the assistance had not been
extended it is practically certain that
in hundreds of cases the men would
not have sought the opportunity to
get into this great producing indus-
try, but would have gravitated to the
cities, or into some non-producing ae-
tivity.  The small amount of money
most of the men are able to put into
the business would be utterly inade-
quate to give them the start. They
are placed almost immediately in the
producing class. How many men the
Settlement Board will place in this
province before the applications
cease I could not hazard a guess, but
the number will not be less than
6,000, and they will be settlers of the
very salt of the earth, In no other
way would it be possible for any
Government to secure such a splen-
did class of settlers. In fact, view-
ing the wonderful success’ of the
movement to secure the establish-
ment of the soldier on the land, and
the great demand there is among the
men to get on the land, one is al-
most convinced that it\would be a
good idea for the Government to ex-
tend the scope of the land settlement
plan to include classes other than
soldiers.”

The Profit Tax.

The Business Profits War Tax ex-
pired on January 1, 1920. During
the four years the tax has been in
force, it has provided the major share
of receipts from war taxes. Includ-
ing 1919—returns for which are not
yet available—the estimated yield of
the tax since its inception, is in the
neighborhood of one hundred mil-
lion dollars. For the four years, the
revenue has been:

1916-17 .. $12,506,000
21,271,000

2,970,000

1919-20 (estimated) ),000,000

Total $96,747,000

The tax was imposed on a sliding
scale and designed to strike at big
profits. From a rate of 25 per cent.
on business profits between 7 and 15
per cent., the tax reaches as high as
75 per cent. on profits in excess of
25 per cent. Although, in view of
war conditions, objection to the tax
has not hitherto been made, manu-
facturers held that it hinders expan-
sion of industries. In fact, in his last
budget speech, Sir Thomas White
took up this point. ‘Our business pro-
fits taxation,” he said, “‘unle repeal-
ed as soon as war conditions termi-
nate, must have an adverse influ-
ence upon the investment of money
in business enterprise in Canada.”

The Government’s policy in regard
to continuance or discontinuance of
the tax is not likely to be announced
before the budget speech. Then, if
considered advisable (as has been
done before) the tax can be renewed.
The suggestion is made that, instead
of renewing the business profits tax,
the Government might make pro-
vision under the income tax for fur-
ther taxation of corporations. In
any event, there is evident need for
revenue. Before ‘the war, the great
debt of the Dominion stood at $336,-
000,000. It now stands at $1,800,~
000,000, Immediately before the war,
interest charges on the national debt
were under thirteen million dollars.
For the present year, they are esti-
mated at $115,000,000.

NATURAL GAB.

The use of natural gas is not in
any sense a discovery of modern
times as many people believe. Nat-
ural gas was used by the ancients 1o
foreign countries.

In the days of the illustrious Julius
Caesar there 'was a gas well in
France that was called a ‘‘flaming
fountain’ by the people and was a
source of much mystery to them,

The city of Genoa was illuminated
centuries ago with gas and in China
the gas was transported from place
to place through bamboo pipes, the
Chinese giving our gas company an
indication of how to transport their
article.

It has been worshipped by fire
worshippers in places it bubbled
from the ground.

The first well to be developed on
this continent wag discovered not far
from Buffalo. This was a well at
Fredonia that went down 37 feet In
1831 and was used to light the hotel
there when Gen. Lafayette visited
Fredonia.

The development of natural gas
was begun in ‘earnest in 1876 and
the state of Pennsylvania became a
leader in producing the gas. Gas
follows oil naturally and oil was
first discovered in large quantities
in this country in the Keystone state.

Gas wells average from 25,000
cubic feet a day to 10,000,000 cubic
feet a day. The smalles’ w.li, one
of 25,000 feet, wo!d ...y be enough
to supply three average households a
day.

Ges company officials in Canada
suy that natural /gas must be con=-
served or else the supply will be ex-
hausted in a few years. This remedy
for conservation is higher prices so
that gas ig not used as commonly and
as unthinkingly as it is now.

The biggest gas wells ever  dis-
covered are those discovered within
the past few months at McKeesport,
Pa., and there is a likelihood that the
McKeesport fleld will prove a big
boon to the natural gas industry im
that section of the tountry.

There was considerable gas in Can—
ada, but we have no record wells on
this side of the line. In Texas gas
was found in huge quantities coin-
cident with the discovery of oil, but
in Texas industries are so faw that
the product is almost useless. .The
Texas gas is being kept in the ground
until such time as it may be used and
in the meantime plans are under way
to extract gasoline from it,

Glass factories are especially heavy
users of natural gas. This is because
of its high heating units. During the
war special lenses were only made
possible with the use of the heating
of natural ges

It is the opinion of many gas auth-
orities that the next big gas field will
be found in northwest Canada, which
so far is practically an undeveloped
country for a natural product.

Furs Boomh Far North. |

Alfalfa as a Medicine.
One of the main uses of a small
plot of alfalfa on a farm is as a
medicine to stock being fed on dry
foods, and for this purpose it will
probably give best results if supplied
as a’'small daily ration, but it is very
useful if only gi¥en periodically, pro-
viding the space of time between
supplies is not too long. Alfalfa is
very rich in nitrogenous food mater-
ials, and as a consequepce has a very
narrow nutritive ratio, meaning that
as a_food for live stock it is un-
neces'ﬁa.rily rich in digestible protein,
and to make full use of this fodder
it should always be fed in admixture
with foods containing less protein.
The stems of the plant being com-
paratively fine, it is readily eaten by
live stock; and for the same reason
can be cured as hay without being
in any way objectionable. The ecrop
can be manufactured into and stored
ag ensilage, but on the whole must
be considered as being too valuable
All farm
live stock do well on alfalfa, either
in the green state or as hay, but be-
cause of its high protein content it
is an exceptionally good milk pro-
ducer, ~— Farmers’ Journal, British
East Africa. ;

FAGTS ABOUT MANUR:

BACTERIAL PROCESSES 1IN . A
FARM FERTILIZER.

Dlzestl‘e Action Must Take Place
Before Barnyard Manure Is In
Condition to Release Plant Food
—The Fire Fanging ot a Pile
Means Loss of Value. ;

In a bulletin issued some if¥ontlis
ago by the Omftario Department of
Agricultuye, Prof. *D. H. Joncs,
B.S,A.,, of the Ontario Agricultural
College staff, dealt in a lucid manner
with the bacterial action thgt takes
place in the manure pile. Thege coin-
plex processes are essential to the
fullest realization of the fertilizing
value of barnyard manure and are
described as follows:

The action. of various species, of
bacteria in manure is just as neges-
sary to prepare it for plant assimi-
lation as is the action of bacteria in
the soil. - The changes that take place
in manure from its fresh to its well-
rotted condition are due almost alto-
gether to the action of bacteria aided.
to some extent by molds.

When fresh manure is added di-
rectly to the soil, the .plant £food
which it contains is not so readily
available to growing plants as is the
case with well-rotted manures. The
bacteria contained in the fresh ma-
nure aided by those present in the
80il have to break down the complex
organic compounds of the manure
into simpler forms, or, as previously
described, digest them before the
growing crop can use them,

In the case of well-rotted manure,
however, most of this digestive
process has been completed by the
bacteria, and the plant food present
is largely in the right condition to
be readily used by the growisg crop.
The rotting or ripening of the ma-
nure is mainly the digestive action
of the bacteria contained in the
manure.

The kinds of bacteria which bring
about this action in the manure pile
are the same as those which bring
about the digestive processes in. the
soil. But the conditions which pre-
vail in the manure-pile are different
from those which prevail in the soil,
and as a result we are just as liable
to have injurious action, resulting
in loss, induced by these bacteria, as
we. are to have beneficial action.
Consequently,’ the bacterial action in
the manure pile has to be controlled
if we are to get best results.

There are large numbers of bac-
teria in manure when it is produced.
These numbers rapidly increase and
are added to from the stable floor,
the air and surroundings generally,
and a rapid fermentation of the
mahure pesuits. ‘Everyone 18 familiar
with th .'sharp, pungent, ammonia~
cal odoryswhich is_given off from an
occupiec};horse stall if it has not been
cleanied but for a day. This odor is
given og -from' the- "manure, liquid
and solid, througl the rapid" action
of the alpmlouifying bacteria. When
the ammonia is given off into:the
atmosphgre it is lost, and so this ac-
tion shquld be prevented as far as
possible. '

If the fresh manure is thrown into
a pile and the pile is kept well pack-
edrand moist the production of am-
monia will not be so rapid as to be
readily given off into the atmosphere.
Most of;it, as it is produced, will be
seized upon by ‘the nitrous bacieria
and changed to nitrates, and these
nitrates *will be changed by the nitric
bacteria into nictric acid and finally
result in nitrates. It is the presence
of these nitrates in well-rotted ma-
nure that is largely responsible for
well-rotted manure giving quicker
returns than fresh manure when add-
ed to the soil.

Everyone who has had anything
to do with horse manure will be fa-
miliar with the condition known as
fire fanging. This fire fanging
means loss, as it destroys the plant
food in the manure by a glow burn-
ing. The condition of firg fanging is
due to a rapid oxidation in fresh
manure induced primarily by the di-
gesting bacteria. In order for this
to occur, there must be abundant
oxygen within the fresh manure pile.
This condition exists when the fresh
manure is loosely packed and strawy.
In such manure the bacteria will in-

duce rapid oxidation, which causes
a rise in temperature. The tempera-
ture will continue- to rise until

eventually the bacteria which have
started it are destroyed by the heat,
and much of the mamntire renderad
worthless. Therefore, to prevent fire
fanging the manure pile should be
kept well packed and moist for the
purpose of excluding excessive quan-
tities of air.

There is not the danger from fire
fanging in cow manure or pig ma-
nure that there is in horse manure,
as these manures are naturally wet
and compact. Mixture of these with
horse manure, providing the whole
is well packed, will thus reduce loss
by fire fanging.

GROOMING COWS I8 FAVORED,

Animal Naturally Clean and Dairy-
man's Duty Is to Keep Her So.
Sightliness and attractiveness are

feminine assets which extend even

to the dairy eow. Naturally she is a

clean and tidy beast. Unfortunately

man hag been obliged to confine the
dairy cow closely in stables during
certain periods of the year, with the
conseguence that unless he ' daily
brushes and grooms the dairy mat-
rons, their sleek, seemly coats soon
lose their gloss and lustre and be-
come densely matted with dirt and
litter. For the same reasons that it
pays to groom horses — greater effi-
ciency from neat, spick-span-coats—
it also proves invaluable to ‘““doll up”
the dairy cow daily by vigorous ap-
plication of brush and curry comb.
Cow comfort — that inexplainable

condition of well-being which \means
animal satisfaction and the economi-
cal production of the maximum flow
of milk—is fostered by careful and
persistent grooming during the sgea-
son when the cows need such extra
attention, as ordinarily during the

Grooming Increases Cow Comfort and
Makes for Clean Milk,

pasture period the animals of their
own accord keep themselves clean.
The enthusiastic use of the brush
and currycomb, supplemented by a
moist cloth, as siege guns against
dust and dirt, are good mediums for
increased production, according to
the opinions of progressive dairymen.
These dairymen. maintain that the
clean coats and luxurious feelings of
contentment induce increased pro-
duction of milk. If you doubt the
profits from grooming dairy cows, put
it up to Bossie and her stable mates
via the referendum-vote method.
From a sanitary standpoint, the
densely matted, filthy and caked coat
of the dirty cow is one of the main
sources of contamination in milk.
Filth dries on the body of the animal,
and, unless it is removed previous to
milking, a portion of it is likely to
fall into the milk paill and carry
undesirable bacteria with it. Hence,
grooming cows is a fundamental safe-
guard against inferior, germ-laden
milk. Where cows are groomed dalily
during their period of close confine-
ment an attendant requires only
about two or three minutes a cow to
prepare and gloss up the animals as
though for a banquet. On the other
hand, it is dificult and time-consum-
ing to clean off cows which have been

kept without grooming in a dirty
stable.
The commendable practice is to

groom and clean the cows daily at
such a time between the milking
periods that there will be abundant
opportunity for the dust put into cir-
culation to settle so that it \will
not contaminate the milk as it is
drawn from the cows. It is necessary
for best results to wipe off the udder
and flanks of each cow with a moist,
clean cloth just before milking, in
order to remove all the surface dust
and dirt which has escaped the pre-
vious clean-up processes. It is re-
commended that dairymen exercise
special care to provide plenty of ma~
terial so that at all times they may
use clean cloths in preparing the
cows for milking, as too commonly
the wiping cloth, unless carefully
handled, becomes a source of con-
tamination. It is also advisable to
clip off the long hairs from udder
and flanks of each cow.

Feeding Ensilage to Cows.

Do not wait too long when flies are
bad and the weather is warm to open
your silo and begin feeding ensilage
to your cows. They will not only pay
for their feed in the summer, but will
be in much better condition in the

nter months, to do better work.
Do\ not_ fail to have some sgort-of
shade in the pastures if you wish
your cows to do well in the hot sum-
mer months. A cow that has to fight
flies in the sun all day wil not give

large returns in the pail at night,
